The foUovnng Tables form a new and important feature in

the Post Office Directory :—
The Lists of the Population are taken from Parliamentary

Documents, and are therefore of authority. Is'o accurate
Census was made of Ireland previous to 1821, and in 1831
there are 10 Parishes in the County of Kerry, and 1 in the
County of Clare, the returns for which are still outstanding ;

an allowance, liowever, of 30,000 has been made for these
Parishes, which is probably very near the truth.

The Tide Table has been computed from data obtained
from a series of years' observations, and upon the principles
recommended by La Place, and as every calculation has been
separately examined, the results may be confidently relied
upon ; certain winds, however, accelerate, while others re-
tard the Tides in a small degree. The computations are in
mean time, or that which is shown by a properly-regulated
clock or watch.

The other Tables, which in many cases are indispensably
necessary, are deduced from the Jury Reports of the Coun-
ties of Edinburgh, Stirling, Lanark, and Linlithgow.

Ship Letters—Letters coming from on board any ship are

chargeable with an additional rate, for a single letter, of 8d.

Letters conveyed outwards, in sealed bags, are chargeable

with half packet postage, which must be paid when put into

the office.

India—Letters to and from the East Indies are regularly

forwarded by ships.—The postage must be paid here.

The rate outwards is 2d. per package under three ounces

;

if above that weight, one shilling per ounce.

By the Ship Letter Act it is enacted, that every master of

a vessel, immediately on his arrival in port, shall take the

whole of his letters to the Fost-Office. under penalty of L.200,
and the captain must sign a declaration that every letter has
been so delivered, before his vessel can be permitted to report

to the Custom-house.
Vessels to and from Ireland, or Coastwise, are not allowed

to convey letters, under a heavy penalty.

Money, Rings, or Lockets, ^c—When money, rings, or

lockets, &c. are sent by the post from Edinburgh, particular

care should be taken to deliver the same to the Clerk, at the

window at the General Post-Office ; and when any such letter

is to be sent from the country, it should be delivered into the

hands of the Post-master ; but it is to be observed, that this

office does not engage to ensure the party from loss.

Moncjj Order Office—For the security of sums of money
not exceeding 5 guineas, sent in letters by post, the Post-mas«
ter-General lias authorized the establishment of the Money
Order office, where orders are given (payable at sight) on the

Post-masters in Scotland, England, and Ireland. Attendance
from 11 to 3 daily, Sundays excepted.

though few are willing to prosecute the dealers whose
frauds have been exposed to them.

Consumers of Coals should attend to the following di-

rections ; they have been published in all the papers, yet

very many, especially housekeepers and servants, are paying
no attention to them :

Never receive a cart of Coals without the Weigher's

certificate; his name is ROBERT GIBB, and if he should

be changed, notice shall be given by advertisement.

2«%, Attend to the hour marked in the certificate, and if

more than an hour after that has elapsed before the Coals

are delivered, reject them, for the carter may have been dis-

posing of a part of his load.

Sdly, Always keep or destroy the Weigher's certificate,

for if it remain with the carter, he may use it on the same
day a second time to pass another cart of Coals of inferior

weight or qualitj'.

ithli/, Any Person receiving a Cart of Railway Coal

may assure himself of its weight and quality, by calling at

the Depot, and examining the entry in the Weigher's

book.

Those who are not acquainted with any Coal Merchant
of the Railway Depot, may address orders for Coal to the

Railway Office, and they shall be handed to respectable

agents for execution.

having been seconded by Sir James Gibson Craig of Ric-

carton, Bart., was carried by acclamation, and the thanks

of the Court awarded accordingly ; to which the Earl of

Rosebery replied in acknowleijgment.

The chair having then been resumed by the Earl of

Rosebery,

On the motion of Sir Francis Walker Drummond of

Hawthornden, Bart., and Patrick Robertson, Esq., advo-

cate, the thanks of the Court were unanimously voted to

the Manager, the Society's auditor, Patrick Cockburn, Esq.,

and their Medical Officer, Dr Duncan, for their assiduous

and faithful discharge of the duties of their respective

offices.—Thereafter the Court adjourned.
