Newspapers printed within the British Colonies and
Possessions beyond the Seas, and brought by Private
Ships into the United Kingdom, and delivered at any
Post Office with the Ship's Letters, are to be charged
and forwarded with a Postage of One Penny upon each

Paper.

The above applies to all the Colonies excepting the

East Indies, the Cape of Good Hope, and New South

Wales, Van Dieman"s Land, Swan River, the Man-
ritius, Ceylon, and Batavia—Newspapers to which are

charged as follows : Under one ounce Id., under two

ounces 2d., under three ounces 3d., and so on, charging

One Penny for every additional ounce.

Printed Newspapers may be received at any General

Post Office in the United Kingdom for conveyance

either by Packet Boats or Private Ships to

Foreign Parts, on Payment of Twopence for every

such Paper, such payment to be made at the time when
the Paper is put into the Post Office—providedevery

such Paper be put into a Post Office within Seven Days
next after the Day on which the same shall be published,

such day to be ascertained by the date of the Paper.

Newspapers printed in any Kingdom or State beyond

Sea, other than his Majesty's Colonies and Possessions,

and brought into the United Kingdom either by Packet
Boats or Private Ships, (if printed in the language

of the Foreign Kingdom or State from which thesame
shall be forwarded, but not otherwise,) are to be charged

with a rate of Two Fence each, on Delivery by the Ge-

neral Post in any part of Great Britain and Ireland,

at the place of their first Address, in addition to any
Postage charged thereon by any Foreign Post-Office.

There is an exception in favour of such Foreign

countries as have agreed to circulate Newspapers to

and from Great Britain free, when they are put under

the same regulations as Newspapers to and from the

British Colonies. The following are the places with

which such agreement has been made:—Buenos Ayres,

Colombia, La Guayra, Caraccas, Carthagena, Bogota,

They must be sent without Covers, or in Covers open
at the sides, and if any other Paper or thing whatever

be enclosed or concealed therein, or there shall be writ-

ing other than the superscription upon them or their

Covers, such Packets are chargeable with the full rates

of Postaae as Letters.

FRANKS—The Peers of Parliament and Members
of the House of Commons are entitled to send " ten

and receive fifteen letters daily," free of postage, to or

from any place within the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland. The superscription of each letter

sent must be wholly in the handwriting of the Peer or

Member, who must endorse the name of the post town
from which such letters are sent, and the date written

in words at length. The weight of each letter must be

under one ounce.

Franks put into the Twopenny-post in London are

liable to the Twopenny-post rates, and are also liable

to the rate when going into or coming from any of the

country Penny Posts. The act of 54 Geo. III., cap.

189, sect. 17, enacts, that it sliall be l.iwlui tor every

Member of either House of Parliament to receive by

post any petition addressed to either House of Parlia-

ment, free from the duty of postage, so an the same be

sent in a cover open at the sides, and that tile same shall

not exceed the weight of six ounces.

BANK NOTBS and DRAFTS— Persons wishing

to send bank notes or drafts by post, are advised to cut

such notes or drafts in halves, and send them at two

different times, waiting till the receipt of one half is

acknowledged before the other is sent.

MONEY, RINGS, on LOCKETS, &c—When,
money, rings, or lockets, &c. are sent by the post from

Edinburgh, particular care should be taken to deliver

LATE DELIVERY OF LETTERS— Represen-

tations having been made of the time occupied by the

LETTER CARRIERS in the DELIVERY of their

LETTERS through the City, the inconvenience has

been ascertained to be in a great measure, if not entirely,

attributable to the delays experienced by the Carriers

at hall doors, owing to servants not answering the bells,

and in some cases, by the servants not being provided

with money to pay the postage. Instructions have been

issued to the Letter Carriers, to rap or ring at each

hall door twice, pausing an instant. The application

of the Carrier, therefore, cannot be mistaken ; and the

public are earnestly requested to aid the Postmaster-

General in his Lordship's anxiety to expedite the general

delivery of the correspondence, by obliging servants to

answer immediately the Carrier's application, and to

have the servant previously provided with sufficient sums
to discharge their demands.

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REGULATIONS
FOR THE

HACKNEY-COACHES OF EDINBURGH.

It is enacted by the Loud Provost and Magis.
tbates of Edinburgh,

—

1. That no Carriage shall ply for hire within the City
and Suburbs, or Port of Leith, without being approved
of and licensed by a Magistrate. Each License shall
continue in force for two years only.

2. That each licensed Carriage shall have a number
issued for it, which shall be affixed, together with the
Owner's name, in legible letters, of a colour different

from the Carriage, at least one inch in length, on each
door, immediately below the window frame; and the
number shall also be distinctly painted on the centre of
the back of the Carriage, or on a piece of tin fixed under
the back window.

3. That each licensed Carriage shall be always pro.
vided with horses in good condition ; and the Carriage,
including the cushions, steps, springs, blinds, windows,
and check strings, as also the harness of the horses,

shall always be kept in good order and repair. The
coachman, when driving, shall always keep the check-
string in his left hand.

4. That each Coachman shall be cleanly in his per-
son, and conduct himself in a proper, civil, and de-
corous manner on all occasions.

5. That the Stances shall be South College street,

Tron Church, Prince's street East and West ends,
George street between Hanover and Frederick streets,

Queen street East and West ends, and Union place,
or at such other places as may from time to time be
appointed. While the Carriages are at the Stances, the

coachman shall either sit on the box, or stand at the
horsis' heads.

6. That there shall not be fewer than six Carriages
at each Stance every week-day at 9 o'clock, a.m. and
on Sunday, one-fourth of the Carriages licensed shall
attend at each Stance from 10 a.m. to 10 p.m. in rota-
tion of numbers.

7. That, when a Carriage is at a Stance, it shall be
held to be disengaged. The Coachman shall not en-
quire where he is to go previously to being engaged—
nor plead a pretended prior engagement nor draw off
the Stance on account thereof, the proof of a real engage-
ment lying with the Coachman. He shall wait, either

at taking up or setting down a Party, as long as he shall

be required. When a Carriage is engaged, the hour
shall be punctually kept, aud the arrival immediately
announced.

8. That Carriages shall be hired from the Stance
nearest the residence of the Party.

9. That all parcels or other atticles left in Carriages
shall be immediately returned to the Owner, if known,
or if not known, shall be sent to the Council Chamber.

10. That the fares shall be charged in terms of the
annexed Table.

11. That a copy of these Regulations shall be kept
by each Coachman ; and the Regulations shall be enfor-
ced in the Council Chamber, at the instance of the Pro-
curator-Fiscal, by penalties not exceeding One Pound
sterling for each offence, or by withdrawing the license.
The Proprietor shall be answerable for his Servants.

It will be evident to all, of how great importance
it is to the consumer to have the stores of the coal
proprietors thus brought into town, the frauds of

those who cart couls from the hills being proverbial.

In Railway-borne coal, no dealer could commit a fraud,

without a connivance with the servants of one of the

coal proprietors, and also with the servants of the

Ruilway Company,—that is, a connivance of three

parties who have no common interest. It is espe-

cially to be remembered, that the Ruilway Company

4thly, If coals appear on delivery to be of a differ-
ent quality from what were ordered, a competent per,
son shall be sent to inspect them, on application being
made to the Manager.

5thly, Avoid any coal merchant who appears un-
reasonably averse to supplying Railway-borne coal.
The respectable portion of the coal merchants in
Edinburgh and Leith have a great advantage in sup-
plying their customers directly from the stores of the
