EXCHANGE OF SPOILED STAMPS.
The Commissioners of Stamps are authorized,

by Act 53 Geo. III., cap. 108, to cancel
and to give new stamps in lieu of such signed
stamps (except policies of insurance, and
bills and notes presented, delivered, or issued)

as shall be found to have been void in law
from the beginning, or such other stamps,
as, owing to any error therein—to the death
of any person whose signature shall be neces-
sary thereto—to the refusal or want of sig-

nature of some material party—or to any of
the other causes desci'ibed in said act—shall

be incomplete and insufficient for the pur-
pose intended. All such stamps (whether
signed or unsigned), if belonging to parties

resident in Edinburgh, or within ten miles
thereof, must be brought for exchange with-
in six months after the same shall have been
spoiled. If the parties reside elsewhere in

Scotland, signed stamps must also be pre-

sented within six months after having been
spoiled; but if unsigned, twelve months are
allowed.

Parties in Edinburgh must make affidavit as
to the reasons of presentment at the head
office; but if resident in the country, the
affidavit may be made on unstamped paper
before any Justice of Peace. The office of
the Solicitor of Stamps is open for the exa-
mination of claims every Tuesday and Thurs-
day, from twelve till two. On the claim
being passed, a certificate is given, stating

that application must be made for the new
stamps after Thursday se'ennight, and with-

in six weeks, otherwise the claim will be
forfeited. The stamps given in exchange
will be the same as those spoiled, unless

application be made for stamps of a different

description when the claim is lodged.

Inland Posiag;e and Cieneral Reg:nIations.
All Letters and Newspapers are invariably forwarded by the earliest Mail after being posted.

The consequence of Letters and Newspapers mis-sent (a circumstance every care will not entirely

jjrevent, from the rapidity with which the duty has to be performed) being a delay in their delivery,

loo much care caimot be taken to obtain a full and legible address, which will facilitate the

correct despatch of the letters to their destination, and insure their speedy delivery.

All Inland Letters and Packets, including those from the Channel Islands and the Isle of

Man, \i pre-paid, are subject to the following rates of postage:

—

Not exceeding half an ounce in weight, - • - - Id.

one ounce, ...... 2d.

two ounces, ...... 4d.

And so on, two rates being added for every ounce.

Addresses to Her Majesty pass free, and petitions to Parliament, if under thirty-two ounces, and

in covers open at the ends.

Inland Letters and Packet?, under four ounces in weight, may be sent unpaid, but are charged

double the amount of postage to which they would have been liable had they been prepaid; and no

Letter or Packet exceeding that weight, can be forwarded by Post icithout pre-payment.

ADHESIVE STAMPS AND ENVELOPES.
Letters written on Stamped Paper, or enclosed in Stamped Covers, or having Stamps affixed to

them, the Stamps in every such case being equal to the rates of Postage chargeable on such Letters,

if prepaid, will pass free of all other Postage Charge in whatever part of the United Kingdom they

may be posted.

In those cases where the value of the Stamps on the Letter is less than the amount of Postage to

which it is properly liable, the letter will be charged double the amount of such deficiency on de-

livery ;—the same rule applies to Letters under-paid in money.
Adhesive Stamps should be placed on the front of the t.etter, and upon the right hand corner of
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the upper side ; and care should be taken that they firmly adhere to the Letter. The proper method

is to wet the Letter, not the Stamp.

Every Postmaster, Sub-Postmaster, and Letter Receiver, without exception, will sell the Postage

Label Stamps, Stamped Envelopes, and Stamped half sheets of paper, to the public at the following

Prices:

—

The Penny Label Stamps, at Id. each.

The Twopenny ditto, - 2d.

The Penny Envelopes, 24 for 2s. 3d. or 2 for 2id.

The Twopenny ditto, 12 . . 2s. 2d. . . 3 . . 6|d.

Stamped half-sheets of paper, l;|d. each, or the quire of 24 for 2s. 3d.

They are also sold at the Chief Office, Waterloo Place, Edinburgh.

NEWSPAPERS AND SUPPLEMENTS TO NEWSPAPERS.

It is not compulsory to send Newspapers or their Supplements by Post, but those that are in-

tended to be so transmitted, must be sent in covers open at the sides ; and no words of communica-

tion may be printed or written on such papers (except under the conditions hereafter explained)

after the same shall have been published, when they are entitled to pass free.

Parties will be allowed, however, to put any Writing or Marks on Newspapers passing by Post,

in the United Kingdom, provided that a Postage of a Penny be prepaid, by means of a Stamp con-

spicuously affixed outside the Cover or folded Newspaper, it being understood, that in those cases

where the Newspaper may be liable to Postage, irrespective of such Writing or Marks (as when it

is both posted and delivered in the same town) the Penny Stamp shall cover both the Writing and

Postage. But this privilege is to be confined to Writing or Marks on the Newspaper itself, and not

to extend to the cover, which must contain nothing but the address.

Any Writing or Marks on the Cover, besides the address, or on the Newspaper (if not prepaid as

above) will subject it to the same rate as that of an Unpaid Letter, according to weight.

Newspapers pass free by the Edinburgh Local Posts, except in those cases where they shall be

posted and delivered within the limits of the General Post delivery, which now includes Leith,

when the postage is one penny on each Newspaper.

Pkices Current and Commercial Lists published in the United kingdom, if duly stamped,

and under the weight of two ounces, will be treated as Newspapers, and enjoy the Newspaper

privileges, the sanction of the Postmaster-General having been previously obtained.

*** As the mere affixing a Newspaper Stamp on any new periodical publication will not entitle

it, as a matter of course, to pass free by the Post, those who may be about to publish, for the first

time, any such paper, should submit a copy to the Postmaster-General, in order that it may be

determined whether the Publication is of a nature that will entitle it to pass free of postage.

