No letter may exceed the dimensions of one
foot six inches in length, nine inches in width, and
six inches in depth, unless it be sent to or from one
of the Government offices.

COLONIAL AND FOEEIGN LETTEES.

and Colonial Postage.

Turkey, via Belgium.

The same rates are chargeable in this country i

upon unpaid or insufficiently paid letters received
from the above-named places, with the exception
that letters from Alexandria, Cairo, and Siiez, re-

ceived via Southampton, and letters for China, and
from Holland via France, are charged the prepaid
rate only.

No letter for any colony or foreign country may
be above two feet in length, or one foot in width
or depth.

Letters not specially directed by a particular

route are forwarded by the route immediately
following the name of the place in the Table of

Colonial and Foreign Postage:
Exceptions.— I. Letters for Aden, Alexandria,!

Cairo, India, and Suez, are .sent by the first

mail despatched by British packet ; letters

for Borneo, Cin'lon, China, Japan, Java, La-
buan, Penang, Philijipiuo islands, and Singa-
pore, are sent by Ih-st packet, whether British

or French, according to the I'outo indicated

by the postage ; letters for Malta are sent by
the first mail despatched, if the prepayment
does not indicate that thoy are to be sent by
another i-oute.

II. Letters for Canada (if not registered) posted
after the despatch by Canadian packet on
Thureday, are forwarded via the United

States on Saturday. Eegistered letters, if

not fully prepaid to be sent cid the United
States, are detained tUl the next Canadian
packet.

III. Letters for the Argentine Confederation,
Guadaloupe, and Martinique, are, if prepaid,
sent in the first mail despatched by British

or French packet after the time of posting

;

and letters for Cuba and Mexico are, if pre-
paid, sent in the mail via, France, if such b©
the first mail.

IV. Letters for Switzerland are forwarded vid

France when that route is indicated by the
amount of prepaid postage.

Letters for Brazil, Monte Video, and Chili, if

specially directed ^hy Supplementary Mail via Bor-
didii.r. or Lishon,'' and jiostcd in time f(U' despatch
from London by the day mail of Friday, will in

d\io course overtake, at Bordeaux or Lisbon, the
packet despatched from Liverpool on the jjrevious

Wednesday. The postage via Bordeaux is Is. per

\ oz., and vid Lisbon Is. 3d. per i oz.

Letters for such places in Turkey and Asia Minor
as have no Austrian Post Office should be addressed
to the care of an agent residing iu the nearest port

at wliich an Austrian Post Ollico has been estab-

lished. It is recommended also that any letters

for Erzeroum and other parts of the interior of
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Armenia, or for Persia, be addressed to the care of

some agent at Samsonu or Trebizond, to be for-

warded to their destination.

Letters for Kussia should have the name of the

town added in either English, French, or German

;

and if for the smaller towns in Eussia, they should

bear as a pai-t of their address the name of the pro-

vince or government in which they are situated.

Letters addressed to officers and seamen serving
on board ships of war on foreign or colonial stations

are forwarded according to infoi-mation furnished
by the Admiralty.

CARD POST.

Post Cards, whether official or private, which
bear a halfpenny impressed stamp, are available

for transmission between places in the United
Kingdom only.

The front (or stamped) side is intended for the
address only. There must be nothing else written,

printed, or otherwise impressed on it, nor must
there be any writing or printing across the stamp.
On the reverse side any communication, whether
of the nature of a letter or otherwise, may be
written or printed. Nothing whatever may be
attached; nor may the card be folded, cut, or
otherwise altered. If any of these rules be in-

fringed, the card will be charged Id. on delivery.

When, owing to a great and unusual influx of

letters, books, etc., the transmission or delivery of

the letters would be delayed if the whole mail were
dealt with without distinction. Post Cards may
be kept back until the next despatch or delivery.

No card other than one of those issued by the

Government, or a private card impressed with the

halfpenny stamp, will pass under a halfpenny
stamp, if it bear on it a written communication of

the nature of a letter.

For information as to the conditions under which
private cards are impressed with a halfpenny stamp,
application must be made to the office of Inland
Eevenue.

INIAND NEWSPAPERS.

Under the Post Office Act, 1870, any publication

fulfilling the conditions hereafter named can, upon
payment of an annual fee of os., be registered at

the General Post Office to pass within the United
Kingdom as a newspaper for a postage of one half-

penny. Without such registration no newspaper
is entitled to be sent through the post at less than
the book rate of postage.

Regisfa'ation for inland circulation includes regis-

tration for transmission abroad.
The conditions are as follows:

—

1. The publication must consist wholly or in great
part of political or other news, or of articles relat-

ing thereto, or to other current topics, with or
without advertisements.

2. It must be printed and published in the United
Kingdom, must be published in numbers at inter-

vals of not more than seven days, and must be
printed on a sheet or sheets unstitched.

3. The full title and date of publication must be
printed at the top of the first page, and the whole
or part of the title and the date of publication at

the top of every subsequent page ; and this regula-
tion applies to ' Tables of Contents ' and ' Indices.'

4. A supplement must consist wholly or in great
part of matter like that of a newspaper, or of adver-
tisements, printed on a sheet or sheets, or on a
piece or pieces of paper, unstitched ; or wholly or
in part of engravings, prints, or lithographs illus-

trative of articles in the newspaper. The supple-
ment must in every case be published with the

newspaper, and must have the title and date of
publication of the newspaper printed at the top of
every page ; or, if it consist of engravings, prints,

or lithographs, at the top of every sheet or side.

For each newspaper, whether posted singly or
in a packet, the postage, when prepaid, is one half-
penny ; but a packet containing two or more regis-

tered newspapers is not chargeable with a higher
rate of postage than would be chargeable on a iDOok

packet of the same weight—viz. one halfpenny for

every 2 oz. or fraction of 2 oz.

A newspaper posted unpaid, and a packet of

newspapers posted either unpaid or insufficiently

paid, will be treated as an unpaid or insufficiently

paid book packet of the same weight.
The postage must be prepaid either by an adhe-

sive stamp or by the use of a stamped wrapper.
No newspaper can be sent through the post a

second time for the original postage ; for each
transmission a fresh postage must be prepaid,

except that in the case of re-direction the amount
chargeable may be collected on delivery.

Every newspaper or packet of newspapers must
be posted either without a cover or in a cover
entirely open at both ends, and in such a manner as
to admit of easy removal for examination. If this

rule be infringed, the newspaper or packet will be
treated as a letter.

Every newspaper must be so folded as to admit
of the title being readily inspected.

A newspaper posted singly, or a packet of news-
papers, which contains any enclosure except the
supplement or supplements belonging to it, is

charged as a letter, unless the enclosure be such as
might be sent at the book rate of postage, and the
entire packet be sufficiently prepaid as a book
packet, in which case it is allowed to pass.

A newspaper which has any letter, or any com-
munication of the nature of a letter, written in it

or upon its cover, will be charged as an unpaid or
insufSciently paid letter.

No packet of newspapers must exceed 14 lbs.

in weight, nor may it exceed 2 feet in length or 1
foot in width or depth.

COLONIAL AND POEEIGN NEWSPAPERS.

The rates of postage to the colonies and foreign
countries on newspapers registered for transmission
abroad will be found in the Table of Colonial and
Foreign Postage. Each newspaper is liable to a
separate rate of postage, whether sent singly or in

a packet ; and if above 4 oz. in weight, it is liable to

two rates of postage.

The conditions of registration for transmission
abroad are the same as those for inland transmis-
sion ; excepting that for foreign transmission a
newspaper may be published at intervals of thirty-

one days ; and that it may be printed (but not its

supplement) on sheets stitched together. More-
over, 'prices current' and ' market reports,' but not
private price-lists or trade catalogues, are admitted

to the same privileges as newspapers for foreign

transmission, provided they are published at in-

tervals not exceeding thirty-one days.

Publications registered for transmission abroad
must be posted within eight days from the date of

publication, including the day of publication.

The collected numbers issued during the month
of a weekl)^, fortnightly, tri-monthly, etc., publica-

tion will not be allowed to pass as a monthly pub-
lication.

The postage must be prepaid loith postage labels

only.

Every newspaper or packet of newspapers must
be posted either without a cover or in a cover
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entirely open at both ends, and in such, a manner
as to admit of easy removal for examination.
Every newspaper must be so folded as to admit

of the title being readily inspected.

No newspaper, whether posted singly or in a
packet, may contain any enclosure except the sup-
plement or supplements belonging to it.

There must be no writing or other mark on a
newspaper sent abroad but the name and address

of the person to whom it is sent ; nor anything
on the cover but such name and address, the

printed title of the publication, the printed name
and address of the publisher or vendor who sends
it, and words indicating the date on which the
subscription to the newspaper will end.

No packet of newspapers must exceed 2 feet

in length or 1 foot in width or depth. For limit of

weight, see table of Colonial and Foreign rates.

It is forbidden to introduce into Russia, through
the post, political newspapers, in covers open at

the ends or sides ; and the only means by which
persons residing in Russia can obtain newspapers
from the United Kingdom is by subscribing for

them at one of the Russian Post Oifices. This pro
hibition does not, however, extend to political

newspapers, or any other publication, addressed
to members of the Royal Familj' of Russia, the
Imperial Ministers, or members of the Diplomatic
Corps. The admission into Russia even of news
papers not of a political character, is permitted
only when they are addressed to the house of some
established bookseller, to the higher schools, to the
Imperial Public Library, or to the Academy of

Sciences in Russia. Printed prices current, how
ever, as well as printed circulars, in covers open
at the ends or sides, are allowed to be addressed to

any persons residing in Russia.

INLAND BOOK POST.

