on demand. Id. And the following instruments shall be deemed and
taken to be drafts or orders for payments of money within the intent

and meaning of this Act, and of any Act or Acts relating to the stamp
duties on bills of exchange, drafts or orders, and shall be chargeable

accordingly with the stamp duties imposed by this Act or any such

Act or Acts, viz. :—All documents or writings usually termed letters

of credit ; or whereby any person to whom any such document or

writing is or is intended to be delivered or sent shall be entitled or be

intended to be entitled to have credit with or in account with, or to

draw upon any other person for or to receive from such other person

any sum of money therein mentioned.

EXEMPTIONS.—Any draft or order drawn by any banker upon
any other banker, not payable to bearer, or to order, and used solely

for the purpose of settling or clearing any account between said

bankers. Any letter written by a banker to any other banker, direct-

ing the payment of any sum of money, the same not being payable to

the bearer or to order, and such letter not being sent or delivered to

the person to whom payment is to be made, or to any person on his

behalf.

INLAND BILL, DRAFT, or ORDER for the payment of any sum
of money, though not made payable to the bearer, or to order, if the

same shall be delivered to the payee, or some person on his or her

behalf, the same duty as on a Bill of Exchange for the like sum pay-

able to bearer or to order.

INLAND BILL, DRAFT, or ORDER for the payment of any sum
of money weekly, monthly, or at any other stated periods, if made
payable to the bearer, or to order ; or if delivered to the payee, or to

some person on his or her behalf, where the total amount of money
thereby made payable shall be specified therein, or can be ascertained

therefrom, or shall be indefinite, the same Duty as on a Bill payable

to bearer or order on demand.

PROMISSORY NOTE for the payment of any sum of money by
instalments, or for the payment of several sums of money at different

days or times, so that the whole of the money to be paid shall be
definite and certain, the same duty as on a Promissory Note, payable
otherwise than to the Bearer on demand, for a sum equal to the whole
amount of the money to be paid.

A letter exceeding the weight of 12 oz. is liable to a postage of Id
for every ounce, beginning with the first ounce.

A letter posted imi^aid is chargeable on delivery with double post-

age, and a letter jjosted insufiiciently prepaid is charged with double
the deficiency. On re-directed letters the charge for re-direction is

the same whether prepaid or collected on delivery.

No letter may exceed the dimensions of one foot six inches in

length, nine inches in width, and six inches in depth.

Addresses to the Queen and Petitions to Parliament.

Petitions and addresses to Her Majesty, forwarded direct, are

exemj)t from postage ; and such petitions and addresses, as also iieti-

tions. to either House of Parliament, if sent to a Member of either

House, are likewise exempt, provided they do not weigh more than
two pounds, and are either without covers or are in covers open at the
sides. No letter, or other enclosure, however, must be inserted ; and
if one be found, such enclosure, unless it bear the jproper number of

postage stamps, will be charged as an uni^aid letter.

Newspapers.

(I.) Inland.

By the "Post Office Act, 1870," the use of the Inland Eevenue
imj)ressed stamp denoting the stamp duty, imder which Newspapers
and other jperiodicals had been previously transmissable by post

within the United Kingdom, was abolished and a postage of one half-

penny was fixed for each transmission of any Newspajper coming
within the definition laid down in the Act.

Inland Newspapers are subject to the following regulations :

—

1st. To have the i^rivilege of passing as a Newspajjer, the publication

must first have been accepted as a Newsj)aper by the Post-

master-General, and have been j)laced on a Eegister at the

* Inland letters are those which pass between places in the United
Kingdom, including the Isle of Man, the Orkneys, Shetland, Scilly,

and Channel Islands.

i* If the weight be exceeded to the smallest extent, even though the
balance be merely turned, the letter becomes liable to a higher postage.

The same rule applies to letters going abroad. To provide therefore,

for errors in scales, &c. , it is well to allow a. little margin, or to pay the

postage of the next greater weight.
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General Post Office ;* from which it is liable to be removed,
either throtigh the non-renewal of the registration year by year,
or in consequence of any change wliich may deprive it of the
characteristics of a Newspaper.

Registration for inland circulation includes registration for
transmisssion abroad.

2d. It must be printed and published in the United Kingdom, must
be published in numbers at intervals of not more than seven
days, and must be jDrinted on a sheet or sheets unstitched.

3d. The full title and date of publication must be printed at the top
of the first page, and the whole or part of the title and date of
publication at the top of every subsequent page ; and this regu-
lation applies to " Tables of Contents" and " Indices."

4th. A supplement must be unstitched, must in every case be pub-
lished with the Newspaper, and must have the title and the
date of publication of the Newspaper printed at the top of every
page ; or, if it consists of engravings, prints, or lithographs, at
the top of sheet or side.

