There are about 25,605

acres under all kinds of crops, bare fallow, and grass, which

is a gradual inroad on the mountain heath and hitherto

uncultivated land.

The principal Industries are agriculture, horticulture, and

fishing. The islands possess great and varied natural attrac-

tions, and are in the front rank of watering-places.
