Then, opposite
to the Month and Week, at the Foot of the Right-Hand Table, will be found a corre-
sponding Letter, over which are placed the Days of the Month and Week for that
Month, (distinguishing the Sundays by a different Type.) Each Blank Space in the
Left Hand Table shows the year following to be Leap Year ; and as every Leap Year
has two Dominical Letters, the Letter above the Blank Space must be used for
January and February in every Leap Year, and for the other Months, use the Letters
belonging to the respective Years.
By transposing the Dominical Letters, this Calendar would answer for any Century.

Third Delivery.—The third delivery

commences at 4 a., and includes the letters

by the Dumfries and London, Glasgow day
and Irish Mails, with box letters to 3-15 a.

Fourth Delivery.—The fourth deli-

very commences about 6 a., and includes

the letters by the Aberdeen Mail, with box
letters to 5-15 a.

Sunday Delivery The delivery on
Sundays (to persons calling at the Office

only) takes place from 7-30 to 9 m., and
from 4 to 5 a.

A system of Registration has been
adopted, and all Letters, whether contain-
ing Coin or not, can be

REGISTERED
on payment of a registration fee of One
Shilling, in addition to the ordinary rates

of Postage on Inland and Colonial, as well

as on Ship or Foreign Letters, or Letters
passing through France. On those for

delivery within France, the charges, be-
sides the registration fee of one shilling,

will be the English rate to France, in ad-
dition to double the French rate to the
place on which the letter is addressed. A
printed acknowledgment torn out of the
receipt book, and stamped with the office

stamp, will be given to any person regis-

tering a Letter. Registered Letters will

be taken at the General Post Office, at the
Receiving Houses, and by all Postmasters
throughout the United Kingdom, until

within half an hour of the closing of the
Box for the particular Mail or Bag by
which they are to be despatched. Regis-
tered Letters, bearing a sufficient number
of Stamps, will be considered paid letters,

but the registration fee of one shilling

must always be paid in money.
In the case of Foreign, Colonial, or Ship

Letters, it must be clearly understood,
that registration cannot extend beyond the
port of despatch in the United Kingdom,
though parties, if they wish it, may regis-

ter such letters as far as the port of de-
spatch. Letters, however, addressed to

France, and letters passing through
France, are exceptions to this vu\? the

French Post Office undertaking to provide
for their security till they shall have been
delivered, if addressed to France, and so
long as they remain in the French terri-
tory, if passing through France.
The arrangements for carrying out the

system of registration have been made
with the view of insuring the punctual
delivery of registered letters; on their
delivery, the parties to whom they may
have been addressed will be required to
acknowledge in writing their receipt.

The system of Registration provides a
secure mode of transmitting

BANK NOTES, BANK POST BILLS,
DRAFTS, &c. &c,

and persons having occasion to send by
Post small sums, will avoid risk by sending
the money through the medium of

THE MONEY ORDER OFFICE,
now carried on, on the public account, at
the General Post Office. The commission
chargeable for Money Orders being re-
duced to

THREEPENCE
ON SUMS NOT EXCEEDING TWO POUNDS,

and on sums above two, and

NOT EXCEEDING FIVE POUNDS, TO
SIXPENCE.

No Order can be granted for sums beyond
that amount.

These modes having been devised ex-
pressly with a view to the security of pro-
perty, it may reasonably be expected that

all persons having occasion to trans/nit

money will avail themselves of the oppor-
tunity of securing it, and in no case, by
committing property unregistered to

the Letter boxes, risk its loss.

If, however, persons are willing to incur

such risk, should the articles forwarded be
Notes, or Cheques payable at sight, they
should be cut in halves, and the second
halves should not be dispatched until the

receipt of the first has been acknowledged.
The numbers, dates, and amounts should

also be carefully taken.

Money Orders may be obtained at the

General Post Office, and of all Postmas-
ters, and of the Chief Deputy Postmas-

ters, throughout the United Kingdom.
(For List of Post Towns and Principal

Places, see page 261.)
*** In cases where personal attendance

is inconvenient, if the order is receipted

by the person to whom it is made payable,

and the party presenting it for payment
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can afford full information as to the Chris-

tian name, Surname, Address, and Occu-
pation of the person who originally ob-

tained the Order, payment will be made
;

but unless these conditions are strictly

complied with, it will be refused.

