GAEDENING FOR THE MONTH.
The main crops of all vegetables should
now be sown, choosing a soil that was
well-manured last year.

SCOTT'S MONUMENT AND EDINBURGH CASTLE.

A KIND OFFER.
The well-known author of " In His Steps "

—

the Rev. R. M. Sheldon—is in great demand
for starting young couples on their matri-
monial ventures. The other evening two
came to his house to be married.
Having performed the ceremony, he ob-

served the bridegroom fumbling in his

EARLY DAYS OF PICTURE
POST-CARDS.

Something very like picture post-cards
existed in the eighteenth century. In the
" Almanach de la Petite Post" for 1777 we
read—" It is the vogue at present to send by
the post, as an act of politeness, or in order
to offer congratulations, pictures in the form
of cards, which are frequently accompanied
by written communications, and are des-

Eatched open, and visible to all. There has
een much talk of this novelty, invented by

the engraver Demaison ; and many people
complain that it encourages the malevolent
curiosity of domestic servants, who are thus
enabled to learn the business of persons of
fashion." It appears, however, that the first

picture post-card which was really a post-card
was of German origin, and was sent from
Oldenburg to Magdeberg on July 16, 1870.

THE SCOTT MONUMENT.
The Scott Monument in the East Princes
Street Gardens at Edinburgh has " secured
the admiration of Europe and the appreci-
ation of the highest judges of architecture in

every country." It has the form of a beauti-
ful Gothic spire two hundred feet in height,
with Scott's statue underneath the canopy.
The monument was erected at a cost of

about /. 16,000, and is adorned with statues of

prominent characters in Scott's works, and
with likenesses of famous Scottish poets. It

was designed by George Meikle Kemp, the
son of a shepherd on the Pentland Hills,

who when a boy of ten had his enthusiasm
stirred by a visit he paid to Roslin Chapel,
and subsequently devoted his life to the

study of Gothic architecture. Unhappily,
the young architect did not see the work
completed, for he was one night accidentally
drowned in the Union Canal.
"The Scott Monument," says the archi-

tect's biographer, " has been visited from
every land ; engravings of it are diffused
over the wide earth, , and as long as it stands
in its majestic and imposing beauty, the
pilgrims of future centuries who gaze upon
it in silent admiration will connect the
builder with whom it commemorates."

With vegetable crops frequently stir

between the rows with the hoe to keep
down weeds, and supply not only water,
but liquid manure. It is hardly possible
to give too much water. Put sticks to

rows of peas as soon as they require
support. Thin parsnips and carrots.

Choose showery weather, if possible, for

transplanting. Sow beans and peas for

succession ; savory for late crops. Cab-
bages, broccoli, beetroot, kale, kidney
beans (both dwarf and runners), lettuce,

spinach, turnips, &c., may now be sown
in the open ground for a late supply.

TORREY-ALEXANDER MISSION IN LONDON.

TIME RECKONED IN QUEER
WAYS.

The boundary riders of the great Australian
sheep ranches have each a district to look
after, in which one must keep the wire fences
in repair, and see that the sheep come to no
harm. It is a hard life, living as each boundary
rider does, quite alone in the wilderness.
A writer tells of some of the curious ways

in which these men keep count of the days.
One old man . who had lived in the back

country for thirty years, used two jam tins

and seven pebbles. One tin was marked,
" This week," and the other "Last week."
On Monday morning he would take a pebble
from " Last week " and drop it into " This
week," and each subsequent morning, till

THE TORREY-ALEXANDER
MISSION.

A RELIGIOUS mission in London on a huge
scale, under the leadership of the famous
American Evangelists, Dr. R. A. Torrey and
Mr. C. M, Alexander, was one of the inter-

esting features of the first half of 1905.

The Mission opened at the Albert Hall on
the 4th of February, was conducted at various

metropolitan centres, and was brought to a

close by a thanksgiving service early in July.,

During the five months that the Mission
lasted two hundred and two meetings were
heid, and at these the aggregate attendance
was 1,114,650. The invitations distributed

were 4,370,675, the calls in house-to-house
visitations were 575,000, and the enquirers

registered numbered 13,675, The cost came
to 5ri7,ooo. Of this sum the London
Evangelistic Council contributed £10,000,

and the balance was made up by collections.

Q:

Keep the whole surface of the garden
as free from weeds as possible. When
early crops are coming off in the kitchen
garden, it is wise to clear the ground
and dig it over at once. Sow peas for
the last crop of the season in the first

week of this month. Seed beds for

winter spinach should now be made up
and well manured, and the seed got in
without delay. Earth up celery for
.winter use. Plant out the main crop
of celery whenever the ground can be
got ready. Gather and dry medicinal
and pot herbs.

THE ASSASSINATION OF THE GRAND DUKE SERGIUS.

A POLITICAL ASSASSINA-
TION.

The Grand Duke Sergius, uncle of the Czar
of Russia, was assassinated in Moscow on the

17th of February, 1905. A bomb was thrown
under his carriage as he was passing close to

the Law Courts. The explosion was so great

that all the windows in the Law Courts were
smashed, and the report was heard outside

the city. The Grand Duke was killed in-

stantaneously. He had for a considerjible

time acted as Governor-General of Moscow,
his official residence being in the Kremlin,
and he was very unpopular.

