Appointed hy the Trustees of the River Cart, to be observed relative

to the Traffic on the said River, and the use of the Harbours and
Quays of the same, and the Navigable Cut or Canal at Inchinnan,

lOtk October, 1837.

I. On the arrival of any Vessel in the Harbour, the Harbour
Master shall immediately ascertain her Name and Tonnage, the

kind and quantity of Goods on board, with the name of the Owner,
and enter these particulars in a Book to be kept for the purpose;
and he shall assign to each Vessel such station or berth as he may
think proper; but no Vessel, except when loading or unloading,

shall be allowed to retain an inside berth.

n. No Ballast, Sand, Lime, or Rubbish, shall be allowed to be

put into or taken out of any Vessel, except under the superin-

tendence or orders of the Harbour Master, who, if any such arti-

cles are to be laid upon the Quay, shall give derections for the place

of deposit, which shall be at the distance of Three feet at least from
the edge of the Quay; and such articles shall be removed from the

Quay, immediately after being laid down by the Owners or others

having charge of the same, or at their expense, by the Harbour
Master, in case of undue delay. In the removal, Canvass shall be

used to prevent any of the said articles from falling into the Water.

HL All goods put on board or taken from Vessels at the Quay,
shall be laid at the distance of Ten feet from the edge of the Quay,
and shall be so laid as not to interfere with the loading or unload-

ing of any other Vessels. AD Goods to be removed from the Quay
within Forty-eight Hours after being deposited ; and if not removed
within this period, the Harbour Master shall cause the removal

to be made at the expense of the Owners.

IV. Vessels taking in or discharging Coals, shall use a Rone,
or Canvass, to prevent the Coals from falling into the River.

V. Rafts of Wood are not to exceed Thirty feet in breadth, and
Three Tire of Logs in depth, and shall not be allowed to lie at the

Quay, or in the Canal, or at any narrow part of the River, longer

than Twenty-four Hours.

Vr All persons contravening these Regulations, or interfering

with the Harbour Madter in the discharge of his duty, shall be subject

to the Penalties provided by the Act, entituled, "• An Act to am-
end an Act for improving the Navigation of the River Cart, and for

deepening and extending the Harbour of Paisley in the County of

Renfrew.

DIRECTIONS
For the recovery of the apparently drowned or dead^

BY THE PAISLEY HUMANE SOCIETY.
IN APPARENT DEATH three objects are constantly to be kept
in view; 1st, to remove every hurtful cause; 2d, to regulate the
temperature of the body

; 3d, to restore breathing. For these pur-
poses the following directions may be usefully employed, till medi-
cal assistance arrive, which ought instantly to be sent for in every
case.

In a case of droivning.

Remove as quickly as possible all wet clothes from the body, dry
it well, wrap it in any warm woollen covering, and convey it, with
the head and breast moderately raised, to the nearest house, where
none but useful assistance ought to be admitted. Let the body now
be laid in a warm bed, or upon a warm blanket near a fire, but not
exposed to a strong heat. Let the lost heat be restored by rubbing
the surface with warm cloths or hands, by wrapping a piece of warm
flannel or blanketing round the waist, and by applying warm sub-
stances, ^r*^ and chiefiy to the trunk and head, next to the limbs.

L
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The most convenient for this purpose are bottles or flasks filled

with warm water, and bags or stockings filled with hot grain, chaff,

bran, salt, or sand. Large glysters of warm water should also be
exhibited. To restore the breathing, let a person firmly compress
the nostrils with the fingers of one hand, then apply his mouth across

the mouth of the body, and blow forcibly ; let him now lift his head,
and the air will escape. This operation is to be commenced as soon
as possible, and continued till natural breathing return, or till the

case appear hopeless. If water in the mouth and nostrils prevent
inflation of the lungs, it ought to be discharged by blowing into the

mouth while the nostrils are left open.

Li a case of stratigling

.

Remove everything tight from the neck and breast, then proceed
to inflate the lungs and restore heat, as directed above.

In a case of saffocationfrom impure ah\

Admit fresh air, inflate the lungs, and if the body be co^ld, restore

heat as directed above; if, as sometimes happens, it be warmer than
naturally, reduce the heat by dashing the head, neck, and breast,

smartly with cold water.

In a case ofapparent deathfrom lightning.

Besides using the same means as for suffocation, give Iai*ge glys-

ters of salt and water, and use friction over the whole body.

In a case ofapparent death from intense cold.

Avoid placing the body at first near the fire ; use friction rather
than apply heat for a time ; in other respects act as for drowning.

In a case of excessive intoxication.

If the breathing be suspended, act as for drowning
;
give large

glysters of salt and water, endeavour to bring up the contents of the
stomach by tickling the throat with feathers ; for the same purpose,

when the power of swallowing is restored, give copious draughts of

warm water.

To prevent deathfrom loss ofhlood.

