POLICE ESTABLISHMENT.

By the Act 10th, Geo. IV, (1829.) " for better paving, cleansing, lighting,

watching, and improving the Streets, Lanes, and other Public Places and
Passages, within the City of Aberdeen, and certain grounds adjacent; for re-

gulating the Police thereof, and for supplying the Inhabitants with water," the
city and suburbs are divided into Nine Wards, each of which returns two Com-
missioners, who, with four ex officiis Commissioners, are entrusted with carry-
ing the act into effect. The qualification of electors in the occupation of
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premises within the respective wards assessed under the Act, and valued at not

less than £5 of yearly rent. And the Commissioners are chosen from the electors

occupying premises in the ward, assessed under the Act, of the yearly value of

not less than £15, and being likewise resident in the ward.

The election takes place on the Second Thursday of October, biennially.

The next election is in 1857.

Distance to which the Postage Carries the Letter, &c.—The letter {d)

prefixed to any division (as that of Letters or Newspapers) shows that the post-

age there entered carries the Letter, &c, from the place where it is posted in the

United Kingdom to its place of destination. In all other cases the postage carries

it only part of the way.

Exceptional Rates of Postage. — Rates of Postage chargeable upon
Newspapers, Gazettes, Periodical Works, Stitched or bound Books, Pamphlets,
Sheets of Music, Catalogues, Prospectuses, Announcements, and notices of various
kinds, whether printed, engraved or lithographed, addressed to France, and
countries through France ; which rates must be paid in advance :

Periodicals not of daily publication, issued in the shape of pamphlets may
be sent to Belgium, Bremen, Hamburg, Holland, Prussia, and the United States,

at the following rate, which must be prepaid : not exceeding 2 oz., Id ; 2 oz. anil

not exceeding 3 oz., Qd ; 3 oz. and not exceeding 4 oz. 8d with an addition of

2d. for every additional ounce up to 16 ounces, above which weight the privilege
does not extend ; and at the same rate of postage, pamphlets, not being periodi-
cals, may be sent to the United States, if not exceeding 8 oz.

B. The privilege pf the Book Post to and from India and New South Wales
is limited to packages not exceeding 3 pounds in weight. Any package weigh-
ing more than 3 pounds is liable to the Letter Rate of postage.

G.U. According to the regulations of the German Customs' Union, no
Letter exceeding 50 grammes (a little more than li oz.) in weight, and containing
any other enclosure than paper, can be allowed to circulate by the post. Any
Letters, therefore, forwarded in the Mail to Prussia above that weight, and con-
taining any other enclosure than paper, will be liable, on their arrival at the
Prussian frontier, to be stopped, and sent to the Custom House for delivery as
freight.

Registration of Letters.—By the prepayment of the usual British Re-
gistration fee of 6d., Letters can be registered between this country and the
British West Indies, Malta, and Ceylon; and by the prepayment of the Bri-
tish registration fee and the additional prepayment of a Foreign registration
fee, Letters can be registered between this country and France and Prussia, and
countries through France and Prussia. Moreover, by the prepayment of the
British registration fee, Letters can be registered between this country and Bel-
gium and Holland, and countries through Belgium and Holland. Again, by the
prepayment of the British registration fee, a Letter addressed to any other
place can be registered to the port of despatch, and entered separately in the
Letter Bill; it being in these cases left to the postal authorities of the Colony
or Foreign Country to carry on the registration, or not, as they may choose
The British and Foreign registration fee on a Letter to France, or to a country
through France, is double the rate of Postage, both British and Foreign, what-
ever that may amount to. Thus, the joint British and foreign postage on a Let-
ter to France weighing not more than J oz. being 4d., the Registration fee on
such a Letter would also be 4d.

The Foreign Registration fee on a Letter to or through Prussia (except to
Russia) is 3d., without regard to weight; making a total fee, British and Prus-
sian, of 9d., in addition to the ordinary postage.

