authorised to ascertain whether British Merchant Ships flying the Blue Ensign of His
Majesty's Fleet are legally entitled to do so under tne Regulations of the Royal Naval Reserve,

The detailed Regulations issued by the Board of Trade lay down the following conditions^

relative to the wearing of the Blue Ensign :

—

(a.) If, from any circumstance, the Naval Reserve Officer to whom the warrant was issued is not;

in command of the ship, then the Blue Ensign is not to be worn.
(6.) If the number of persons belonging to the Naval Reserve on board Is less than 10, then the

Blue Ensign is not to be worn unless it can be shown by the endorsements on the Agreement,
or by entries in the Official Log, that i he reduction in the number was caused by death, sickness

desertion, joining one of His Majesty's Ships, or by some unavoidable casualty.

(c.) If it is found that .although the ship is provided with an Admiralty Warrant, the above,

named conditions are not complied with, the Admiralty Warrant should be obtained and
transmitted, with a report to the Admiralty.

(d.) If it is found that the ship is flying the Blue Ensign without an Admiralty Warrant the

Blue Ensign should be seized and the case reported to the Admiralty.

To help Soldiers and Sailors by providing them with the name and
address of a " Friend " in each parish or ward throughout the
Kingdom to whom they may be commended on discharge from the
Army or Navy for aid in obtaining employment or other forms of

help snited to their needs.

(2.) In time of War, to arrange for accommodation of sick and wounded
Convalescent Soldiers and Sailors in Temporary Convalescent Homes
and Private Houses.

(8.) To establish and maintain Convalescent Homes and Homes of Rest
for discharged Soldiers and Sailors who are disabled and necessitous,
and to contribute to the support of such cases in their own homes, if

considered necessary.
(4.) To teach useful Trades to men discharged as medically unfit, who, by

reason of their disability consequent on their service, are unable to
take ordinary employment, and to make such cases, as far as possible,

self-supporting by disposing of the work they turn out.

Employment was found during 1003-16 for 57,554 discharged Soldiers or
Sailors, while 196,585 were assisted with money or clothing. 13,650 sick and
wounded convalescents have been received into the temporary Convalescent
Homes at disposal of the Society. 867 men disabled on Active Service have
been admitted to 30 June, 1917, to The Lord Roberts Memorial Workshops
in London and Provincial Branches since the beginning of the European
War.

Since 1903 the Society has dealt with 23,993 cases of assistance to Sea-
men of the Royal Navy and men of the Royal Marines, of which number
11,410 have been helped during the great War.

There are 44 boys (to be increased to 50), maintained from the Funds of the Home, at Swanley
in Kent.

The
number of children they can receive depends'npon the amount of their Funds. They therefore
confidently appeal to the charitable for help in carrying on and extending these works of

usefulness, and rescuing from want and misery the fatherless children of those who have served
their country, and who, in many cases, whilst thus engaged, have lost their lives in war, or by
Btorm, shipwreck or disease.

Education of the Sons of Scotsmen killed or disabled in the War.

This Fund has been settled in trust as a Memorial of Lieutenant Gjeoboi
Watson Guthrie, M.B., CM., of the Royal Army Medical Corps, who wu
killed in action at Beaucourt, France, on November 13th, 1916.

Dr. Guthrie, who was born in 1876, was the youngest son of the Rev. David
Guthrie, Minister of the Free Church of Scotland at Liberton, and was a grandson
of the Rev. Dr. Thomas Guthrie of Edinburgh. He took his medical degrees at

the University of Edinburgh in 1900, and then proceeded to London, where he
became a house surgeon at Middlesex Hospital. Owing to a serious illness he
decided to relinquish his medical career, and accepted a business appointment in

South America. For some years before the War he was resident in Chili and Pera.
In 1916 he received a commission in the R.A.M.C. and was sent to France.

He was attached to the Naval Division, and was killed by a shell at Beaacourt
while attending to the wounded in the open field under heavy fire.

It is estimated that the Fund will produce an annual free income of about
^1,000.

The Trustees are Sir John Struthers, K.C.B., Scotch Education Department;
Mr. W. K. Dickson, LL.D., Advocate, Edinburgh; Mr. H. P. Macmillan, K.C,
Edinburgh ; Mr. E. H. F. Bradby, Solicitor, London, and Professor Harvbt
Littlejohn, Dean of the Faculty of Medicine in the University of Edinburgh.
