Special Order of the Day for Notification to all Ranks

The G. O.C. Britisli Military Mission has with much regret to announce
the death of Major H. D. C. Craig, M.C, H.L.I., from typhus contracted
in the performance of his duties.

Major Craig, with a tireless devotion to duty, and with complete dis-

regard of personal safety, has done splendid work in helping to ameliorate

the conditions of the officers and men of the N.-W. Army at Narva.
In carrying out this work he was thoroughly aware of the dangers he

ran, which finally resulted in the loss of his life. His self-sacrifice is worthy
of the best and highest traditions of the British Officer, and will help in no
small degree in maintaining the prestige of our race in the Baltic Provinces.

By his death the British Mission loses a very gallant and a very valuable

Officer. T. V. Delahaye, Major, General Staff.

Awarded the Military Cross, January 1919, for personal gallantry and
good work during the operations carried out by the 2nd Army between 28th
September 1918 and 10th October 1918. On the morning of the 1st

October 1918 an attack was delivered by the Brigade on the south slope

of Hill 41, Vifwegen. Owing to mist and the strong opposition of the
enemy, by which the Commanding Officer of the attacking battalion was
killed, the situation was obscure. Captain Craig carried out extensive

reconnaissances of the front under heavy machine-gun fire, and by the

intelligence which he obtained it was possible to reorganise the front and to

make dispositions to deal with a serious situation on the right flank.

The work of this Officer has at all times been thorough and his energy
indefatigable.

Decorated by General Yudenich with the Order of St. Stanislas, Second
Class, with Swords.

He led his company in the attack on
a position strongly held by machine-guns. All the leading men of his

company were killed or wounded, and the attack held up, but he, accom-
panied by his orderly, went forward with a Lewis-gun, which he continued
to fire with great coolness until severely wounded. His fine example of
gallantry and devotion to duty was a source of inspiration to his men,
and was largely responsible for the ultimate success of the attack.

duty during the forcing of a passage across the Monticano River on the 29th
October 1918.

Though the northern bank was very strongly held by machine-guns, which
were sweeping the southern bank, he got his guns into action, working one of
the guns himself. Under cover of these guns the river was forced. Later in

the day he gave the greatest assistance in covering the left flank of a battalion

when a counter-attack threatened, and the whole situation was dangerous.
Throughout the operations he set a very fine example to his section and the
men responded to it.

On the early morning of the 12th
October 1917 he led out his men, and advanced half a mile under heavy gas
shell and H.E. barrage to commence offensive operations. He was ready in

action at zero hour. He had been ordered overnight to withdraw his men to a
place of safety.

During the operations north-east of Ypres, from the 5th to the 15th October
1917, he set a splendid example to all ranks. His battery was advanced to a
position in full view of the enemy (with open sights) and subjected to constant
shell-fire, suffering a number of casualties. Although evidently suffering

extreme fatigue, he never spared himself in his efforts to save his officers and
men. His battery had six guns in action at their new position on the 12th
October 1917, and carried up 7000 rounds.

It is impossible to estimate the effect these specific acts of gallantry had on
all ranks.

On one occasion the successful forming
up of two companies for battle, following a relief in an area itself gained,
was largely due to his personal supervision under shell fire. On a second
occasion, during a relief of the French, heavy shelling on the road amongst
transport and troops of ingoing and outgoing units caused casualties and
much confusion. It was in a large measure due to Captain Pride's super-
vision that the wounded were removed promptly and order restored. He
was working throughout under heavy shell fire. He has proved himself
an Officer possessed of capabilities of a high order, much resource, and one
whose example under fire inspires confidence in all ranks. His work has
been of the greatest value to the battalion and to the brigade.
