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TO THE READER. 

IT was once intended to have perfixed to this 
edition of the following Gaelic Poems and Songs, 
a particular account of the Life of the Author j 
but as a gentleman of learning and abilities has 
already undertaken that task in another form— 
shall subjoin, at the Autiiors own express desire, 
only the few particulars of his life, with which 
he prefaced his last publication. 

Duncan Macintyre was born in Glenorchay, 
Argyleshire, in the year 1724. The chief a- 
musement of his youth was fowling and fishing. 
He served in the Royal army at the battle of 
Falkirk, in the year 1745,—Afterwards, was 
appointed Forrester to the Right Honourable 
the Earl of Breadalbane, in Coire-Cheathaich 
and Beinn-Dourain ; and thereafter to his Grace 

the Duke of Argyle, in Buachill-Eite. He 
lias since served in one of the Earl of Breadal- 
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bane's Fenclble Regiments, raised in the year 

1793 ; and now lives a retired life, rendered not 

uncomfortable by the beneficence of that Noble- 

man. 

Although the Author discovered an early in- 

clination to Poetry, he never produced any 

thing worthy of much notice, till the memor- 

able defeat of the X.oyal Army at the battle of 

Falkirk j a description of which, composes the 

first song in this Collection. 

At a period less remote than that in which 

the Author was born, public schools were but 

thinly established in the Highlands of Scotland ; 

he therefore had not the benefit of any educa- 

tion, nor the advantage of reading the productions 

of other authors \ yet notwisthstanding, the whole 

of the following collection of Poems, &c. arc 

solely of his own composition—unassisted by any 

person whatever, but the direction and power of 

his own genius.
