(•3) To establish and maiutaia Convalescent Homes and Homes of Kest for lUscharged Soldiers 
and Sailors who are disabled and necessitous, and to contribute to the support of Buch 
cases in their own homes, if considered necessary. 

(4) To teach useful trades to men discharged as medically unfit, who, by reason of their disiibiuly 
consequent on their service, are unable to take ordinary employment, and to make such 
cases as far as possible self-supporting by disposing of the work they turn out. 

Employment was found during 1903-36 for 117,892 Discharged Soldiers and Sailors, while 
884,345 were assisted with money or clothing. 22,878 men have been sent to temporary Con- 
valescent Homes, and 550,382 liave been dealt with in other ways. The Society's Permanent 
Homo at PortsmoutJi accommodates from 20 to 25 disabled n\enj 3,151 men disabled on active 
Service have been admitted, to 31st December, 1936, to the Lord Koberta Memorial Work- 
shops In London and Provinces since the beginning of the European War.

A candidate for registration for admission to the School must be the son of a warrant officer, 
non-commissioned officer or man who is sei-ving or has served in the Regular Army, or of an officer 
who has been promoted from the ranks to a commission in the Regular Army. Preference In 
general is given to orphans, and to those whose fathers have been killed in action or have died 
while in the Service or after leaving the Service. Those selected by the Board of Commissioners 
are admitted between the ages of nine and eleven years, provided they reach tlie required medical 
and educational standards. The School's waiting list is a long one, but each application is 
considered on its merits, the career and character of the father while in the Service being always 
considered as principal recommendations. 

The normal age for leaving the School is fifteen years, when boys may (a) join His Majesty's 
Army, (6) return to their homes or to an occupation in civil life, or (c) if recommended, continue 
their education in the Upper School until the age of nineteen years. 

There ia no obligation for boys to enter the Army from the School, but those who do not intend 
to do so are not retained beyond the age of fifteen years. 

Two Scholarships are available for boys who qualify at an Army Entrance Examination for 
admission to the Royal Military Academy, Woolwich, or the Royal Military College, Sandhurst. 
The value of a Scholarship is sufficient to cover the whole of a boy's expenses until he enters the 
Army as an officer.
