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PREFACE. 

The recent alterations in the laws regulating the admission 
of agricultural produce into this country, have made a great 
change in the circumstances and prospects of the British farmer, 
leaving him to contend against the light taxation and the cheap j 
labour of the foreigner. This being the case, it has become | 
quite indispensable that the landed proprietor and the farmer 
should call to their aid whatever assistance science and art can 
furnish in the practical operations of the farm. 

The Publishers of this Work having, in Morton’s Cyclopedia 
of Agriculture, already furnished a complete manual for the 
Work of the Farm, trust that the following extensive set of 
Tables, which have been prepared with great care, will prove a 
valuable assistant in all calculations relating to Land-Measuring, 
Planting, Manuring, Draining, the Weight of Stacks and of 
Cattle by Measurement, and in a great variety of other matters 
connected with the arithmetic of the Farm. They must thus 
prove of essential service to the Proprietor, Land-steward, Land- 
surveyor, &c., no less than to the Fanner, as an unfailing refer- 
ence in calculations of daily occurrence. 

The Tables have been drawn up with special reference to the 
requirements of the various matters to which they are applic- 
able, and embrace almost every subject connected with agri- 
cultural affairs in which calculations are required. Many of 
the Tables are wholly original, others were suggested by Tables 
in similar works, but none have been implicitly copied, all 
having been adapted to the plan of the present Work by exten- 
sion or re-arrangement, and in every case they have been 
re-calculated. It is hoped that the entire series will be found 
better suited to the wants of the practical man than any Tables 
previously extant.

The (explanations prefixed to the Tables show the manner of 
their construction, and enable any person who consults them to 
extend or adapt them to the particular purpose he has in view. 

To render the Work still more useful, the occasional demands 
of the landed interest have been attended to, by adding to the 
portion more particularly designed for the Agriculturist, Tables 
showing the number of Bricks required for any piece of Work, 
the Content of Buildings, Slating, Thatching, and Flooring; 

i also, the Solid Content of round or growing Trees, with remarks 
j on their Measurement. A Table is likewise given for Calculat- 
1 ing Wages for days and hours, which will be found of much ser- 
1 vice to those who employ many hands. To the whole is added 

a brief Treatise on Land-Surveying. 
From the number, variety, and extent of the Tables, it is 

believed that scarcely anything can occur in Farm calculations 
for which they do not provide valuable assistance; and the care 
and labour bestowed on their compilation entitle them to the 
confidence of the agricultural community.

Each page is divided into 4 columns : the column on the left 
contains the various lengths in yards and 6ths of a yard; on the 
tops of the other 3 columns are placed the breadths, rising in 
succession; under which, and opposite any required length in the 
first column, stands the content of each in acres, roods, poles, 
yards, and feet; fractions under a square foot being omitted. 

In calculating the content of a field, as the exact dimensions 
may not be found in the Table, the length or breadth may re- 
quire to be divided into two or more portions, the content of each 
taken severally from the Table, and the results added together.

TO CONVERT YARDS, FEET, AND INCHES, INTO CHAINS AND LINKS, 
IMPERIAL MEASURE. 

When the dimensions of any field or piece of land are taken in 
yards, feet, and inches, and it be required to turn the same into 
chains and links, imperial measure ; the following Table will show 
the chains and links in any measurement from one-sixth of a yard, 
or 6 inches, to 1100 yards ; the equivalent in chains and links 
being found opposite any given number of yards. Suppose it is 
required to know the number of chains and links in 355 yards 
Look in the column nnder yards for 355, opposite which, under 
the column of chains and links, stands 16 13.63, or 16 chains, 13 
links, and 63 hundredths of a link. It may be observed, that the 
decimal fraction in the links column is what is termed a circulat- 
ing one, that is to say, the two figures composing it may be re- 
peated indefinitely to the right, their values consequently dimin- 
ishing in a tenfold ratio ; it is evident therefore that the fraction 
set down is a little under the true value. To find its exact value 
make it the numerator of a vulgar fraction whose denominator is 
99 ; as ,Y5 = = ||. Suppose it be required to find the 
chains and links equivalent to 128 yards, 1 foot :—

In the neighbourhood of large towns, farmers sometimes dis- 
pose of their growing turnip and potato crop in lots of a certain 
number of drills, at a certain price per acre. When the average 
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width of the drills is taken correctly, and the length of the whole 
drills found, by measuring one and multiplying its length by the 
number of drills, the content of eaclv lot is found by the Table. 

In order to demonstrate the necessity of accuracy in taking the 
width of the drills, to prevent injustice to either buyer or seller, 
the following comparative table will show the different lengths re- 
quired to make a pole Imperial measure, and also a Scotch fall, 
at 36, 34, 32, 30, and 28 inches width of drill:—

As there are 160 poles in an acre, it is evident that a small 
j inaccuracy in the measurement, either greater or less than the 
[ truth, will be a loss to one of the parties, increasing in proportion

I This Table shows the breadths which make an acre, of any field 
or piece of land of a rectangular figure, from 6 inches to 2200 
yards in length ; the lengths rising by inches to 36 inches, then 
by 6 inches to 12 feet or 4 yards, thence by yards to 600, and 
thence by 100 yards to 2200 yards. In the first column on the 
left headed length, are to be found the various lengtlis rising in 
succession; and in the adjoining columns headed breadth, opposite 
each several length, stands the breadth, or width, which makes 
an acre, in yards, feet, and inches. 

Example.—In a rectangular field, the length of whose side is 
346 yards, what breadth is required to make an acre ? 

Look in the column headed length, for 345 yards, opposite 
which, in the column adjoining headed breadth, stands 14 yards, 
1 inch, the breadth required to make an acre. 

Any required number of acres may be set off from the side of a 
rectangular field, by first finding from the Table the breadth 
required for 1 acre, and then multiplying that breadth by the 
number of acres to be set off. If there are roods or poles in the 
quantity required to be set off, take a proportional part of the 
acre for these, which add to the breadth already found.

The distance of the plants from each other is found on the top ot 
the columns, commencing with 3 inches, and rising by 1 inch to 
1 foot, thence by 3 inches to 2 feet, thence by 6 inches to 9 feet, 
and thence by 1 foot to 24 feet; 10^, 13J, 16J, 19^, and 221 
feet, are also given to facilitate the calculation by half yards". 
The quantity of land is found in the left hand column of the page, 
rising by 1 pole from 1 to 40 poles, or 1 rood; then 2 roods, 3 
roods, l acre, 5 acres, and 10 acres; and opposite any given quan- 
tity in that column, and under any given distance, is found the 
number of plants, trees, <fcc., required for that quantity of land, 
at that distance. 

