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PREFACE 

Dans la derniere edition de cet Annuaire Statistique International, les donnees 
avaient ete mises a jour jusqu’a la fin de 1927 ou 1928. La plupart des tableaux 
qui s’arretaient a la fin de 1927 ont pu etre cette fois avances de deux annees ; 
ainsi, les tableaux relatifs a I’agriculture contiennent les dernieres donnees disponibles 
sur la recolte de 1929 ou de 1929-30. 

UAnnuaire present contient de nouveaux tableaux sur les sujets suivants : 
manages ; mortalite infantile ; pecheries ; indices de production ; production du 
ciment ; production d’energie electrique ; consommation de charbon ; nombres- indices 
de salaires ; coefficients de conversion de monnaies et de mesures. 

Les principales sources auxquelles on a puise sont indiquees dans les notes annexees 
aux tableaux. Ces sources, dans la majorite des cas, ont un caractere officiel. Lorsqu’on 
a eu recours a des renseignements de source non officielle, ou lorsqu’il y avait lieu de 
douter de 1’exactitude des chiffres, les diverses administrations nationales ont, en regie 
generale, ete prices de verifier les chiffres en question. II n’a toutefois pas ete possible 
de faire verifier de cette maniere tous les chiffres les plus recents ou tous ceux qui se 
rapportent a des pays tres eloignes du siege de la Societe des Nations. Le fait que des 
chiffres obtenus a une source non officielle ont re9u 1’approbation d’un gouvemement 
ne leur confere, toutefois, aucun caractere officiel. Les gouvernements eux-memes 
n’ont pu, de par la nature des choses, que confirmer que les sources non officielles les 
plus sures avaient et6 employees et que les chiffres etaient contormes aux indications 
provenant desdites sources. De meme, la distribution des territoires adoptee dans 
YAnnuaire est celle des sources consultees. Les lecteurs de cet Annuaire ne devront 
done pas attribuer aux renseignements qui y sont reproduits une autorite plus 
grande que celle de la source dont ils sont tires. 

La plupart des renseignements groupes ci-apres ont deja ete publics ailleurs. 
Nous sommes redevables pour une grande partie des statistiques agricoles a I’lnstitut 
international d’Agriculture de Rome. Les tableaux publics dans le present Annuaire 

au sujet de 1’agriculture presentent un caractere sommaire et les lecteurs qui 
s’interessent a cet aspect de la documentation economique doivent se reporter a 
VAnnuaire international que public cet Institut et qui est beaucoup plus complet et 
plus detaille, et aux Bulletins mensuels de Statistique agricole. De meme, tous ceux 
qui desirent etudier les diverses questions visees par les tableaux doivent se referer 
aux divers memoranda elabores par la Societe des Nations sur les finances publiques, 
les monnaies, les banques, le commerce international, la production, les prix, etc. 
On trouvera, a la fin du volume, une liste de ces memoranda. 

Les statistiques sur les mouvements de migration, le chomage, les prix de 
detail et les indices des salaires ont ete foumies, en totalite ou en partie, par le 
Bureau international du Travail. 



PREFACE 

In the last edition of this International Statistical Year-Book, figures were brought 
up to the end of 1927 or 1928. In the majority of the tables for which 1927 was 
the last year given, it has now been possible to add two subsequent years; thus, for 
example, the tables relating to agriculture contain the latest available figures for 
the harvest of 1929 or 1929-30. 

The present edition contains new tables on the following subjects : Marriages, 
Infant Mortality, Fisheries, Indices of Production, Production of Cement, Electrical 
Production, Consumption of Coal, Index Numbers of Wages, Conversion Co-efficients 
for Currencies, Weights and Measures. 

The main sources which have been employed are indicated in the notes to the 
tables. The majority of these sources are official. When unofficial sources have 
been employed or there have been any reasons for doubting the accuracy of the 
figures, the various national administrations have as a rule been asked to control 
the figures. It has, however, not proved possible to have all the most recent figures 
counter-checked in this manner or all of those relating to countries far distant from 
the seat of the League of Nations. The fact that figures obtained from an unofficial 
source have received the visum of a Government, however, does not render those 
figures in any way official. The Governments themselves have, from the nature of 
the case, not been able to do more than agree that the best unofficial sources have 
been employed and that the figures are in agreement with those sources. The 
distribution of territories adopted in the Year-Book is that of the sources consulted. 
Users of the Year-Book should not attribute to any compilations now reproduced 
any authority greater than that of the source from which they are obtained. 