Clause of the Act of 1st Victoria, cap. .34, sec. 32.—" And be it further enacted, that in all cases

" in which a question shall arise, whether a printed Paper is entitled to the privileges of a Nevvs-

'• paper or other Publication hereby privileged, so far as respects the transmission thereof by the

" Post under the Post-Office acts, the question shall be referred to the determination of the Post-

" master- General, whose decision, with the concurrence of the Lords of the Treasury, shall be

" final."

Printed Votes and Proceedings of the Imperial Parliament, or of the Colonial Legis-

latures, are charged

—

Under four ounces, - - - - Id.

Above four and under eight ounces - 2d.

Above eight and under twelve ounces, - 3d., and so on,

• Such Votes and Proceedings, whether paid or unpaid, pass at these rates between places in the

United Kingdom as well as to the Colonies, by packet. The Postmaster-General is authorized

(if he shall see fit) to delay the transmission of Printed Votes and Proceedings in Parliament for

any space not exceeding Twenty-four hours from the time at which the same would otherwise

have been forwarded.

REGISTERED LETTERS.
The system of registration provides a secure mode of transmitting Bank Notes, Bank Post Bills,

Drafts, &c. &c. The arrangements have been made with the view of ensuring the punctual delivery

of Registered Letters; on their delivery, the parties to whom they may have been addressed will

be required to acknowledge in writing their receipt. Letters offered for Registration must nave

the full amount of Postage IN stamps affixed thereon, and the Registration Fee of Sixpence must

be paid in money.
Registered Letters will be taken at the General Post-Office, at the Receiving-Houses, and by

all Postmasters throughout the United Kingdom, until within half an hour of the closing of the

Box for the particular Mail or Bag by which they are to be despatched.

An acknowledgment of receipt will be given to the parties registering Letters, and each receipt

must bear the Office stamp.

The practice of committing Letters containing valuable property to the Post-Office unregistered
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should in all cases be avoided. It is expected that persons having occasion to transmit letters of
value, will avail themselves of the proper means of security, and in no case, by committing pro-
perty unregistered to the Letter-boxes, risk its loss. If, however, notes are sent, the parties

should be recommended to cut them in halves, and the second halves should not be despatched
until the receipt of the first has been acknowledged. The numbers, dates, and amounts, should
also be carefully taken.

REDIRECTED LETTERS.
Redirected Letters are subject to additional rates of Postage ; but whether the Letters have been

originally prepaid or not, they are only liable to be charged at the prepaid rate for the additional
Postage, which is to be paid on delivery.

OVERCHARGES, DELAYS, &c.

In all cases of complaint, whether arising from overcharges, delays, and other irregularities, the
covers (and contents in all practicable cases) should be forwarded to the Secretary, General Post-
Office, for investigation, as aflFording the only efficient means of answering such complaints satis-

factorily. Overcharges, however, are returned at the General Post-office between the hours of
ten and four, on presenting the overcharged Letters at the window of the Paid Letter Office.

LETTERS NOT TO BE DELIVERED BACK.
To prevent the possibility of Letters being surreptitiously obtained from the offices where put

in, office-keepers are strictly forbid returning, to any persons whomsoever. Letters that may be
applied for, under whatever circumstances the recovery may be urged. This is, moreover, forbid

by the established principle, that the instant a letter is committed to the Post, it is no longer the
property of the Sender.

ILLEGAL CONVEYANCE OF LETTERS.
By the 1st Victoria, cap. 36, sec. 2, any person illegally conveying Letters incurs a penalty of

£5 for every oflFence, and £100 for every week the practice is continued. The Sender also incurs
a penalty of £6 for every offence, with full Costs of Suit.

ARTICLES WHICH MAY NOT BE SENT BY POST.
Letters or Packets cannot be forwarded, conveyed, or delivered by the Post-Office containing

any of the following inclosures—viz., any Glass or Glass Bottle, any Razor, Scissors, Knife, Fork,
or other sharp or pointed Instrument ; any Leeches, Game, Fish, Flesh, Fruit, Vegetable, or other
perishable substance; any Bladder, or other vessel containing liquid; or any article, matter, or thing
whatsoever, which might, by pressure or otherwise, be rendered injurious to the Officers of the
Post-Office, or to the contents of the Mail-bags; and the Act 3 and 4 Victoria, cap. 96, expressly
directs that no letter shall be sent by Post containing any explosive or other daxgerocs material
oa SUBSTANCE. No Letter or Packet exceeding in breadth, or length, or depth, twenty four inches
measurement, can be forwarded by Post.

Printed Books, under certain Regulations, forwarded at a reduced rate.
Printed Books, Magazines, Reviews, and Pamphlets (whether British, Colonial, or Foreign),

may be transmitted by the Post, mthin the United Kingdom, at the following reduced rates of
Postage, viz.:

—

Not exceeding 1 pound in weight, - - 6d.

2 . - Is. Od.

3 - - Is. Cd.

and so on; 6d. being charged for every complete pound, or fraction of a pound beyond. Every
such Packet must be sent without a Cover, or in a Cover open at the ends or sides. It must
contain a single volume only, the several Sheets or Parts thereof, when there are more than one
being sewed or bound together.

It must not exceed two feet in length.

The Postage must be prepaid in full by affixing on the Packet or its Cover the proper Stamps.
The name and address of the Sender may be written or printed upon, or in such Book, &c. so
sent, or on theEnvelope thereof, in addition to the address.