, A book packet may contain any number of

separate books or other publications (including
printed or lithographed letters), photographs (when
not on glass or in cases containing glass or any like

substance), drawings, prints, or maps, and any
quantity of paper, or any other substance in ordi-

nary use for writing or printing upon ; and the
books or other publications, prints, maps, etc., may
be either printed, written, engraved, lithographed,

or plain, or any mixture of these. Further, all

legitimate binding, mounting, or covering of a
book, etc., or of a portion thereof, is allowed,
whether such binding, etc., be loose or attached

;

as also rollers in the case of prints or maps, markers
(whether of paper or otherwise) in the case of books,
pens or pencils in the case of pocket-books, etc.,

and, in short, whatever is necessary for the safe

transmission of such articles, or usually appertains
thereto ; but the binding, rollers, etc., must not be
sent as a separate packet.

Circulars—i.e. letters which are intended for

transmission in identical terms to several persons,

and the whole or the greater part of which is

printed, engraved, or lithographed—may also be
sent by book post.

The postage is one halfpenny for every two
ounces or fraction of that weight.

A packet posted wholly unpaid will be charged
with double the book postage; and if posted par-
tially prepaid, vrith double the doficioucy.

'J' ho postage must bo prepaid either by ad
licgivo stamps or by means of a .stamped wrapper,
or 1)3' a conibiiiution (if the two; except at the
General Post Ollicf, i'ldinburgh, where from 10 a.m.
to 4 I'.M. it may bo prepaid in mi)uoy, provided the
postage amount to not less than £1 in any ouo case,

and provided the packets are posted ,in bundles
each representing a postage of 5s.

Eveiy book packet must be posted either with-
out a cover or in a cover entirely open at both
ends, and in such a manner as to admit of the
contents being easily withdrawn for examination

;

otherwise it will be treated as a letter.

A book packet may not contain any letter, or

communication of the nature of a letter (whether
separate or otherwise), not being a cii-cular letter

or not wholly printed, nor any enclosure sealed or

in any way closed against inspection, nor an j' other
enclosure not allowed. (Entries, however, merely
stating who sends the book, etc., or to whom it is

given, are not regarded as a letter.) If this rule

be infringed, the entire packet will be charged as

a letter.

No book packet may exceed 5 lbs. in weight,

or one foot six inches in length, nine inches in

width, and six inches in depth.

When, owing to a great and unusual influx of

letters, books, etc., the transmission or delivery of

the letters would be delayed if the whole mail were
dealt with without distinction, book-packets may
be kept back till the next despatch or delivery.

COLONIAL AND FOREIGN BOOK POST.

The rates of postage on book packets to the

colonies and foreign countries are given in the two
following tables, as also in the Table of Colonial

and Foreign postage.

Every book packet must be posted either without
a cover or in a cover entirely open at both ends, so

as to admit of the contents being easily withdrawn
for examination ; otherwise it is treated as a letter.

For the greater security of the contents, however, it

may be tied at the ends with string.

The limit of size for a book packet addressed to

any place abroad is 24 inches in length and 12
inches in width or depth.

Exceptions.—No packet for Algeria, Azores, Cape
de Verd Islands, France, Maderia, or Portugal, or
for Egypt, Syria, or Turkey, when sent liy French
packet, must be above 18 inches in length, width,

or depth.

COLONIAL AND FOREIGN PATTERN AND
SAMPLE POST.

There is a Pattern and Sample Post to such
colonies and foreign countries as are marked in

the Table of Colonial and Foreign postage with
the letter ' P ;' but it is restricted to bondjicle trade

patterns or samples of merchandise. Goods sent for

sale, or in execution of an order (however small
the quantity may be), or any articles sent bj' one
private individual to another which are not actu-
ally patterns or samples, are not admissible.

The rates of postage will be found in the Table
of Colonial and Foreign postages.

Patterns or Samples, when practicable, must be
sent in covers open at the ends, and in such a
manner as to be easy of examination. But samples
of seeds, drugs, and such like articles, which cannot
bo sent iu covers of this kind.—b\it such articles

only,—may be posted enclosed in boxes or in bags
of linen or other material, fastened in such a manner
that tlioy may be readily opened ; or, in the case of

samples of seeds, etc., for the United States of

America, Holland and its possessions, Belgium,
Denmark, Greece, Portugal and its possessions,

and Switzerland, in bags entirely closed, provided
such clo.soil bags are transparent, so as to enable

the Ofllcors of' the Post Office readily to satisfy

themselves as to the nature of the contents.

There must bo uo writing or printing upon or

Belgium. And a packet for the United States may contain the written name and address of the

sender.

A packet of patterns or samples sent to Portugal,

Madeira, the Azores, Cape de Verds, France, or to

Turkey, Syria, or Egypt, by French packet, must
not exceed 18 inches in length, width, or depth ; a
packet to any other place abroad must not exceed
24 inches in length or 12 inches in breadth or

depth.

Samples of intrinsic value must not be sent to

foreign countries except the United States ; and in

the case of France, samjales of eider down, raw or

thread silk, woollen or goats' hair thread, vanilla,

saffron, carmine, or isinglass, are considered to

fall under this rule, if they weigh more than three

ounces. Raw and spun silk, as well as coloured

and twisted silk, may be sent to Germany up to

the same weight.
Such articles as scissors, knives, razors, forks,

steel pens, nails, keys, watch machinery, metal
tubing, pieces of metal or ore, provided that they

be packed and guarded in so secure a manner as
to afford complete protection to the contents of the
mail bags and the officers of the Post Office, while
at the same time they may be easily examined, may
be sent as samples to the following countries, but
to these alone ; viz., the Azores, Belgium, Cape
de Verd Islands, Denmark, Germany, Holland,
Madeira, Moldavia, Norway, Portugal, Sweden,
Switzerland, Turkey, United States, Wallachia,
and the British Colonies ; and not even to these
places when addressed 'via Franco.' Indigo can-
not be sent to any place abroad.

A packet of patterns or samples sent to the
Azores, Cape de Verd Islands, France, Madeira,
Portugal, or by French packet to Turkey, Syria, or
Egypt, must not exceed 18 inches in length, width,
or depth ; a packet to any other place abroad must
not exceed 24 inches in length or 12 inches in width
or depth.
The limit of weight is not the same to all

SPECIAL EATES OF POSTAGE, AND CONDITIONS OF TRANSMISSION.
ADDKESSES TO TKB QUEEN, AND
PETITIONS TO PAELIAIVIENT.

Petitions and addresses to Her Majesty, forwarded
direct, are exempt from postage ; and such peti-

tions and addresses, as also petitions to either House
of Parliament, if sent to a member of either House,

are likewise exempt, provided they do not weigh
more than two pounds, and are without covers, or

in covers open at the sides. No letter or other

enclosure, however, must be inserted ; and if one

be found, such enclosure, unless it bear the proper

number of postage stamps, is charged as an unpaid
letter.

PAELIAMENTAKT PEOCEEDINGS.
Printed proceedings of the Imperial Parliament,

sent without covers, or in covers open at the ends,

may circulate within the United Kingdom at the rate

of -^d. for every two ounces or fraction of that weight.

The words Paeliamentaey Proceedings must
be written or printed on the cover of the packet

;

other-svise it is treated as an ordinaiy book packet.

Prepayment, when the circulation is within the

United Kingdom, is optional ; and if it be made in

part, the simple difference only is charged.

Parliamentary proceedings may be sent, under
the book post privilege, to all the colonies, and to

those foreign states between which and this country

there is a book post.

The limit of size prescribed for ordinary book
packets does not apply to printed Parliamentary

proceedings.

PARLIAMENTARY NOTICES.

Parliamentary notices may be forwarded through

the post under the following regulations :

—

The words 'Parliamentary Notice' must be

legibly printed on the face of the letter; and in

order to secure the speedy return of any notices

which may be undelivered, the name and address

of the solicitor issuing such parliamentary notice

should also be legibly printed or written on the

face of the letter ; though this is not imperative.

These notices must be posted at the General

Post Office iu Edinburgh.
All notices which, by the standing orders of

either House of Parliament, are required to be

served on or before the 15th December, must be

posted not later than the 12th December, imless

the 12th fall on a Sunday, when they must be

posted not later than the 11th ; but those notices
which, by the same orders, may be served after the
15th, must be posted at least three clear days before
the time specified in the standing orders.

The postage chargeable on these notices, and the
registration fee of 6d. on each, must be prepaid by
stamps.

The notices must be posted at the Post Office

window, accompanied with duplicate lists of the
addresses ; the notices being arranged, for the con-
venience of comparison, in the order of the list.

These lists will be examined by the officer in
attendance at the window ; and if they correspond
with the addresses, he will sign and stamp every
sheet of each list. One of the duplicate lists will

then be returned to the person who brought the
letters, and the other forwarded to the Secretary,
General Post Office, London.
The hours for receiving such notices are the

same as those for the registry of ordinary letters,

unless they be presented at such a time as to inter-

fere with the other duties of the office ; in which
case the postmaster may appoint any other time
within the next twenty-four hours for receiving
the same, provided that, when the notices are to

be served on or before the 16th December, such
arrangement do not delay the posting beyond the
12th. Re-directed parliamentary notices are, like

letters, liable to an additional rate of postage.

The senders of parliamentai-y notices should, if

possible, arrange on the previous day with the

postmaster as to the most convenient time for

posting them, and state the probable number.