5th. For each Newspaper, whether posted singly or in a iiacket, the
postage, when prepaid, is one half-penny ; but a packet contain-
ing two or more registered newspapers is not chargeable with a
higher rate of postage than would be chargeable on a book
packet of the same weight, viz., one half-penny for every 2 oz.

or fraction of 2 oz.

6th. A Newsjjaper jDosted unpaid, and a packet of newspapers posted
either unpaid or insufficiently paid, wiU be treated as an unpaid
or insufficiently paid book packet of the same weight.

.
7th. The postage must be prepaid either by an adhesive stamp or by

the use of a stamped wrapper.
8th. No Newspaper can be sent through the post a second time for

the original postage. For each transmission a fresh postage
mustbeprej)aid, except thatin the case of re-direction the amount
chargeable may be collected on delivery.

9th. Every Newspaper, or packet of Newspapers, must be posted
either without a cover or in a cover entirely open at both ends,
and in such a mannner as to admit of easy removal for examina-
tion. If this rule be infringed, the newspaper or packet will be
treated as a letter.

10th. Every Newspaper must be so folded as to admit of the title

being readily insjiected.

11th. A Newspaper, whether posted singly or in a packet, which con-
tains any enclosures except the supplement or supplements
belonging to it, will be charged as a letter ; unless the enclosure
be such as might be sent at the Book Eate of Postage and the
entire j)acket be sufficiently prepaid as a book packet, in which
case it may be allowed to pass.

12th. A newspaper which has any letter, or any communication of
the nature of a letter, written in it or upon its cover, will be
charged as an unj^aid or insufficiently paid letter.

13th. No packet of newsjjapers must exceed 14 lbs. in weight, nor
may it exceed two feet in length or one foot in width or depth.

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III.—POSTAGE STAMPS.
Every Head Postmaster is required to keep, for sale to the pviblic,

a sufficient stock of HalfiJenny Post Cards, of the various postage

labels in use, and of envelopes with the penny stamp embossed. The
labels are of the respective values of ^d, Id, l^d, 2d, 3d, 4d, 6d, 9d, lOd,

2s, and 5s. Sub-Postmasters are required to keep halfpenny and Is,

penny labels, and half-penny Post Cards only ; but they can procure

any stamps of other values, or embossed envelopes, which may be
required. The envelopes are made of four sizes, viz., 4f ins. by 3

ll-16th ins. (square shape), 5^ ins. by 3| ins., 5| ins. by 3 ins.,

and 4f ins. by 2| ins. The square shape is sold at the following-

prices :—£1 2s 6d per 240, 1 for l^d, 3 for 3Jd, 4 for 4.id, and 24 for 2s

3d. Other sizes at 2s 2d per i^acket of 24.

Stamped Newspaper Wrappers, bearing an impressed halfpenny
stamp, are not sold in smaller numbers than 12, or multiples of 12.

The two smaller sized wrappers are discontiniied, the issue being

limited to the larger sized wrappers of the dimensions 12 ins. by 5 ins.

The price for 12 wrappers is 6^cl ; 480 for £1 Is 8d.

Parliamentary Proceedings.

Printed Votes or Proceedings of the Imperial Parliament, sent

without covers, or in covers open at the ends, may circulate within

the United Kingdom at the rate of one halfpenny for 2 oz. or fraction

of that weight.
The words " Parliamentary Proceedings" must be written or printed

on the cover of the packet, otherwise it will be treated as an ordinary

Book Packet.
Prepayment, when the circulation is within the United Kingdom,

is optional ; and if it be made in part, the simple difference only will

be charged.
Parliamentary proceedings may be sent, under the Book Post

privilege, to all the Colonies, and to those Foreign States between
which and this country there is a book post.

Book Post.—(1.) Inland.

A Book-Packet may contain not only books, paper, or other sub-

stance in ordinary use for writing or printing, whether plain or written

or ijrinted upon (to the exclusion of any written letter or communica-
tion of the nature of a letter), Photographs, when not on glass or in

frames containing glass or any like substance, and anything usually

appertaining to such articles in the way of binding and mounting
necessary for their safe transmission by i^ost, but also Circulars,—
i.e., letters which appear from internal evidence to be intended for

transmission in identical terms to several persons, and the whole or

the greater part of which is printed, engraved or lithographed.

1st. The ijostage is one halfpenny for every two ozs. or fraction of

that weight.

2d. The postage must be jDrepaid either by adhesive stamps or by
means of a stamped wrapper, or by a combination of tJie two

;

except at tlie Chief and District Post Offices and the Branch
Offices at Lombard Street and Charing Cross in London, and
the Chief Offices in Edinburgh and in Dublin, where, from 10
a.m. till 4 j).m. , it may be prepaid in money, provided the post-

age amount to not less than £1 in any one case, and provided
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the packets are posted, in bundles, each representing a postage
of 5s.