. Peers and Members of Parliament
110 longer dispatch or receive correspon-

dence Free. Members of either House
are entitled to receive, free of charge,

Petitions to Parliament, provided that

each Petition is sent without a cover, or

in a cover open at the sides, and does not

exceed the weight of Thirty-two Ounces.

Addresses to her Majesty pass free.

With these exceptions, all Inland Letters

or Packets, including those from the

Channel Isles and the Isle of Man, if Pre-

paid, are subject to the following

RATES OF POSTAGE

:

and so on, Two Rates being added for

evei'y ounce up to Sixteen Ounces, beyond

which, with the following exceptions, no

packet, whether subject to Postage or no,

can be received.

2. Parliamentary Proceedings.

3. Letters and Packets addressed to or

received from Places beyond Sea.

4. Letters and Packets to and from

Public Departments.

5. Deeds, if sent open, or in covers open

at the sides. They may be tied

with string and sealed, in order to

prevent inspection of the contents,

but they must be open at the sides

that it may be seen that they are

entitled to the privilege.

6. Bankei-s' Parcels despatched from

London, and specially delivered at

the General Post Office, under cer-

tain regulations.

With these exceptions, all Packets above

the weight of Sixteen Ounces will be im-

mediately forwarded to the Dead Letter

Office.

Inland Letters or Packets put into the

unpaid Letter Boxes, are charged double

the amount of Postage to which, had they

been prepaid, they would have been liable.

The Scale of Weight in force for General

Post Letters is equally applicable to Let-

ters passing through the local penny posts

throughout the Kingdom, and to those

passing through the local Posts of Edin-
burgh, London, and Dublin, the Regula-
tions which restricted the weight of these

latter to Four Ounces having been abol-

ished. They are subject to the same Rules
and the same Charges as General Post
Letters, and must be paid in advance, or

they will be liable to double the rate to

which they would otherwise be subject.

The same Regulation applies to Letters
prepaid by Money, where the full and pro-
per rate of Postage has not been paid in

advance.

POSTAGE STAMPS.

Letters written on Stamped Paper, or
enclosed in Stamped Covers, or having
Stamps affixed to them, (the Stamps in

every such case being equal to the rates

of Postage chargeable on such Letters if

prepaid,) will pass Free of all other Post-
age charge in whatever part of the United
Kingdom they may be posted.

In those cases where the value of Stamps
on the Letter is less than the amount of

the Postage to which it would be now lia-

ble, if prepaid, the letter will be charged
double the amount of such difference on
delivery. An Inland Letter, for example,
weighing more than Half an Ounce and
not exceeding an Ounce, if bearing only a
Penny Stamp, will be charged Twopence
on delivery.

Stamps may be used for Printed Votes
and Proceedings in Parliament ; if the
Stamps, however, should be less in value

than the proper rate of Postage to which
these documents are subject, only the dif-

ference, and not double the difference, is

charged.

Stamps (provided they cover the whole
postage) may also be used on Foreign,
Colonial, and Ship Letters, &c, outwards.

If any Letter,however, addressed to places

beyond sea, to which prepayment is com-
pulsory, shall bear an insufficient number
of Stamps, it will be sent to the Dead Let-
ter Office, to be returned, in all practi-

cable cases, to the writer. Stamps are

not permitted to be used on Letters ar-

riving in the United Kingdom from the

Colonies or Foreign Countries. In such

cases, therefore, Letters will be charge-

able with the same rates as they would be

if not bearing Stamps.

All these Regulations will be applicable

to Newspapers in those cases where they

are liable to Postajre.
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Note.— Adhesive Stamps should be

placed on the front of the Letter, and upon

the right-hand corner on the upper side.

Should this direction not be attended to,

from the rapidity with which the duty

must be performed, Letters which bear

Stamps will frequently be taxed, while the

Parties receiving them will be put to much
trouble in obtaining a return of the Post-

age improperly charged. In all cases of

complaint, whether of overcharge or of

any other irregularity, the Covers of the

Letters must invariably be kept and sent

to the Post Office, as affording the only

means of investigating the complaint.

ADHESIVE STAMPS AND ENVE-
LOPES.

Every Postmaster, Sub-Postmaster, or

Letter-Receiver, without exception, will

sell the Postage Label Stamps and Stamp-

ed Envelopes to the Public at the follow-

ing Prices :

NON-COMMISSIONED OFFICERS,
CAPTAIN'S STEWARDS, SEAMEN,
AND SOLDIERS, to and from the East

Indies by the Overland Mails, " via Fal-

mouth," can send and receive Letters,

under the weight of half-an-ounce, on

their own private concerns only, while

they are employed in Her Majesty's Ser-

vice, or the Service of the East India

Company, for one penny.