THE KING AND QUEEN OF
PORTUGAL.

On preceding pages we give portraits, from
photos taken in Lisbon, of the King of Portu-

gal and his queen. Carlos I. was born on the

28th of September, 1863, and previous to his

accession was known as the Duke of

Braganza. He married, in May, 1886, Marie
Amelie, daughter of the Comte de Paris, and
three years thereafter came to the Crown on
the death of his father. It is to be mentioned
as a praiseworthy circumstance that during
the financial difficulties of 1892, King Carlos
and the royal family renounced 20 per cent,

of the endowments paid them by the nation,

thereby sacrificing £23,000 a year.

His Majesty, together with the Queen, ar-

rived at Windsor on a state visit to King
Edward and Queen Alexandra on November
15th, 1904. They were entertained at luncheon
by the City Corporation at the Guildhall on
the 17th. On leaving Windsor Castle they
visited the Duke and Duchess of Devonshire
at Chatsworth, and the Duke of Orleans at

Wood Norton, and the King subsequently
visited Welbeck Abbey,

THE FIRST PHOTOGRAPH
IN ENGLAND.

Lord AvEBURY, known as "The St. Lub-
Lock of the Bank Holidays," was the first

person in England to have his photograph
taken.
M. Daguerre, the co-inventor of the art of

photography, came to London to patent his

discovery, and paid an early visit to the

present Lord Avebury's father. He was
explaining the details of his invention very
enthusiastically, when he beheld the little son
of his host playing about in the garden, and
at once asked permission to use him as a

subject, in order to give a practical demon-
stration of the art. This was given, and
resulted in a very successful photograph, the

first ever taken in this country.

THE EYE OF LORD
KITCHENER.

A VERY formidable picture of Lord Kitchener

is given by a correspondent who accom-
panied him on one of his campaigns.

" When he steps out of his tent and sends
his gaze travelling round the semicircle of

his view everyone feels uncomfortable. It

has been admirably described by one who
experienced it :

' I flinched, though I was
doing nothing wrong ; the subaltern stopped
talking to me as though caught in a theft ; a
soldier who was driving in tent-pegs dropped
his tools and began to fumble at his buttons ;

upon all sides there was an instant of extreme
discomfort until the great man went in again.'

And his eyes are always the same—brutai,

piercing, pitiless, the eyes of a man whom a

sweating orderly once described as ' like the

bloomin' Day of Judgment.'

Cabbages of mcst kinds may
be sown in the second week of the month.
Sow cauliflower from the 7th to the 20th,

to keep over winter in frames. Sow

Parsley and winter onions for a full crop
in the first week, small salads occasion-
ally. A few coleworts may still be
planted. In the flower garden propagate
plants for stock. Pansies may be sown,
as may also most hardy annuals, to stand
over winter, for early blossoming.

Make a general clearance in the kitchen
garden of the ground wherever there are
vacant spaces, and ridge up all plots not
to be planted on during the winter.

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THE CAPITULATION OF PORT ARTHUR.

THE CAPITULATION OF
PORT ARTHUR.

On New Year's Day, at nine o'clock at night,
General Stoessel surrendered Port Arthur
to the Japanese, after sustaining a siege of
ten months and a half. The siege began on
the 17th of February, 1904, and was prosecuted
by the Japanese with wonderful perseverance
and regardless of sacrifice in the attainment
of their object. The garrison were allowed
to march out with colours flying, drums
beating, and all the honours of war.

THE MONUMENT.
The Doric Column on Fish Street Hill,
London, known as " The Monument," was
reared in 1671-1677 from Wren's designs, to
commemorate the Great Fire. It is sur-
mounted by a flaming urn of brass. 42 feet
high, and its total height of 202 feet represents
its distance from the site of the baker's house
in Pudding Lane (running parallel with Fish
Street Hill on the east), where the conflagra-
tion began.
The staircase within the column contains

345 steps, and these lead to a platform com-
manding one of the most interesting views
in London, and covered b.y a sufhciently ugly
cage, which was added after a case of suicide
—the fifth that had occurred there— in 1842.

There used to be a legend on the west
side of the pediment attributing the fire to

the treachery and malice of the Popish fac-

tion, but that has been erased. It was this

libel, founded only on the self-accusation of

a crazv youth of the name of Herbert, who,
tJiough he was hanged, was believed by his

judges to be innocent, that elicited from Pope
the familiar couplet :

Where London's column, pointing to tJte skies,

Like a tall bully lifts its head and lies.

TOLSTOI ON SHAKESPEARE
It may be taken for a fact that Tolstoi never
jokes, but his recent references to Shake-
speare look rather like a jest. " Clear your
mind," he says, " of all that you have read
of Shakespeare, and read the works them-
selves very carefully. Then you will rise

with the conviction that the reputation for
transcendent genius is due to a condition
of folly and moral cowardice.