If from a wound, apply firm pressure to the wound by the finger

or a small pad, till medical assistance can be procured. If from a

limb, twist a handkerchief tightly round the limb, nearer to the

heart than the wound. If fainting has taken place, lay the patient

in the recumbent position, apply hartshorn to the nostrils. If the

bleeding is from an internal part, apply cold wet cloths, and avoid
all stimulants.

PARLIAMENTARY BOUNDARIES.

By the bill to regulate the boundaries of Scotch towns, returning,
or joining to return Members to Parliament, under the new regime,
the following are the boundaries assigned to Paisley and Renfrew.
They are certainly ample, and will not be complained of as cutting
too closely on the outskirts.

PAISLEY.

From the summit of Byres Hill, on the north-east of the Town
in a straight line to the point near Knockhill, at which the Ren-
frew road is joined by a road from Glasgow ; thence in a straight
line to the summit of Knockhill ; thence in a straight line to the
northern gable of the Moss toll house on the Greenock road

;

thence in a straight line in the direction of the chimney of Linwood
cotton mill to the point at which such straight line cuts the Can-
dren burn ; thence up the Candren burn to the point at which the
same is joined by the Braidiland burn at the bridge over the same
on the Johnstone road ; thence up the Braidiland burn to a point
which is distant five hundred yards (measured along the Braidiland
burn) above the said bridge ; thence in a straight line to Meikle-
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ridge bridge over the Candren burn; thence in a straight line to

the point at which the old Neilson road leaves the new Neilston
road; thence in a straight line to the summit of Dykebar hill;

thence in a straight line to a point which is one hundred yards due
north-east of the summit of Bathgo hill ; thence in a straight line

to the first described.

RENFREW.

From the Milburn bridge over the Pudzeoch burn on the Glas-

gow road in a straight line to a point up the Pudzeoch burn, which
is distant three hundred yards in a straight line from the said

bridge ; thence in a straight line to a point on the Greenock road,

which is distant two hundred and fifty yards, (measured along the

Greenock road) from the point at which the same leaves the Pais-

ley road ; thence in a straight line to a point in the river Clyde,
which is distant three hundred yards (measured along the river

Clyde) below the point at which the same is joined by the Canal
;

thence along the river Clyde to the point at which the same is join-

ed by the Canal ; thence along the Canal to the point at which the

same is joined by the Pudzeoch burn : thence along the Pudzeoch
burn to the bridge aforesaid.

HISTORCIAL AND DESCRIPTIVE SKETCH

OF

JOHNSTONE.

Few places in Britain exhibit so striking an illustration of the effect

of manufactures in originating and increasing towns, in attracting,

condensing, and augmenting population, as does this thriving seat

of business. Sixty years ago, near that bridge over the Black Cart
\vhich till lately gave to the place the popular appellation " Brig
of Johnstone," merely a few cottages were to be seen, where now is

a town, consisting of two large squares, many considerable streets,

and numerous public works, with a population of about 7000 souls.

It is probable that the town of Johnstone never would have
existed, or at most would have been confined to the few cottages

that stuck upon the ground near to the iSn^, had not the late public-

spirited Laird of Johnstone, by his influence and example, excited a
spirit of industry among its inhabitants, and cherished and supported
it by his fatherly care and protection, and, we are happy to say, that

the seed has been sown in good ground, as it continues to manifest
itself by the increasing wealth and prosperity of the enlightened
and enterprising merchants and traders belonging to the place.

Towards the end of October 1782, nine houses of the New Town
of Johnstone had been built, two others were building, and ground
on which forty-two more were to be built had been feued. In 1792
the inhabitants were 1434 in number ; in 1811, 3,647 ; in 1818, by
computation 5,000. As the introduction of the manufacture of

cotton yarn by mill-machinery led to the founding of Johnstone, so

has the extension of the same manufacture caused its rapid increase,

and present prosperity. There are now within the precincts of the

place 15 cotton mills of varied extent, some propelled by water,

others by steam, besides a flax mill and a weaving factory ; also,

Elderslie and Linwood mills, in the neighbourhood of Johnstone,
making in all 20 mills.

There are also in the town two brass foundries, and- two exten-

M
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sive iron foundries; five machine manufactories, and a public gas
work.

Johnstone is very regularly laid out. Besides Houstoun square
in the centre of the town, which is now built on every side, there is

to the southward a large area, meant for a second square, as well as

a market place, and which is also now beginning to be built round
with neat houses. High street, extending from the Bridge of John-
stone on the west, to Dick's Bridge (or Canal Bridge) on the east,

is closely built ; as are several other streets branching at right an-

gles from both its sides. It is in length 3 furlongs, 36 poles. The
houses are for the most part two stories high, substantially con-

structed, and roofed with slates, and all of them have gardens. The
shops are numerous, and well stocked with cheap, various, and ex-

cellent commodities.
Besides the Chapel of Ease, (an octagonal fabric, to which, about

19 years ago, a neat spire, after a design of Sir Christopher Wren,
was added.) Johnstone contains a United Secession Church, a Re-
lief Church, and a Methodist chapel : also, one of the Free Churches
of Scotland, and Sir William Wallace's Church at Elderslie in con-
nection with the Establishment.