Stamps and Money.—Books must always be prepaid in stamps the pre-
payment of Letters outwards (that is from this country to places abroad) may
be made either in money or English postage stamps.
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COLONIAL BOOK POST EEGULATIONS.
The postage (which may he found by referring to the table of foreign and

colonial postage,) must be prepaid in full by means of postage stamps affixed

outside the packet or its cover.

Every packet must either have no cover, or be sent in a cover open at the
ends or sides. The packet may contain any number of separate books, or other
publications, prints, or maps, and any quantity of paper, parchment, or vellum,
(to the exclusion, however, of letters, sealed or open, or any enclosure, sealed or

otherwise closed against inspection) ; either printed, written, or plain, or any
mixture of the three, together with whatever is necessary for the safe transmis-
sion of literary or artistic matter, or usually appertains thereto.

No letter, or communication of the nature of a letter, written or printed, in any
such packet, or on its cover, is allowed, but entries merely stating who sends
the book, &c, or to whom it is given, are not regarded as a letter.

No book-packet to exceed two feet in length, width, or depth.
The Colonial Book Post extends to those Colonies only which are so

marked in the Table of Colonial and Foreign Postage.
In no case can a book-packet be sent to the Colonies (except at the letter

rate of postage) through a foreign country.

FOEEIGN AND COLONIAL NEWSPAPEE EEGULATIONS.
Newspapers sent abroad are liable to the same regulations as Newspapers

circulating- (under the newspaper privilege,) through the United Kingdom, except
that, before going abroad, the name of the Newspaper must have been registered
at the General Post Office, and that instead of requiring to have an impressed
stamp, each Newspaper, if sent to a British Colony, is liable to a postage of one
penny (which must be prepaid by a postage label or in money,) together with
an additional postage (as shown in the Table of Colonial and Foreign postage)
when the Newspaper has to pass through a foreign country. In all cases of

Newspapers going abroad, the impressed stamp stands for nothing.

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If the Stamps affixed to letters are mutilated or defaced the letters will be
liable to the unpaid rate.

A Stamp which has been cut from an envelope and affixed to a letter, en-
titles it to pass free of charge.

Re-directed Letters are charged an additional postage for each re-direction,

according to the Prepaid Scale.
When the value of Stamps on a letter is less than the amount of the post-

age to which it is liable, the letter will be charged double the amount of such
difference on delivery, but letters exceeding in weight four ounces, will be
charged with double the amount of the difference between the stamps affixed and
the prepaid rates, and be either detained and opened, and returned to the
sender or forwarded at the option of the Postmaster-General.

All persons sending letters by the post unpaid, which, from any cause
whatever, cannot be delivered to the parties to whom they are addressed, are

liable to pay the postage charged thereon, which may be recovered, with, costs,

by summary proceedings before a Magistrate.
By the 1st Victoria, cap. 36, sec. 2, any person illegally conveying Letters,

incurs a penalty of £5 for every offence, and £100 for every week the practice is

continued. The sender also incurs a penalty of £5 for every offence, with full

costs of suit.

CONDITIONS ON WHICH BOOKS ARE FORWARDED AT THE ABOVE RATES.

The postage must be fully prepaid, by means of postage stamps affixed.

Every packet must either have no cover, or a cover open at the ends.
If the amount of postage paid thereon be 4d., it may contain any number of

separate hooks or other publications, prints, or maps, and any quantity of paper,
parchment, or vellum, either printed, written, plain, or any mixture of the three

;

together with whatever is necessary for the safe transmission of literary or ar-
tistic matter, or usually appertains thereto ; to the exclusion of letters sealed or
open, or any enclosure sealed or otherwise closed against inspection, or any let-
ter or any communication of the nature of a letter written or printed in
any such packet or on its cover. Entries merely stating who sends, or to whom
the book is sent, are not considered as letters, and are allowed when the amount
of postage is 4d.