Note.—In calculating this Table, fractions of ^ and upwards 
are reckoned 1, and those less than i are disregarded. 

Example 1. What number of cabbages are required to plant 1 
acre, 3 roods, and 35 poles, of land, at the distance of 2 feet, 6 
inches, from each other ? 

Look in the Table for 2| feet, under which, 
Opposite 1 acre, stands .... 6970 
Opposite 3 roods, stands .... 5227 
And opposite 35 poles, stands . . . 1525 

Which added together gives the number required= 13722 
Example 2. What number of trees will be required to plant a 

piece of land, measuring 12 acres, 1 rood, 30 poles, at a distance 
of 4 feet, 6 inches, asunder ?

This Table, it may be observed, is calculated on the principle 

that the plants, Ac., are supposed to be placed at equal distances 
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from each other in every direction, but it will be easy, from the j 
Table, to find the number of plants required for a given piece ol j 
ground, when the distance between the rows or drills exceeds the 
distance between the plants in the row. 

For example, if the width between the rows is twice the dis- 
tance between the plants in the row, divide the number found in 
the Table by 2 ; if 3 times the distance, divide by 3, and so on 
with any other required proportion. Or, the number may be 
found for the width between the rows, and if the distance between 
the plants in the row is J, or or <fcc., multiply the number 
found by 2, 3, or 4, as the case may be. If a proportion cannot 
be conveniently taken, proceed by the following Rule:— 

Rule.—First find from the Table the number of plants that 
would be necessary for the given piece of land, at the given dis- 
tance of the plants from each other in the rows or drills ; then 
multiply the number thus found by the same distance, and divide 
the product by the given distance between the rows, the quotient 
is the number of plants required. Or, find from the Table the 
number of plants that would be required for the given width be- 
tween the rows, then multiply this number by the same width, 
and divide the product by the given distance between the plants 
in the rows, the quotient is the number of plants required. 

Example 3. How many potato sets are required to plant a 
field, measuring 1 acre, 36 poles, the distance between each set 
oeing 9 inches, and the width of the drills 30 inches?

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It may be observed, that the above operations ■would be 
shortened by reducing the multipliers and divisors to their 
lowest terms ; thus, for 9 and 30 inches, 3 and 10 may be used ; 
and for 12 and 23 inches, 3 and 7 may be used,—with the same 
results as above. 

To find the number of plants, trees, <fcc., required for any piece 
of land by calculation. 

Rule 1. When the plants, &c., are to be at equal distances from 
each other.—Reduce the given piece of land to the same deno- 
mination as the given distance between the plants, and divide 
the numbers so found by the square of the distance, the quotient 
is the number of plants required. 

2. When the plants, &c., are in rows or drills, the width be- 
tween the rows or drills being greater than the distance between 
each plant in the drill.—Reduce the given piece of land to the 
same denomination as the given distances ; multiply the distance 
of the plants in the drill by the width of the drill, and divide the 
land, reduced as above directed, by the product, the quotient is 
the number of plants required.

t per yard. If the crop on the land seems to be unequal, several 
| parts of the field may be treated in the manner above mentioned, 
| the whole weights being added together, and divided by the 
I whole number of yards, which, if gone about correctly, may now 

; bo considered a fair average weight per yard. It must be kept 
| in mind, that a small error in the weight of the average yard, 
j j either over or under, becomes considerable, when multiplied, as 
j it will be, into every yard in the*acre. In measuring for the 
jj average of turnips, cabbages, and other plants in drills or rows, 

[ care must be taken to begin and end the measurement in the 
middle of the space between the first and last plant. 

To find the average weight of each turnip, cabbage, Ac., weigh 
any number taken from the row or drill, in succession and with- 
out selection, and divide the weight by the number; the quotient 
is the average weight of each. 

To find the number of turnips or plants of any kind on an 
acre, ascertain the number on a yard at any of the dimensions 
in the Table, and multiply that number by the number at the 
top of the Table of the given dimension; the product is the 
number of plants, Ac., per acre.

DESCRIPTION OF THE TABLE. 
In the left-hand column of the page is placed the distance from 
each other at which the heaps are to be laid down, rising by a 
half foot from 6 feet to 12 feet or 4 yards, thence by 1J feet or 
| yard, to 24 feet or 8 yards ; and along the top of the columns 
is placed the number of heaps proposed to be made out of each 
cart-load, rising from 2 to 20 ; under which, respectively, is 
found the number of cart-loads required for an acre, at any of 
the opposite distances in the left-hand column. 

Example 1. How many cart-loads are required to manure an 
acre, laying down the heaps at 2 J yards from each other, and 
dividing the load into 18 heaps ? 

Find 71 feet, or 2| yards, in the left-hand column, opposite to 
which, under IS heaps in a load, is found 43, the number of cart- 
loads required. 

Example 2. It is proposed to manure land at the rate of 40 
cart-loads per acre, laid down at distances of 3J yards, or 10J 
feet from each other ; required into how many heaps each cart- 
load must be divided ? 

Find 10J feet, the proposed distance of the heaps in the left- 
hand column ; then look along the opposite columns until you 
find the nearest quantity to 40, which is 39 i, and on the top 
of that column is 10, the number of heaps into which each load 
is to be divided. 

To manure land at the rate of a certain number of cubic 
yards per acre, multiply the proposed number of cubic yards by 
the number of cart-loads in a cubic yard, to reduce the cubic 
yards to cart-loads, with which proceed as in the last example. 

This Table being calculated on the principle that the heaps 
are placed at equal distances from each other, it may be neces- 
sary to show the method of ascertaining the quantity of manure 
required, when the distances are greater one way than the other. 

Rule. Find the quantity for one of the distances by the 
Table, then multiply the quantity thus found by the same dis- 
tance, and divide the product by the other distance. The quotient 
is the quantity required. 

Example 3. How many cart-loads of manure will be required 
for an acre ; the distance between the heaps one way is 4 J yards,

For taking the dimensions of dung-heaps, and heaps 
of broken metal, <fcc., which are narrower at top than bottom, 
first add the breadths of the heap, at the top and bottom toge- 
ther, and divide the sum by 2 for a mean breadth ; treat the 
length in the same manner for a mean length ; and if the depth 
is unequal, take the depth in several places, add them together, 
and divide by the number of depths taken for a mean depth, 
and with these mean dimensions find the content by the Table.

The first column on the left hand contains the distances or 
widths between the drains; the second column contains the 
length of drains per acre, in yards; the third column the number 
of rods per acre; the fourth column the number of roods per 
acre ; and the fifth, sixth, seventh, eighth, ninth, and tenth 
columns contain the number of tiles of each length, required for 
an acre, at the opposite widths in the left hand column. 