The greater part of the data now collected has already been published 
elsewhere. For a large proportion of the agricultural statistics, we are indebted to 
the International Institute of Agriculture at Rome. The agricultural tables here 
given are of a summary character, and those interested in this branch of economic 
knowledge should refer to the much fuller and more detailed International Year- 
Book of Agricultural Statistics published by the Institute. Similarly, reference should 
be made to the various memoranda prepared by the League of Nations on public 
finance, currency, banking, international trade, production, prices, etc., by those who 
desire to study the various subjects covered by the tables. A list of these memoranda 
will be found at the end of the volume. 

The statistics on migration movements, unemployment and retail prices and 
the index numbers of wages have been supplied in whole or in part by the 
International Labour Office. 

In the Monthly Bulletin of Statistics, compiled by the League of Nations (for 
contents, see page VII at the end of the volume), and the International Crop Reports of 
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Le Bulletin mensuel de Statistique, etabli par la Societe des Nations (pour le contenu 
du Bulletin, voir page III a la fin du volume), et le Bulletin mensuel de Statistique 
agricole, de 1’Institut d’Agriculture, publient mensuellement des chiffres concernant 
un certain nombre des categories de statistiques comprises dans le present volume. 

Dans le Memorandum sur la Production et le Commerce (1923-1928/29), les 
statistiques relatives a la production des matieres premieres et des denrees 
alimentaires et au commerce mondial sont resumees de maniere a donner une idee 
des mouvements generaux de 1’activite economique dans les differentes parties du 
monde. Le Memorandum sur le Commerce international et sur les Balances des 
paiements (1926-1928) renferme, au sujet du commerce mondial, des chiffres beaucoup 
plus detailles que ceux du present volume; ce Memorandum contient, en outre, des 
exposes sur la balance internationale des paiements de vingt-neuf Etats. Les donnees 
relatives aux finances publiques publiees dans le present Annuaire proviennent surtout 
des Memoranda sur les Finances publiques (1922-26 et 1926-28), qui contiennent des 
tableaux plus detailles, accompagnes de notes, ainsi que des apergus sur les systemes 
budgetaires des differents pays. 

Le tableau 1 contient, dans sa partie A, les parites reciproques precises des 
monnaies de soixante pays et, dans la partie B, quelques coefficients approximatifs 
de conversion de monnaies suivant le change moyen en 1929. Les monnaies utilisees 
dans les divers tableaux peuvent, en outre, etre converties, Tune dans 1 autre, pour 
une date quelconque, en prenant la relation entre leurs cours du change exprimes 
en cents tels qu’ils figurent dans le tableau 107. La partie C du tableau 1 contient 
les coefficients de conversion des principales mesures, pour autant que ces mesures 
sont utilisees dans les documents ayant servi a la preparation du present Annuaire. 
La partie D donne quelques facteurs de conversion decoulant de ceux donnes sous 
C, ainsi que certaines equivalences de fait qui existent entre des mesures de capacite 
et des mesures de poids. 

Dans tout le volume, le signe « — »indique que le chiffre est zero ou negligeable, 
le signe « ... que les chiffres ne sont pas encore publics et « . » que les renseigne- 
ments sont inaccessibles ou inexistants. Dans tous les tableaux, les chiffres decimaux 
sont precedes d’un point et non d’une virgule.

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the Agricultural Institute, are published monthly data for a number of the categories 
of statistics included in this volume. 

In the Memorandum on Production and Trade, 1923-1928/29, the statistics of the 
output of raw materials and foodstuffs and of world commerce are summarised in 
such a manner as to portray the general movements in economic activity in different 
parts of the world. In the Memorandum on International Trade and Balances of 
Payments, 1926-1928, will be found figures much more detailed than those given here 
concerning the trade of the world, and, in addition, statements of the international 
balances of payments of twenty-nine States. 

The data on public finance published in the present Year-Book are taken to a 
large extent from the Memoranda on Public Finance (1922-26 and 1926-28) which 
contain, m addition to more detailed tables and notes, chapters on the budget systems 
of various countries. 