Any other writing may be on any leaf of the book, &c., or on the binding thereof, provided that
it be on out and the felf same pa<je of the Book, or corresponding portion of the binding. If any or
either of the above conditions be violated, the Packet must be charged and treated as a Letter in

every respect.

To prevent any obstacles to the regular transmission of Letters, any officer of the Post Office
may delay the transmission of any such Packet, for a time not exceeding twenty four hours from the
time it would otherwise have been forwarded.

These instructions are not to extend to, or interfere with, the transmission of Printed Votes or
Proceedings in Parliament, or of Newspapers or of Packets sent to or from places beyond Seas.

Honey Order Office.

Money Orders are issued and paid at the General Post-Office, Edinburgh, between the hours of
10 and 4.
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The commission chargeable for Money Orders is threepence on sums not exceeding £2, and on

sums above £2, and not exceeding £5, sixpence. No order will be given for sums beyond this

amount.
The jVtoney Order Office, and the system of Registration, have been devised expressly for the

security of aioney and other valuable property transmitted through the Post-Office. With the

great convenience thus afforded for transmitting small sums at so low a charge, and the power

given of Registering Letters containing value, it is hoped the Public will no longer forward letters

of value except in one or other of these methods.

In all cases where personal attendance is inconvenient, if the Money Order is receipted by the

person to whom it is made payable, and the party presenting it for payment can afford full infor-

mation as to the Christian name, surname, address, and occupation of the person icho oriyinallij

obtained the order, payment will be made; but unless these conditions are strictly complied with, it

will be refused. Any ^Money Order presented through a bank, will be paid, without the name of

the remitter and the signature in full of the Christian name of the payer being insisted upon as a

condition of payment, provided that the bank be situated in the town on which the Money

Order is drawn, that the Order be crossed with the banker's name, aiid that the parly applying at

the Money Order Office be known there as in the employment of the bank. It must be under-

stood, however, that in all such cases the liability of the Post-Office will absolutely terminate

with the Payment of the Order so presented.

The following is the list of places in Scotland, England, Wales, and Ireland, upon which alone

Money Orders can be drawn, and at which they can be issued. A Money Order intended for a

person residing at a place in which there is no Money Order Office, should be drawn upon the Post

Town nearest to it, which may have a jNIoney Order Office.

Foreign and Colonial Letters and Newspapers.
General Regulations.

The prepayment of Postage being optional to many parts abroad, Foreign as well as Colonial, a

table of the places in such countries to which letters may be forwarded unpaid is given.

Letters for the Colonies and Foreign Countries, which may be posted unpaid, specially ad-

dressed to be forwarded by routes which require the postage to be paid in advance, will not, if

there are any means of transmitting them, be opened and returned to the writers, for payment of

such postage, but will be despatched if possible by other routes unpaid.

WEIGHT OF LETTERS.
Letters being now charged by weight in this country, as well as abroad, the British scale of

progression is as follows :

—

Not exceeding ^ oz., one Rate.

Do. do. 1 oz., two Rates.

And two Rates for every succeeding oz.

The French and Belgian scale of progression is as follows :

—

Under | oz., one Rate.

Weighing ^ oz., under \ oz., two Rates.

And one Rate for every succeeding | oz.

In charging the British and Foreign combined rates, it must be observed that a letter upon
which the Foreign postage is to be paid will be liable to two Foreign rates if it reaches the ^ oz.

(the single rate being nuder that weight), and so on, whereas two British rates are not chargeable

unless the letter exceeds A oz. (the limit for a single British rate) ; so that a letter to be subject
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to a single Foreign rate, as well as British, must be under a ^ oz. The following shows the

method of taking the postage on letters for France and Belgium :

SHIP LETTERS.
The rates of postage on " Ship," as on other letters, are taken by weight. The single uniform

rate on ship letters between the United Kingdom and any place beyond seas (except those for

France, Belgium, Holland, Hamburg, Bremen, Brunswick, and Hanover, to which places the

rate is the same as by packet), when conveyed by private ship, is 8d. under the ^ oz., and so on,

in whatever part of the United Kingdom the same may be posted or delivered. Letters intended

to be conveyed by " private ship " should be so addressed.

PERSONS EXEMPT FROM SHIP LETTER POSTAGE.
The owners, charterers, and consignees, resident in the United Kingdom, and owners, con-

signees, and shippers of goods on board vessels inward bound, are entitled to receive their letters

free from sea postage (the inland postage only being chargeable) to the extent of 6 oz. collectively

by any one vessel to any such person. In the case of vessels coming from Ceylon, the Mauritius, the

East Indies, or the Cape of Good Hope, for an owner, charterer, or consignee of such vessel, the

letters may collectively be 20 oz. in weight. The owner, charterer, or consignee, must be de-

scribed as such on the address or superscription ; and, in the case of owners, consignees, or ship-

pers of goods, it must also appear by the ship's manifest that they have goods on board the vessel.

Such persons are entitled to have their letters which come within the above conditions, before the

master of the vessel delivers the other letters in his charge to the Post- Office.

*,* Any person who shall, with intent to evade any duty of postage, falsely superscribe a letter

as being the owner, charterer, or consignee of a vessel conveying the same, or as the owner, ship-

per, or consignee of goods shipped in such vessel, shall, for every offence, forfeit £10.

LETTERS NOT TO BE SEALED WITH WAX WHEN SENT TO WARM CLIMATES.

The practice of sealing letters which pass to and from the East Indies, and other warm climates,

with wax, leads to much inconvenience and delay, as well as injury to the letters, notwithstanding

the greatest care is taken to separate them, in consequence of the melting of the wax and adhesion

of letters to each other. The public, therefore, are recommended, in all such cases, to use wafers

instead of wax, and to advise their correspondents to do the same.