LETTERS FOR NON-COMMISSIONED OFFI-
CERS, SOLDIERS, AND SEAMEN IN HER
MAJESTY'S SERVICE,

Non-commissioned officers, bandmasters, army
schoolmasters (not being superintending school-

masters or schoolmasters of the 1st class), school-

mistresses, private soldiers, or seamen belonging
to Her Majesty's shi^ss, whether serving on sea or
land, and whether in a British possession or foreign

country, as also enrolled pensioners in Canada, can
send and receive letters by packet or man-of-war,
for a postage of Id. ; but if any such letters have to

pass through a foreign country, they are subject,

in addition, to the foreign postage, whatever that

may be. Thus, the postage to the under-mentioned
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countries (including the British charge of one
penny) is as follows

;

The person claiming the privilege must at the

time be actually employed in the service of Her
Majesty, and must not be either a coromissioned

ofB-cer or warrant officer, viz. assistant engineer,

gunner, boatswain, or carpenter, the privilege not

extending to these ofiicers.

If the letter be posted within the United King-
dom, the penny must be prepaid, as must any foreign

postage that may be chargeable ; and if sent by a

private ship, the gratuity of one penny to the

captain must also be prepaid. If posted abroad,

prepayment is not compulsory ; but if the letter be
sent unpaid, it is on delivery charged twopence,

together with any foreign postage or gratuity to a

sea captain that may be due.

The letter must not weigh more than half an
ounce.

It must relate entirely to the private concerns of

the soldier or seaman.
The name of the soldier or seaman, with his

class or description, must appear in the direction,

and the officer having the command must sign his

name, and specify the ship or regiment, corps or

detachment, to which the soldier or seaman belongs;

the name of the ship or regiment being entered in

full. The foregoing particulars must be given in

one of the following forms :

—

Private (or Sergeant, Corporal, etc.) Kegt.

If the letter be posted in the United Kingdom for

a place abroad, unpaid or insufficiently paid, or if

the class or description of the soldier or seaman be

not written in the address, it will be detained, and
returned to the writer for payment of the postage.

Letters for seamen on board Her Majesty's ships

stationed at a foreign port should not bo addressed
to the care of the British Consul at that port, or

to any agent on shore, as the privilege enjoyed by
seamen, of receiving their letters througii the post are charged Id. each per 4 oz.

at reduced rates of postage, is confined to such
letters as are addressed directly to them. All letters

directed to the care of any other person are liable

to the ordinary rate of postage ; and in those cases

where prepayment is necessary, they will be de-
tained if such ordinary rate be not prepaid. The
same rule is applicable to letters for non-commis-
sioned officers in the army, schoolmasters, if not of

the first class, schoolmistresses, and private soldiers.

LETTEES FOE PASSENGERS ON BOARD
MAIL PACKETS.

Letters for passengers on board the Cunard
and Inman packets for America touching at

Queenstown, or on board the Mediterranean packets
about to sail from Southampton with the mails for

India, Australia, China, etc., or on board the
Canadian packets touching at Londonderry, may
be posted in any part of the United Kingdom up
to the time at which ordinary registered letters to
go by the same packets are received.

The letters must be registered, and should be
addressed thus :

' Mr. , on board the mail
packet at Queenstown [Londonderry or Southamp-
ton], ' care of the commander of the packet.'

Letters for passengers by the Canadian packets
touching at Londonderry must be addressed to the
' care of the Officer in charge of the mails.'

Letters directed to the care of the Packet Agent
at Suez, and despatched by the mail via Brindisi,

which follows the mail via Southampton, wDl pro-
bably reach passengers for India, etc., who have
sailed in the packet from Southampton.

LETTEES BY PEHTATE SHIPS.

Letters intended to be sent by private ship
must be addressed 'By Private Ship;' and if by
a particular vessel, the name of the ship must
be added. The postage of a letter by a private ship

to Belgium, Belize, British North America, United
States, and the British West Indies, is 3d. not ex-
ceeding I oz., and 3d. is charged in the case of

heavy letters for every additional ^ oz. ; to the
Cape of Good Hope, Natal, St Helena, and Ascen-
sion, the postage is 4d. not exceeding i oz., and 4d.

is charged for every additional ^ oz. ; to France,
3d. is charged for every ^ oz. ; to Norway, every ^
oz. 3d. ; Holland, 8d., not exceeding J oz. ; in all

other cases the single rate is 6d., and the postage
for heavy letters progresses in the same manner as
the postage of letters sent by mail packets. Letters
may be sent unpaid to the following places, viz. :

Azores, Belgium, Belize, British West Indies,

Canada, Cape de Verds, Cape of Good Hope,
Ceylon, Falkland Islands, France and Algeria,

Gold Coast, Holland, Hong Kong, India, Madeira,
Mauritius, Natal, New Bi-unswick, Newfoundland,
Nova Scotia, Portugal, Prince Edward Island,

St Helena, Sierra Leone, and the United States;
those for the Azores, Cape de Verds, Madeira,
and Portugal being chargeable on delivery with
8d. per i oz. ; those for France and Algeria, 6d.

per I oz. ; those for Norw.ay, 6d. per ^ oz. each in
addition to the post.age ; and those for the other
places (except Holland, which are not chargeable
with any addition), one extra rate each ; but to all

other places prepayment is compulsory. Book
packets and patterns may be sent by ship for the
sam(! postage as by mail packets to all places where
they can be forwarded by mail packet.
Newspapers by private ships to the Azores, Cape

de Verds, Madeira, Norway, and Portugal, are
charged 2d. each per 4 oz. ; in all other cases they
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REGULATIONS AS TO PREPAYMENT, REGISTRATION, ETC,

MODES OF PREPAYMENT.
Inland letters, newspapers, and book packets

cannot be prepaid in money, but must be prepaid by
means of stamps, either adhesive or embossed or im-
pressed. This rule applies also to registered letters.

Exceptions.—At the Chief and District Post
Offices and at the Charing Cross and Lombard
Street Branch Offices in London, as well as at

the Head Offices in Edinburgh and Dublin,

letters and book packets may, from 10 a.m. to 4

p.m., be prepaid in money, provided the amount
be never less than £1, and that the letters and
book packets be tied in separate bundles of 60,

with the addresses arranged in the same
direction.

Letters to places abroad may be prepaid either

in money or in stamps ; but the payment must be
made wholly in stamps or wholly in money. This
rule applies also to registered letters.

Newspapers, book packets, and sample packets for

places abroad can be prepaid only bj-means of stamps;

and in their case prepayment is always compulsory.

British postage stamps, though available for all

letters, etc. going out of this country, are not, as a

general rule, available for letters, etc. coming into

it; the principal exception being in the case of

letters posted by naval officers, marines, and seamen
serving abroad, which, if posted in the ship's bag,

must be prepaid by means of British postage stamps.

EEGISTRATION {INLAND AND FOREIGN).

The fee for registering a letter, newspaper, or
book packet passing between any two places in

the United Kingdom is fourpence.
The same fee is chargeable for the registration

of letters, newspapers, book packets, and patterns
to the British Colonies, United States, Germany,
Italy, Switzerland {via Belgium), and (when sent
in closed mails) to the British Post Offices in Egypt
and Constantinople.

To all other foreign countries only letters or
packets paying the letter rate can he registered.

The fee chargeable in each case will be found in

the table of Colonial and Foreign Postage. To
some countries a letter can be registered only to the
port of arrival, and to a few countries there is no
arrangement for registration.

Registered letters, etc., must be prepaid as re-

gards both postage and registration fee; except
official letters for Government Offices in London,
Dublin, or Edinburgh, which may be registered at

Country Post Offices on prepayment, in stamps, of

the registration fee only.

Every letter to be registered should be presented

at the window, and a receipt obtained for it,^and

should on no account be dropped into the letter-

box. If, contrary to this rule, a letter marked
'Registered' be dropped into the letter-box, it wUl,

if directed to any place in the United Kingdom
or British Colonies^ be liable to a registration fee

of 8d., instead of the ordinary fee of 4d. A regis-

tered letter, if re-posted as an ordinary letter, with
the word ' Registered ' unerased or erased in pencil

only, will also be liable to a registration fee of 8d.

Registered letters require to be posted at General
Post Office thirty minutes, and Receiving Offices

fifteen minutes, before the closing of the box for

ordinary letters ; but upon payment of a late fee of

4d. they may be registered after the hours specified,

until the closing of the letter-box for each despatch
(exclusive of the time during which late letters are

received).

The registration of a packet makes its transmis-

sion much more secure ; and the loss of a registered

packet is a very rare occurrence. Nevertheless, by
Act of Parliament, the Post Office is not responsible

for the safe deliveiy of registered packets, though
any officer who may neglect his duty on this point

will be called to strict account. Sent in unregis-

tered letters, valuable articles are exposed to risk

;

and the department cannot in any way undertake

the safe conveyance of such packets. All inland

or colonial letters, therefore, which appear to

contain coin, even though they be posted without

registration, are treated as registered, and charged
on delivery with a double registration fee of 8d.

in addition to the ordinary postage ; and any such

letters which cannot be registered in time to be

forwarded by the mail for which they are posted,

are detained for the next despatch.

No letter-carrier, rural messenger, or other servant

of the Post Office, is allowed to carry a letter foi

any person to be registered.

RE-DIRECTION.

Every re-directed letter, post card, or other

postal packet, is liable to an additional postage (at

the prepaid rate) for each re-direction, unless the

re-direction be made by an Officer of the Post
Office, and both the original and the second address

be within the same free delivery.

Exceptions.—No charge for re-direction is made
on Government letters ; nor is any charge for

re-direction made on newspapers from abroad,

unless they have been opened, in which case

they are liable to postage as books.

Letters originally posted in the United Kingdom)
and re-directed to any place abroad are charged as

unpaid letters. Foreign and colonial letters re-

ceived and re-directed to some place abroad are

liable to an additional foreign or colonial rate ; but
if re-directed to some place within the United
Kingdom, they are liable only to an additional

inland rate.