3d. A packet posted wholly unpaid will be charged with double the
book postage ; and if posted partially prepaid, with double the
deficiency.

4th. Every book-packet must be x^osted either without a cover or in

a cover entirely open at both ends, and in such a manner as to

admit of the contents being easily withdrawn for examination,*
otherwise it will be treated as a letter.

5th. A book-packet may not contain any letter, or communication of

the nature of a letter (whether separate or otherwise), not
being a circular letter or not wholly printed, nor any enclosure
sealed or in any way closed against inspection, nor any other
enclosure not allowed by section 9. (Entries, however, merely
stating who sends the book, Sic, or to whom it is given, are not
regarded as a letter.)

6th No book packet may exceed 5 lbs. in weighty or one foot six

inches in length, nine inches in width, and six inches in depth.
Post Cards, which bear a halfpenny impressed stamp, are available

for transmission between places in the United Kingdom only.

1st The front or stamped side is intended for the address only.

There must be nothing else written, printed or otherwise
imi^ressed on it, nor must there be any writing or printing
across the stamp. On the reserve side any communication,
whether of the nature of a letter or otherwise, may be written
or x^rinted ; but such communication must not extend to the
front side. Nothing whatever may be attached ; nor may the
card be folded, cut, or otherwise altered. If any of these rules

be infringed, the Card will be charged Id on delivery.'

2d No Card other than one of those issued by the Government will

pass under a half-penny stamp, if it bear on it a wjitten com-
munication of the nature of a letter.

General Regulations.

When, owing to a great and unusual influx of letters, books, &c.,

the transmission or delivery of the letters would be delayed if the
whole mail were dealt mth without distinction, book j)ackets and
post cards may be kept back until the next despatch or delivery.

It is forbidden to forward by post any indecent or obscene print,

paintings, photographs, lithogiaph, engraving, book or card or any
other indecent or obscene article, or any letter, newspaper, publica-

tion, packet, or card having thereon any other words, marks, or

designs of an indecent, obscene, libellous, or grossly offensive

character. Any thing posted contrary to this prohibition will be
stopped and sent to the Returned Letter Office, London.

* In order to secure the return of book packets which cannot be
delivered, the name and addresses of the senders should be jDrinted or

written outside thus, " From , of — ."

f It is the duty of the Postmaster, whenever they have ground for

susj)ecting an infringement of any of the above conditions, and occa-

sionally, even when there is no ground for suspicion, to open and
examine book-packets jjosted at, or passing through their office.
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Postmasters are instructed not to receive any letter which there is

good reason to believe contains anything likely to injure the contents

of the mail bag, or the person of any officer of the Post Office._ If

such a packet be posted without the Postmaster's knowledge, or if at

any time before its despatch he should discover any such packet, he is

directed not to forward it, but to report the case, with the address of

the packet, to the Secretary. The following are examples of the articles

referred to :

Every Post Office Savings Bank, whicli is also a Money Order Office,

is open for bank business during the same hours as for Money Orders.
Deposits of One Shilling, or of any number of shillings, or of pounds

and shillings, may be made by any person at the Post Office Savings
Bank, jjrovided that such depositor shall not make deposits amounting
to more than £30 in any year ending the 31st December, or make any
further deposit when the amount standing in his name exceeds £150,
exclusive of interest. When any depositor's principal and interest
amount together to £200 all interest vs^ill cease so long as the balance
of the account continues to amount to the said sum of £200.
On making his first deposit, every person must give his Christian

name and surname, and state his occu.pation and residence, and must
sign a declaration, to be witnessed by the Postmaster or by some person

The Greenock Academy, sitiiated in Nelson street, was opened in
September, 1855, and is intended to provide a good general education
for boys and girls. It contains twelve spacious and well-aired class-

rooms, with teachers' rooms, &c., and a large hall in Avhich all the
15Uj)ils may be assembled ; there is also an extensive play-ground at-

tached, with covered sheds for exercise in wet weather. The curri-

culum for the senior classes embraces a wide and varied course of
study, extending over five years, and the arrangements are siich as to
allow a selection of classes to be made, suitable for those intending
afterwards to pursue their studies at any of the Universities, as well
as for those wishing to qualify themselves for the public service or for

'

mercantile imrsuits.

bequest made by him to the Academy, the Directors should present a

gratis education to one boy of i^romise in each year of the Latin curri-

culum, along with the free enjoyment of all the accompanying classes,

who should be recommended by his Trustees, and failing them, by the

superintendent of the schools endowed by Mr Fairrie.

Fares by Distance —"When a party, not exceeding four grown-up
l^ersons, with luggage not exceeding 56 lb. weight, enters a carriage at
a stand, or when driving alon^ disengaged, they shall be driven to
any j)oint within the places after referred to at the following rates,