Letters comingfrom a Seaman, or from
a Sergeant, Corporal, Trumpeter, or Pri-

vate Soldier.—The Penny must be paid at

the time it is put into the Post Office.

The name of a Soldier or Sailor, his

Class or Description, and the name of the

Ship or Regiment, Corps or Detachment,
to which he belongs, must be specified.

And the Officer having the command
must sign his name, and specify the name
of the Ship or Regiment, Corps or Detach-
ment, he commands.

Letters going to Seamen or Soldiers.

The Penny must be paid at the time it is

put into the Post Office, and the direction

must specify the class of person, and the
Ship, Regiment, or Corps to which he
belongs.

The postage upon Soldiers' and Sea-
men's Letters received from parts beyond
sea, without the penny having been pre

paid, is twopence in addition to the Ship
Letter gratuity, if received by Private
Ship.

Threepence Postage is charged on Let-
ters addressed to Soldiers and Seamen to
either of the following places :—River
Gambia, Sierra Leone, Goree, Senegal,

Cape Coast Castle, Fernando Po, Coast
of Africa, Ascension (Isle.) and China.
To St Helena, the East Indies, and New
South Wales, one penny. Seamen's and
Soldiers' Letters from Abroad by private

Ships are chargeable with threepence each.

%* Warrant Officers, either in the

Army or Navy, or Master's Mates of the

Navy, are not entitled to receive or trans-

mit Letters at less than the usual rates of

Postage.

Soldiers' and Seamens' Letters are not
liable to any additional rate upon re-

direction ; but all other Letters Re-
directed, become, on redirection, subject

to fresh rates of postage ; but when a
letter has been pre-paid, and the person
for whom it was intended has quitted the

place to which it has been addressed, the

letter may be forwarded to any place in

the United Kingdom, for an additional

rate, to be paid on delivery.

Overcharged Letters.—Overcharges
returned at the Windows of the Paid-
Letter Office from 10 a.m. till 4 p.m.,

and by the Post-Masters in any Country
Office.

Printed Votes and Proceedings in

Parliament, or of the Colonial Legis-
latures, are charged

—

Under four ounces, Id.

Above four and under eight ounces, 2d.

Above eight and under twelve ounces, 3d.

and so on.

Such Votes and Proceedings, whether
paid or unpaid, pass at these rates between
place's in the United Kingdom as well as

the Colonics, by packet. To those places

to which there are no packets, (New
South Wales for instance,) they may be
forwarded "by Private Ships," at double
the above rates. They are not, however,
forwarded to the East Indies, via Falmouth
and Alexandria, nor to places through
France, under the full rates of Letter
Postage. The Postmaster - General is

authorized (if he shall see fit) to delay the

transmission of Printed Votes and Pro-
ceedings in Parliament for any space not

exceeding twenty-four hours from the

time at which the same would otherwise

have been forwarded.

Coin should not, unless in Regis-
tered Letters, be sent by Post.—The

K
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great increase in the number of Money
Letters having rendered it impossible,

without hazard to the punctual despatch

of the Mails, to continue the former prac-

tice of entering the addresses of such Let-

ters, and of taking receipts for them on

delivery to the parties to whom they were
addressed ; such practice being now adopt-

ed in the case of Registered Letters only.

Bottles containing liquid, and other
ARTICLES OF A BRITTLE NATORE, should

not be forwarded through the Post, as

they are almost invariably broken either

by the operation of stamping or by the

friction of the Mail Coaches. It is, be-

sides, improper so to transmit such arti-

cles, as by accidents to them the seals of

Letters in the bags may be damaged, the

Letters mutilated, or their Addresses en-

tirely effaced. For similar reasons, arti-

cles having sharp or hard edges should

not be transmitted through the Post: and
the Act 3 and 4 Victoria, cap. 96, ex-

pressly directs that no letter shall be sent

by Post containing any explosive or
other dangerous material or sub-

stance.
STAMPS.

The date shows when the letters were
received at the Post Office.

The circular stamp, at the back of the

letter, is used when the postage is to be

paid on delivery, or has been pre-paid by
stamps.