'

' The fact is that scarcely anyone nowadays
reads Shakespeare, though everyone prates
about him. He is talked of as indisputable,
iinmortal, and the perfect intellect. His
works are a crude harlequinade, in which
clowns, jesters, heroes, heroines, queens,
fine ladies, warriors, and witches are jumbled
together without reason and frequently with-
out rhyme."

REALISM ^ATITH A VEN-
GEANCE.

There is the story of the man who, boasting
of his blackbird being able to whistle " Home,
Sweet Home " so beautifully that tears came
to the eyes of those who listened, was
silenced by his friend, who owned a bird

that could whistle " The Village Blacksmith "

so realistically that the sparks flew out of

its bill.

This is, however, beaten by the latest

story, which has to do with two pavement
artists. One of these brothers of the chalk
said that he once drew a tin can so true to

life that an old gentleman tripped over it and
broke his leg,

" That's nothing," said his rival ;
" I once

drew a herring so perfectly that when the
sun got round to it it went bad, and the food
inspector came along and took my name."

COMPLETING THE LONGEST TUNNEL IN THE WORLD

THE SIMPLON TUNNEL.
At ten o'clock on the morning of Friday, the

24th of February, 1905, just six and a half

years after the work had been commenced
m 1898, the borings for the Simplon Tunnel
from the Swiss and Italian sides were joined

together.
The piercing of the St. Gothard was an

event of twenty-five years ago, but the St.

Gothard Tunnel is now eclipsed in length by
the now completed Simplon, which measures
12^- miles against the 9I miles of the St.

Gothard.
The successful completion of the piercing

of the Simplon is regarded in engineering
circles as one of the greatest tasks in moun-
tain boring which has ever been accomplished.
By its means a great shortening of the route
to Milan has been accomplished.

A QUAINT EPITAPH.
In a commonplace book, compiled many
years ago, occurs the following quaint
ej^itaph, which the compiler says he met
with in a churchyard at Winchester.

" This stone was erected to the memory of
William Harrison, a grenadier of the North
Hants, by his comrades as a mark of their

esteem and concern. He died August 4, 1764.
" ' Here lies in peace a Hampshire Grenadier,

Who caught his death by drinking weak small
beer

;

Soldiers, be wise from his untimely fall.

And whenye're dry, drink strong—or none at

all.'

" This memorial having become decayed, was
renewed by the officers of the Brigade of Royal
Artillery, and of the West Kent and Sussex
Regiments in garrison at Winchester, 1781.

" ' An honest soldier jtever is forgot,

Whether he die by musket—or by pot.'

IMPROVING A STORV.
Alexander Dumas was one day relating an
adventure of which Adolphe de Leuven and
himself were the heroes. When he had
finished Adolphe whispered to him :

" As far as I can recollect the affair

I told it made it appear far more striking."

THE ORIGIN OF PENS.
Pens made of quills were first used about
the year 600. This is indicated by the fact

that the word penna, a quill, is not found, it

is claimed, in any work bearing an earlier

date. Previous to that time the word
calamus, signifying a reed, was exclusively

employed as a designation for the vehicle

used in transferring ink to the parchment or
other surface selected by the writer at that

early age.
Steel pens first came into use in 1803, and

about twenty-two years later pens made of

gold appeared.

ANCIENT BEDS.
In ancient times the beds we read about
were simply rugs, skins, or thin mattresses,

which could be rolled up and carried away
in the morning. At night they were spread
on the floor, which, in the better class of
houses, was of tile or plaster, and as the

shoes were not worn in the house, and the
feet were washed before entering a room, the

floors were cleaner than ours. After a time
a sort of bench, 3 ft. wide, built around two
or three sides of the room about a foot above
the floor, and covered with a soft cushion,
was used during the day to sit or lounge on,

and as a sleeping-place at night. The bench
was sometimes made like a settee, movable
and of carved wood or ivory.

KING EDWARD ON A VISIT TO FRANCE.

THE KING'S VISIT TO
FRANCE.

In the spring of 1905 King Edward had an
enjoyable four weeks' hoUday abroad. He
left London on the 6th of April to join Queen
Alexandra at Marseilles. On the way he had
an interview at Pierrefitte Station, a few
miles outside Paris, with President Loubet.
He arrived at Marseilles on the 7th of the
month, and on the following day left with
Queen Alexandra on the Royal yacht for a
cruise in the Mediterranean. The Victoria
and Albert, with the Royal party on board,
returned to Marseilles on the 28th of April,

and the King proceeded thence to Paris,

where he arrived on the 29th, and was enter-
tained in the evening to dinner by the
President. During the few days His Majesty
spent in Paris he paid a visit to M. Blanc's
racing stables, to the St. Cloud races, and to

various theatres. He returned to London
from Paris on the 4th of May.

deaths, and marriages since ist July, 1837. Copies can
always be obtainecf from the Registrar for the district,

or the Superintendent Registrar who has the custody of
the registers (including those of persons married at the
churches) when filled.

MARRIAGES.
In the case of marriage by banns, if the contracting

parties reside in different parishes, the publication must
be made in the churches of each parish for three con-
secutive Sundays.