In Johnstone are also a Subscription Library, two News Rooms,
a Mechanics' Institution and Library, sundry Religious and Friendly

Societies, various Sunday Schools, &c.—The Ardrossan Canal from
Glasgow, terminates in a basin at the east end of the town, to the

advantage of which it greatly contributes ; and the Glasgow and Ayr
Railway passes immediately to the south of the town, having a sta-

tion immediately to the east of it. A coach runs once a-day from
Houstoun to Paisley Railway station by Bridge of Weir, Crosslie,

Johnstone, and Elderslie; and twice a-day from Johnstone to Pais-

ley station.

The names of the streets of Johnstone, and the numbers of the

houses in each, were formerly distinctly marked ; but at present,

these are in a great measure obliterated, which is not to be wondered
at. the original markings having been made so long ago as the year
1828. This was done at the suggestion and under the superinten-

dence of the present compiler, as were also those of Pollockshavvs,

Port-Glasgow, Greenock, Gourock, and Largs ; and even those of

Paisley on its present improved plan. There can be little doubt
that the spirited inhabitants of Johnstone will see the propriety, not

to say the necessity,- of having this defect speedily supplied—an ar-

rangement so very useful not only in guiding strangers to the dif-

ferent parts of the town, but also for enabling traders and corres-

pondents to direct letters and parcels to their proper destinations.

Indeed it would be well if every town and village in the kingdom
had similar arrangements.
The southern neighbourhood of this place is greatly beautified by

Johnstone Castle, a stately mansion, after the antique, situated

among extensive pleasure grounds and valuable plantations. A
similarly ornamental effect is produced by the house and pleasure

grounds of Milliken to the westward of the town. The former is

the seat of Ludovic Houstoun, Esq. of Johnstone; the latter, that

of Sir William Milliken Napier, Bart.

The appearance of the east end of the town is not a little enriched

bythehouseof Thornhilland its appendages, lately built by Campbell
Snodgrass. Esq. on a pleasant eminence which commands an advan-
tageous view not only of the town and the surrounding country, but

also of several distant counties.
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At Elderslie, 2 miles, 4 furlongs, J 7 poles distant trom Paisley,

and ] mile, 1 furlong, 17 poles from Johnstone, stands Wallace's

tree, a venerable and scathed oak, which, by tradition, is said once

to have been the hiding place of our truly chivalrous Scottish pa-

triot, when closely pursued by bands of Southrons. A short dis-

tance from the tree, upon an eminence, the house that gave birth to

Sir William Wallace is affirmed by the same authority once to have
stood; and various names still given to some circumjacent places

certainly corroborate the tradition.

REGULATIONS AND TABLE OF FARES
FOR THE PAISLEY PORTERS.

No person shall be permitted to ply or work on the streets of
Paisley (or hire, as a Porter, without first entering his name and
place of residence, in a book for the purpose, in the Town Clerk's
Chamber, and without giving bond for the faithful and honest dis-

charge of his duty, under such penalty as to the Magistrates shall

seem proper, and without having a Badge or Ticket containing his

number.
Persons wishing to be admitted as Porters, must apply to the Ma-

gistrates, by petition, stating their place of nativity, age, residence,
and former employments, and produce satisfactory certificates as to

character. On being admitted, and before being allowed to ply, each
Porter must implement the above enactment, and he shall thereaf-
ter strictly conform to, and observe the following Regulations :

—

1st. He shall renew his Bond at the expiry of three years, and on
the decease of the Cautioner, or his removal from the Town ; which
decease and removal he shall, within eight days, intimate in writing
to the Town Clerk, and he shall also, in the same manner, and with-
in the said time, intimate his own removal or change of residence.

2d. He shall wear his Badge or Ticket conspicuously on the left

breast of his coat, which Badge shall be of brass, and have inscribed
the words and the Number
in the order of his admission, and he shall also have a transcript of
said inscription painted legibly on the right side of his barrow or
hurley.

3d. He shall not, when unengaged, refuse employment when of-

fered, whether on his station or not ; and if he alledge previous en-
gagement, he shall, when required, specify the nature and time of
his engagement.

4th. He shall not demand higher fares than those specified in the
subjoined Table; a copy of which Table, with these Regulations, and
also a small plan of the Town, divided into Sections of half a mile,
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he shall always have in his possessioj), and produce to persons em-
ploying him when required.

5th. No Porter shall appear on his station intoxicated. All Por-

ters are prohibited from standing on the pavement, or crossings, to the

obstruction or annoyance of the lieges ; as also from smoking, when
upon their stations, or in any manner giving offence. In general,

they are enjoined to conduct themselves orderly among themselves,

and discreetly towards the public.

6th. Porters contravening, or notconforming to these Regulations,

will subject themselves to a penalty not exceeding thirty shillings,

ivhich penalty shall be awarded, and the Regulations enforced in a

summary manner by the Sitting Magistrate, who may dismiss from
said employment, and deprive of their Badge such as shall offend.