But, if the postage paid be less than 4d., the packet must consist exclusively

ofprinted matter ; the number of publications or separate sheets, bound or un-
bound, not being restricted.

PERIODICAL PUBLICATIONS, INCLUDING NEWSPAPERS.
Periodical publications, including Newspapers, published in- the United

Kingdom, at intervals not exceeding thirty-one days, and which bear an
impressed stamp or stamps denoting the stamp duty (of the kind formerly con-
fined chiefly to newspapers) may be transmitted and re-transmitted through the
post within the United Kingdom free from postage, under the following regula-
tions, viz. :—

They are subject to the same restrictions, with regard to the number of

sheets and superficial extent, as were lately applicable only to Newspapers, pro-
perly so called.

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The impressed stamp on each publication must he at least of the value of

one penny.
The title and date must he printed at the top of every page.
The publication must be folded so as that the whole of the stamp or stamps,

denoting the full duty, shall he exposed to view ; and when, in the same cover,

there are more than two, it will be sufficient if they are so arranged as readily
to admit of examination.

The publication must not be printed on pasteboard or card board, or on two
or more thicknesses of paper pasted together, nor must any pasteboard, card
board, or such pasted paper be sent with it as a back or cover thereto, or otherwise.

It must be posted within fifteen days from the date of publication.
It must either have no cover, or a cover open at the ends.
It must contain no enclosure.
No mark or writing is allowed but the name and address of the person to

whom it is sent, nor any thing on the cover but such name and address, the
printed title of the publication, and printed name and address of the publisher
or vender who sends it.

If addressed to any one within the free delivery of the place where it is

posted, a postage stamp—Id., must be affixed.

Unstamped publications, or stamped publications, which have been issued
more than fifteen days, can be forwarded within the United Kingdom, and to

the Colonies under the regulations of the Book Post.
Newspapers and other Periodicals, published in the Islands of Guernsey,

Jersey, Alderney, Sark, Isle of Man, will be subject to the same regulations as
those which are published in other parts of the United Kingdom.

REGISTRATION OF LETTERS, &c.

By the prepayment of a fee of Sixpence (which must be made not in Money,
but by affixing Stamps) letters, books, or other packets paying ordinary post-

age may be registered. This will make their transmission more secure by
rendering it practicable to trace them from their receipt to their delivery.

BIRTHS.
Section 27.—On occasion of the birth of any child, the parents or parent

(or the Mother, in the case of an illegitimate child), must, within Twenty-One
days thereafter, and under a penalty of Twenty Shillings, in case of failure,

attend personally, and give informatiou to the Registrar of the parish or dis-

trict within which the birth occurred.
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In case of the death or inability of the parents, the person in charge of any
child born, the occupier of the house or tenement in which the birth has taken

place, and the nurse present at the birth, must attend and give information

to the Registrar.
In the event of a failure to give the notice above specified, the parents or

other persons above specified, and also any others having knowledge of the

particulars, shall, upon being required, personally or in writing, to do so,

within three months from the date of the birth, attend and give information to

the Registrar, under a penalty of Forty Shillings.

Section 29.—Any person who shall find exposed any new born child, or the

dead body of any new born child, shall forthwith give notice of the fact, to the

Registrar of the parish or district, or to the Inspector of the Poor, or to the

District Constable, under a penalty of Forty Shillings.

Section 31.—In all cases where Three Months shall have expired after the

birth of a child, it is not lawful to Register such Births, except under the pro-

visions of the 31st Section. The nature of these may be learned on application

to the Registrar of the parish or district.

DEATHS.

Section 38.—The nearest relatives present at the death of any person, and
the occupier of the house or tenement in which the death took place, must
personally give notice of the death to the Registrar of the parish or district,

within Eight Days thereafter under a penalty of Twenty shillings.

Should the parties above specified fail to give notice, such persons, or any
other having knowledge of the particulars, are bound, within Fourteen Days
from the date of the death, upon being required to do so, personally or in

writing, to attend and give the necessary information to the Registrar, under
a penalty of Forty Shillings.