In calculating the second column in the Table, fractions are 
not set down under J of a foot, and in the third and fourth columns 
under J of a yard. In the columns showing the number of tiles, 
when a fraction occurs, it is reckoned 1. 

Drains, in some parts of the country, are measured by the rood 
of 36 yards in length, and in other parts by the chain of 66 feet; 
but statute rods of o£ yards, and roods of 6 yards in length being 
most generally used, the Table is calculated at these lengths. 
The rood of 36 yards is equal to 6 roods of this Table, and the 
chain of 66 feet is equal to 3f roods. 

It will be observed that the length of the drains, and the 
number of tiles required per acre, is in proportion to the width 
between the drains; therefore if a width twice that of any in the J 

' Table is wanted, you have only to divide the numbers in the ; 
columns opposite that width by 2, the quotients will give the 
length of drains and nupiber of tiles required. If a width three ; 
times that of any in the Table is sought, divide the numbers 
opposite that width by 3; and so for any other required width. 

Example 1. It is proposed to drain a field, placing the drains 
30 feet apart, required the length of drains per Imperial acre in 
yards and roods, and the number of tiles 14 inches in length that 
will be needed per acre. 

Look in the left-hand column of the Table for 30 feet, the 
width, opposite which stands 484 yards, or 80 roods 4 yards, 

; the length of the drains, and under length 14 inches stands 1245, 
the number of tiles required to lay the same. 

Example II. In draining a field at a width of 80 feet, how 
many yards, and how many rods of drains are there per Imperial , 
acre, and what number of tiles 15 inches in length will be re- 
quired per acre ? 
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As the Table does not extend to 80 feet, divide the numbers 
opposite 40 feet by 2, which gives 181i yards, or 33 rods of 
drains, and 436 tiles 15 inches in length per Imperial acre. 

COST OF DRAINING PER ACRE. 
The following estimates of the cost of drains is taken from 

Morton’s Cyclopedia of Agriculture, and may be useful to those 
who are not in possession of that work. The cost of cutting, 
laying, and filling in pipe drains of from 3 feet, to 3 feet 6 
inches in depth, the greater depths being in clay or gravel, and 
the lesser depths in hard indurated soils requiring picking, was 
5l}d. to <<ld. per rod i f 51 yards, or about Id. i eryard. 

Taking the price of tiles at 12s. per 1000, the cost of draining 
per rod, in soils somewhat difficult to excavate, exclusive of car- 
riage of pipes or tiles, for 3J feet drains, will be about 7|d. 

The third column of the following Table shows the cost per 
acre, according to the dilferent distances between the drains, 
exclusive of carriage, and of the slight additional expense of the 
larger pipes required for the mains. 

Where the drains are not so deep as 31 feet, or where, from 
the ease with which the cutting can be effected, or from other 
causes, the cost of workmanship does not exceed 4d. per rod, the 
cost of the drains, omitting fractions, will be as stated in the 
fourth column of the Table. 

Stone drains 3 feet 6 inches in depth, and 5 inches wide in 
the bottom, in indurated stony clay, is estimated to cost Is. per 
rod, for quarrying whinstone, and breaking it to pass through a 
3-inch ring; filling stones into carts, and carriage; emptying the 
stones into drains with the drain-screen, to the depth of 14 
inches, and returning the earth into the drains with the spade. 
The cost per acre is shown in the 5th column of the Table.

The first and third columns on the left-hand side of the page 
contain the poles, roods, and acres Imperial; the second and 
fourth columns contain the equivalents in Scotch acres, roods, 
falls, and ells; the fifth column contains the value per Imperial 
acre, and the sixth column contains, the equivalent value per 
Scotch acre. 

The succeeding five Tables are so similar to this one, that no 
description of them, or examples, will be necessary. It may be 
proper, however, to state that the basis on which the Tables are 
constructed is the proportion which the Imperial, Scotch, and Irish 
acres bear to one another; thus, the Imperial acre contains 4840 
square yards, taking the Scotch ell as measuring 37.0598 Impe- 
rial inches, the Scotch acre will contain 6104.1279 square yards, 
and the Irish acre contains 7840 square yards. The equivalents 
in measure and value are calculated in these proportions. 

With the exception of the Tables in which Imperial and Irish 
measures are compared together, fractions under a foot are ne- 
glected ; in turning Imperial and Irish measures into Scotch, the 
fractions of an ell are set down in the decimal form; and the 
money equivalents are set down to the nearest farthing. 

The subjoined Table of Imperial, Scotch, and Irish land mea- 
sures is given for convenience of reference.

Shows tub solid ok cubical content op stacks op a p.ound or 
CYLINDRICAL FORM IN SOLID YARDS AND FEET, FROM 6 TO 2 1 FEET i 
IN HEIGHT, AND FROM 15 TO 82 FEET IN GIRTH OB CIRCUM- 
FERENCE. 

In the first three pages of the Table are found the girths from 
15 to 37 feet; in the next three pages, the girths from 37£ to 59£ 
feet; and, in the last three pages, the girths from 60 to 82 feet; 
these are placed in the left-hand columns of the pages; the 
heights from 6 to 21 feet are placed along the top of the other 
columns ; the solid content is found opposite the given girth, in 
the column under the given height. 

The girths being given, rising by a half-foot, from 15 to 82 
i feet, are, in ordinary cases, sufficiently minute for any measure- 

ment; and, if required, any height may be had, rising by a half- 
foot from 3 feet to 32| feet, either by taking half the content of 
one of the heights in the Table, or by adding together the con- 
tents of two of the heights. Thus, by taking half the content of 
the numbers in the Table up to 21, the content of heights rising 
by a half-foot, from 3 to ll| feet, will be had, by adding the con- ! 
tent of 6J feet to numbers in the Table, the content of heights, 
rising by a half-foot from 12£ up to 27i feet will be got, and by j 
adding the content of 11J to the content of 17 and upwards, the 
content of heights will be got, rising by a half-foot, from 28J up 
to 32| feet high. 

The contents are set down to the nearest fraction of a foot; j 
fractions of % half-foot and under are neglected, and when above ! 
a half-foot, they are reckoned 1. 

The dimensions of a circular stack, 
I such as the figure adjoining, is taken 
j as follows:— 

Take the girths at the bottom of a 
J the stack and at the eaves a, b, and 

add the two girths together, the half 
! of the sum is the mean girth; then 
j take the height from the ground to 

the eaves at b, and add to it one-third 
j of the perpendicular height from the 
j eaves to the top of the dotted line 
; on a level with c, the crown of the stack. When the body o( 
: the stack does not taper regularly, girths must be taken in 
l

several places, and added together; divide their sum by the 
number of girths taken, and the quotient is the mean girth. 
The mean girth and height thus found, are used with the Table, 
as in the following example:— 

Required the solid content of a circular stack, the girth at the 
bottom being 56 feet, the girth at the eaves 63 feet, the height ; | 
from the ground to the eaves 12 feet, and the perpendicular 
height from the eaves to the top of the stack 9 feet. 