Section A of Table 1 gives the exact reciprocal parities of the currencies of sixty 
countries ; Section B gives a number of approximate currency conversion co-efficients 
based on the average exchange quotations in 1929. The currencies shown in the 
different tables may further be converted from one to another for any date by taking 
the ratio between their respective exchange rates expressed in cents as shown in 
Table 107. Section C of Table 1 contains conversion co-efficients of the principal 
weights and measures employed in the documents which have been consulted in the 
preparation of the present Year-Book. Section D gives certain conversion co-efficients 
enved from those shown in C and conventional equivalents between certain 

capacity and weight measures. 
Throughout this volume, the sign- —’’indicates that the figure is nil or negligible, 

“ ... ’’ that the figures are not yet published, and - . ” that information^ not 
available or is non-existent. Decimal figures are throughout preceded by a full- 
stop and not a comma.

The average figures given in the column 1920-1924 represent averages of figures available during this period. 
The balance of oversea emigrations of nationals given in part C of the table, has been calculated on the basis of the 

figures for migrations given in part A. The rates are based on the estimated population in each year. 
For details see Migration Movements, 1925-1927 published by the International Labour Office and the introduction to the 

same publication for 1920-23. Monthly figures are published quarterly in the International Labour Review.

General Note. — The composition of the various production indices naturally varies according to the economic structure 
of the several countries. It is roughly indicated by the headings to each group index where the relative importance of each industry 
is also shown. 

The composition of the group indices themselves, however, also varies and comparison requires to be made with very great 
care. These differences in composition affect particularly the engineering index which, in certain cases, includes for instance, 
shipbuilding and the textile indices. The composition of these latter is indicated below.

The general indices as well as the indices of textiles and of engineering are published regularly in the Monthly Bulletin of 
Statistics of the League of Nations. The description of the methods of computation is kept there up to date. 

Canada : the index covers 26 different branches of industry 
and trade. 

The items are combined into four main group indices and 
into a general index by means of a weighted arithmetic average. 
The relative net values of production in the period 1919-1923 
are used as weights. Each item in the index is adjusted, 
when necessary, for seasonal variations. 

U. S. A. : the index covers 52 series relating to manu- 
facturing industries, from which the most important series 
are given in the table, and 8 series relating to mining. 
As far as possible, direct production data are used in compiling 
the indices ; in some cases, figures showing the consumption 
of certain raw materials and other subsidiary figures are used. 

The weights are derived : 
(a) for mining, from the total value of production in the years 

1923-1925, and 
(b) for manufacturing industries, from values added by 

manufacture in 1923. 
The averages are calculated by the aggregate method. 
The index is adjusted for inequalities of months and seasonal 

variations. 

Germany : the index is calculated by means of a weighted 
arithmetic average from 31 items based mainly on actual pro- 
duction. The weights used are intended to represent the 
value added by manufacture ; but as accurate net production 
figures were not available, they were based on the average 
number of workers employed and the motor-power installed 
in each industry in 1925. 

Inequalities of months are eliminated. 

France : the index includes 18 series directly or indirectly 
representing the production in the various branches of industry. 
Group indices and the general index are calculated as weighted 
arithmetic averages. The weights have been based on the 
approximate proportion of workers employed in 1913 ; adjust- 
ments have been made in order to include Alsace and Lorraine. 

The series for extractive industry, metallurgy, cotton and 
wool-weaving (a partial index of the wool group) are based 
on an equal number of working days in each month. 

The series relating to building, motor-vehicles, leather, silk 
and wool-spinning (a partial index of the wool group) are 
adjusted for seasonal variations. 

Poland : the series relating to mining and metallurgy are 
based on direct production figures, while production of the 
finishing industries is indirectly represented by figures of 
working hours in each industry. The general index is the 
weighted arithmetic average of 18 sub-indices. The weighting 
is based on the proportion of workers employed (or, in the case 
of the finishing industries, the proportion of working hours) 
in each industry during the period 1925 to 1927. 

The index is adjusted for inequalities of months and seasonal 
variations. 

United Kingdom : industries included in the index are 
classified into 10 groups (the nine groups shown in the table 
and, in addition, paper and printing). The general index, which 
is calculated as a weighted arithmetic average of these groups, 
also includes data relating to various other industries, such 
as rubber manufacture, cement and tiles. The weights represent 
the net values added by industry, as ascertained from the 
1924 census of production. 

The index is not adjusted for seasonal variations or 
inequalities of months. 

Sweden : the indices shown are calculated from direct 
production figures. The general index also covers metal 
manufacture and mechanical engineering, the latter being 
represented by imports of pig-iron. The general index is 
calculated by means of a weighted arithmetic average, the 
weights utilised being based on the average gross production 
values during the years 1923 and 1924. 

Seasonal variations are eliminated, each period being only 
compared with the corresponding period of the base years. 