ADHESIVE STAMPS AND ENVELOPES.
Stamps may be used to pay foreign or colonial letters outwards, but care must be taken that,

by the addition of such stamps, the letters do not exceed the weight intended to be paid for. In
those cases in which the value of stamps on the letters is less than the amount of postage charge-

able, they will be treated as unpaid letters, and the stamps become forfeited ; and where they

cannot be forwarded as unpaid letters, they will be sent to the Dead Letter Office, and opened

and returned to the writers for the proper postage. Stamps are not permitted to be used on let-

ters arriving in the United Kingdom from the colonies or foreign countries. Whenever, therefore,

such letters bear any, they will be charged the full rate of postage, without regard to such stamps.

These regulations will be applicable to newspapers in those cases where they are liable to postage.

. NEWSPAPERS, AND PRICES CURRENT, TO THE COLONIES AND FOREIGN
COUNTRIES.

Newspapers and Prices Current duly stamped and authorized, provided the regulations are

complied with, and they are posted within seven days of their publication, may be forwarded to

the colonies and to foreign countries, by post-office packets or private ships. To the British colonies

they are forwarded free, as also to many foreign countries, which will be found in the Lists. But
to all places to which newspapers are not sent free, the postage on them must be paid in advance.

Newspapers and Prices Current, duly stamped to the colonies by peivate ship, are charged one

penny each. To France, Belgium, Holland, and countries through Holland, by private ship, one

penny each. Chili, Peru, Guatemala, Western Coast of America. Venezuela, St Helena, St

Mary's River, Gambia, Sierra Leone, Cape-Coast Castle, Fernando Po, and Ascension Island, one

penny each. All other places not British, by private ship, twopence each, which must be paid

at the time of posting the same.

The undermentioned printed PRICES CURRENT having obtained the sanction of the Lords

of the Treasury, pass through the Post-Office to the colonies and foreign countries at One Penny
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each, provided they contain simply the names and prices of articles. The names and addresses of

the parties dealing in such articles must be excluded :-

Each copy to be made up in the same way as a newspaper, with cover open at the sides.

The title of the publication must be written or printed immediately above the address ; and any

other writing than such address, name, initial, or mark for reference of any kind, calculated to

convey information as to the party by whom such publication is forwarded, will subject the same

to full letter rates of Postage.

Prices Current cannot be forwarded a second time without being charged full letter postage.

Prices Current from any colony or place abroad by private ship, are charged the same rate as

newspapers. Prices Current from any British colony by packet, direct to any place in the United

Kingdom, one penny each.

Prices Current from any foreign country by packet (except France, Belgium, Holland, and

China), direct to the United Kingdom, twopence each.

Prices Current from whatever part (except China) received, by way of France, Belgium, Hol-

land, or Hamburg twopence each.

PERIODICALS, PUBLICATIONS, &c.

Periodical works, not strictly newspapers, published as pamphlets, parliamentary proceedings,

&c., may be forwarded to and from France, Belgium, Holland, and Prussia only (but not to coun-

tries passing through) under the following regulations :

—

1st, The postage must be paid in advance (except those from)

2d, They must be sent in covers open at the sides for examination.

3d, They must be printed in the English language, or the language of the country they are

sent from.

The rate on such works will be as follows :

—

Not exceeding 2 oz. in weight, one penny.

Not exceeding 3 oz. in weight, sixpence.

And twopence for every additional ounce to sixteen inclusive, beyond which weight no publication

can be forwarded except paid for as letters.

Plates of fashions, music, &c., accompanying newspapers and periodicals, are to be considered

as part of such publication, and are not liable to extra charge. Prints published with newspapers

and duly stamped may be sent by post separately as a newspaper, but those bearing the supple-

ment stamp of id. only must be sent with the paper it belongs to, and be under the weight of two

ounces.

Periodicals posted without previous payment will be forwarded as unpaid letters, and no single

pamphlet or work unnumbered, and without reference to its continuance at any other time or

period, can be considered or taken to be a periodical.

PRINTED VOTES AND PROCEEDINGS OF THE IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT, AND
OF THE COLONIAL LEGISLATURES,

Whether paid or unpaid, pass at the same rates between the colonies, by packet, as between places

in the United Kingdom, Where there are no packets, they may be forwarded by private ships at

double these rates. They are not, however, forwarded to the East Indies ria Southampton and

Alexandria, nor to places through France under the full rates of letter postage.

REGISTERED LETTERS,
Foreign, Colonial, and Ship.

In the case of foreign, colonial, or ship-registered letters, it must be clearly understood that

registration cannot extend beyond the port of dispatch in the United Kingdom, and the office does

not engage for the security of any registered foreign, colonial, or ship letter longer than while the

contents of the mail shall be in the custody of the British Post-office. Letters, however, addressed

to France, and letters passing through France, are exceptions to this rule, the French Post-office

undertaking to provide for their security till they shall have been delivered, if addressed to France,

and so long as they remain in the French territory, if passing through France. All registered

letters to and from France and countries passing through France must be paid to their destination,

or to the furthest limit, and are subject to the following regulations:

—

1st, A registration fee of sixpence in addition to the British portion (or rate) of the postage

upon such letters.

2d, The foreign portion of the rate must be calculated, and the amount doubled.

Registered Letters for Belgium and countries through Belgium,

Holland and countries through Holland,

Hamburg and countries through Hamburg,
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are charged with the British registration fee only, in addition to the postage an ordinary letter

would be liable to, and the postage must be prepaid.

Registered'letters for Prussia or to foreign countries through Prussia, must be pre-paid the full

postage (British and Foreign) as well as the British registration fee of sixpence ; and a farther

charge of threepence yn each registered letter, whatever may be its weight, on account of the

Prussian registration fees. It is hoped that the public will take the precaution to register all let-

ters of value.