A registered letter, when re-directed to any place

within the United Kingdom, is only liable to the

same additional charge as an ordinary re-directed

letter. If, however, instead of being taken back ta

the Post Off.ce to be dealt with as a registered

letter, it is dropped into the letter box as an
ordinary letter (the woi-d 'registered' not having
been erased, or having been erased in pencil only),,

it becomes liable to the same treatment as any
other letter marked 'registered' and found in the

letter box—is charged with a registration fee of

eightpence, minus the value of any stamps already

affixed for the registration. A registered letter re-

directed to a colony or foreign country is liable to

a second postage and registration fee, which must

be prepaid.

Notices of removal and applications for letters

to be re-directed must in all cases be made in

writing, and be duly signed by the persons to

whom the letters are addressed, and should be sent

to the Secretary to the Post Office, or handed to

the letter-carrier of the district.

DELIVERY.

No person living within the town free delivery,

or within the limits of a rural post free delivery,

unless he rent a private box, can claim to have his

letters delivered at the office window if a delivery

by letter-carrier or a despatch by messenger is

about to take place ; but letters which arrive by a
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mail, after which there is no immediate delivery

- by letter-carrier or messenger, may be obtained by
any person on application at the office •window, so
long as the o£Bce is open for delivery.

In order to prevent the additional trouble which
is sometimes caused by letters being directed to a
Post Office for persons who reside within a free

deliverj' from such office, but who have no private

box, a postmaster is authorized, when such letters

arrive by a mail for which there is a delivery from
house to house, to refuse to deliver them at the

window (even though initials may have been sub-
stituted for the full name), and to send them out
by the letter-carriers ; except such as are addressed
to the militai-y in barracks.

Private Boxes and Bags.—Any person can have
a private box who is willing to paj' the appointed
fee. Where this fee goes to the revenue, it is

generally iixed at one guinea per annum, to be
paid in advance, and for a period of not less

than a year; and where it goes to the post-

master, he may demand the same terms, though he
may, at his option, take less. The same also, in

most cases, are the terms for a private bag, except
that, in addition, there is the cost of tlie bag itself,

and a charge for conveyance, the maximum of the
latter being half a guinea per annum if the bag be
conveyed by a rural messenger, and two guineas
if by a contractor for a mail cart or other horse
post. If more than one rural messenger or more
than one contractor take part in the conveyance of

a private letter bag, each is allowed to charge the
full amount of the fee for his service. The weight
of a private bag, when empty, is limited to one
pound. As the service of a private bag may pos-
sibly delay the despatch of the general bag, none are

allowed without the permission of the survej'Or.

If a private letter bag made up at one post office be
left at another to be called for or to be delivered
from thence, the postmaster at such other office

may make a charge for his trouble : this charge is

usually 5s. per annum. Any person residing within
the limits of a town free deliverj', and renting a
private letter bag, is considered to have the accom-
modation of a private box at the post office as well
as a bag, and is liable to the full charge for both
bag and box.

Postage Stamps, etc.—Postage labels are of the
respective values of |d., Id., Hd., 2d., 3d., 4d., 6d.,

9d., lOd., Is., 2s., and 5s. The embossed envelopes
are of four sizes, viz. 4| X S^Ji •''i X 3|, 5JX3,
4i X 2f , and are sold thus : the largest size at 2s. 3d.

per packet of 24, the other sizes at 2s. 2d. Stamped
wrappers are sold in dozens or multiples of 12.

The price of 12 is 6id. Post cards sold at same rate.

Every rural messenger is authorized to sell post-
age stamps (including stamped envelopes) at the
same prices at which postmasters are empowered
to sell them ; and when anj' person applies to him
for postage labels, the messenger must either supply
them, or (if he has none in his possession) must,
without extra charge, receive the postage in money,
and on his arrival at the Post Offic(! obtain labels

for it, and affix them carefully to the letters.

To discourage the transmission of coin by post,

all postmasters in the United Kingdom at whose
Offices Money Order business is transacted are
permitted, though not compelled, to purchase
postage stamps from the public (provided the
stamps be not soiled or otherwise damaged), at a
charge of 2i percent. ; the charge, however, never
being less tliaii one lialfpenny. Under this arrange-
ment tlio cliarges are as follows: For stamps not
exceeding Is. Hd. in valu/", Jd. ; 3.s. 4d., Id. ; 5s., IJd.

;

Ch. 8d., 2d. ; 8s. 4d., 2Jd., and so on.

In order to prevent the temptation to steal

stamps attached to letters, which might be afforded
by facilities for selling them, no separate stamps
can be purchased. They must in all cases be
presented in strips containing at least two stamps
adhering to each other.

In consequence of representations made to the
Post Office by various firms, that there is reason to

believe that their postage stamps were purloined
by persons in their employ, the Department has
recommended that the name or initials of firms,

etc. be either printed on the bad- of the stamps (by
arrangement with the Inland Revenue Office,

Somerset House), or perforated through the stamps
by means of a machine devised for the purpose

;

so that, the sale of such stamps being thereby
rendered difficult (postmasters having been in-

structed not to purchase any of them), there may
be little or no temptation to steal them.

ARTICLES NOT ALLOWED TO BE
SENT BY POST.

It is forbidden to forward by post any indecent
or obscene print, painting, photograph, lithograph,

engraving, book or card, or any other indecent or

obscene article, or any letter, newspaper, publica-

tion, packet, or card having thereon any words,
marks, or designs of an indecent, obscene, Kbellous,

or grossly offensive character. Anything posted
contrary to this prohibition will be stopped and
sent up to the Returned Letter Office.

Postmasters are instructed not to receive any
letter which there is good reason to believe con-
tains anything likely to injure the contents of the
mail bag or the person of any officer of the Post
Office. If such a packet be posted without the
Postmaster s knowledge, or if at any time before

its despatch he should discover any such packet,

he is directed not to forward it, but to report the
case, with the address of the packet, to the Secre-
tary. The following are examples of the articles

referred to :—
A glass bottle, or glass in any form ; leeches,

game, fish, meat, fruit, or vegetables ; bladders
or other vessels containing liquids; gunpowder,
Inciter matches, or anything which is explosive
or liable to sudden combustion. Kazors,

scissors, needles, knives, forks, or other shai-p

instruments are' also forbidden, except when
sent in packets of samples to the foreign

countries mentioned in the section of Colonial
and Foreign Pattern Post.

According to the regulations of Germany, no
letter exceeding 250 grammes (a little more than
Si oz.) in weight, and containing any other en-

closure than paper, can be allowed to circulate by
the post. Any letters, therefore, forwarded in the

mail to Germany above that weight, and containing

any other enclosure than paper, will be liable, on
their aiTival at the Prussian frontier, to be stopped,

and sent to the Custom House for delivery as

freight.

The laws of Spain forbid the transmission by the

post within that country of letters or other packets

containing watches, jewellery, or other articles of

value, which are liable to Customs duties; and
the circulation of coin, jewellery, or other articles

of value in letters is also prohibited in Belgium and
Italy. Any such packets, thei-efore, which may be
forwarded in the mails to Spain, Belgium, or Italy

will not be delivered, but will be sent back from the

frontier. A similar prohibition, on pain of forfeiture,

is placed upon the transmission of diamonds and
other jewels to the Turkish Empire, and of money
and jewellery to the liepublic of Costa Rica, and of

jewellery, etc. to the colonies of New South Wales
and Victoria, Australia.
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MISCELLANEOUS REGULATIONS AND
SUGGESTIONS.

^ No information can be given respecting letters

which, pass through a post office except to the
persons to whom they are addressed ; and in no
other way is official information of a private cha-
racter allowed to be made public.

Provision having been made, by means of the
British Postal Guide (with local Postal Guides in

large towns) and the Postal Official Circular, to

supply full and authentic information on all postal

matters, the public should abstain, as much as

possible, from applying for such information to

postmasters and other officers of the department.
Postmasters are not allowed to return any letter

or other packet to the writer or sender, or to any
one else, or to delay forwarding it to its destination

according to the address, even though a request to

such effect be written thereon.

Postmasters are not bound to give change, nor
are they authorized to demand change ; and when
money is paid at a post office, whether as change
or otherwise, no question as to its right amount,
goodness, or weight can be entertained after it has
been removed from the counter.

Postmasters are not bound to weigh any letters

or other packets for the public, except foreign and
colonial letters about to be prepaid in money ; but
they 7nay do so if their duty be not thereby impeded

If a letter be forwarded under cover to any post-

master with a request that he will re-post it at his

office, the letter, on being re-posted, will be en-

dorsed with the words ' posted at , under
cover, to the Postmaster of .'

Every address should be legible and complete,

and every letter should contain the full address of

the writer, in order to ensure its return if the
person to whom it is directed cannot be found
The practice of sealing letters passing to and from

the East and West Indies, and other countries with
hot climates, with wax (except such as is specially

prepared), is attended with much inconvenience, and
frequently with serious injury, not only to the letters

so sealed, but to the other letters in the mail, from
the melting of the wax and adhesion of the letters

to each other. The public are therefore recom-
mended in all such cases to use either wafers or

gum, and to advise their correspondents in the

countries referred to to do the same.
The Poste Eestante being intended solely for the

accommodation of strangers and travellers who
have no permanent abode in Edinburgh, letters for

residents in Edinburgh must not be addressed
nor re-dii'ected from a private address, ' Post Office

till called for.' Letters addressed to ' Initials,'

'Numbers,' or 'Fictitious Names,' cannot be re-

ceived at the Poste Eestante ; if so addressed, they
are returned to the writers,

Letters may not be re-directed from a private

address to ' Poste Eestante.'