Ditto, on the face of the letter, with

the word " paid," when the postage has

been paid at the time of posting the letter.

Letters not to be Delivered Back.
—To prevent the possibility of Letters

b?ing surreptitiously obtained from the

Offices where put in, office-keepers are

strictly forbid returning, to any persons

whomsoever, letters that may be applied

for, under whatever circumstances the re-

covery may be urged. This is, moreover,

forbid by the established principle, that the

instant a letter is committed to the Post, it

is no longer the property of the Sender.

Penalties By the 1st Victoria, cap.

36, sec. 2, any person illegally conveying

Letters, incurs a penalty of £5 for every

offence, and ^£100 for every week the

practice is continued. The Sender also

incurs a penalty of £5 for every offence,

with full Costs of Suit.

NEWSPAPERS AND SUPPLEMENTS
TO NEWSPAPERS.

It is not compulsory to send Newspapers
or Supplements to Newspapers by the

Post' but those that are intended to be so

transmitted, are entitled to pass free. All
Newspapers must be sent in covers, open
at the sides, and no words or communication
may be printed on such papers after the
same shall have been published ; nor must
there be any writing or marks upon any
newspaper, or the cover, other than the
name and address of the person to whom it

is sent ; nor any paper or thing enclosed

or concealed in, or with such Newspaper
or the cover, nor any printed words or
communication on the cover, except that

Newsvenders only may print their names
and addresses thereon. Newspapers may
be examined by the Officers of the Post
Office ; and if there be any breach of the
above regulations, the packet is chargeable

with treble the amount of postage which
a letter of the same weight would have
been liable to. And any person who shall

write or enclose any thing in any News-
paper or the cover thereof, or shall print

any words or communication on a News-
paper, after it shall have been published,

to be sent by the Post; or any person who
shall knowingly send, or cause to be sent,

by the Post, a Newspaper, in respect of
which any one of those offences has been
committed, may, at the option of the
Postmaster-General, be prosecuted as for

a misdemeanour.
Newspapers pass free by the Edinburgh

Local Posts, except in those cases where
they shall be posted and delivered within

the limits, for the time being, of the Ge-
neral Post Delivery, when the postage is

one penny on each Newspaper.
%* As the mere affixing a Newspaper

Stamp on any new periodical publication

will not entitle it, as a matter of course,

to pass free by the Post, those who may
be about to publish, for the first time, any
such paper, should submit a copy to the
Postmaster-General, in order that it may
be determined whether the publication is

of a nature that will entitle it to pass free

of postage.

Clause of the Act of 1st Victoria, cap. 34,
sec. 32.
" And be it further enacted, that in all

cases in which a question shall arise, whe-
ther a printed Paper is entitled to the

privileges of a Newspaper or other Publi-

cation hereby privileged, so far as respects

the transmission thereof by the Post under
the Post Office Acts, the question shall be

referred to the determination of the Post-

master-General, whose decision, with the

concurrence of the Lords of the Treasury,

shall be final.

Newspapers from the British Colonies
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arc delivered free of Postage at any place

within the British dominions : those for

persons who may have removed may be

forwarded by Post, free of charge, pro-

vided they have not been opened at the

place to which they were originally ad-

dressed.

NEWSPAPERS TO THE BRITISH COLONIES
AND FOREIGN PARTS.

Newspapers liable to the Stamp Duty
may be forwarded to the British Colonies

and Possessions by her Majesty's Packet
Boats, free of the duty of Postage, pro-

vided the same be duly stamped and made
up open at the ends, and put into any Post
Office within seven days after the day of
Publication.

Newspapers may also be forwarded to I

the Colonies by Private Ships for a Post
age of One Penny each, to some Foreign
Parts free, and to others for a Postage of
Twopence each, to be paid at the time of
putting in, under the same regulations an
to date, &c.

Newspapers printed in the British Co-
lonies, brought to Great Britain or Ireland
by Packet Boats, if made up without
covers, or in covers open at the ends, are
delivered within the United Kingdom free
of Postage.

Newspapers to the East Indies are for-

warded by the Packet via Marseilles, on
payment of twopence with each. The
Mail is made up in London on the Fourth
of every month, except it happens to fall

on a Sunday, when it is made up on the
following day.

by the ship's Manifest, that they have

goods on board the vessel. Such persons

are entitled to have their Letters which

come within the above conditions before

the Master of the vessel delivers the other

Letters in his charge to the Post Office.