Section 39.—In the event of any person dying not in a house or tenement,
the occupier of the house or tenement in which he was at the time lodging or

residing, shall, upon receiving information of such death, give, or cause to be
given, notice to the Registrar of the parish or district within which the de-
ceased lodged or resided, under a penalty of Forty Shillings in case of failure.

Where the person deceased was himself the occupier, then the inmates
of such house or tenement shall give the notice.

In cases where the residence or lodging of the deceased is not known, then
any person present at the death, or at the finding of the body, and any parish or

public officer, or any party to whom the body shall be brought, must, iu like

manner, and under the like penalty, give the required notice.

Section 41 provides for the transmission to the registrar of Certificates of

death, in the form prescribed by the Act, by medical attendants, within Fourteen
Days, under a penalty of Forty Shillings in case of failure.

Section 42.—The undertaker, or other person having charge of the interment
of any person shall, within three Days after such interment, and under a penalty
of Forty Shillings, transmit a certificate of such interment to the Registrar of

the parish within which the death took place.

MARRIAGES.

Section 46.—In all cases of regular marriage, when the certificates of the
proclamation of banns are given out, parties will receive along with them a cer-
tain form, to be filled up in the manner prescribed by the act, which form must be
produced to the Minister solemnizing the marriage, and signed in his presence
by the contracting parties, by witnesses, male or female, present thereat, not
being less than two in number, and by the minister officiating. These forms,
so authenticated, must be delivered to the parties contracting the marriage,
who shall, within Three days thereafter, either deliver or send them by post to
the Registrar of the parish within which the marriage was solemnised. In the
event of a failure so to deliver or send these forms, the husband, and failing the
husband, the wife, is liable to a penalty of ten pounds.

Section 47.—The Registrar of a parish or district is bound, on receiving
Forty-eight hours notice, in writing, to attend parties at the solemnization of a
marriage with his register book, and to make the proper entry therein.

Sections 48 and 49 contain provisions relative to Marriages irregularly con-
tracted, the nature of which may be learned on application to the Registrar of
the parish or iistrict.
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GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS.

Section 45.—Where parties fail to attend and give any notice required by
the Act, after receiving two intimations to that effect from the Registrar, the
Sheriff is directed, upon receiving evidence of such failure, to issue his warrant
for compelling attendance, the expense of which will fall upon the party in
default.

Section 52.—Printed Forms, setting forth the various particulars of the in-
formation required to he given under the Statute, will be issued to the different
Registrars by the Registrar-General, and will be furnished Gratis, to all persons
entitled to receive them; and the Registrars will also afford eveiy necessary
instruction as to the proper mode of filling up the Forms prescribed by the Act.

Sections 70 and 71.—Where several parties are required by the Act to give
any notice, it will be sufficient, to prevent liability for penalties, if one of them
shall give the notice required ; and such notice may competently be sent by post
if within the time prescribed by the Act.

Occupants of Houses, Shops, Offices of every description, Manufacturing pre-
mises, Stores, &c, are liable to have Military quartered on them, in respect of
their rent—£5 to £10, One Man ; £10 and upwards, Two Men. The quartering
is for Seven days, but more men may be quartered when the period is only for
One, Two, or Three days.

Companies are billeted on, and the individual members of each Company
All Teachers are -exempted, Clerical, College and School, if they exercise no
other vocation. Widows also, and unmarried Ladies not in business on their
own acconnt. As the citizens are not in the habit of lodging soldiers, the usual
payment to men, under a Billet, has been, for Two men for Seven days, if pri-
vates, 2s. 6d., and Billet returned to the men—if one of these is a sergeant or
corporal, 6d. additional—for one man, if a private, Is. 6d., if a sergeant or cor-
poral, 6d. additional, and billet returned to the man. The lowest rent on which
billets are issued shows that the actual poor are thereby exempted