First, add the two girths, 56 and 63 = 119, half of which is i 
59J feet, the mean girth; then, 12 feet added to 3 (one-third 
of 9) = 15 feet, the mean height. 

Now, turn to the Table, and opposite 59^ feet (the girth), 
under 15 feet (the height), stands 156 yards 14 feet, the solid 
content of the stack. 

To make the calculation by the pen, the dimensions being 
given in feet:—Square the mean circumference or girth, mul- 
tiply the product by the mean height, that product multiplied by j 
the decimal .07958 gives the content in cubic feet. If the dimen- 
sions be given in inches, multiply the product of the factors in j 
inches by .000040052, and the product will be the content in 
cubic feet, which divide by 27, to reduce to cubic yards. 

Or, the dimensions being given in feet, the square of the girth, | 
multiplied by the height, and the product multiplied by the 
decimal .0029474 (which is the quotient of .07958 divided by 
27), will give the solid content at once in cubic yards. 

We shall take the foregoing example as an exercise. By the 
first method, dimensions in feet, 
59.52=3540.25X 15 =53103.75 X-079o8=4225.996425 solid feet, 
and 4225.996425 27 = 156 yards 13.996425, or nearly 14 feet. 

Dimensions given in inches, say girth 714 inches, and height 
180 inches, 
714-=509796X 180 = 91763280X 000046052 = 4225.83257056 
solid feet, very nearly the same as the former. , 

By the second method, 
59.52 X 15 = 53103.75 X .0029474 = 156.51799275 yards. 
If the fraction .51799275 is multiplied by 27 we get 13.98580425, 

or nearly 14 feet, as above. 
The weight of hay per cubic yard, in stacks, varies very con- 

siderably, from quality, size of the stack, age, &c. In England, 
stacks of new hay may weigh 8 or 10 stones, of 14 lbs., per cubic 
yard, and when they are 10 or 12 months old, the cubic yard 
may weigh 14, 16, 18, and sometimes as much as 20 stones. In 
Scotland, hay is frequently calculated by the Trone stone, vary- 
ing, in different counties, from 22 to 28 lbs. Imperial. New hay, 
in small stacks, is supposed to weigh about 5 stones, of 22 lbs., 
per cubic yard; large stacks, about 6 or 7 stones, iarge stacks, 
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that have stood 10 or 12 months, may weigh 9, 10, or 11 stones 
per cubic yard, according to size and quality. 

According to Baildon, the quantity of corn in a stack may be 
estimated at the average quantity of a bushel to a solid yard; 
but if the crop has been mown, a yard will not average more 

i than 3 pecks. Stacks of straw may be estimated at the rate of 
18 or 20 yards to a ton. 

In order to find the weight of stacks, of all the varieties 
alluded to above, it was considered most advisable to give, first. 
Tables showing the cubic content of stacks in solid yards and 
feet, as has been done in this Table, and in Table XXVI., for 
measuring stacks of an oblong form, and then to give a separate 
Table, showing the number of stones in any number of cubic 
yards, ranging from 4 to 20 stones per cubic yard, as is done in 
Table XXVII. 

If we suppose the foregoing example to be an old hay stack, 
and may weigh 16 stones Imperial per cubic yard ; on turning 
to Table XXVII. we find that 156 yards will be 2496 stones, 
at that rate. If the hay is supposed to weigh 9 stones Scotch 
Trone weight, 156 yards will weigh 1404 Trone stones.

TABLE XXVI. 

ITUS' TABLE SHOWS THE SOLID OR CUBICAL CONTENT OP STACKS OP 
A SQUARE OR AN OBLONO FORM, IN SOLID YARDS AND FEET, FROM 
J FOOT TO 60 FEET IN LENGTH, ^ FOOT TO 21 FEET IN BREADTH, 
AND THE SAME IN HEIGHT. 

The breadths are found on the tops of the pages, the lengths 
in the left-hand columns, and the heights along the tops of the 
other columns; the content, at a given breadth and height, is 
found opposite any given length, in the column under the given 
height. 

The content of any dimension, not found in the Table, may 
be had by adding together the contents of two dimensions, either 
in length, breadth, or height; or, it may sometimes be more 

| convenient to take the half of the content of double the required 
dimension. The Table may also be extended to any required 
length, by adding together the contents of two or more dimen- 
sions. 

Note. As stated in the introduction to Table XXV. (which 
see), the weight of hay stacks, Ac., per cubic yard, varies so 
much, from size, age, and quality, that it was considered most 
advisable to give, first, Tables showing the cubical content of 
stacks in solid yards and feet, as is done in this Table, and 
Table XXV., and then to give a separate Table, showing the 
number of stones in any number of cubic yards, ranging from 
4 to 20 stones per cubic yard, as is done in Table XXVII. 

To take the dimensions of a 
stack of the form adjoining:— 
Measure the breadth and length 
of the stack midway between 
the bottom of the stack and the 
eaves, a, b, d, for the mean 
breadth and length ; then mea- 
sure the perpendicular height, 
from the bottom of the stack to 
the eaves, at a or b, to which 
add one-half of the perpendicular 
height, from a to the top of the dotted line on a level with c, the 
crown of the ridge of the stack, for the mean height. 

Stacks being usually wider at the eaves than the bottom, the 
breadth there, of course, exceeds the average width of the stack. 
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The exact content of the portion above the eaves is found by 
taking the length and breadth at the eaves by half the perpen- 
dicular height from the eaves to the top of the stack, and finding 
the content by the Tables, which is to be added to the content of 
the body of the stack, which must be taken by itself. Such 
minuteness, however, is seldom attended to. 

Example. Required the content of a hay stack, the mean 
breadth being 15 feet, the length 50 feet, the perpendicular 
height from the bottom to the eaves 13 feet, and from the eaves 
to the top of the ridge 7 feet. 

The mean height is 13 feet added to the half of 7 feet — 16i 
feet, and as this height is not in the Table, we take first the 
height 15 feet, and then 1^ foot. 

Find the breadth 15 feet on the top of the page, 
and opposite the length 50 feet, under the Yds. Ft. 
height 15 feet, stands 416 18 

And opposite the same length, under the height 
1J foot, stands 41 18 

The solid content, . . 458 9 

And, suppose we wish to know the number of Imperial stones 
in the stack, at the rate of 14 stones per cubic yard, turn to 
Tabl^XXVIL, 

Where, under 14 stones, opposite 450 yards, Stones, 
stands    6300 

And, opposite 8 yards, stands . . . . 112 

The number of stones in the stack, . . 6412 

To calculate the above by the pen, multiply the mean length 
and breadth together, and their product, multiplied by the mean 
height, gives the solid content, in the same name as the dimen- 
sions were taken in; if in inches, divide by 1728 to reduce to 
feet; and, if in feet, divide by 27 to reduce to solid yards. 