U.S.S.R. : the index covers 55 series which are combined 
into group indices and into a general index by means of a 
weighted geometrical average. The weights are based on the 
average number of workers employed and the horse-power 
installed in each industry in 1923 and 1924. 

No adjustment is made for seasonal or other variations.

The general index represents 
the simple arithmetic average of 26 indices relating to 26 world routes 
selected with a view to indirect weighting and 17 of which converge 
on Denmark, Finland or Sweden. 

Sweden : indices published in Index. The freights refer to 
shipments of English coal and American cereals to Sweden, and 
the shipments of Swedish wood and pulp to England. The indices 
represent simple arithmetic average. 

United Kingdom : The Economist. The index number was de- 
scribed in the monthly supplement of The Economist of July 1923. 
The data refer to 28 principal maritime routes to and from the United 
Kingdom. The index represents the unweighted arithmetic mean of 
the 6 group indices, which are themselves calculated in the same way, 
either from the percentages relating to each maritime route or from 
the averages for traffic to and from the United Kingdom. The period 
taken as basis is originally 1898-1913. It should be noted that the fluc- 
tuations in freights before the war were considerable. Thus the 
original indices of The Economist were 97 in 1911, 131 in 1912 and

Statist: the index was described in the Statist of October 29th, 1921.

The 
index represents the simple geometric mean of percentages calculated 
for each route. The basic year taken originally is 1920. 

U. S. Department of Commerce : quarterly index published in 
Commerce Reports, and in the Survey of Current Business. Explained in 
the Commerce Reports of August 28th, 1922. This index number 
which does not refer to the United States only, is based on the 
maritime freights for coal, wheat, timber, rice, sugar and nitrate, and 
covers in all twelve main world routes, most of them converging on 
or starting from the United Kingdom. The index is calculated 
by taking the simple arithmetic mean of twelve percentages 
representing the average of the maximum and minimum rates, for each 
route, during the period in question.

General Note : As a rule, the figures given in the table represent the length of track being operated at the end of the business 
year. In some cases, however, the average length of track operated, calculated on the basis of the length of track operated on each 
day throughout the year, is given. The real length (or length owned) is shown only in a few cases. The real length includes sections 
which are not operated and sections which are operated by other administrations. The operated length does not include sections 
leased, but does include sections belonging to other enterprises over which the enterprise concerned has running powers. As lines 
are sometimes operated jointly by several enterprises, the results obtained, if all the sections operated are added together, may be 
too high. This applies, for instance, to the United States, with its very numerous railway companies. In other cases, particularly 
in the Latin-American countries, the nature of the figures given is unspecified. 

As a general rule, the figures do not include private branch lines, sidings and purely industrial lines. In European countries, 
industrial lines are of small importance. In Central-American countries and colonies, however, such lines sometimes constitute 
independent railway systems of considerable importance, on which large quantities of colonial products are carried. It is not, 
however, always possible to make a distinction between lines open to public traffic and private industrial lines. The data 
concerning the latter are frequently divergent. With the above reservations, the figures given in the table are believed to include 
in practically all cases the total of railways in the various countries. 

In most cases no attention has been paid to the varying distinctions, mainly of an administrative character, made between 
lines “ of general importance ” and “ local ” lines, “ main ” and “ secondary ” lines, etc. 

The definition of the terms “ State ” and “ private ” lines also varies widely from country to country. 
The figures have been divided in the first place into standard-gauge and narrow-gauge lines. The conception of what constitutes 

a standard gauge varies greatly in different countries. For the purposes of the table, the gauge of 4ft. 8 % in. (1.435 meters) has been 
described as “standard”. Lines with a wider gauge, such as those found in Estonia, Finland, Ireland, Latvia, Portugal, Russia, the 
Argentine, Brazil, Chile, Panama, China, Ceylon, India, Australia and to a small extent Turkey, have been described as “ broad 
gauge ”. Any gauge below 4ft. 8 % in. has been described as “ narrow ”. 

Figures which are provisional, estimated, or refer to some earlier or later year, are preceded by an asterisk (*).

The statistics are mainly representative 
of the industries carried on in and around the capital of each 
of the six States. The index number covers the main industrial 
groups, including agriculture. The original series, which is 
based on the year 1911, has been shifted to the 1914 base 
without recomputation. 

New Zealand. — Monthly Abstract of Statistics. 
The index numbers, which represent minimum rates, refer 

to 14 industrial groups, including agriculture, and cover the 
four chief industrial districts. They are almost exclusively 
based on awards given by the Court of Arbitration.