REDIRECTED LETTERS.

Redirected letters between France, Belgium, and Holland, and countries the correspondence of

which passes through France, Belgium, and Holland, and the United Kingdom, are returned

charged with the same amount of postage that should have been paid by the receivers. Letters

originating in the United Kingdom, redirected from France, Belgium, or Holland, are returned

under the same conditions, and are liable to a farther charge of British postage—viz., 5d. from

Calais, and 8d. from Holland.
All other redirected letters, which cannot be forwarded without pre- payment of postage, must be

sent to the Dead Letter Office to be returned for the amount due—viz., for their conveyance to

the United Kingdom (if the postage to the United Kingdom is not paid), and for the further

amount from the United Kingdom to the place of redirection.

REDIRECTED NEWSPAPERS.
Newspapers originating in the United Kingdom, addressed to parties in France, Belgium, and

Holland, who have returned, may be redirected (on the original covers) to them, and are liable to

the first charge only.

Newspapers from the colonies and foreign countries for persons who may have removed, may
be redirected to them at any place within the United Kingdom free of postage, provided they have

not been] opened at the place to which they were originally addressed. But a newspaper which
has been opened is charged at the same rate as if it were a letter from the place of redirection to

the place at which it may be ultimately delivered. Newspapers upon which any colonial or foreign

postage may be^due when redirected, shall be delivered at any place within the United Kingdom
for the same amount of postage that would have been chargeable had they been delivered at their

original address. Newspapers fi-om one foreign country or colony to another in transit through,

and addressed to the care of a person in the United Kinggom, may be redirected forward without

extra charge, provided they have not been out of the custody of the Post-office; but such news-

papers cannot be reposted without incurring the charge of letter postage.

NON-COMMISSIONED OFFICERS, SEAMEN, AND SOLDIERS IN
HER aiAJESTY'S SERVICE ABROAD.

Letters to seamen and soldiers may be forwarded by post at the rate of one penny each, under

the following regulations :

—

1st, The penny must be paid at the time the letter is put into the Post-office.

2d, The direction must signify the class of seaman or soldier.

3d, The name of the ship, regiment, or corps to which he belongs.

4th, The letter must not exceed half an ounce, and be upon their private concerns only.

Letters for seamen and soldiers, whether in her Majesty's or the East India Company's military

or naval service (while on actual service), may be forwarded under the foregoing regulations to

India, China, &c., via Southampton. They can now be sent to India via Marseilles, on payment
of the British rate of Id., besides the French rate of 3d. if under a quarter of an ounce, or lOd.

exceeding that weight, or to any foreign country on payment of the foreign rate of postage, in

addition to the British rate of Id. as above.

Letters for seamen and soldiers forwarded by private ships (with the following exceptions :

—

St Helena, East Indies, New South Wales, Cape of Good Hope, and Mauritius, are charged 3d.

each.

Warrant officers, either in the army or navy, or masters' mates, or engineers of the navy, are not
entitled to transmit letters at less than the usual rates of po»tage.

Seamen or soldiers' letters received from any part beyond sea, upon which the said penny has

not been prepaid, shall be charged to the receiver with double the rate—viz., 2d. each.

REDIRECTED LETTERS FOR OFFICERS, SOLDIERS, AND SEAMEN.
Letters redirected to commissioned officers in the army or navy, subject to foreign or colonial

postage, may be forwarded to such officers when removed upon service (whether at home or

abroad), and be delivered to them for the same amount of postage that would have been chargeable
had they been delivered at their original address. In all other cases they are subject to the same
regulations as ordinary redirected letters. Soldiers' and seamen's letters are not liable to an
additional rate upon redirection.
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NEWSPAPERS, PERIODICALS, &c., CHARGED FOR IRREGULARITIES.
Newspapers posted out of date, written on, or in any way marked for reference, or containing

any thing contrary to the act, or without being prepaid, will, if there be no means of forwarding

them as unpaid letters, he sent to the Dead Letter Office. When they can be forwarded, those

out of date or not prepaid, as required, will be charged with the ordinary letter postage.

Newspapers posted in France, contrary to the established regulations of that country, are trans-

mitted to this country as letters. British newspapers reposted in France for England are charged

with the British frontier postage of5d. per half ounce.

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REGULATIOl^^S FOR HACIOTEY CAEEIAGES.
" At Edinburgh, the Fourth day of April

Eighteen Hundred and Forty-eight.

" Which day the Right Honourable the Lord Provost and Magistrates of Edinburgh, being assembled,

did, and hereby do, in terms of the powers conferred on them by the Police Acts for Edinburgh, make,
ordain, and enact, the following Rules and Regulations for licensing and regulating Hackney Carriages, and
repealed, and hereby repeal, the Regulations formerly enacted.

And. Tait, £."

^ 1. That no Carriage shall ply for hire as a Hackney Carriage within the city of Edinburgh, and

around it for five miles, without being approved of, and it and the Proprietor being licensed by a

Magistrate. Each License shall continue in force for two years, unless recalled.

2. That whenever a licensed Carriage ceases to ply, intimation thereof shall be immediately

given to the Depute City Clerk, Council Chamber, and the License shall be returned.

3. That, in the event of a licensed Carriage requiring repair, intimation thereof shall be imme-

diately given to said Clerk; and no unlicensed Carriage shall ply or be substituted for a licensed

one, without the same being first approved by a Magistrate, and permission granted on the back of

the License, specifying the time it shall be used.