MONEY ORDERS,
The public are recommended, when applying for

Money Orders, to use printed 'Application Forms,'
which save time, and afford greater security than
verbal messages against mistakes. These forms are
supplied gratuitously at all Money Order Offices,

The scale of charges on the issue of Inland
Money Orders is as follows :

This scale does not apply to Orders issued on the

Colonies and places abroad, the charges on which
remain unaltered.

No single Money Order can be issued for more
than £10 (the only exception to this rule in Scot-

land is when the order is issued in payment of

Government taxes, and in favour of the Eeceiver-

General of Inland Eevenue. In such a case, the

order is not limited as to amount) ; neither can an
order contain a fractional part of a penny.
With the subjoined exceptions, no Money Order

can be issued, unless the applicant furnish, in full,

the surname, and at least the initial of one Chris-

tian name, both of the remitter and the payee,

together with the remitter's address :

—

1. If the remitter or payee be a peer or a bishop,

his ordinary title is sufficient ; and the usual

designation of a firm is sufficient, except in

the case of a company trading under a title

which does not consist of the names of the

persons composing it, as the ' Garron Com-
pany.'

2. When the remitter notifies that the order is to

be paid through a bank, it is left to his option

to give or withhold the name of the payee.

When application is made for a Money Order

payable in London, or at any other town where
there is more than one Money Order Office, the

remitter should saj' at which of such offices he

wishes it to be paid : otherwise the order can be

cashed at the Head Office alone. It is not incum-
bent on a postmaster to supply such information

relative to local or provincial offices.

An order once issued cannot be cancelled ; and
should repayment or transfer to a different office,

or alteration of name, be required, the remitter must
apply according to the directions printed on the

back of the order.

In order to enable the remitter to obtain an ac-

knowledgment of the receipt of a Money Order

before the money is paid, it is arranged that he

may make his order payable ten days after date,

provided that, in the presence of the postmaster,

when he obtains the order, he affixes thereto, in

the space after the request C, a penny receipt

stamp, and write his signature across the stamp.

When an order is presented for payment (other-

wise than through a bank), the postmaster has

first to see that the signature of the payee be as

full as the name given in the advice, and be not in

any way inconsistent therewith. He has then to

call on the applicant to give the name of the re-

mitter ;
and if the reply be correct, the order will

be paid, unless the postmaster have good reason

for believing that the applicant is neither the right-

ful claimant, nor deputed by him. When an order

is paid through a bank, it is sufficient that it be

receipted (without regard to any discrepancy be-

tween the signature and the name in the advice,

or to whether the receipt is given by the payee

himself, or by another person), and that it be pre-

sented (crossed with the name of the receiving

bank) by some person known to be in the employ-

ment of the bank.

The holder of a Money Order is always at liberty

to direct, by crossing it, that the order be paid

through a bank, even though its payment was not

originally so restricted ; and when the order is thus

crossed, the question put on the presentation of an

ordinary Money Order is dispensed with.
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Money Orders do not require a receipt stamp.
Payment of an order, issued and paj-able in the

United Kingdom, and payable in Belgium, Den-
mark, Germany, Holland, Italy, or Switzerland, or
issued by any of those countries on the United
Kingdom, must be obtained before the end of

the second calendar month after that in which it

was issued (for instance, if issued in January, it

must be paid before the end of March) ; otherwise
the order becomes lapsed, and a new order is neces-
sary, for which a second commission is charged.
The period for payment of orders issued in the
United Kingdom, and payable in any colony autho-
rized to transact Money Order business, including
Gibraltar and Malta, is six months ; and orders
granted at those places on the United Kingdom are
also payable during six months after that in which
they were issued. A person presenting a lapsed
order is furnished with a copy of a printed notice,

headed • Lapsed Money Orders,' containing direc-

tions how to proceed. If the order be not paid
before the end of the twelfth calendar month after

that in which it was issued (for instance, if issued
in January, and not paid before the end of next
January), all claim to the money is lost.

No application can be entertained for compensa-
tion for alleged injurj' from the non-payment of a
Money Order at the expected time.

After once paj'ing a Sloney Order, by whom-
soever presented, the office is not liable to anj-

further claim.

To guard against any person, even if he obtain
possession of a Money Order, fraudulently getting
it cashed, the remitter is recommended

—

1. When he is well known to the payee, to sign the
letterenclosing the order with his initials only.

2. When this is not the case, either to make the
order payable ten daj-s after date, or to

register the letter enclosing it, or to make
the order payable through a bank.

3. When it is not considered expedient to adopt
either of these courses, to send the remitter's

name (without a knowledge of which pay-
ment cannot be obtained) in a separate letter

from that containing the Money Order; al-

though this latter precaution is much less

effective than either of the others.

Payment of an order cannot be demanded on the
same day as that on which the order was issued.

In case of the miscamage or loss of an inland
Money Order, a duplicate is granted on a written
application (with the necessarj' particulars, and
enclosing the amount of a second commission, in

postage stamps) to the Controller of the Money
Order Office of England, Scotland, or Ireland, as
the case may be, whore the original order was
issued ; and if it be desired to stop payment of an
inland order, a similar application, with a like

enclosure of postage stamps, must be made to the
Controller of the Money Order Office of that part
of the kingdom in which the order is payable. If

alteration in the name of the paj'ee or remitter of

an inland Money Order should be required, appli-

cation must be made by the remitter to the post-
master of the office at which the order was issued,

and a second commission must be paid. Should
transfer of payment of an inland order from one
office to another in the United Kingdom, or repay-
ment of the amount of an order, bo required, an
application enclosing the order must be made to

the postmaster at whose office the order is payable,
who will transmit in exchange a new order payable
at the place desired, but for a less sum than the
original order by the amount of the second com-
mission charged for the re-issue. Proper printed
forms for making applications in all these cases
may be obtained at any Money Order Office, and

fuU instructions on the subject will be found printed
on the back of the Money Order. Whenever, on
complaint being made, it is found that the necessity

for an application, entailing the payment of a fresh

commission, is attributable to the Post Office, the
charge will be remitted to the applicant, and im-
posed on the officer in fault.

A postmaster is required to give information how
to apply for a duplicate order, etc., and must furnish
the prescribed form of application. If payment of

an order be refused in consequence of the replies

to the questions respecting the remitter not corre-

sponding with the entries in the advice, or of a
difference in the name in the receipt, the applicant
for payment should communicate with the remitter,

and request him to apply personally to the issuing

postmaster.
No letter-carrier, rural messenger, or other ser-

vant of the Post Office, is bound to procirre a Money
Order for any person, or to obtain payment for

one ; but such services are not forbidden.

The renewal of a lapsed order, the issue of a

duplicate order, or the stoppage of payment of an
order issued by a colony on the United Kingdom,
will be made on application to the Controller of the

Metropolitan Office of that portion of the United
Kingdom in wliich such Colonial Order in paijable,

provided an additional British inland rate of com-
mission be enclosed with the application ; except

in the case of lapsed orders, when the additional

commission vnW be deducted from the amount of

the new order issued by the department; but the

lapsed order must be transmitted with the applica-

tion for its renewal. Postmasters in the United

Kingdom have power to transfer to other offices in

the United Kingdom payment of colonial orders
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originally dra'wn on their own offices. As regards

Foreign Money Orders, applications should be
made to the Controller of the Money Order Office,

London.
For repayment of the amount of a Money Order,

or for the correction of any error respecting the
name of the payee or remittei- of an order issued

by a colony on the United Kingdom, the applica-

tion on the subject, enclosing an additional colonial

inland rate of commission, must be addressed to

the Controller of the Metropolitan Office of the
colony in which such order was issued.

POST OFFICE SAVINGS BANKS.

Every Post Office Savings Bank is also a Money
Order Office, and is open for hank business during
the same hours as for Money Orders.

Deposits of one shilling, or of any number of

shillings, or of pounds and shillings, may be made
by any person at the Post Office Savings Banks,
provided that such depositor shall not make de-

posits amounting to more than £30, in any year
ending the 31st December, or make any further

deposit when the amount standing in his name,
exclusive of interest, exceeds £150. Wheu anj'

Depositor's principal and interest amount together
to £200, all interest will cease so long as the
balance of the account continues to amount to the
said sum of £200.

Interest, calculated yearly at the rate of £2, 10s.

per cent, per annimi, will be allowed on every com-
plete pound deposited, reckoned from the first day
of the calendar month next following the day on
which a complete pound shall have been deposited

or completed up to the first day of the calendar
month in which the moneys are withdrawn. The
interest thus calculated will be at the rate of one
halfpenny per calendar month for every complete
pound. The interest will be reckoned to the 31st

December in every year, and will then be added
to the principal.

Besides ordinary persons, deposits may be
made :

—

(A.) By a Trustee on behalf of another person,

in the joint names of such Trustee and the

person on whose account such money shall be
so deposited ; but repayment of the same, or

any part thereof, will not be made without the

receipts of both parties. A person may act as

trustee in any number of accounts, and at the

same time have an account in his own name.
(B.) By two persons jointly on their own behalf,

provided neither of them is ah-eady a depositor.

(C.) By any person under 21 years of age or for

Lis benefit ; and repayment will be made to

such minor, if more than 7 years old, as if he
were of full age.

(D.) By the Trustees of any legally established

Friendly, Charitable, or Provident Society,"" or

Penny Savings Bank
;
provided such Trustees

make application by post to the Controller of

the Savings Bank Department, accompanied
by a copy of their rules. Such Societies, etc.

are allowed to invest considerably beyond the

usual limit, or even without restriction as to

amount, according to circumstances.