The steamer is

about three days in reaching Corunna,

four more in performing the 760 miles

between that place and Funchal Madeira,

and twelve to thirteen days between Ma-
deira and St Thomas—rather above 260
miles. Thus the mails should arrive at

St Thomas in nineteen or twenty days

from the date of departure from England.

on the Demerara station starts with them
to Tortola, 23 miles ; thence to St Kitt's,

128 ; thence to Nevis, 11 ; thence to Mont-
serrat, 33 ; thence to Antigua, 32 ; thence

to Guadaloupe, 70 ; thence to Dominique,

45 ; thence to Martinique, 40 ; thence to

St Lucia, 45 ; thence to Barbadoes, 100
;

and thence to Demerara, 390; being a

total of more than 900 miles, which, being

done at an average of eight miles an hour,

the packet should arrive at Demerara in

about four weeks from the date of the

Mails leaving England.

The Steamer stops until thirty days,

fifteen hours, reckoned from the time ap-

pointed from the Outward Mails leaving

Falmouth ; this gives an average stay of

three days at Demerara. She then returns

by the same route, receiving by the way
all the Home and Inter- Colonial Mails

from the different islands (including those

subsequently named under the head " Tri-

nidad Station''), which will be delivered to

her by the Branch Steamer at Barbadoes.

On reaching St Thomas she delivers the

Home Mails to the Steamer bound to Ber-
muda.

The Mails to and from Berbice are to

be forwarded overland via Demerara as

formerly.
Trinidad Station. One Small

Steamer.—On the arrival of the Steamer
from St Thomas at Barbadoes, this Steamer
receives all Outer and Inter- Colonial Mails

destined for St Vincent, Grenada, Tobago,
and Trinidad, at which latter place, dis-

tant from Barbadoes about 340 miles, the

Mail should arrive in about four weeks
from England. After about one day's

stop at Trinidad, the small steamer returns

by the same route with the Home Mails,

and should arrive about one day before

the large Steamer arrives at Barbadoes to

receive them.

Jamaica Station.— One small Steamer.

— This Steamer receives at St Thomas
the Outward and Inter- Colonial Mails for

Porto Rico, Hayti, and St Jago de Cuba,

with which she starts at the same time

with the " Demerara" Steamer. From
St Thomas to St Juan's, Porto Rico, 65
miles ; thence to Cape Haytien, 360

;

thence to St Jago de Cuba, 215 ; and
thence to Jamaica, 172 miles, at which
place the small Steamer should arrive in

between four and five days, or about

twenty-six or twenty- seven days reckoned

from the departure of the Mails from
England. She remains at Jamaica until

thirty-one days, fifteen hours, from that

time, and then returns by the same route
;

on her arrival at St Thomas, the Home
Mails, &c, are transferred to the Steamer
bound to Bermuda, the small Steamer
remaining at St Thomas to perform the

same work after the arrival of each " Out
Atlantic" Steamer.

Bermuda Station.— One large Steamer.

— This Vessel leaves St Thomas with the

Mail for Bermuda at the same time

with the other outward-bound Steamers.
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She conveys at the same time all the

Home Mails collected by the Steamers on

the Demekaba, Trinidad, and Jamaica
Stations, and should arrive at bermuda,
distant from St Thomas 845 miles, in

about six days, or about twenty-six from
the date of the departure from England

;

at Bermuda meets the Steamer from Ha-
vannah, receives from her the Mails, &c,
for England, and after completing her

stock of Coal, becomes the Home Atlan-
tic Steamer, subsequently described.

Havannah Station. One large Steamer.

—(By this vessel the Mails are conveyed
to Jamaica ; the arrangement is made to

afford the Island of Jamaica seven clear

days for replying- to its correspondence).

On the arrival of the Out Mails at St

Thomas, the Steamer receives the Out and
Inter-Colonial Mails for jAMAiCA^the
" Chagees Station," the "Honduras
Station," and the " Mexican Station."
With these she proceeds to Jamaica direct,

650 miles from St Thomas. She should

arrive in three days. At Jamaica she

delivers every alternate time the " Santa
Martha," " Carthagena," and " Cha-
gres" Mails, to a Schooner waiting to

receive them. After a delay of twenty-
four hours, the Steamer proceeds to Ha-
vannah, distant from Jamaica 710 miles.