Taking the foregoing example, 
15 X 50 = 750 X 16J = 12375 cubic feet, 
12375 + 21= 458 yards, 9 feet; 
and 458 X 14 = 6412 stones.

It will be observed that the contents in these examples vary i 
a little from the contents found by the Tables, which is caused 
by taking the fractions in the calculations of the Table, if above 
a half-foot, as 1; or, neglecting them, when a half-foot, or under. 

Mr. George Melling, at the Annual Show Meeting of the 
Royal North Lancashire Agricultural Society, held at Burnley 
in September 1850, stated that he had made a calculation which, 
he believed, would be found near enough for practical purposes, 
that during the frosty months of November, December, Januarv, 
and February, when he considered it useless to apply liquid I 
manure, one cow, during that time, would make 3U0 gallons. 
The size of tanks necessary for a farm would, therefore, be regu- 
lated by the number of stock kept, at the rate of 300 gallons for 
each. This would be about 2 cubic yards for one cow, 9 yards 
for 5 cows, 18 yards for 10 cows, 27 yards for 15 cows, and 36 | 
yards for 20 cows, Ac.

j and lbs., in Smithfield stones and lbs., in cwts., qrs., and lbs., and 
j in scores and lbs. 

To get the dimensions, let the animal be made to stand 
straight, and take the girth close behind the fore legs, at A B 
(see Frontispiece), in feet and inches, and the length from the 

I top of the shoulder to the bone at the rump, perpendicular to the 
I extremity of the buttock, or from A to C, also in feet and inches, 
j The length of the hog is taken along the curve of the back, as 
! indicated in the figure. Having found the girth and length as 
) directed, look for the girth in the left-hand column, and opposite 
| the length, under their respective headings, stands the weight of 

the animal in all the various denominations. 
Example T. Required the weight of a pig which is 4 feet 4 

inches in girth, and 3 feet 3 inches in length. 
Having found the girth 4 feet 4 inches in the Table, opposite 

the length 3 feet 3 inches stands 14 stones 8 lbs. Imperial, 25 
stones 4 lbs. Smithfield, 1 cwt. 3 qrs. 8 lbs., and 10 scores 4 lbs.; 

| being the weight of the animal in all the denominations, any of 
which the dealer may take that best suits his business, or the 
custom of the place in which he resides. 

Example II. What is the weight of an ox, the girth of which 
i is 5 feet 10 inches, and length 5 feet 1 inch? 

Having found the girth 5 feet 10 inches, and length 5 feet 1 
inch, opposite thereto stands 41 stones 4 lbs. Imperial, 72 stones 
2 lbs. Smithfield, 5 cwt. 18lbs., and 28 scores 18 lbs.; any of 
which may be selected as is found most convenient. 

It is to be observed that the Table shows the weight of the 
four quarters only of the animal, or, as it is termed, the weight 

, sinking offals, which is little more than half the weight of the 
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beast, the offals weighing nearly the other half. The skin weighs 
about the 18th part, and the tallow about the 12th part of the 
living animal. The head and neck of a pig weighs about one- 
sixth the weight of the four quarters. The offals of cattle con- 

i sist of the head, feet, hide, tallow, tripe, blood, die., and are 
estimated at from about one-fourth to one-third the [)rice of the 
four quarters. The offals of swine may be estimate's at about 
one-eighth of the value of the four quarters. 

It is also to be noted that the Table is calculated to show the 
weight of cattle when in pretty good condition. If the animal, 

I of which the weight is required, is extra fat, to the weight 
found in the Table add its 20th part; and, if lean, and in bad 
condition, deduct the 20th part. For a cow which has had several j 
calves, and is not in good condition, deduct the 10th part from j 
the weight shown in the Tables, which will then be very nearly 
the true weight, sinking the offals. 

If it be desired to find the weight of an animal in Dutch stones, ! 

of 17 J Imperial ounces in its pound, and 16 of these pounds in its 
stone; or in Scotch Trone stones, varying in different places from 
20 to 28 Imperial ounces to the pound, and 16 of these pounds to 
the stone; there being always the same number of Imperial 
pounds in a Dutch or Trone stone as there are Imperial ounces ! 
in their pound, the Dutch stone will weigh 17^ Imperial pounds, 
and the Trone stone from 20 to 28 pounds Imperial, in conformity j 
with the usage of different localities. The Rule, then, to turn 
the Imperial weight found in the Table into any of these weights 
is to multiply it by 14, the number of pounds in a stone; and if j 
for Dutch, divide the product by 17^; if for Trone, divide by the 
number of pounds in the stone of the given weight, and the j 
quotient is stones of the weight required. If, after the division 
of the stones, there is a remainder, multiply it by 16, and divide | 
by the former divisor; the quotient is pounds Dutch, or Trone, 
as the case may be. _ J 

It is to be observed, that a weight consisting of stones and 
pounds Imperial cannot be accurately converted into Dutch or 
Trone w'eight, unless the number by which the pounds in the 
weight is multiplied, bring up the pounds to exact stones. The 
reason of which is, that the ratio of the Imperial stone is to the 
Dutch stone as 14 to 17|, and to the Ayrshire stone, in the fol- 
lowing example, as 14 to 24, whilst the ratio of the Imperial 
pound is to the Dutch pound as 16 to 17J, and to the Ayrshire 
pound as 16 to 24. This remark is also applicable when Dutch 
or Trone weights are to be converted into Imperial. 

Example. The girth of an ox is 5 feet 9 inches, and its length 
4 feet 10 inches; what is its weight in Dutch stones, and also in 

i Ayrshire stones, of 24 Imperial ounces to the pound? 
In the Table the weight is found to be 38 stones 2 lbs. Impe- 

rial. To find the Dutch weight; on account of the fraction in 
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the Dutch, we must multiply 14 and 17£, the pounds in the re- 
spective stones, by 2, and multiply the weight by 28 and divide 

To find the Ayrshire stones, we may divide 14 and 21 by 2, 
and then multiply by 7 and divide by 12, 

The following short account of the method of calculating the 
weight of animals by the pen, and constructing the Table, may 
be found useful. 