4. That each licensed Carriage shall have a Number issued for it, which, together with the

Owner's name, shall be painted in legible letters, of a colour conspicuously different from that of

the Carriage, and at least one inch in length, on each door, immediately below the window-frame;

and said Number shall not be transferred to any Carriage other than the one licensed. Each sub-

stituted Carriage shall have the name and number of the Carriage for which it is substituted

painted in the same way on a movable plate, to be placed on each door, immediately below the

window-frame. The number of the Carriage License, with the name and place of residence of the

Owner, printed or painted on a Card or Board to be furnished by the Magistrates, shall be placed

conspicuously inside the Carriage.

5. That each licensed Carriage shall always be provided with horses in good working condition,

and the Carriage and all its appendages, and the harness of the horses, shall always be kept in

good order and repair. The Driver, when driving, shall always keep the check-string in his hand,

and no companion shall go or be seated along with him.

6. That it shall not be lawful for any person to act as Driver of any Hackney Carriage, whether
such person shall or shall not be the Proprietor of such Carriage, unless such person shall have a

License so to do, and a Badge with his name thereon, granted to him under the authority of the

Magistrates ; and no person thus licensed shall transfer or lend such License, or permit any other

person to use or wear such Badge ; and no Proprietor shall knowingly permit or suffer any person

not duly licensed to act as a driver. No person shall be licensed as a Driver, nor act as such, who
is not above eighteen years of age ; and before any person is licensed, he shall produce a satisfac-

tory certificate of his ability to drive, and of his good character, and shall find caution for his good
behaviour, and to observe the Regulations for the time being for Hackney Carriages, under a

penalty not exceeding forty shillings. That when a Driver's Cautioner dies, or leaves town per-

manently, the driver must report the same to the Depute City Clerk, Council Chamber, to whoin
he shall deliver his License and Badge, until he finds another Cautioner. Each License to Pro-
prietors shall continue in force, unless the same shall be sooner revoked, for two years; and each
License to Drivers, not Proprietors, shall continue in force, unless sooner revoked, for one year.

Proprietors changing their residences, or dismissing licensed Drivers from their employment, shall

give immediate notice thereof to said Clerk, and shall state to him, if required, the cause of the

dismissal. Drivers, not Proprietors, changing their residences or employment, shall give irame-;

diate notice thereof to said Clerk. Proprietors and Drivers shall be cleanly in their persons &udi

decently clothed, and shall conduct themselves in a proper, civil, and decorous manner at all times^

All Licenses and Badges shall be returned within three days after the persons licensed cease to

act as Drivers. No person shall wear another's Badge. The License and Badge may at any
time be withdrawn at the pleasure of the Magistrates. That Drivers shall exhibit their Regula-
tions, Badge, and License upon all occasions, whenever required, and by whomsoever demanded.
The Proprietor shall be answerable for his Drivers ; but the Drivers shall not be relieved from
their responsibility. The Proprietor shall, when required, produce his Driver who may have con-
travened these Regulations.

7. That the Stances shall be South College Street, Tron Church, Princes Street (East and
West ends), George Street (between Hanover Street and Frederick Street), Queen Street (East.
and West ends), Union Place and Gayfield Square, St Mary's Church, foot of Pitt Street, Stock-
bridge, Edinburgh and Glasgow and other Railway Stations, or at such other places as may from
time to time be appointed. At Princes Street, East end, no carriage shall be placed opposite the
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Mound, or farther West than a full coach length to the East of the crossing on the East side of
the Mound. No Carriage shall stand in front of any part of Sir Walter Scott's Monument.
Only four Carriages will be allowed to stand on that part of the Stance to the East of the road
leading to the General Railway Terminus. At Princes Street West end, no Carriage shall be
placed farther West than two full coach lengths to the East of the crossing from Charlotte Street
to the West Kirk Gate. At Queen Street East end, a space of three coach lengths shall be kept
open opposite to the Gate leading into Queen Street Gardens, at the foot of St David Street. At
Union Place there shall not be more than six Carriages at a time. The others shall draw down
to Gayfield Square, which is hereby ordained to be part of Union Place Stance. No Hackney or
other Carriage shall be allowed to be stationed upon or to occupy any part of the public Streets
not allotted as a Coach Stance, except Stage Coaches, when they start or arrive opposite the
Coach Offices where their Tickets are issued, and Hackney Carriages at the dismissal of Assem-
blies and the Theatre, as herein after regulated. While the Carriages are at the Stances, Assembly
Rooms, Theatre, or at Parties, the drivers shall either sit on the box or stand at the horses'

heads ; and neither the Proprietors nor Drivers, nor any one employed by them, shall canvass for

employment—nor shall Carriages be taken from their Stations in search of employment,"but shall

await their chance.

8. That when a Carriage is at a Stance, it shall be held to be disengaged, unless proved to be
otherwise, and the proof of the real engagement shall lie with the Driver. When a signal for a

Carriage is made from a distance, the Carriage first in turn at the end of the Stance, when the sig-

nal is made, alone shall draw off, and in no case shall more than one Carriage at a time do so.

Carriages coming and returning to the Stance, shall draw on to the rear of the Stance, and no
Carriage shall be drawn off a Stance, nor shall follow Stage Coaches or other public Conveyances,
on pretence of employment, nor parade the Streets in search of employment, nor draw out from
the body of a Stance in order to get at the rear of that or any other Stance.

9. At taking up or setting down a party, the Carriage shall wait so long as required by the

party. And when a Carriage is engaged, the hour shall be punctually kept, and the arrival imme-
diately announced. The rate of driving shall be at least Five Miles per hour; and the Driver shall

always take the nearest road, unless otherwise directed by the party hiring. Extra caution shall

be exercised at passing crossings and corners.

10. That the following Regulations shall be observed at the

THEATRE.
I. Setting Down.