(E.) In the name of the Eegistrar of any County
Court. Under the 24th sect, of the Act 30 and
31 Vict. c. 142 (County Courts Act), 'trust

moneys ' not in excess of £500 may be thus
deposited; and under the 26th sect., money
paid into a County Court in 'equitable pro-

ceedings ' may be deposited by the Kegistrar

without restriction as to amount.
Deposits made in Scotland by a married woman.

or by a woman afterwards married, will be repaid
to her unless her husband shall give notice, in
writing, to the Postmaster-General requiring pay-
ment to be made to him. This rule applies also to
deposits made in England or Ireland before the
9th of August 1870 ; from which day, by the pass-
ing of the Married Women's Property Act, all

deposits made in England or Ireland by a married
woman, or by a woman who may afterwards marry
(unless the money belong to her husband and be
deposited without his consent), are the separate
and uncontrolled property of the woman.
Every deposit in a Post Office Savings Bank

must be immediately entered by the postmaster, or
other person receiving it, in a book, which book is

to be kept by the depositor; and the postmaster or
other person receiving the deposit should affix his
signature and the stamp of his office to each entry.
Depositors should carefully examine their books
before leaving the offices at which they make their
deposits, and ascertain that they have obtained cor-
rect receipts for the sums deposited by them.

In addition to the receipts which the depositors
will thus obtain in their deposit books, they will
receive for each deposit an acknowledgment by
post from the Savings Bank Department in Lon-
don. This acknowledgment should reach the de-
positor within ten days from the day on which the
deposit is made. If the acknowledgment does not
reach the depositor in proper time, application for

it by letter should immediately be made to the
Postmaster-General.
Once in each year, on the anniversary of the

day on which the first deposit was made by him,
the depositor should forward his deposit book to
the Controller of the Post Office Savings Bank
Department in London, in order that it may be
compared with the books of that department, and
in order that the interest due to the previous 31st
December may be inserted in it.

When a depositor wishes to withdraw the whole
or any part of the sum due to him, he must make
application for the same to the Postmaster-Gene-
ral on a printed form called a Notice of With-
drawal, which he can obtain at any Post Office

Savings Bank. When he has properly filled up
this form, he must fold it and secure it, and forward
it by post as if it were an ordinary letter. In re-
turn for it he will receive, probably by return of
post, a warrant for the amount required by him,
payable at the Post Office Bank named by him in
the Notice of Withdrawal.
A depositor in any Post Office Savings Bank

may add to his deposits at that or any other Post
Office Savings Bank, and may withdraw the whole
or any part of them from that or any other Post
Office Savings Bank, without change of deposit

book. For instance, if he makes his first deposit at

the Post Office Bank at Huddersfield, he may make
further deposits at, or withdraw his money from,

the Post Office Bank at Huddersfield, or Leeds,
Manchester, Birmingham, Edinburgh, Dublin, or
any other place which may be convenient to him.
No charge will be made to depositors for the

books fu'st supplied to them, or for the renewal of

those books ; but if any depositor shall lose his

book, and shall desire a new book, he must make
application to the Postmaster-General for the same,
and must enclose in his application postage stamps
to the value of Is. to pay for the new book. If a
depositor loses his book, he should immediately give

notice of the loss to the Postmaster-General.
No charge for postage will be made on the de-

positor for any letter passing between him and
the Savings Bank Department with regard to his

deposits, or with uegard to the withdrawal of the
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same, or for the transmission of his deposit book
between him and the Savings Bank Department.
The postmasters and other officers of the Post-

master-General employed in the receipt or pay-
ment of deposits, are strictly forbidden to disclose

the name of any depositor, or the amount of his

deposits, except to the Postmaster-General, or to

such of his officers as are appointed to assist in

carrying on the business of the Post Office

Banks.
A full statement of the regulations of the Post

Office Banks may be seen at any Money Order
Office.

CtOVERNMENT mSUEANCE AND ANNUITY
OFFICE.

The Postmaster-General is empowered, under
the Act 27 & 28 Vict. c. 43, to insm-e the lives

of persons of either sex, between the ages of 16 and
60, for not less than £20 or more than £100. He
is also empowered, under the same Act, to grant

Immediate or Deferred Annuities of not more than

£50 on the lives of persons of either sex, and of the

age of 10 years and upwards. The persons whose
lives are insured, or to whom Annuities are granted,

by the Postmaster-General, have direct Govern-
ment security for the payment of the money at the

proper time.

Tables of the premiums to be^ charged for the

Insurance of Lives ; for the grant of Immediate
Annuities ; for the grant of Deferred Annuities or

Deferred Montlily Allowances, without return of

purchase money, and for the grant of Defen-ed An-
nuities or Deferred Monthly Allowances, with re-

turn of purchase money, may be seen at the General
Post Office.

Smaller sums may be insured by proportionate pay-
ments, but no one of the periodical payments must
be of less amount than two shillings.

No one life can be insured for less than £20 in

the whole ; but when a life has been insured for

£20, further insurances may be effected on the same
life from time to time, for any amount, until the

whole sum for which it is insured amounts to

£100.
If, after having duly made his payments for a

period of five years, the insured person shall be
unable to continue, or shall desire to discontinue,

such payments, a portion of the premiums paid by
him, which portion will in no case bo less than
one-third of the whole sum paid by him, wUl be

returned to him.
The sums to be charged for the purchase of Im-

mediate Annuities will vary with the age and sex

of the person on whoso life the annuity is to

depend

:

Thus, a man aged 65 can pur<:hase an
Immediate Annuity of £10, pay-

A woman of the .same age can pui--

£4, 3s. 4d. Any two persons may purchase an
Annuity on their joint lives, with or without con-
tinuance of the Annuity to the survivor.

Persons contracting for the insurance of their

lives, or for the pm'chase of Annuities or Monthly

at an extra charge of one-half tlio ordinary tariff,

but in such cases they must not have been opened.
Persons who wish to avoid sending so far as to

a Telegraph Office may, without additional charge,
post either a stamped telegram card, or a telegram
form enclosed in an envelope addressed ' Telegraph
Office,' in a wall or pillar box, or in the letter-box

of a deceiving Office or Sub-Post Office. Telegrams

POST OFFICE TELEGRAPHS.

The charge for telegi-ams throughout the United
Kingdom, including the Channel Islands and the
Isle of Man, but excepting the Scilly, Orkney, and
Shetland Islands, is Is. for the first twenty words,
and 3d. for every additional five words, i.e. for

every additional group of not more than five words,
the names and addresses of the sender and receiver

not being counted.
The charge for telegrams to the Scilly Islands is

3s. 6d. for the first twenty words, and 9d. for every
additional five words ; and to the Orkney and
Shetland Islands, 2s. for the first twenty words,
and 6d. for every additional five words, except to

Moss Bank, Culla Voe, Uya Sound, and Balta
Sound, in Shetland, the rates to which are 3s. for

the first twenty words, and 9d. for every additional

five words.
The inland telegram forms are of two kinds,

namely, the ' A 1
' form, embossed with a stamp

of the value of Is., and the ' A' form (given gratis),

with no stamp embossed thereon. The ' A 1
' forms

may be purchased singly or in any number. They
may also be had bound up into books of fifty forms,

price £2, 10s. Stamped telegraph cards are also

sold at same rate.

When the terminal telegraph office, i.e. the office

from which the message is delivered, is a Head
Post Office, the amount paid for the transmission
of a message covers the cost of delivery within the

town postal delivery of that office. But when it is

not a Head Post Office, the message is delivered

free only within a radius from it of one mile,

When the addressee resides beyond the above-
described limits, porterage is charged at the rate of

6d. per double mile (that is, a mile out and a mile
back), or any part thereof, provided the whole dis-

tance to be traversed does not exceed three miles
out and three miles back.

If the addressee resides at a greater distance than
three miles from the terminal telegraph office, por-

terage is charged for delivery by mounted mes-

senger at the rate of Is. per double mile, except in

the case of telegrams for Ireland, where the charge
is 8d. per double mile. ^

If the sender requires his telegram to be for-

warded by post or by train from the terminal tele-

graph office, he must write the words ' by post ' or

'by train' in the space provided for that purpose
at the foot of the message-form.
A deposit of 5s. is required upon all telegrams

addressed to persons on board ship (imless the ship

be lying in the dock) to cover any expense incurred
in their delivery ; but application can be made to

the Secretary for any surplus.

Telegrams may be repeated at the request of the
sender, if he desires to adopt this extra secm-ity

box in which they are deposited. The period of

arrival at the Postal Telegraph Office is regarded
as the tune of receipt from the public.

Telegrams so posted, but insufficiently prepaid,

are forwarded to their destination, the difference of

charge being obtained from the addressee ; but un-
paid telegrams are not forwarded.
As most of the Telegraph Offices in the United

Kingdom are closed between 8 p.m. and 8 a.m.,

it should be borne in mind that if a telegram be de-
posited in a box at such a time that it cannot reach a
Telegraph Office before 7 p.m., it may not reach its

destination until after 8 a.m. on the following day.
No combination of two or more words is counted

as one word, with the exception of those words
which are ordinarily coupled by hyphens, such as
' mother-in-law,' ' non-delivery,' ' sub-lieutenant,'

'alms-houses,' etc., or words denoting the names of
persons or towns, whether connected by hyphens
or not, such as 'O'Niel,' 'MacDonald,' 'Newcastle-
on-Tyne,' 'Isle of Wight,* etc. The name of the
county added to the name of a place is reckoned
separately, as, for example, ' Newcastle, Staff.,''

Bradford, Yorks.,' the charge being in each in-

stance for two words.
The following exceptional compound words are

charged for as one word :

—

Midday. To-day. Halfpenny.
Midnight. To-night. Twopence,
Noonday. To-morrow. and pence
Se'nnight. Yesternight. up to

Cannot. Yesterday. Elevenpence.