She should arrive at the Havannah in about

thirty days from the date of departure

from England. At Havannah she meets,

every alternate time, a Schooner to which
she delivers the Honduras Mails, and a

Steamer with the Mexican Mails. From
Havannah she proceeds to Nassau, 360
miles, thence to Bermuda, 775 miles.

The Steamer from St Thomas, as pre-

viously shown, (" See Bermuda Sta-
tion,") is calculated to reach Bermuda in

about two days after the Havannah
Steamer ; but should she not appear in

that time, the Steamer for Havannah
must not depart for Europe till eleven

days after she quitted the Havannah.
This will allow three days for any casu-

alty delaying the Steamer from St Tho-
mas.

Mexico Station.— One large Steamer.

—On the arrival of every alternate Out
Mail at Havannah, this Steamer receives

the Out and Inter- Colonial Mails for

Mexico, and after four days' stay proceeds

to Vera Cruz, distant from Havannah 810
miles, where she lands the Mails for that

place, and for the city of Mexico ; she

then goes to Tampico, 205 miles from Vera
Cruz, lands the Mails, and remains there

until every thing is shipped—Mails, Specie,

&c. She then returns to Vera Cruz, and
remains there till fifty-four days, sixteen

hours, reckoned from the time of depar-

ture from England. Having received Home
Mails, Specie, &c, from Mexico and Vera
Cruz, she returns to Havannah, meets the

Outward Mexico Steamer, and proceeds
to Bermuda, as shown in " Havannah
Station."
Home Atlantic.— One large Steamer.

—Home Mails from Havannah reach Ber-
muda in forty days from the time the Out
Mails left England ; and the Home Mails

collected at St Thomas reach Bermuda in

forty-one or forty-two days from the

same time. In forty-three or forty-four

days, or as soon as the Steamer from St

Thomas has completed her coals, the whole
of the Home Mails leave Bermuda for

England, by way of Fayal, 1770 miles

from Bermuda, and 1350 miles from South-
ampton, which should be reached in six-

teen or seventeen days from Bermuda.
La Guatea Station.—A Schooner.—

On the arrival of each alternate Steamer
at St Thomas, with the Out Maits for

La Guayra and Porto Cabello in 22 days
from England, this Schooner proceeds to

La Guayra, 480 miles, usually performed
in about ten days; thence to Porto Ca-
bello, 68 miles ; thence to St Thomas,
500 miles. The time occupied in going
from and returning to St Thomas, is usu-

ally about 26 days.

Chagees Station.—A Schooner.—On
the arrival of each alternate Havannah
Steamer at Jamaica, with the Out Mails
for Santa Martha, Carthagena, and Cha-
gres, which should arrive at Jamaica in

about twenty-five days from England, this

Schooner proceeds to Santa Martha, dis-

tant from Jamaica 440 miles, usually at

the rate of 1\ miles an hour ; thence to

Carthagena, 105 miles, at about double
that rate of speed; thence to Chagres, at

about the same rate, 5 miles, and thence
back to Jamaica, 560 miles, at about 2^-

miles an hour. As the Schooner stops

about two days at Santa Martha and at

Carthagena, and about four days at Cha-
gres, she occupies about four weeks in the

voyage from and to Jamaica. She must
leave Chagres on her return to Jamaica in

precisely forty-three days, thirteen hours,

from the time the Out Mails left Fal-

mouth.
Hondueas Station.—A Schooner.—

On the arrival of each alternate Out
Steamer with the Honduras Mails, (which
should arrive in about 30 days from Eng-
land,) this Schooner proceeds with them to
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Bslize, Honduras, distant from Havannah
600 miles. She leaves Honduras again

with Home and Inter- Colonial Mails in

forty-six days, twenty-two hours, after the

time of departure of the Out Mails from
Falmouth ; this allows a stoppage of about

a week at Belize, including which the

voyage to and from Havannah, (usually

performed at an average speed of about
two miles per hour,) occupies about four

weeks.

from Falmouth direct to Alexandria are

made up in London on the last day of each

day. Letters intended for this conveyance

must be specially addressed " via Fal-

mouth."
Closed Mails are also made up in Lon-

don on the 4th of each month, and dis-

patched via Marseilles, whence they are

forwarded by British Steam Boats. All

Letters are sent by this route unless other-

wise addressed.

Letters are likewise sent via Marseilles,

whence they are forwarded by the French
Steam Boats, which leave Marseilles on

1st, 11th, and 21st of each month, if spe-

cially so directed.