It has been ascertained, by a number ot experiments, that if 
the girth and length of cattle are taken as formerly directed, and 
the solid content found by the rule for calculating the solid con- 
tent of cylinders, each cubic or solid foot will indicate a weight 
of 3 Imperial stones, and the third part of a cubic foot, or 576 
cubic inches, will consequently be equal to 1 stone. If, there- 
fore, the whole content in cubic inches is divided by 576, the 
quotient will be the number of Imperial stones in the four quarters 
of the animal. 

Rule 1. Multiply the square of the girth of the animal by the 
length, both in inches, and the product, multiplied by the decimal 
.07958, will give the content in cubic inches; which divide by 
576, and the quotient is the weight of the animal in Imperial 
stones of 14 lbs. 

2. Multiply the square of the girth by the length, both in 
inches; and divide the product by 7238, and the quotient is the 
weight in Imperial stones. 

3. Multiply the square of the girth by the length, both in 
inches, and that product multiply by the decimal .00013816, the 
product is the weight in Imperial stones.

fractional part of which may be reduced to pounds and ounces as 
above. 

By Rule 3d, 
882 = 7744 X 63 = 487872 X .00013816 = 67.40439552 stones. 

By the Table the content is found to be 67 stones 6 lbs. The 
slight difference from the Table, by the first Rule, is caused by * 
taking the remaining fraction .65964, which is above a half-pound 
as 1. By Rule 2d, the divisor is a very small fraction too large, 
and by Rule 3d, the multiplier is also a very small fraction too 
large. 

The number 7238, multiplied by 8, and divided by 14 = 4136, 
is the divisor for Smithfield stones.

FOB A WALL OR BUILDING, AT SIX VARIOUS THICKNESSES ; AND AT 
CONTENTS FROM J YARD TO 200 SUPERFICIAL OR SQUARE YARDS. 

The Table is divided into 7 columns ; in the first column, on 
the left, is the content in square yards; on the tops of the other 
six columns the various thicknesses are placed in their order; under 
any of which, opposite any given content, is found the number of 
bricks that will be required for a building of the given thickness 
and content. 

By adding together the number of bricks of two or more con- 
tents in the Table, the number required for a building of any 
extent will be found. 

Standard bricks are supposed to measure 9 inches in length, 
4^ inches in breadth, and 2^ inches in thickness. But during 
the time that an excise duty of 6x. 1 Jd. per 1000 bricks (now 
abolished), was charged on all bricks that did not exceed 150 
cubic inches before being burned, some manufacturers, while study- 
ing that their bricks should not exceed the legal size when green, 
endeavoured to turn them out as large as possible after being 
burned. The consequence was, that in different brick-works, 
from the manner of the manufacture, the quality of the material, 
and the different forms of the moulds, bricks, after being burned, 
varied from the above mentioned size up to 9| inches long, 4f 
inches broad, and 3| inches thick. 

Of the standard bricks about 4500 are required for an English 
rod, and 5400 for a Scotch rood,standard thickness; ofthe medium 
size, about 4050 are required for an English rod, and 4860 for a | 
Scotch rood ; and of the largest size, about 3600 are required for 
an English rod, and 4320 for a Scotch rood. The first page of 
the Table, or No. 1, shows the number required of standard bricks; 
the second page, or No. 2, the number required of medium sized 
bricks; and the third page, or No. 3, the number required of the 
largest sized bricks, for each content in the left hand column. 

In Scotland, brick-work is generally calculated by the square 
yard, or by the rood of 36 square yards ; in England it is usually ] 
calculated by the square rod of 30j square yards, equal to 272^ j 
square feet; but, as the fraction is troublesome in practice, 272 ; j 
square feet is reckoned a rod. Brick and half thick, or making j 
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allowance for mortar, 14 inches thick is the standard thickness 
for brick-work; and buildings which are over or under this thick- 
ness, must be reduced to the standard before computing the price. 

To reduce brick-work to standard thickness, multiply the super- 
ficial content of the building, by the number of half bricks in the • 
thickness, and divide by 3, the quotient is the content, standard 
thickness. Thus, to reduce works of 2 bricks thick to standard, 

\ multiply by 4 and divide by 3 ; and to reduce work of 2| bricks 
thick to standard, multiply by 5 and divide by 3. A rod of 

J brick-work, standard thickness, contains 306 cubic feet; and to 
reduce a measurement given in cubic feet, to standard thickness, 
multiply the number of cubic feet by 8 and divide by 9—the quo- 
tient is superficial feet standard thickness, which divide by 9, to 
reduce to square yards, if desired, or refer to Table XL.

given quarter-girt, in cubic feet and inches. 

Note. Each inch denotes a slice an inch thick, and 1 foot the 
side of the square, so that 12 *of these slices or inches make a 
cubic or solid foot, and in adding two or more contents together, 
1 for every 12 inches is to be carried to the feet column. In 
calculating the Table, fractions which do not exceed a half inch 
are neglected, above a half inch they are reckoned 1. 

The usual way of measuring round or unsquared timber, if the 
tree tapers regularly, is to take the girt in the middle with a 
cord, and after deducting f -om 2 to 4 inches, as allowance for the 
bark of elm, beech, ash, &c., and 5 or 6 inches for the bark of old 
oaks, the cord is folded into four equal parts for the quarter-girt. 
If the tree is irregular in shape, several girts will require to be 
taken, and their lengths added together; their sum is to be divided 
by the number of girts, and the quotient is a mean girt, the 
fourth part of which, after making allowance for the bark, is to 
be taken for the quarter-girt. Timber under 6 inches diameter 
is not included in measurements, unless by special agreement. 

The rule to find the content is—square the quarter girt, mul- 
tiply the product by the length of the tree ; this last product is 
the solid content. 

Example. Required the solid content of a round tree 19 feet 
long, and the mean girt, after making allowance for the bark, 85 
inches. 

The quarter girt of 85 inches is 21J inches, 
or, .

2. Given the girth in inches, and the length in feet.

4. Given the diameter and the length, both in feet. 
Multiply the square of the diameter by the length, and the 

product by .7854; the result is the content in cubic feet. 
Or, multiply the square of the diameter by the length, and 

divide the product by 1.2732; the quotient is the content 
in cubic feet. 

5. Given the diameter in inches, and the length in feet. 
Multiply the square of the diameter in inches by the length 

in feet, and the product by .0054542; the result is the 
content in cubic feet. 

Or, multiply the square of the diameter in inches by the 
length in feet, and divide the product by 183.35; the 
quotient is the content in cubic feet. 
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0. Given the diameter and length, both in inches. 
Multiply the square of the diameter by the length, and the 

product by .00045452; the result is the content in cubic 
feet. 

Or, multiply the square of the diameter by the length, and 
divide the product by 2200.1570; the quotient is the con- 
tent in cubic feet. 

Note. The fractional part of the last divisor (.1579) bearing 
the proportion to the integral part of only 1 to 13930 may 
be entirely omitted. 