1st, All Carriages shall approach from the West, and, on arriving, each shall take its place at the

rear, or west end of the line.

2d, No Carriage shall be allowed to interrupt or break the line, or otherwise transgress the above

Regulation, on any account whatever.

II. Taking Up.
1st, Carriages in waiting shall draw up not sooner than Ten o'clock, with their horses' heads to

the westward in Waterloo Place, in single lines, one on each side of the said Place, leaving the

middle of it, and whole front of the Post-Office, clear. Private Carriages and hired Carriages to

draw up on the South side. The unhired Carriages to draw up on the North side.

2d, No Carriage shall be allowed to leave these lines until called for by the Officer of Police

specially appointed for that purpose.

3d, Every Coachman, as he draws up at the Box entrance, shall announce to the officer in atten-

dance the name of the party he is engaged by, or that of the individual to whom the Carriage

belongs.

4th, When a disengaged Hackney Carriage shall be called by the Officer, the one at the head of

the disengaged line (that, on the north side of Waterloo Place) shall draw up to the Box
entrance.

5th, When a Carriage reaches the Box entrance, should the party for which it is called not be

ready, the Driver, upon being ordered by the Officer in attendance, must, without delay or objec-

tion, drive on, and again proceed to the rear of the called carriages, and proceed in every respect

as if he had been newly called ; and this he shall continue to do until he shall have taken up his

company, in terms of these Regulations.

6th, Drivers must on no account leave their carriages; and no proprietor, driver, or persons in

their employment, shall be allowed to enter the Box-office, or occupy the passage thereto; nor

shall there be any canvassing for employment, or driving to and from in the neighbourhood of

;
the Theatre, as in search of employment.

11. That the follomng Regulations shall be observed at the

ASSEMBLY AND CONCERT ROOMS.
I. Setting Down.

Ist, All Carriages approaching from the West, shall enter by the West Gate; and on arriving,

each shall take its place at the rear or West end of the line.
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2d, All Carriages approacLing from the East, shall enter by the East Gate; and on arriving, each ,

shall take its place at the rear or East end of the line.

3d, No Carriage shall be allowed to interrupt or break the lines.

II. Taking Up.— West Door.

1st, All Private and Engaged Carriages shall be drawn up in George Street, to the West of the

Rooms, in Two lines, one on each side of the Street, leaving the middle of the Street entirely

free, and shall take up at the West Door onli/.

2d, No Carriage shall be driven from these lines until it shall be called by the Officer specially

appointed for that purpose.

3d, When so called, it shall be driven into the middle of the Street, and thence through the

Western Archway.
4th, Every Coachman, as he approaches the Archway, shall announce to the Officer there in wait-

ing the name of the paity he is to take up.

5th, When a Carriage reaches the entrance to the Rooms, and the party is not ready, the Driver

shall obey the orders of the Officer in attendance, and without delay or olyection, shall drive on

and again come round to the rear of the called Carriages, and proceed in every respect as if he had

been newly called; and this he shall continue to do until he shall have taken up his Company.

Eaft Door.

6th, Disengaged Hackney Carriages plying for hire, shall be drawn up in George Street to the East

of the Booms in a single line, and shall take up at the East Door only. No Disengaged Hackney
Carriage shall leave said line until called by the Officer, and then the one nearest the Archway,
of the description wanted, shall proceed forward; and no Carriage shall stand on the George
Street Stance during Assemblies and Concerts.

General Regulations.

7th, Drivers shall on no account leave their Carriages, and no Proprietors, Drivers, or others in

their employment, Coachmen or Coach-hirers, shall be allowed to enter within the Archways on
foot, nor shall there be any canvassing.

Sth, No Carriages connected with the Assemblies or Concerts shall be allowed to pass along the

front of the Rooms, in either direction.

12. That all parcels or other articles left in the Carriage shall be immediately returned to the

owner if known, or if not known, shall be sent to the Council Chamber.
13. That the Fares shall be charged in terms of the annexed Table.

14. That any party shall be entitled to withhold payment of a Fare when the Regulations and
Badge shall not be produced by the Driver.

15. That no Proprietor or Driver shall be allowed to choose a Stance for himself, but shall ply

with his Carriage from the Stance appointed to him by the Magistrates; and he shall not be en-
titled to leave such Stance and go to another, or draw thereon when passing, unless when there

shall be no Carriage on the Stance at the time. When a vacancy occurs upon a Stance, any Pro-
prietor may have his Carriage transferred thereto on application to the Depute City Clerk.

16. The City Officers and Constables of Police are authorized and enjoined to see the Regula-
tions enforced.—The penalty for any breach thereof is 20s., or deprivation of License. The
Police are likewise enjoined to turn away all loiterers from the Stances.

THE Tenth Annual Meeting of Contributors was held on 16th Februauv, when
the following particulars of the business for the year 1847 were reported :

—

The number of Policies issued in the year was 472, the sum assured by which was £213,631,

and the Annual Premiums £6171. The mortality during the year, though greater than in former

years, was still considerably short of the rate provided for by the Tables of the Society. The net

amount of Assurances subsisting was £1,137,657, and the Income, from Premiums alone, £31,344.

The Bill for an Act of Parliamenf, facilitating the settlement of Claims in England, and con-

ferring on the Society the privileges of Incorporation, was submitted to the Contributors.

On the motion of Professor More, the Report was unanimously approved of; and the cordial

thanks of the Contributors were given to the Directors for their services during the past year.

The Scottish Provident Institution was established to afford the advantages of Moderate
Premiums in combination with a right on the part of the Assured to the whole Profits.