Also all denominations of trades, such as linen-

draper, silversmith, sharebroker, etc.

Abbreviations of auxiliary verbs designated by
apostrophes (such as can't, won't, don't, I'll, you'll,

couldn't, shouldn't, etc.) are charged for as one
word. By writing words in this way, however,
there is a greater risk of error.

Numbers expressed in figures in an inland tele-

gram are counted as so many words, according to

the number of figures employed. Fractions are

counted according to the number of figures em-
ploj^ed to express the quantity, one word being

added for the bar or mark of division between th&

numerator and denominator.

If the receiver of a telegram doubts its accuracy,

he may have it repeated by depositing half the

amount jjaid for its transmission to him. The
money will, however, be refunded to him if it

should turn out that the telegram bad been in-

accurately transmitted.

The Department is not liable for losses incurred

through the incorrect transmission, delay, or non-
delivery of telegrams.

Telegraph Offices are, as a rule, open from 8 a.m.

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STAMP AND LEGACY DUTIES, ETC.

The following is a list of Stamp Duties according to the schedule of the Act 33 and 34 Vict. c. 97
(amended by 34 Vict. c. 4, 34 and 35 Vict. c. 10.3, and 35 and 36 Vict. c. 20), with the Duty on Policies

of Insurance, Letters Patent, Patent Medicine, and Plate, and Inventory, Legacy, and Succession Duties,

which remain under the former Acts. Generally, the items are given in the words of the schedule.

New matter is put within brackets. When the sections are merely cited without the Act, they are the
sections of 33 and 34 Vict. c. 97. All items in the schedule of the Act relating solely to England and
Ireland are excluded. In the same session were passed the Acts 33 and 34 Vict. c. 98, Stamp Duties
Management, and 33 and 34 Vict. c. 99, repealing certain enactments relating to the Stamp Duties.
The Duties came into operation on the 1st January 1871.

EETUEN OF INVENTORY DUTY.
The inventory duty and probate and admini-

stration duty are paid on the whole personal

property, without deduction of debts ; but the

Act 5 & 6 Vict. c. 79, § 23, provides for a re-

turn being given on proof of the constitution

and payment of the debts. This return must
be claimed within three years; but the time

will bo prolonged on application to the Board
of Inland Revenue. No return to bo granted
in respect of a voluntary debt due from a

person dying after 28th Juno 18G1, expi'essed

to bo payable on the death of such person, or

payable under an instrument which shall not

have been hona fide delivered to the donee
three months before the death of such person.

LEGACY DUTY.
Legacies, Annuities, Residues, etc.

To children or their descendants,
or lineal ancestors,

Brother or sister, or descendants,
Uncle or aunt, or their descendants,
Grand uncle or aunt, or their de-

scendants,
All other relations or strangers,

Tho husband or wife of the deceased is not

chargeable with duty. If the legatee's husband
or wife is of nearer consanguinity than the

legatee, duty is payable according to such nearer
relationship. (16 & 17 Vict. c. 51, § 11.)

This duty is payable for every legacy out of the

personal or moveable estate, or out of or charged
upon the real or heritable estate of tho de-

ceased, or out of any estate which ho has power
to dispose of, or out of any moneys to arise by
the sale, mortgage, or other disposition of the
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deceased's real or heritable estate, or any part

thereof : Also for the clear residue (after de-

ducting debts, funeral expenses, legacies, and
other charges first payable thereout) of the

personal or moveable estate, whether the title

to such residue shall accrue by virtue of any
testamentary disposition, or upon a partial or

total intestacy : And also for the clear residue

of the moneys' to arise from the sale, mortgage,
or other disposition of any real or heritable

estate, directed to be sold, mortgaged, or other-

wise disposed of by any will or testamentary
instrument.

Annuities commencing to be payable on the

death of persons dying after 19th May 1853
are valued for legacj- duty according to tables

annexed to the Succession Duty Act (16 & 17
Vict. c. 51) ; and Annuities commencing to be
payable previous to that date, by the tables an-
nexed to the LegacyDuty Act (36 Geo. m. c. 52).

Duty is not exigible on legacies or residues

under £20 ; but if a legatee take two or more
legacies under any testament, which shall to-

gether be of the amount of £20, each shall be
charged with dutj-, though each or either may
be separately under that amoimt.

Duty on legacies and residues in arrears—^inte-

rest thereon at the rate of 4 per cent, is pay-
able. (31 & 32 Vict. c. 124, § 9.)

Printed forms and regulations for payment of the
legacy duty may be obtained gratis, on appli-

cation at the Legacy Duty Office, Inland
Eevenue, Edinburgh ; and at the offices of dis-

tributors of stamps in the country.

SUCCESSION DUTY.
(16 & 17 Vict. c. 51.)

The duty commenced on the death of persons
dying after the 19th May 1853, and seems to

be imposed on all property, both heritable and
moveable, passing by death, not liable to the
duty on legacies and successions to personal
estate upon intestacy—the duty imposed by the
Legacy Duty Acts.

The duty on Heritable Peopeety is charged
on the annual value, after allowance of the
necessary outgoings (§ 22), as an annuity for
the life of the successor (§ 2L), which is to be
valued by tables annexed to the Act.

Personal Property is liable to duty according
to the value of the succession ; and money
charged on heritage—heritable securities—is

charged as personalty (§ 1).

rates of successiox duty.

Linealissue, or lineal ancestor of the predecessor,
£1 per cent.

Brothers and sisters of the predecessor, and their
descendants, £3 per cent.

Brothers and sisters of the father or mother of the
predecessor and their descendants, £5 per cent.

Brothers and sisters of a grandfather or grand-
mother of the predecessor and their descend-
ants, £6 per cent.

Any other person, £10 per cent.

The husband or wife of the predecessor is not
chargeable with duty (§ 18) ; and if the succes-
sor's husband or wife shall be of nearer con-
sanguinity than the successor, duty is payable
according to such nearer relationship (§ 11).

The following are also exemptions from the suc-
cession duty :

Duty on successions in arrear—interest thereon
at the rate of 4 per cent, is payable. (31 and
32 Vict. c. 124, § 9.)

at the proper time.

Mode and effect ofproceeding.—§ 18. (1.) Subject

to such regulations as the commissioners may
think tit to make, the commissioners may be
required by any person to express their opinion

Purchasers of postage stamps, comprising all or

any kinds (except post cards in sheets), at the

Office of Inland Revenue at London, Edin-
burgh, or Dublin, or at the office of any dis-

tributor (except Glasgow) or sub-distributor

of stamps, to the amount of £10 or upwards,

at one time, are allowed discount at the rate

of one per cent. The like discount is allowed

on forms lodged, at one time, at London, Edin-
burgh, or Dublin, to be stamped to the amount
of £10 or upwards. A discount of 4s. is allowed

on each half ream of post cards in sheets, the

duty on which amounts to £21.

EXCHANGING SPOILED STAMPS.
Stamp Duties Management Act, 1870 (33 & 34

Vict. c. 98).

AUoioance for Spoiled Stamps.—§ 14. The com-
missioners may make regulations regarding allow-

ance for stamps spoiled in the following cases,

viz. :

—

Instruments not executed.—(1.) Inadvertently and
undesignedlj' spoiled, obliterated, or by any

means rendered unfit for the purpose intended:
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Adhesive Stamps.—(2.) Any never used nor affixed

to any material, but inadvertently and unde-
signedly spoiled or rendered unfit for use

:

Bills and 'jVotes.—(3.) Signed by the drawer, but
not delivered out of his hands to the payee, or

any person on his behalf, or deposited "with

any person as a security for the payment of

money, or in any way negotiated, issued, or

put in circulation, or made use of in any other

manner whatever, and which being a bill has
not been accepted by the drawee, and does not

bear any signature intended as or for the ac-

ceptance :

(4.) Signed by or on behalf of the drawer thereof,

but which from any omission or error has been
spoiled or rendered useless, although the same,

being a bill of exchange, may have been pre-

sented for acceptance or accepted or endorsed,

or, being a promissory-note, may have been
delivered to the payee, provided that another
completed and duly stamped bill or note is

produced identical in every particular, except
in the correction of such error or omission as

aforesaid, with the spoiled bill or note

:

(5.) The stamp used for any of the following

instruments, that is to say

—

(a.) Presentation to an ecclesiastical benefice

not followed by institution :

(5.) Executed Insti-uments— Executed by any
party thereto, but afterwards found to be abso-
lutely void in law from the beginning:

(c.) Executed byanyparty thereto, but afterwards
found unfit by reason of any error or mistake
therein for the purpose originally intended :

(fZ.) Executed by any party thereto, but which,
by reason of the death of any person by whom
it is necessary that it should be executed, with-
out having executed the same, or of the refusal

of any such person to execute the same, or to

advance any money intended to be thereby se-

cured, cannot be completed so as to effect the
intended transaction in the form proposed.