N.B. The Letters which are sent in the

Closed Mails on the 4th of the month, are

forwarded from Malta to Alexandria by
the Steam Boat which left Falmouth with

the Mail of the last day of the previous

month.

LETTERS NOT TO BE SEALEDWITH
WAX WHEN SENT TO WARM CLI-
MATES.
The practice of Sealing Letters passing

to and from the East and West Indies,

and other warm Climates, is attended with
much inconvenience, and frequently with
serious injury to the Letters, in conse-

quence of the Melting of the Wax, and
adhesion of the Letters to each other.

In the case of Mails received from In-

dia, considerable delay is occasioned ; and
notwithstanding the greatest care is taken

in separating the Letters, which, owing to

the cause already mentioned, adhere closely

together, many are much damaged and
torn ; the public are therefore recom-
mended in all cases to use Wafers in pre-

ference to Wax, in securing their Letters

sent to India or other warm Climates,

and also to advise their correspondents in

those countries to pursue the same course

A NEW CONVENTION
Having been made with France which will come into operation on the first day of

June next, the following alterations in the rates of Postage, will take place on and from
that date.

LETTERS TO AND FROM FRANCE AND PASSING THROUGH
FRANCE.

The British rate on all Letters addressed to France and Algeria, or to countries

through France, mil be reduced to 5d. on a Letter not exceeding Half an ounce in weight,

and the French rate on such Letters will be reduced to 5d. on a Letter under the weight

of a quarter of an ounce, to whatever place in France or Algeria the Letter may be
addressed, excepting however all Letters conveyed by British Packets in the Mediter-
ranean, which will be liable to the British Mediterranean rates in addition to the above
mentioned British rate of 5d. from England.
The French transit rate on Letters passing through France will also be reduced to

5d. on a Letter under the weight of a quarter of an ounce, but the other Foreign Rates
will vary according to the limit to which the Letter may be paid.

All Letters addressed to France, or to countries through France (except to those

countries hereafter mentioned to which the British Rate need only be paid), will be
liable to both the British and Foreign Rates combined in the same manner as such com-
bined rates are now charged on Letters paid to destination ; for instance, a Letter not

exceeding half an ounce is liable to one British rate, while a Letter under a quarter of
an ounce is liable to one Foreign rate, and. so in proportion, as shown in the following

The British charge increasing two rates of Postage for every additional ounce, accord-
ing to the scale of weight, for charging Inland Letters and the Foreign charge increas-

ing one rate of Postage for every additional quarter of an ounce. It must be observed,
however, that the English and French modes of charging by weight are dissimilar : a
Letter not being liable to an increased British rate, unless it exceed the half ounce or

Letters to France and Algeria must be either unpaid or have the whole of the Postage

to destination, British and Foreign, paid in advance, as it will be no longer optional to

pay the British rate only.

The Postag" through France must be paid on Letters for Spain and Portugal (when
addressed via France), and on Letters for Sardinia, and the Southern States of Italy.

The Postage on Letters for Southern Italy may be paid through Sardinia (viz. to the

frontier towns of Sardinia, Broni or Sarsanne,) as well as through France, and the

Postage on Letters to Sardinia itself may be paid to destination in Sardinia as well as

through France.

The following are the countries to which Letters may be sent by paying only the

British rate of 5d. on Letters when not exceeding half an ounce, viz. :—

Letters for Baden, Bavaria, and certain parts of Germany, served by or forwarded

Packets which leave Marseilles on the 1st, 11th, and 21st of each Month, either unpaid

or paid to destination, viz. :

Letters intended to go by these Packets should be addressed " by French Mediter-

ranean Packet."

Letters for Malta and Alexandria may be also sent by the closed Mail on the 4th of

each Month, either unpaid or paid to destination ; but on Letters for the Ionian

Islands and the East Indies, sent by such closed Mail, the Postage must be prepaid.

LETTERS FOR BRITISH COLONIES OR FOREIGN COUNTRIES
BEYOND SEA, via FRANCE.

In addition to those countries and places on the Continent and in the Mediterranean,

which have been already alluded to, Letters may be sent to any British Colony or

Foreign Country beyond Sea from any Port in France, if specially so addressed. The
charge on such Letters will be the British rate of 5d. on a Letter not exceeding half

an ounce in weight, and a Foreign rate of lOd. under a quarter of an ounce, both

which rates must always be paid in advance. It is advisable that the name of the

Port in France from which it is wished that the Letter should be dispatched, and also,

if possible, the name of the Vessel by which it is to be conveyed, should be stated on
the address of the Letter.