This most convenient and easily remembered divisor was 
first made known by the late Mr. Wilson of Thornly, near 
Glasgow, in a work entitled “ The Survey of Renfrew- 
shire,” published by him in 1812. It is the product of 
the reciprocal of .7853081634, the area of a circle whose 
diameter is 1 = 1.2732395, &c., multiplied by 1728, the 
cubic inches in a solid foot. The following Table shows 
its value and usefulness—

To find the content of a sphere:—Cube the diameter in 
inches, and divide the product by 3300; the quotient is 
cubic feet. 

To find the content of a cone:—Multiply the square of the 
diameter by the height, both in inches, and divide the 
product by 6600 ; the quotient is cubic feet. 

The solid content of the frustum of a cone may be found, when J 
the dimensions are given in similar terms to any of the six cases J 
preceding, for finding the contents of a cylindrical tree, etc., by 
the following Rule— 

Square the girths or diameters of the two ends, to which add 
their product; multiply the sum by one-third of the length; and 
multiply or divide the product by the number directed in that 
one of the preceding Rules for finding the content of a cylinder, 
the dimensions of which are in the same terms as the given 
dimensions of the frustum; the result is the content in cubic feet. 

We shall calculate by this Rule the solid content of the tree, 
the dimensions of which are given in the first example, viz., girth 
at the one end 128 inches, at the other 96 inches, and length 15 
feet.

It may be observed that two 

cyphers are annexed to the 
dividend, to compensate for 
the two places of decimals in 
the divisor; and also that it is 
unnecessary to carry the quo- 
tient further than three places 
of decimals. 

It was stated in the introduction to the preceding Table, that 
by the usual rule for measuring round timber, the content shown 
was less than the truth in the proportion of 11 to 14, or, less in 
that proportion than the content found by the present I able. 
There is, however, a source of additional loss, in the fact that the 
tree is measured as a cylinder, in place of being measured as the 
frustum of a cone. The amount of error from this cause varies 
in the proportion of the difference of the girths, or diameters of 
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the two ends of the tree, which error becomes rapidly less, as the 
girths or diameters of the ends approach to equality. Thus, 
when the girths, or diameters of the two ends, are to one another 
as 8 is to 4, the loss, by using the mean girth, or the mean dia- 
meter, is 1 in 27; when they are to one another as 8 is to 5, the 
loss is 1 in 56^; when as 8 is to 6, the loss is 1 in 147; and 
when they are as 8 is to 7, the loss is only 1 in 675. 

The ever-varying proportions of the one end of a tree to the 
other render it impossible to get a constant multiplier or divisor, 
by which a Table of the true content of conic frustums could be 
formed; but in the measuring of round tapering timber this, in 
general, is not of much importance, as, on the one hand, if a tree 
be not perfectly circular, the content will thereby be something 
lessened ; and, on the other, if the dimensions of the two ends 
differ considerably, the value of the tree per cubic foot is also 
proportionally lessened. It may, therefore, be concluded, that if 
the solidity of a tree be calculated as a cylinder of its mean girth 
or diameter, the content is shown for practical purposes with all 
desirable exactness.

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LAND SURVEYING. 

Land Measuring is the art by which we ascertain the super- 
ficial content of any tract of ground. 

There are various methods of obtaining the measurement, 
some of them requiring familiar acquaintance with mathematics, 
whilst others need nothing beyond a knowledge of the simplest 
principles of mensuration. As the present work addresses itself 
entirely to practical men, we shall confine our remarks to the 
popular method ordinarily employed. 

Land is commonly measured with what is called Gunter's 
chain. This chain is divided into 100 links, and at the end of 
every ten links a piece of brass is fixed, with notches denoting 
the number of tens, so that the number of links may be readily 
ascertained. The English chain is 22 yards or 66 feet in length, 
and each link Y.92 inches; the Scotch chain is 74.1196 feet long, 
each link being 8.894352 inches. Both chains are divided into 
100 lir.l ;. The English, or Imperial measure, is now the only 
legal standard in the United Kingdom. 

In taking measurements in the field, the various distances are 
set down in links, which are afterwards reduced to acres, roods, 
poles, Ac. The field requisites tor a land-measurer are the 
chain just mentioned, a bundle of arrows, a cross-staff, and a 
number of signals. The arrows are usually ten in number, and 
two feet in length, each has a piece of red cloth affixed to the 
head, by which it is easily distinguishable at a considerable dis- 
tance when stuck in the ground. The use of the arrows is to 
indicate the number of chains in any line of the survey. The 
cross-staff is a pole 10 links long, shod at one end with iron, and 
pointed, that it may be thrust into the earth as occasion requires. 
A small block of wood about 6 inches square, having grooves cut 
round its margin at right angles to each other, is fitted on the 
pole, and slides up and down according to the height of the eye ; 
its use is for obtaining a perpendicular from the base line of any 
triangle to the angular point. The signals are more or less 
numerous, according to the extent of the field or tract to be sur- 
veyed ; their use is to mark definitely the various points and 
bearings; they are usually slight poles, from six to eight feet in 
length, with a small red flag attached to each. 

Land surveying is divided into three distinct operations. 
I. The actual measurements in the field. IT. The plotting, or 
laying down on paper all the lines and angles of the field, accord- 
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in» to a scale fixed on. III. The reducing the measurements 
of the various triangles, and thence obtaining the total super- 
ficial content of the whole survey. We shall take each division 
in order. 

I. The land surveyor requires an assistant in the field, who 
is called the leader, as it is his business to lead or carry out the 
chain under the direction of the surveyor, who, for the sake of 
distinction, is named the follower. The leader is first directed 
to fix the signals at the angular points of the field; he then takes 
the end of the chain in one hand, and the ring of arrows and the 
cross-staff in the other, and proceeds in the measurement of the 
longest or base line, under the guidance of the follower, who holds 
the other end of the chain, and has his field-book ready to note 
down the various measurements taken. The leader fixes an 
arrow when he has extended the chain to its full length, and 
proceeds onward till the follower reaches this arrow, when the 
chain is again drawn tight, the leader leaving another arrow, and 
the follower taking up the one first left. The entire line is thus 
passed over, the leader leaving his arrow's as the chain runs out, 
and the follower gathering them up as the data of the measure- 
ment. The follower must be careful to observe that the leader 
keeps in the line between him and the signal towards which they 
are measuring; and he must also direct him to give information 
when he arrives at any point on the line whence a perpendicular 
may be raised to the angles on either side. When tbe1 leader 1 

intimates his arrival at any such point, both he and the follow'er 
stop, draw the chain tight, and leave it extended on the ground. 
The follower does not remove the last arrow for the present, but 
leaves it standing, and lays those he has gathered up beside it; 
he then proceeds to the place where the leader has stopped, and 
taking the cross-staff, ascertains the precise point whence the 
perpendicular can be raised to the angle. This is done in a very 
simple manner; the cross-staff is planted close to the chain, and 
one of the grooves made to coincide with it; or, in other words, 
on looking through the groove in opposite directions, the measurer 
must see the point whence he set out, and the point to which he 
is tending; then looking along one of the grooves at right angles, 
(without disturbing the position of the cross-staff) he must see 
whether it bears directly on the angular point; if it do not, the 
cross-staff must be moved backward or forward along the chain 
till the precise point is determined; its position on the line of 
measurement is then noted in the field-book, an arrow is planted 
at the spot, and the leader and follower taking their respective 
places, proceed with the measurement of the remainder of the 
line; which having completed, the various perpendiculars are 
measured from the points indicated by the arrows. 