In many Offices, Assurers are offered the alternative of a Moderate Scale of Premiums, without

any claim to share in the Profits, or of a right to participate in these at an excessive rate of Pre-

mium. Assurers with the Scottish Provident Institution are the sole recipients of the Pro-

fits, and at rates of Premium equally moderate with those of the non-pai-tidpating Scale of any

other Office.

The Premiums at early and middle ages are about a fourth lower than in any of the other

Scottish Mutual Offices; so that the sum usually charged—say at age thirty—for an Assurance of

£1000, will secure a policy of £1230 in this.

The Profits are divisible according to a principle at once safe, equitable, and peculiarly favour-

able to good lives. Instead of being frittered away among all Policies indiscriminately (including

Policies that have subsisted only a few years, on which there must be a loss, and not a profit),

they are reserved for those members whose contributions have in reality created them,— in other

words, /or those who survive the period at which their Premiums, with accumulated interest, amount to the

sums in their Policies. Being thus divided among a comparatively small number, the Share, or

Bonus, falling to each must be greater than by the usual mode.

This mode of allocating the Surplus must, the Directors conceive, commend itself to the judg-

ment of every unbiassed inquirer. Without attempting any unnecessarily minute system of divi-

sion it adjusts the respective interests of the various classes on the broad principle of equity;

securing to members of long standing, the legitimate advantage of their longer payment into the

common fund, without subjecting more recent entrants to disadvantage.

AT the Eighth Annual General Meeting of the Society, held on the 11th May 1848, the
Report for the year ending 5th April 1848, and the relative documents, submitted by the

Directors, contained a most satisfactory account of the Society's affairs. Although the country
has been suffering, during the whole of the period, under financial difficulties most unfavourable to

the progress of Life Assurance Institutions, the business of the Association has continued to

increase; 307 new Policies having been added to the lists during the year. The Annual Revenue
and Accumulated Funds have also received considerable additions. The Funds have all been
safely and favourably invested.

The Mortality experienced during the year amongst the Assured has been much below the

amount exhibited by the Tables forming the basis of the Society's transactions. The proportion

of the former to the latter is as 64 to 100—that is to say, while 100 deaths were calculated on,

and the premiums sufficient to cover them received, only 64 had actually occurred. On a
comparison with the Northampton Tables of Mortality, the numbers are in the proportion of 40 to

100—that is, instead of 100 deaths, only 40 had occurred.

The result of the usual Aimual Valuation of the Assets and Liabilities, as at the 5th April,

being highly favourable, the Directors considered themselves warranted in declaring that the

current year's Premiums upon all Policies opened on or before the 5th April 1844, will be subject

to

An Abatement of 35 per Cent.,

(instead of 30 per cent, as formerly.)
This result of the Fourth Division of Profts is conclusive evidence of the success of the Directors

in carrying out the distinguishing principles of the Society, and of the important advantages thereby
conferred on the Policy-holders.

The Distinguishing Principle in the Constitution of the Society is, that " the surplus or profits shall

he enjoyed by the Members during life." Every Member is, in the first instance, called on to pay a
just contribution proportioned to his age at entry, and is entitled, after paying five Annual
Premiums, to participate in the Profits, with all the other Members, annually thereafter. He thus
receives back, every year, just that proportion of his Premium which, in the progress of the Society,

is found to be more than requisite for meeting the claims, and which he is enabled to dispose of as

he may deem most advantageous, either in securing farther benefits by Assurance or otherwise.

6d., he will be

charged only £30, 6s. 2d., receiving as his share of Profit £16, 6s. 4d.
If the age were 60, instead of £69, Os. lOd., he will be charged only £44, l7s. 6d., receiving

as his share of Profit £24, 3s. 4d.

ANJ^fUAL REPORT, 1848.

THE TWENTY-SECOND ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING of this Company took
place on Tuesday, the 15th of February, within the Company's Office, No. 3 George Street,

Edinburgh

:

GEORGE MOIR, Esq. Advocate, in the Chair.

The Report and Statements submitted by the Directors contained a very satisfactory account
of the progress of the Institution during the year 1847. It was reported

—

That the number of policies for Life Assurance issued by the Company from I5th November
1846 to 15th November 1847, was 621.

That the sums assured during the same period, contai^^ in these Policies, amounted to

£443,578, 4s. lid. i

That the number of applications for Policies made to the Company, and from which the above
transactions were selected, was 804, containing proposals for Assurance to the extent of

£591,663, 8s.

That the annual revenue of the Company, as at 13th November 1847, was £131,316, 10s. 7d,

That the whole amount of assurances covered by the Company's Policies in force at 15th

November 1847, was £3,252,090, 14s. lOd.

The Report then proceeded as follows :

—

" The past year has been marked by the most extraordinary features as regards commercial
affairs and general credit ; but, while all classes of society, especially the Mercantile Community,
and our Public Institutions connected with the general affairs of commerce, have felt the pressure

of the times, the Life Assurance Institutions of the country have stood unaffected by the crisis.

Nothing can tend more to extend confidence in these Institutions than this result ; and it is to be

hoped they will always be found affording protection and dispensing benefits to all connected with

them, unaffected by those periodical changes.

" Notwithstanding the unfortunate position of the country during the past year, the amount of

new business transacted by this Company has exceeded to a large amount the business of the

previous year. The claims during the year have been greater in proportion than usual; but when
the increased mortality throughout the kingdom generally is remembered, the Directors consider

they have reason to be well satisfied with the results."

After the Report and Statements were read, the Chairman congratulated the Meeting on the

favourable position of the Company and its prospects generally, and again brought under notice the

most prominent features in the Report. He drew attention to the great increase of the Business,

the increase of the Revenue, and the rapid accumulation of the Company's Funds, which, it

appeared, had been more than doubled during the last five tears.