(e.) Executed by any party thereto, which, for

want of the execution thereof by some material

and necessary party, and his inability or re-

fusal to sign the same, is in fact incomplete
and insufficient for the purpose for which it

was intended

:

(7^) Executed by any party thereto, which, by
reason of the refusal of any person to act under
the same, or by the refusal or non-acceptance
of any office thereby granted, totally fails of

the intended purpose

:

((/.') Executed by any party thereto, which, for

want of enrolment or registration within the
time required by law, becomes null and void

:

Qi.') Executed by any party thereto, which be-
comes useless in consequence of the transaction

intended to be thereby effected being effected

by some other instrument duly stamped

:

(i.) Executed by any party thereto, which is

inadvertently and undesignedly spoiled, and
in lieu whereof another insti'ument made be-
tween the same parties and for the same pur-
pose is executed and duly stamped

:

Provided

—

(1.) Executed Insti"umenis—
(o.) The instrument is given up to be cancelled

:

(6.) The apphcation is made within six months
after the date of the instrument, or, if not
dated, within six months after the execution
by the person by whom it was first or alone
executed. Except, 1. Where from unavoidable
circumstances any instrument for which an-
other instrument has been substituted cannot
be given up to be cancelled within the afore-

said period, and in that case within six months
after the date or execution of the substituted
instniment; 2. Where the spoiled instrument
has become void for want of enrolment or re-
gistration, and in that case within six months
next after it has so become void ; 3. Where
the spoiled instrument has been sent abroad,
and in that case within six months after it has
been received back in any part of the United
Kingdom

:

(c.) No action has been brought or suit com-
menced in which the instrument could or would
have been given or offered in evidence

:

(2.) Unexecuted Instruvients.— In the case of
stamped material, not having any executed
instrument written thereon, and of an adhesive
stamp not affixed to any material, the applica-
tion is made within six months after the stamp
has been spoiled.

Misused Stamps.—§ 15. Stamp used of greater
value than was necessary, or stamp inadvertently
used for an instrument not liable to any duty, ap-
plication within six months after the date of the
instrument, or, if it is not dated, within six months
after the execution. The instrument liable to duty
to be restamped with the proper duty. The mis-
used stamp to be cancelled and allowed as spoiled.
Allowance how to he made.—§ 16. The commis-

sioners may give in lieu other stamps of the same
denomination and value, or if required, and they
think proper, stamps of any other denomination to
the same amount in value, or, at their discretion,

the same value in money, deducting the proper
allowance on the purchase of stamps of the like
description.

Stamps not wanted may he repurchased hy the
commissioners.—§ 17. A stamp not spoiled or ren-
dered unfit or useless for the purpose intended, but
for which the person has no immediate use, the
commissioners may, if they in their discretion
think fit, repay the amount in money, deducting
the proper discount. The stamp to be delivered
up to be cancelled, and satisfactory proof to be
given that it was purchased by him with a hona
fide intention to be used, and that the applicant has
paid the full value thereof without any deduction
(except only the amount of such discount), and
that the stamp was so purchased within the period
of six months next preceding the application at the
chief office or at one of the head offices, or from
some person duly appointed to sell and distribute
stamps, or duly licensed to deal in stamps.
As to the exchange of Sea Policies of Insurance,

see 30 Vict. c. 23, § 17. The cases for allowing are

—

(1.) Where policy shall be inadvertently filled

up in an incorrect or improper manner

;

(2.) Or be obliterated or otherwise spoiled, and
rendered unfit for use

;

(3.) Or shall be filled up for some insurances
which shall not be proceeded in, and the same
shall not be signed by any underwriter.

Application must be made within six months
after the policy shall be spoiled or become
useless. (See Note a.")

a. The Solicitor's Office, No. 5 in the Inland
Revenue Office, Edinburgh, is open for the allow-
ance of spoiled stamps every Tuesday and Thurs-
day, fi'om 12 noon to 2 p.m. The distributors of
stamps also receive spoiled stamps for allowance.
A supply of forms of affidavits is kept by the

solicitor and the distributors of stamps, and by
most of the sub -distributors, and claimants may
attend at the Solicitor's Office and have the affi-

davits filled up and taken ; or they may get copies
of the forms, and take the oath before a justice of

the peace, and afterwards lodge the affidavits and
the stamps with any of the above officers. If the

claim be admitted at Edinburgh, a ticket is issued

stating that application is to be made for the new
stamps after the next Monda}', and within six

weeks from the date of the ticket If the claim be

lodged with a distributor, or sub-distributor, a

ticket is issued stating that application is to bo

made for the said stamps after a specified date,

and within six weeks from the date of the ticket.

If application not made within that time, the claim

will be forfeited.

The stamps must be presented for allowance

within six months after being spoiled.

INHABITED HOUSE DUTY.

entitled to an abatement equal to the duties

upon £80 of their income.
Deductions.—Deduction is allowed, when
claimed, of any annual premium (not exceeding
one -sixth part of the claimant's income from
every som-ce) paid for insurance, or deferred

annuity, on the claimant's own or his wife's

life, to any insurance company in existence on
1st November 1844, or registered pursuant to

Act 7 & 8 Vict. c.

80, landlords in

Scotland are entitled to relief (either h\ abate-

ment or by repayment) from any amount of

iucome-t;ix which may be assessed upon them *

in respect of the annual value of such rates, ^

taxes, assessments, and public burdens, as may "

be charged upon them and not charged upon
landlords in England.

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HACKNEY CARRIAaES IN EDINBURGH.*

FAEES BY DISTANCE.

1. The distance to -which any hackney carriage

may be driven under these Bye-laws, shall be seven

miles from the Cross of Edinburgh.

2. When a party not exceeding two grown-up
persons, and without any higgage other than a car-

pet-bag or the like, enters a carriage at a stance, or

when driving along disengaged, they shall be di-iven

half a mile for 6d. ; and if they return they shall pay
the same fare. The driver shall draw up to either

side of the pavement when called ; and if detained

more than five minutes before starting, he shall be

entitled to 6d. for waiting.

N.B.—This rule shall not apply to fares from
railway stations.

3. Excepting the Sixpenny Pare, the fares by dis-

tance shall be shown in the annexed Table of Fares.

The charges in the ta,ble shall include going from
the stance or stable to the hirer's residence, and
waiting ten minutes. But if the carriage be de-

tained, before starting, more than ten minutes, a

charge for waiting at the rate of 6d. for each quarter

of an hour, or part thereof, after the expiry of the

ten minutes, shall be allowed ; and if the place

where the hirer is to be taken up be beyond half a

mile from the stance or stable whence the carriage

is taken, there shall be a charge of 6d. for such
distance.

4 "WTien any place is not mentioned in the

table, the fare shall be the same as that to any
place mentioned which may be in the immediate
vicinity.

§. When the fare of any particular place not men-
tioned cannot be ascertained by reference to a place

in the immediate vicinity, the fare shall be Is. for a

distance from the stance not exceeding a mile and
a half, and sixpence for every additional half-mile or

part thereof.

6. Half fare returning with the party, excepting

the half-mile drive.

7. When parties return (which they shall have
the option of doing), and the fare going is Is., the

carriage shall wait ten minutes without any charge
for waiting; when Is. 6d., fifteen minutes; when2&
and upwards, twenty minutes. If the carriage be
detained longer, a charge shall be allowed for wait-

ing, at the rate of 6d. for every twenty minutes, or

part thereof, commencing at the periods when the

free waiting expires.

8. When a carriage is called but not used, a
charge of 6d. shall be allowed, if the place to which
it is caUed be under half a mile from the stance
or stable, and Is. if beyond that.—Waiting as in

Section 7.

FAEES BY TIME.

It shall be in the option of the hirer to employ a

carriage within the municipal bounds by time, for

SHOPPING, JIAKING CALLS, and the like, where the

driving is not continuous. The charge in such
cases shall be Is. for the first half-hour, and 6d. for

every additional quarter of an hour.

• See Note at top of p. er.o.

For an airing into the country within seven miles

from the Cross of Edinburgh, and returning either

by the same or a different road, the rate shall be 6d.

for every ten minutes, or 3s. per hour. A drive

round the Queen's Drive shall be considered an air-

ing. Unless the hirer wishes a slower pace, the rate

of driving when out an airing shall be at least

sis miles an hour ; and in the event of the driving

being at a slower pace than six miles an hour,

contrary to the wish of the hirer, it shall be optional

for the hii-er to pay the fare in the proportion of 3s.

for every six miles so travelled.

WHETHER THE FARES AEE BY DISTANCE
OE BY TIME.

1. The hirer pays tolls.

2. If there be more than four grown-up persons

driven, a charge of 6d. extra shall be made for each
additional grown-up person, or for each two children

above six years of age, and under twelve. No addi-

tional charge for one child above six to twelve, or

children under six years.

3. From twelve at night till seven morning

—

double fare.

4. The above fares are for one-horse carriages,

and there sh-all be no additional charge when two
horses are used.

5. Owners or drivers may agree to drive at lower
fares than those fixed. In that case, should they
demand more than the fare agreed on, they shall be
liable as for an overcharge.

LUGGAGE.
For luggage exceeding 100 lbs. in weight there

shall be a charge of 6d. extra. But there shall be
no charge for luggage under that weight. The
driver shall assist in loading and unloading in all

cases when required.

FAEES MAY BE WITHHELD.
Any party shall be entitled to withhold payment

of the fare

—

1. When the name and number are not painted

outside, or when there is no plate inside, in

terms of Article Third of these bye-laws.

2. When the reference ticket is not given.

3. When the bye-laws, table of fares, and
driver's licence are not shown on demand.

4. When an overcharge is made.
5. When the driver fails ©r refuses to complete

an engagement.

EEDEESS.

Parties aggrieved will obtain redress on applica-

tion to the Procurator-Fiscal at the City Chambers,
within eight days after the date of the offence, ex-

cept in cases when parties are prevented making
such application by their absence from town.

Note.—Attention is specially directed to the 237th

Section of the Police Act, which imposes a
penalty not exceeding 10s. on any person
who refuses to pay the regular fare on
demand.