REGISTERED LETTERS.
Registered Letters to France will continue to be sent under the same regulations as

at present, and Registered Letters addressed to countries through France will be

treated in like manner ; that is, a Registration Fee of Is. over and above all rates of

Postage must be paid in advance, the British rate being the same as on other Letters

similarly addressed, but not registered, but double the Foreign rates to destination, or

to the utmost limit, to which the Postage can be paid, to which an ordinary Letter

would be liable, must be paid, and the whole of the Postage must be paid in advance.

NEWSPAPERS.
English Newspapers may be forwarded to France by Packet Free of Postage, or by

Private Ship for One Penny each, ar>d French Newspapers will be delivered in Eng-
land for One Halfpenny each as at present.

On Newspapers to and from Spain, via France, the rate will be One Halfpenny each.

On Newspapers to and from Greece One Penny each, if forwarded by the French

Mediterranean Packets.
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On Newspapers forwarded by the monthly closed Mail, and not via Falmouth, or to

and from the East Inches, Malta, or any other place in the Mediterranean, the rate will

be 3d. each.

On Newspapers to and from all other countries, either on the Continent of Europe
or beyond Sea, passing through France, the rate will be 2d. each. Prices Current
and Commercial Lists duly stamped enjoy the same privilege as Newspapers.

PERIODICAL WORKS AND PARLIAMENTARY PROCEEDINGS.
Periodical Works, not strictly Newspapers, which are published as Pamphlets, and

Parliamentary Proceedings, may be forwarded to France, but to France only, under
the following regulations :

—

Firstly, The Postage must be paid in advance.

Secondly, They must be sent in Covers open at the sides.

Thirdly, They must be printed in the English language.

The rates of Postage on such Works and Parliamentary Proceedings will be as
follows :

—

Not exceeding two ounces in weight , Id.

Above two ounces and not exceeding three ounces 6d.

Above three ounces and not exceeding four ounces 8d.

And 2d. for every additional ounce up to the weight of sixteen ounces, beyond which
weight no publication can be forwarded.

The regular Mails will be dispatched as at present from Dover to Calais, but Ship-
Letter Bags will be made up between the following places, viz. :

—

London and Boulogne. Dover and Boulogne. Brighton and Havre.
London and Havre. Brighton and Dieppe. Southampton and Havre.
Dover and Calais.

The above-mentioned Rates and Regulations apply equally to all Letters passing
between England and France, whether forwarded by the regular Mail Packet or by
Private Ship.

It must, however, be distinctly understood that all Letters will be forwarded by the
regular Mail from London, via Dover and Calais, unless specially addressed by Private
Ship, and unless the route is specified.

Address by the Directors.

The progress of the Company during the past year, both as regards the new business

acquired, and the result of the period generally, exhibits evidence of success and pro-

sperity so particularly marked, that the Directors consider it their duty to make it known
to all those connected with the Institution, and to call public attention to the prosperous

state of the Company's affairs,—satisfied, that an extended knowledge of the principles

upon which the Institution is founded, its security, its advantages of Division of Profits,

and its liberal management, is alone requisite to induce greater numbers to avail them-

selves of its benefits, and to make its future advancement still more remarkable.

The following are a few of the most prominent points brought under notice, at the

Annual General Meeting of the Company held on the 15th December 1842 :

—

1. New Assurances have been opened with the Company to a very large amount,

exceeding greatly the results of any former year's business.

2. The number of new Policies has increased in an equal proportion, showing that

the increase of business does not arise from large transactions swelling up

the results.

3. The increase of sums assured, and Policies, compared with the year ending

15th November 1841, is above 25 per cent upon each.

air, into each cell, without subjecting the occupier of it to any inconvenience from the

draft.

2d, The withdrawal of a like quantity of foul air.

3d, That no additional facilities of communication between prisoners in adjoining

Cells should be afforded by the means made use of.

In the consideration of the means by which these objects could be secured, we have

had the advantage of the practical experience of those eminent Engineers, Messrs

Haden of Trowbridge, who, on being placed in possession of our views and principles,

have devoted much time to the details of a system which has been adopted in order to

secure the conditions proposed.