If the subject of the survey be a triangular or quadrilateral 
field with straight sides, the field work is completed when the 
longest line, (that is, the base in the triangle, and the diagonal in 
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the quadrilateral) and the perpendiculars are measured. If the 
field is contained under a greater number of sides than four, it 
will be necessary to intersect it with two or more lines, from each 
of which perpendiculars must be erected to the angular points 
along the boundary. Very frequently also, there will be what is 
termed off sets, or the irregularities of a crooked boundary. In 
this case it is necessary to take a straight line between two angles 
of the field where these occur, and measure ottaets or perpendi- 
culars from that line towards every bend or angle in the bound- 
ary, by which means a number of small triangles or trapezoids 
are obtained, to be included in or deducted from the total area, 
according as they are situated within or without the boundary 
line. 

By the aid of a single diagram we shall endeavour to give a 
few illustrative examples 
of field-work, which will 
remove all misapprehen- 
sion and difficulty. 

Let it be required to 
find the content of the 
triangular field ABC. 
The field measurements 
will be the line A B 
= 900 links, or rather 
A F = 300, and F B 
=600, and the perpen- 
dicular F C = 480 ; 
from these the subse- 
quent operations of plot- 
ting and estimating the 
content can readily be 
performed, as will pre- 
sently be shown. 

We may here remark that the {dan observed in keeping the 
field-book is by no means uniform, nearly every surveyor having 
his own peculiar method; and so long as there is method, and the 
memoranda be arranged in a way that the measurer can himself 
fully comprehend them when he leaves the field, it is of small 
consequence what plan may be adopted. Usually, however, the 
page of the field-book is divided into three columns ; the centre 
one is occupied by the measurements of the principal lines, and 
in the right and left hand columns are entered the perpendicu- 
lars and offsets from those lines. Let us suppose that it is re- 
quired to find the measurement of a quadrilateral field A B C D. 
The data to be obtained in the field are these ; the diagonal A B, 
900 links, the perpendicular F C, 480, and the perpendicular 
D E, 510. Again, we will suppose one side of the field has the 
crooked and irregular boundary I) d e f B ; in this case, in addi- 
tion to those already mentioned, the field measurements will be 

c 
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the line D B, 750 links, distinguished into D a 150, a b 270, b c 
150, and c B 180; and the perpendicular offsets a d 150, b e 90, 
and cf 180. 

Offsets are usually measured, unless they be of great length, 
with the cross-staff, which is made 10 links long for this purpose. 
If, however, these perpendiculars exceed two or three lengths of 
the staff, it is better to use the chain. These offsets, it is also to 
be noticed, are to be measured in the course of ascertaining the 
line D B. 

In simple surveys, such as the preceding examples refer to, it 
is usual to sketch the form of the field on a page of the book, and 
enter all the measurements and remarks on the corresponding 
parts of the sketch; this is an excellent plan, and should always 
be adopted where the case will admit of it. 

II. We come now to the plotting, or laying down the true 
figure of the field on paper, according to some determinate scale; 
and this operation is no less simple than that of taking the field 
measurements. The surveyor requires to be provided with a case 
of drawing instruments, containing compasses, steel pen, parallel 
ruler, &c.; and also a plotting scale, graduated into chains, and 
parts of a chain. The paper on which the plotting is to be made, 
should be damped on the back, and fastened down by pasting the 
edges on a drawing-board of suitable dimensions. When dry, the 
paper thus prepared presents a smooth and uniform surface; 
whilst the board on which it is laid prevents the points of the 
compasses from piercing deeply into it and making unsightly 
holes. 

We will begin by plotting the field ABC, the measurement 
of which forms the first example in the preceding section. 

Draw an indefinite line and set off from the plotting scale the 
base A B = 900 links, marking with the point of a pencil the 
terminations A and B ; set off on A B the distance A F = 300 
links; from the point F, raise an indefinite perpendicular, and 
set off on it F C = 180 links ; draw lines connecting the points 
B C, A C, and the field is correctly plotted. The field A B C D, 
it will be obvious merely requires the erection of the perpendicu- 
lar D E = 510 links, and drawing lines connecting the points 
A D, D B, in addition to the foregoing operation. 

In the third example, where the boundary D d efTl, is irregu- 
lar ; on the line D B set off D a = 150 links, a 6 = 270 links, 
be = 150 links, and c B = 180 links; and from the points a, b, c, 
raise the perpendiculars ad— 150 links, 6 e = 90 links, and 
c f =180 links. Draw lines connecting the points I) d, d e, ef, 
/ B, which finishes the plotting of the whole field A C \ifed D. 

It is usual to place the north side of the plan uppermost, with 
a flower-de-luce to indicate the north point, and in a vacant 
place to insert a scale of equal parts or chains, and the title of 
the plan. 

III. The next thing to be done is the computing the contents

of the various triangles, and trapezoids, and bringing out the total 
area of the whole survey, which is performed in the following 
manner. 

1. The base and perpendicular of any triangle multiplied into 
each other, gives twice the area of such triangle; or, the base 
multiplied by half the perpendicular, is equal to the area of the 
triangle. 

2. The sum of the parallel sides of any trapezoid (i.e., a four- 
sided figure having two of its sides parallel), multiplied by the 
perpendicular distance between them, gives twice the area of such 
trapezoid ; or, half the sum of the parallel sides, multiplied by the 
perpendicular, is equal to the area of the trapezoid. 

3. The number of square links in an acre is 100,000. Hence 
this rule :—square links are reduced to acres by cutting off five 
figures to the right, as a remainder, which is to be multiplied 
successively by i for roods, 40 for poles, 30J for yards, and 9 for 
feet, at each multiplication cutting off 5 figures to the right; 
the numbers on the left of the point being acres, roods, poles, 
yards, and feet. 

Surveys are computed in the following manner.
