L’objet de cet Annuaire est de donner un 
resume international des statistiques dispo- 
nibles concernant les phenomenes demogra- 
phiques, economiques, financiers et sociaux les 
plus importants. 

Cbaque tableau comprend autant de pays 
qu’il est possible et les chiffres ont ete rendus 
aussi comparables que le permettent les pheno- 
menes qu’ils mesurent ou les methodes qui ont 
servi a leur calcul. 

L etendue et la nature des donnees ainsi 
que les limites de leur comparabilite sont indi- 
quees brievement dans les notes. 

Pour un certain nombre de tableaux on a, 
dans I’espoir de les ameliorer, precede a des 
remaniements ou a des modifications. Les 
changements les plus importants ont eu lieu 
dans les tableaux relatifs au mouvement de la 
population, a la production de certains produits, 
aux cours des changes, aurendement des obliga- 
tions, aux comptes budgetaires et aux emissions 
de capitaux. 

Les notes au tableau des cours des changes 
decrivent les mesures affectant ces cours, prises 
dans les divers pays, et donnent les cours fibres 
la oil ceux-ci different sensiblement de ceux 
qu’indique le tableau. 

Comme on a juge desirable de consacrer plus 
de place aux finances publiques, le tableau 
relatif aux comptes budgetaires a ete remanie 
de maniere a montrer les principales categories 
de recettes et de depenses (recettes et depenses 
ordinaires, extraordinaires, de crise, etc., pro- 
duit des emprunts, remboursement des dettes). 

En plus des donnees detaillees ayant trait 
aux divers types d’emission, le tableau relatif 
aux emissions de capitaux, contient, pour la 
premiere fois, des statistiques de conversion et 
de remboursement ainsi qu’une analyse descrip- 
tive de ces statistiques. 

Plusieurs tableaux (pecheries maritimes, 
marine marchande, trafic des chemins de fer, 
etc.) comportent maintenant des totaux conti- 
nentaux ou mondiaux, alors que les editions 
precedentes n’en donnaient pas. 

On a ajoute treize nouveaux tableaux indi- 
quant les naissances par groupes d’age des 
accouchees, ainsi que les taux de fertilite et de 

The object of this Yeav-Booh is to give an 
international synopsis of available statistics 
relating to the most important demographic, 
economic, financial and social phenomena. 
As many countries as possible are included 
in each table and the figures are rendered as 
comparable as the phenomena which they 
measure or the methods by which they have 
been compiled permit. 

The scope and nature of the data and the 
limits of their comparability are indicated 
briefly in the notes. 

A number of tables have been recast or 
modified and, it is hoped, improved. The most 
important changes have been made in the tables 
on population movements, production of a 
number of commodities, the exchange rates, 
bond yields, budgetary accounts and capital 
issues. 

The notes to the table on exchange rates 
describe measures affecting those rates taken in 
various countries and give quotations for free 
market rates where these rates differ appre- 
ciably from those shown in the table. 

As it has been thought desirable to devote 
more space to public finance, the table on 
budgetary accounts has been revised so as to 
show the main divisions of receipts and expen- 
diture (ordinary, extraordinary, emergency, 
etc., receipts and expenditure, proceeds of 
loans, repayment of debts). 

The table on Capital Issues contains for the 
first time, in addition to detailed data concerning 
the various forms of issues, statistics of conver- 
sions and redemptions as well as a descriptive 
analysis of the statistics. 

In several tables (fisheries, mercantile marine, 
railway traffic, etc.) where continental or world 
totals have not been given in previous editions, 
such totals are now shown. 

Thirteen new tables have been added showing 
births by age groups of mothers, together with 
fertility and reproduction rates, the production 
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reproduction, la production du lait, du beurre 
et de plusieurs metaux et mineraux, un nouvel 
indice de Factivite industrielle mondiale, des 
indices nationaux de production industrielle 
ramenes a une base commune (1929) et des 
donnees relatives a la navigation aerienne.

Les donnees pour le Mexique figurent avec 
celles relatives a I’Amerique Centrale et aux 
Antilles. Pour des raisons typographiques il a 
ete necessaire d’employer, dans les tableaux, 
1’entete abregee mais ni explicite ni exacte de 
« Amerique Centrale ». 

Les principales sources auxquelles on a puise 
sont indiquees dans les notes annexees aux 
tableaux. Ces sources, dans la majorite des 
cas, ont un caractere officiel. Grace a I’appui 
regu des diverses administrations, il a ete en 
outre possible de publier dans de nombreux 
cas des donnees plus recentes et plus compa- 
rables, du point de vue international, que celles 
se trouvant dans les documents nationaux 
disponibles au moment de la redaction de cet 
Annuaire. 

Nous sommes specialement obliges a I’lnsti- 
tut international d’Agriculture, qui a fourni 
presque tous les tableaux agricoles. Des sta- 
tistiques agricoles plus completes et plus detail- 
lees sont publiees dans VAnnuaire international 
de statistique agricole de cet Institut et dans 
ses Bulletins mensuels de statistique agricole. 
Nous sommes egalement redevables de diffe- 
rentes statistiques a l’« Imperial Institute» 
(Londres), au Comite norvegien de statistiques 
relatives aux baleines, a l’« Imperial Economic 
Committee » (Londres), a FUnion internatio- 
nale des producteurs et distributeurs d’energie 
electrique (Paris), a la Federation britannique 
des producteurs de sulfate d’ammoniaque, aux 
associations suedoises de fabricants de papier 
et de cellulose et a certaines autres organisations 
dont il est fait mention dans les divers tableaux. 

Les donnees relatives au chomage, aux 
indices des salaires, a la duree du travail et 
a Femploi, ont ete fournies, en totalite ou en 
partie, par le Bureau international du Travail. 

of milk, butter and several metals and minerals, 
a new index of world industrial activity, national 
indices of industrial production converted on 
to a common basis (1929) and data relating to 
air traffic. 

The table relating to passenger traffic on 
railways which was omitted in the last two 
editions of the Year-Book has been restored. 
On the other hand, the tables relating to 
population by occupations, electricity distri- 
bution, production of platinum, and laid-up 
tonnage have been temporarily omitted. 

In accordance with the practice adopted in 
the last issue of the Year-Book, Turkey is 
included in the European and not in the 
Asiatic totals. 

The data relating to Mexico are given 
together with those relating to Central America 
and West Indies. For typographical reasons, 
it was necessary to use in the tables the abrid- 
ged, but not very explicit or accurate, heading 
“ Caribbean. ” 

The main sources which have been employed 
are indicated in the notes to the tables. The 
majority of these sources are official. Owing 
to the assistance received from various ad- 
ministrations, it has been possible to publish 
in many cases more recent and internationally 
comparable data than those which could be 
found in national documents available at the 
time of preparing this Year-Book. 

We are specially indebted to the International 
Institute of Agriculture, which has contributed 
practically all the tables dealing with agri- 
cultural products. Fuller and more detailed 
agricultural statistics are given in the Inter- 
national Year-Book of Agricultural Statistics, 
published by the Institute, and in its Monthly 
Crop Reports. We are likewise indebted for 
various statistics to the Imperial Institute 
(London), the Norwegian Committee for Whal- 
ing Statistics, the Imperial Economic Com- 
mittee (London), the International Union of 
Producers and Distributers of Electrical 
Energy (Paris), the British Sulphate of Am- 
monia Federation, the Swedish Paper and 
Pulp Associations and certain other organisa- 
tions to which reference is made in the 
individual tables. The statistics on unemploy- 
ment, wages, hours of work and employment 
have been supplied in whole or in part by the 
International Labour Office.

L’Apercu 
general du Commerce mondial, 1935, offre une 
analyse du commerce international au cours 
des dernieres annees. Les Statistiques du com- 
merce international (derniere edition, 1934, 
prochaine edition, 1935, a paraitre en automne 
1936) contiennent des statistiques detaillees 
pour soixante-cinq pays. Les Balances des 
paiements (derniere edition, 1934, prochaine 
edition, 1935, a paraitre fin 1936) donnent des 
exposes detailles des balances internationales 
des paiements d’environ trente-cinq Etats. 

Le second volume de Monnaies et Banques 
1935-36, intitule Banques Commerciales, con- 
sent un resume des bilans et des comptes de 
profits et pertes des banques commerciales de 
48 pays, ainsi qu’un bref expose des recents 
developpements bancaires dans chaque pays. 
Le premier volume, Aperqu de la situation 
monetaire, donne une description generale d’eve- 
nements recents d’ordre monetaire. 

Le volume Finances publiques 1928-1935 a ete 
public sous forme de serie de fascicules separes 
(un pour chaque pays) contenant des donnees 
detaillees relatives aux recettes et depenses 
budgetaires ainsi qu’a la dette publique. 

. La Revue de la situation economique mon- 
diale, dont la cinquieme edition paraitra en 
septembre, analysera 1’evolution de la situa- 
tion economique au cours de 1’annee 1935 et 
jus qu’a fin juillet 1936; elle resume une grande 
partie des statistiques publiees dans les autres 
volumes cites. 

Les cartes geographiques donnees a la fin 
du volume sont preparees d’apres des atlas 
reputes et des sources d’information dignes de 
C^1^anCe* n toutefois aucun caractere officiel. II ne faudrait attribuer ni a ces cartes 
ni aux statistiques reproduces une autorite plus 
grande^ que celle des sources dont elles ont 
ete tirees. Une liste des Etats membres de la 
Societe des Nations est ajoutee aux cartes 
geographiques. 

Current data for a number of the tables 
included in this volume are published in the 
Monthly Bulletin of Statistics of the League 
of Nations, in the Monthly Crop Reports of 
fLe International Institute of Agriculture, and 
in the International Labour Review of the 
International Labour Office. 

The volume World Production and Prices, 
1935-36, gives a review of the changes in 
world output and stocks of raw materials and 
foodstuffs and in the world’s industrial activity, 
together with a study of price movements 
The Review of World Trade, 1935, contains an 
analysis of international trade during the last 
few years. International Trade Statistics (last 
edition, 1934, next edition, 1935, to be published 
m the autumn of 1936) contains detailed 
statistics for sixty-five countries. Balances of 
Payments (last edition, 1934; next edition, 1935, 
to be published at the end of 1936) gives 
detailed statements of the balances of inter- 
national payments of some thirty-five States. 

The second volume of Money and Banking, 
1935-36 — which is entitled Commercial Banks 

contains summaries of commercial bank 
balance-sheets and profit-and-loss accounts in 
forty-eight countries, and a brief review of 
recent banking developments in each country. 
The first volume — Monetary Review — 
gives a general description of recent monetary 
events. 

The volume Public Finance, 1928-1935, is 
being, published in the form of a series of 
separate parts (one for each State) which contain 
details of budgetary receipts and expenditure 
and public debt. 

The World Economic Survey, the fifth edition 
of which will appear in September, will present 
an analysis of the evolution of the economic 
situation during the year 1935 and up to the 
end of July 1936 and summarise many of the 
statistics given in the other volumes mentioned. 

The geographical maps given at the end of 
the volume are prepared from well-known 
atlases and other reliable sources of informa- 
tion. They are, however, in no way official. 
Neither to these maps nor to any statistical 
series reproduced should be attributed an 
authority greater than that of the sources 
from which they were obtained. A fist of 
States Members of the League of Nations is 
added to the geographical maps.

Throughout this volume, the sign “ — ” 
indicates that the figure is nil or negligible, 
“ ... ” that the figures are not yet published, 
“ . ” that information is not available or is 
non-existent and “ * ” that the figures are 
provisional or estimated. Decimal figures are 
preceded in the tables by a full stop and not 
a comma. World and continental totals 
contain, as a rule, estimated figures for coun- 
tries for which information was not available.

known, the same figure is inserted each year, and that the data 
for a number of other countries, mainly African and Asiatic, 
are gradually becoming more exact. In many cases the 
criteria on which the estimates are based undergo certain 
modifications, and the new estimates, therefore, are not directly 
comparable with the older ones. Thus, for instance, the estimate 
given for Iran has been raised from 9 to 15 millions, that for 
Brazil reduced by 5 millions, that for Colombia by 600,000, 
etc. For all these reasons, the totals published in the different 
editions of the Year-Book are not comparable without 
numerous adjustments.

The returns regarding age are in some countries not very 
accurate, which is often due to the tendency to declare ages 
approximately by means of a figure ending with a 0 or a 5. 

The returns regarding the number of children under one year 
of age are sometimes particularly inaccurate ; when the decla- 
rations refer not to the age but to the year of birth the figure 
is likely to be incomplete if the census takes place before the 
end of the year, and it is likely to include more than one year 
if the census takes place after the beginning of the year. It 
is partly for this reason that the group 0-4 has been subdivided 
in the table into “ -1 ” (less than one year), and “ 1-4 ”,

General Note. — The statistics of certain countries, espe- 
cially statistics of births, are incomplete, or reveal violent 
fluctuations, either because registrations in a given territory 
are irregular (ex. Cuba) or because they become more complete 
(ex. Chile, Colombia). This applies, among other territories, 
to certain African possessions, most of the Latin-American 
countries, Puerto Rico, the Philippines, Albania, and possibly, 
in a lesser degree, to several other European countries. 

In other countries the area to which the figures relate is not 
the same from year to year, either (as, e. g., in the United 
States of America and Greece) because the registration area 
is steadily increasing or (as, for instance, in the cases of 
Colombia and Peru) because the provisional figures do not 
always apply to the whole country, but are completed 
later. There are also certain countries in which the returns are 
regularly incomplete and the comparability of the figures is 
therefore not affected ; such is the case in South Africa, Japan, 
Australia and New Zealand, which exclude natives ; Palestine, 
which excludes Bedouins ; and the Argentine, Canada, Vene- 
zuela and the British provinces of India, which always exclude 
a small part of their territory.

The rates for infants under one year are based on 
1,000 living births ; for other age groups, on 1,000 in- 
habitants of the respective sex and age groups. 

In order to minimise the influence of single years in 
which the rates may have been exceptional, averages 
for three consecutive years are given. Unless otherwise 
stated, the rates were computed by the Secretariat on the 
basis of the average number of deaths during 1930-1932 
and of the population shown by the census taken during 
that period (for exact dates of census and actual figures 
of population by age groups, see Table 3). 

When no census was taken during the period under 
review, the rates are based on official estimates (Germany, 
Austria, Spain, Estonia, Irish Free State, Australia and New 
Zealand). In the case of Denmark, Latvia, the Netherlands, 
and Portugal, where the average population of the period 
considered differed from the census population by more 
than y2 %, the rates were computed on the average 
population distributed according to the proportions by 
sex and age groups of the census population. 

In countries such as Canada, the U. S. A., India, where 
the registration area does not include the whole population, 
the distribution by sex and age groups of the population 
subject to registration was presumed to be the same 
as of total population. In certain countries such as India, 
Chile, Bulgaria, Greece, the value of the rates is impaired 
by a lack of accuracy of the age given at census or at 
death. 

In addition to the crude rates given in the first column 
of this table, standardised rates will be found in a 
similar table published in the Annual Epidemiological 
Report 1934 (E. I. 19) published by the Service of Epide- 
miological Intelligence and Public Health Statistics of the 
League of Nations.

As the official returns sometimes refer primarily to deliveries, 
multiple births being counted as one, and as moreover certain 
of them include still-births while others do not, the totals 
thus obtained are in some cases higher and in other cases lower 
than the total number of live births (for the actual numbers 
of live births, see table 5). As it has been found possible to 
adjust certain of these data, all the series shown in the table 
refer, unless otherwise stated, to the number of live births, 
excluding still-births, multiple births being counted according 
to the number of children born. 

As regards cases in which the age of the mother is unknown 
(last column but one of the table, marked “ ? ”), it should 
be borne in mind that, in the case of illegitimate births, distri- 
bution by age-groups of mothers is very different from that 
obtaining in the case of legitimate births. In regard to several 
important cases, the proportion of illegitimate births in this 
group is shown in footnote 1 to this table. In several cases, 
the births falling under this head would appear to have been 
distributed among the various age-groups by the statistical 
authorities themselves. 

Certain data do not refer to the whole country ; see, regarding 
the scope of the data, the general note to Table 5 and, regarding 
the distribution of births in regard to which the mother’s age 
in not known, the general note to part (b) of the present table.

General Note: 
(1) Rates by age-groups. — The specific rates by five-year 

age-groups show the ratio per mille between the births (or 
confinements) shown above in part (a) of the table and the total 
number of women — whether married or not — in the respective 
age-groups. As confinements are rare among women under 
15 or over 50, the “ —20 ” rates (i.e., under 20 years of age) 
have been calculated on the basis of the female population 
between the ages of 15 and 19, and the “ 45+ ” rates (age 45 
and over) on the basis of the number of women between 45 and 49. 

Similarly, no account has been taken of groups of women 
of unknown age as shown in censuses or estimates of the popu- 
lation, as a large proportion of these women can probably be 
disregarded from the point of view of the calculation of fertility. 

On the other hand, births when the mother’s age is unknown 
have been divided up among the various age-groups. The method 
of calculation depended on the size of this group and its com- 
position in respect of legitimate and illegitimate births. Separate 
calculations for legitimate and illegitimate births have been 
made in the case of Denmark, Czechoslovakia and France, 
1921-24 ; the other figures for France have been divided up 
according to the distribution of illegitimate births. In all the 
other cases, these births have been simply divided up in pro- 
portion to the other births. 

The figures for the female population are in most cases 
those of censuses taken in the neighbourhood of the periods 
selected (see Table 3 : Population by Sex and by Age-Groups, 
according to Various Censuses). In the following cases, the 
annual estimates of the popidation have been used : Union 
of South Africa, Denmark, Estonia, Norway, Poland, Sweden, 
Czechoslovakia, New Zealand (1933-1935). As stated in note 1 

at the foot of the table (b) some of these rates are only 
approximate.

(2) “ Total fertility ” and “ Reproduction rate ”. — The figures 
for “ total fertility ” show the number of children borne on 
an average by 1,000 wonien during their child-bearing age 
(i.e., between the ages of 15 and 50), on the assumption that the 
fertility at all ages remains at its present level and that none 
of the women die during that period. These figures are obtained 
by adding together the specific rates, and, as each of these 
represents the average for 5 years of life, by multiplying the sum 
of these rates by 5. (In view of the variations in fertility and 
the differences in the number of women in each year of age, the 
calculation would obviously be more accurate if, instead of 
five-year age-groups, rates were taken for each of the years 
of the mother’s age. The difference between the results of these 
two calculations is, however, slight.) 

The gross reproduction rate representing the number of 
female children — future mothers — likely to be born to 1,000 
women passing through the child-bearing age, has been cal- 
culated by reducing the figures for “ total fertility ” in each 
case to the ratio of females born as compared with the total 
births1. This ratio oscillates about the figure 48.5 %, the extreme 
ratios noted during the calculations being 48.2 and 49.1 %. 

As these gross rates are based on the hypothesis that none 
of the women having attained 15 years of age die before attaining 
the age of 50, the gross rates would have to be “ corrected ” 
with the aid of life-tables in order to arrive at net rates. 

A net rate of 1,000 is just sufficient to maintain the population 
figure in the long run. Hence a gross rate of 1,000 is obviously 
less than sufficient to maintain the population in the future 
at its present level.

Note. — Statistics of unemployment differ in scope, in defi- 
nition of the unemployed and in methods of compilation. They are 
in no case complete and are not, as a rule, directly comparable 
from one country to another. The definition of partial un- 
employment is likewise not uniform; for the United Kingdom 
and Switzerland, the term “ intermittently employed ” is 
used in the table to denote persons who, though out of work, 
have been given an undertaking that they may return to their 
former employment within a specified period. This category may 
include persons on “short time”. In the case of Germany, 
Belgium and Italy, the term “partially unemployed ” refers to 
persons on “ short time ”. 

I. Compulsory Unemployment Insurance Statistics. 
These are the most comprehensive statistics of unemployment, 

They cover substantially all workers in industry, mining, 
building and trade, but exclude most agricultural workers 
and certain groups of salaried employees. The unemployed 
in Austrian statistics are persons in receipt of ordinary and 
extended benefit (including persons employed on public relief 
works), and in the United Kingdom the total number of insured 
persons unemployed, including those in their waiting period 
or having exhausted their right to benefit. Persons out of 
work owing to sickness, accidents and, generally, also to 
industrial disputes are excluded. 

II. Voluntary Unemployment Insurance Statistics. 
These cover a wide range of occupations. Agriculture is 

excluded in Belgium; in Switzerland, the scope differs from one 
canton to another. In the Dutch and Swiss statistics, persons 
in their waiting period or having exhausted their right to benefit 
are considered as unemployed, but not those out of work owing 
to sickness, accidents or industrial disputes. In the case of 
Belgium, the practice does not appear to be uniform. 

III. Trade Union Funds Returns. 
These statistics refer to trade unions having unemployment 

insurance funds. These funds are open to all wage-earners ; the 
proportion of persons insured, however, varies considerably as 
between different trades and different countries. The definition of 
“ unemployed ” varies with local conditions, even within 
the individual countries, but sick persons and persons out of 
work owing to accidents or trade disputes appear, as a rule, 
to be excluded. 
IV. Trade Union Returns. 

These statistics include workers in manufacturing, mining, 
building, commerce, etc., but exclude, as a rule, workers in 
agriculture. As the local unions in the various countries are, 
as a rule, free to lay down their own definitions of unemploy- 
ment, it is impossible to give for this group one uniform 
definition of the term “ unemployed ”. 
V. Employment Exchange Statistics. 

This series refers to the number of unemployed registered 
or to the number of applicants for work registered. The dis- 
tinction between these two categories is often vague ; the 
latter group is supposed to comprise, in addition to persons 
included in the former, those who, although not out of work, 
are maintaining registration with a view to changing work, 
and those who are unemployed owing to sickness, industrial 
disputes, etc., or are employed in public relief works. 

Although employment exchanges are generally open to 
all categories of persons, registration is commonly confined 
to certain groups of industrial workers. Where the employment 
exchanges are highly developed, as in Germany, these statistics 
give a fairly reliable picture of the extent of unemployment. 
VI. Various Estimates. 

The Italian statistics, compiled from various sources, mainly 
from compulsory insurance returns, were furnished until 
VI. 1933 by the Social Insurance Fund and cover the majority 
of workers in industrv and the various trades, inclusive of 
agriculture. (Since July 1933, employment exchange statistics.) 

The estimates by the American Federation of Labor of the 
total number of unemployed are based on the 1930 Census 
returns brought up to date mainly by means of various employ- 
ment index numbers. 

The Japanese and Bulgarian statistics are official estimates 
based on various information supplied by public authorities 
and cover the majority of industrial workers. 

The French relief fund statistics refer to persons in receipt 
of relief from various public and private relief funds.

V. Employers. 

Owing to differences in scope and methods, the data are not 
intended for direct comparison of the absolute extent of em- 
ployment in the various countries. They may, however, be 
considered to represent adequately the short-time fluctuations 
— mainly of industrial employment — within each country. 

The first three groups refer to insurance schemes which are 
generally compulsory and cover the great majority of industrial 
workers. The computations for the last two groups, based 
on returns from a number of selected establishments, are less 
comprehensive. In order to allow for changes in the number 
of establishments reporting, they are frequently calculated by 
means of a chain system. 

The majority of the figures refer to the number of workers 
in employment at certain dates, irrespective of the number 
of hours worked. For several countries, however, the tables 
contain index numbers relating to the time worked. In the 
case of the United States, Denmark, Finland, France, Italy 
and Poland, these data represent in principle the aggregate 
number of hours worked during the month, various methods 
being utilised for eliminating the influence of the varying num- 
ber of working days. The corresponding computations for Bel- 
gium and the Netherlands are somewhat different in so far as 
they are derived from unemployment statistics representing 
the ratios between the number of days lost by unemployment 
and the number of days which could have been worked if 
there had been no unemployment. 

Whereas the majority of the general index numbers shown 
in Table 13 have been recomputed on the 1929 basis, the data 
by industrial groups, given in Table 14, are shown on the 
original basis. For the U.S.A., Germany, Austria and the 
United Kingdom, the general table contains the actual number 
of employed throughout the whole period (expressed in thou- 
sands, printed in italics). In addition, for the U.S.A., the table 
contains data referring to the amount of pay-rolls. 

The actual figures given at the bottom of the columns 
containing index numbers refer to the munber of employed 
at the latest date available. 

Annual figures represent averages of the monthly figures; 
monthly data refer, unless otherwise stated, to the end of the 
month.

Dates. — Etant donne Tinterversion des saisons 
dans les deux hemispheres, les entetes de la plupart 
des tableaux portent deux indications de date:

Scope of Data. — The tables show all the pro- 
ducing countries for which official statistics exist. 
Important producing countries which have had to 
be omitted for want of data are mentioned in 
notes to the various tables. The most important 
gap in those tables is due to lack of complete 
and regular data for China. Approximate data for 
China are given at the end of the present note. 

In some cases, countries for which the figures 
available did not form a sufficiently complete 
series have had to be omitted from the totals; 
these figures are given in brackets. 

Dates. — Owing to the fact that the seasons in 
the two hemispheres are reversed, the headings 
of most tables contain two indications of date : the 
calendar year for countries in the northern and a 
double year for countries in the southern hemi- 
sphere. The figures for the northern hemisphere 
refer to the quantity produced during the calendar 
year (harvests from March to October) ; those 
for the southern hemisphere to the yield spread 
over two years (harvests from November to June). 
In the case of some crops, however, the chief 
producing centres of which are in the tropical 
zone, where the seasons are not clearly defined, 
all the data are classified under the heading of 
a double year ; they refer, in the case of sugar, to 
crops from September to August; in the case of 
rice, from July to June ; in the case of cocoa, from 
October to September ; and, in the case of cotton, 
from August to July. As regards coffee, the data 
refer, as a rule, to the production which is exported 
in the commercial year July-June ; in the case 
of Brazil, the quantities are those produced 
between March and September, the bulk of which 
is exported in the commercial year extending from 
July of the same year to September of the following 
year. A double year has also been adopted for 
olives, which, although grown in the temperate 
zone, are harvested in the last months of the 
calendar year and the first months of the following 
year. 

Area. — Frequently there are no figures for the 
areas sown as compared with the areas harvested. 
In many cases, several estimates are available: 
those referring to the areas sown are preliminary 
or approximate, whereas the final figures refer to 
the areas harvested only. The differences are 
frequently negligible, but they may be consider- 
able in some countries which regularly report 
serious losses as a result of winter damage or other 
adverse causes (drought, invasions of insects, 
etc.). The difference is particularly important in 
the case of certain products which are not 
always harvested annually, such as sugar-cane. 
The data published in the tables refer, as far as 
possible, to areas harvested. 

Character of the Data. — The comparability ol 
the returns of certain countries from one year to

another is affected by constant improvements in 
the statistical methods employed for estimating 
areas and crops. Czechoslovakia, for instance, 
changed its system in 1927 and Poland in 1929. 
In the case of the latter country, the figures obtained 
under the new system have been considerably 
higher than those obtained under the old. Most 
of the data referring to the United States have 
been revised for back years as far as 1919 on the 
basis of the results of the agricultural census. 

The figures for 1935 and, more particularly, 
those of the northern hemisphere for 1935/36 
generally represent provisional estimates of the 
last harvest or forecasts of the current harvest. 
In the case of some countries, the 1934 statements, 
and less frequently those for 1933, are also subject 
to revision. 

Price quotations. — The quotations given at 
the bottom of the tables represent the yearly 
average prices and those of December of each 
year (average prices calculated from one quotation 
for each week). In the present issue of the Year- 
Book, the average prices for a commercial year 
spreading over two calendar years are given in 
a uniform manner in the same columns as the 
prices for the month of December falling within 
the commercial year. (E.g., the prices for the 
commercial year I.VIII.1930 — 31.VII.1931 or 
1.X.1930 — 30.IX.1931, together with XII.1930). 

All the quotations are expressed in “ gold francs ” 
per metric quintal (100 kg) (the franc being 
that of the former Latin Monetary Union, with 
a gold content of 0.29 g fine and corresponding to 
the Swiss franc). They refer, whenever possible, 
to the most representative markets and grades. 
Weekly and more complete price returns are 
published regularly in the Year-Book and the 
Monthly Crop Returns of the International 
Institute of Agriculture.

In certain countries, the manufacture or sale of beer 
was legally prohibited during a part of the period covered. 
Prohibition in Canada was maintained in two provinces 
up to 1927, in one up to 1930, and is still maintained in 
one. In the United States, the Federal prohibition, in 
force since 1920, was repealed as from December 6th, 
1933. However, Congress having declared that beer 
containing less than 3.2 % alcohol by weight was not 
to be considered as an intoxicating liquor, the majority 
of the States admitted it since the early months of 1933. 
At the end of 1935, two States still maintained the 
prohibition of beer. In Finland, prohibition, in force 
since 1919, was repealed as from April 5th, 1932. In the 
Union of South Africa, the Liquor Act of 1928 prohibits 
the supply of beer containing more than 2 % of alcohol 
by volume to aboriginal natives, and, in two provinces, 
also to Asiatics and coloured persons. 

With the exception of countries which, like the Irish 
Free State, Japan, etc., export a considerable proportion 
of their production, data relating to production or sales 
of beer may be taken as roughly representative of con- 
sumption.

The index includes eighty-one basic commodities, classified 
according to three different criteria : (a) according to origin, 
into (1) agricultural including marine products, and (2) non- 
agncultural — i.e., forest and mineral — products ; (b) according 
to use, into (1) foodstuffs, including beverages and raw tobacco, 
(2) fodder crops, and (3) raw materials ; (c) according to indus- 
try, into fourteen commodity groups. The data on which 
the index is based are mostly those given in the present Year-

The index is designed to measure the changes ip the quantum 
of production. It is calculated according to the aggregative 
method, the quantity of each commodity produced each year 
being multiplied by a representative average price for 1930.

Note. —- The present indices, calculated for the volume World 
Production and Prices issued by the Secretariat of the League 
of Nations, represent weighted arithmetic averages of the 
available national indices of industrial activity, excluding 
building and electric-power generation. The weights employed 
have been determined in accordance with the relative industrial 
importance in 1925-1929 of the countries concerned as estimated 
mainly on the basis of the net value of their industrial produc- 
tion. For further details, see World Production and Prices, 
1935/36, Geneva, 1936. 

The quinquennium 1925-1929 has been chosen as base period 
in order to facilitate comparison with the world index of primary 
production and more particularly its sub-index of raw mate- 
rials (cf. Table 105). Although one point of decimals is shown, 
the figures must necessarily have a considerable margin of 
error. 

The average level of the monthly indices for 1935 for Europe 
and the world is slightly lower than that of the corresponding 
annual indices. The difference is due to the fact that the 
monthly indices of certain countries are less comprehensive 
in scope than their annual indices.

Explanatory Note. 

The diversity of the products of manufacture and the absence 
of comprehensive production statistics render an exact measure 
of the fluctuations in the physical output of industry impossible 
in almost all countries. The majority of the indices shown 
should be regarded as merely furnishing a rough indication 
of changes in industrial activity. 

The indices vary widely in scope and in the methods of 
compilation employed. Some cover almost the entire range 
of national industry ; others are limited to important industries 
or branches of industry which are considered representative 
Some are based mainly on returns of actual quantities pro- 
duced ; some on values produced, corrected by a price index 
to show quantum changes ; others make extensive use — and 
almost all make some use — of indirect measures of activity, 
such as hours worked, imports of raw materials, orders filed, 
etc. These indirect measures may be influenced by changes 
in working efficiency, seasonal character of orders and shipments, 
importance of stocks, trend of prices, etc. 

Most of the monthly series are corrected for inequalities of 
months. Some are designed to show actual monthly changes, 
in activity or goods produced, but the majority are adjusted, 
where necessary, for normal seasonal variations in order to 
show trend. 

Since the last issue of the Year-Book, new indices have been 
added for Spain, Italy and the United Kingdom (basis 1930). 
The indices for Germany have been revised and the annual 
indices for Denmark recomputed on the basis 1931. 

The monthly general indices and most of the series for 
investment and consumption goods and for textiles and 
engineering shown in the table are kept regularly up to date in 
the Monthly Bulletin of Statistics of the League of Nations. 
The Bulletin gives also detailed notes on all important changes 
which occur in the methods of computing the indices.

Service traffic, however, may be partly paid for. There is naturally 
less free traffic on private lines than on State lines. 

Four columns have been added to the table which summarise the 
scope of the statistics. They indicate respectively whether (i) the 
whole or practically the whole railway system has been included 
(X) or not (—), (ii) whether free passengers, (iii) season-ticket 
holders, (iv) soldiers are included ( X) or excluded (—). In most 
cases where account is taken of season tickets, such tickets are 
reckoned in the statistics for a specific number of journeys. 

The totals given are necessarily incomplete because of the 
lack of data for a great number of countries.

General Note. ■— The statistics concerning air navigation are 
not uniform. The data given in the table relate as far as possible 
to regular services run by air navigation companies ; occasional 
flights, pleasure flights, chartered flights (for instance, in con- 
nection with forestry or mine-prospecting operations etc.) have 
not been included. 

Contrary to the principle adopted in certain national statistics, 
the data reproduced in the tables do not, as a general rule, 
include traffic operated by foreign companies ; but they do 
include traffic operated abroad. This distinction, based on 
the concept of the flag rather than on that of political frontiers, 
is necessary owing to the international and even intercontinental 
character of air navigation. It is, moreover, the only means 
of avoiding overlapping. For this reason, countries in which 
air traffic exists but which have no companies of their own 
are, as a rule, not mentioned in the table. 

The figures for distances covered show the number of kilo- 
metres (in thousands) actually flown on regular services. In 
the majority of cases, the figures for passenger-kilometres 
include paying passengers as well as passengers carried free 
of charge, but do not usually take account of the crew. The 
figures for mail carried apparently include newspapers in some 
cases, but not in others. The figures for freight are not uniform 
either ; in most cases, they do not include the companies own 
service traffic, but include luggage. As a rule, only luggage in 
excess of the quantity carried free of charge appears to be 
included in the statistics.

cas, par les gouvernements. Ces releves ont parfois subi certains 
ajustements permettant de les rendre plus comparables. Tons 
les releves ne constituent que des estimations, et les chiffres 
relatifs a certaines rubriques sont tres incertains. 

Les donn6es sont exprimees en dollars-or a I’ancienne parite. 
Dans les cas oh les releves originaux ont ete etablis en mon- 

naies depr6ciees, on a dll faire la conversion au cours moyen 
de 1’annee. 

De plus amples details et des explications sur la maniere dont 
les chiffres oni ete calcules sont donnes dans les volumes annuels 
sur les balances des paiements publics par la Societe des Nations 
(derniere edition intitulee Balances des paiements, 1934). 

Les chiffres representent non des paiements effectues, mais, 
dans la mesure du possible, la balance des transactions mone- 
taires internationales comptabilisees. 

Theoriquement, le deficit ou Fexcedent, pour le compte 
des marchandises, services et or, doit concorder avec le 
mouvement net des entries ou des sorties de capitaux. La ba- 
lance d6finitive, qui apparait pratiquement (col. 10 du tableau), 
repr&ente les erreurs et les omissions. Dans certains cas, les 
divergences sont si grandes que Fon ne peut tirer aucune conclu- 
sion siire quant a Famplitude du mouvement des capitaux. 

Le fait que, pour certains pays, il n’apparait pas dans la der- 
m6re colonne de balance de ce genre ne signifie pas necessaire- 
ment que le releve soit absolument exact, car, dans la plupart 
de ces cas, les chiffres inscrits dans la colonne relative aux 
operations de capitaux h court terme (col. 8) sont obtenus en calculant la difference entre la balance du mouvement des 
capitaux a long terme (col. 7) et celle des marchandises, des 
services et de For (col. 6). Ils comprennent done une marge pour 
les erreurs et omissions possibles dans les autres colonnes. Cette 
methode implique que les chiffres relatifs aux marchandises, aux 
services, a For et aux capitaux a long terme sont assez complets 
ou que les erreurs et les omissions peuvent 6tre consid6rees 
comme se compensant. Les chiffres calculus ainsi indirectement 
sont donnas entre parentheses. 

Voici les principales caract6ristiques des rubriques du tableau : 
Marchandises (col. 1). — Les chiffres de base pour le calcul

Les donn£es primitives ont 6te 
rectifi^es de fa?on a exprimer la valeur c. i. f. des importations 
et la valeur f. o. b. des exportations. On a, pour cela, fait entrer 
en ligne de compte des elements tels que les frets h Fimpor- 
tation, les sous-estimations et les surest!motions des importa- 
tions et des exportations, la contrebande et diverses categories 
de marchandises non comprises dans les releves du commerce. 

Inttrits et dividendes (col. 2). — Les interets et dividendes 
inyestis a nouveau dans le pays oh ils ont ete gagnes et qui, par 
suite, ne sont jamais comp16s dans les paiements internationaux, 
sont compris, dans la plupart des cas, dans cette colonne et 
compenses dans les colonnes relatives au mouvement des capitaux. 

Autres services (col. 3). — Ce groupe comprend des elements 
tels que le fret maritime pour transports internationaux (les 
importations de marchandises etant indiquees c. i. f. et les 
exportations de marchandises f. o. b., on a inclus le chiffre 
total de ces frets, e’est-a-dire mSme la tranche ne comportant 
pas de paiements internationaux), les gains de transit, les 
dispenses de touristes et de voyageurs, les depenses diplomatiques 
et autres des gouvernements, etc., et, d’autre part, certains 
transferts monfstaires qui n’entrent pas, a proprement parler, 
sous la denomination de services, les sommes detenues par les 
emigrants et les remises effectuees par eux et tous les paiements 
faits au titre des reparations, qu’ils soient en especes ou en 
nature. Les reparations en nature ont cependant ete comprises, 
ayec le signe oppose, egalement dans le groupe des marchan- 
dises et, par suite, n’affectent pas la balance totale du compte.

Or (col. 5). — Les chiffres donnes dans les releves du com- 
merce ont, dans certains cas, subi des ajustements pour tenir 
compte des mouvements d’or non enregistres. Dans le cas de 
certains pays (par exemple, les Etats-Unis), les changements 
survenus dans les quantit6s d’or en depdt pour le compte de 
l etranger dans le pays ou pour le compte du pays a 1’etran- 
ger sont group6s dans le commerce de For enregistre. 

On n’a pas tente d’etablir une distinction entre les transferts 
bancaires> d’or et les autres mouvements d’or. Ainsi, les expor- 
tations d’or provenant des mines sud-africaines sont indiquees 
dans la col. 5, quoique revfitant le caract^re d’une exportation 
de marchandises.

General Note. 
Unless otherwise stated, the figures are based on official 

statements, the majority of which have been supplied directly 
by the respective Governments. These statements have been 
rearranged whenever necessary, so as to secure greater compa- 
rability. All the statements are merely estimates and the figures 
given for certain items are to some extent conjectural in character. 

The data are expressed in terms of gold dollars at the old parity. 
Where the original statements were made out in depreciated 

currencies, conversion had to be made at the average exchange 
rate for the year. 

Further details and explanations as to the manner in which 
the figures are calculated will be found in League of Nations 
annual publications on balances of payments (last issue entitled 
Balances of Payments, 1934). 

The figures do not represent actual money transfers, but, as 
closely as possible, an account of international money trans- 
actions booked. 

In theory, the deficit or surplus on account of goods, services 
and gold should agree with the net inward or outward move- 
ment of capital. The final balance that, in practice, occurs 
(col. 10 of the table) represents errors and omissions. In certain 
cases, the discrepancy is so large that no deductions with 
regard to the magnitude of the capital movement can be safely 
drawn. 

The absence of such a balance in the last column does not 
necessarily mean that the statement concerned is rigidly exact, 
for, in most of these cases, the figures entered in the column 
for short-term capital operations (col. 8) represent the difference 
between the balance of long-term capital movements (col. 7) 
and that of goods, services and gold (col. 6). They include, 
therefore, allowances for possible errors and omissions in the other 
columns. This method implies that the figures for goods, 
services, gold and long-term capital items are fairly complete, 
or that errors and omissions can be considered as offsetting 
each other. Such indirectly calculated figures are given in 
brackets. 

The main characteristics of the items shown in the table are: 
Merchandise (col. 1). — The basic figures for the balances 

include silver bullion and coin other than gold. The original 
data have been adjusted so as to represent the c.i.f. value 
of imports and f.o.b. value of exports, by taking into consi- 
deration such items as import freights, under- and over-valuations 
of imports and exports, contraband and various categories 
of goods not included in trade returns. 

Interest and dividends (col. 2). — Interest and dividends re- 
invested in the country where they are earned, and thus never 
entering into international payments, are in most cases included 
in this column and offset in the columns for capital movements. 

Other services (col. 3). — This group includes such items as 
shipping freights earned in international trade (as merchandise 
imports are shown c.i.f. and merchandise exports f.o.b., 
the total of such freights has been included, even the portion 
which involves no international payment), transit earnings, 
expenditure of tourists and travellers, diplomatic and other 
Government expenditure, etc. ; further, certain money transfers 
not properly of the nature of services, such as emigrants’ funds 
and remittances, and all reparation payments, whether in 
cash or in kind. Reparations in kind are, however, included 
also in the merchandise group under the opposite sign, and 
accordingly do not affect the total balance of the account. 
The reason for including reparation payments in col. 3 is that 
it is not generally possible to divide them into amortisation 
(capital item) and interest. On the other hand, the service 
of war debts and other intergovernmental debts is, unless 
otherwise indicated (as in the case of the United Kingdom and 
France), split up into interest and amortisation (col. 2 and 7). 

Total goods and services (col. 4). — This item represents 
most nearly the balance of the current transactions, except 
in cases where the gold transfers given in the following column 
are wholly or partly of a merchandise nature. 

. Gold (col. 5). — The figures given in the trade returns have m some cases been adjusted on account of unrecorded gold 
movements. In the case of certain countries (e.g., the United 
States), changes in the amount of gold under earmark held 
for foreign account in the country, or for national account 
abroad, are grouped with the recorded trade in gold. 

No attempt has been made to separate banking transfers 
of gold from other gold movements. Thus, for example, the 
South African gold exports from the mines are shown in col. 5, 
although of a merchandise nature.

Long-term capital items (col. 7). — This column refers to 
such items as amortisation of long-term debts, purchases and 
sales of securities and real estate, new capital issues floated 
and direct long-term investments. 

Short-term capital items (col. 8). — These data refer to mer- 
chandise credits and other floating assets and debts of banks, 
enterprises, etc., and are, as a rule, not comprehensive. The 
figures are generally calculated as the difference between the 
amounts outstanding at the beginning and the end of the 
year, allowance being made for changes due to variations iu 
exchange rates, insolvency, etc. Figures obtained by deduction 
and entered, as mentioned above, as balancing accounts are 
given in brackets.

Part (a). — Price of gold : The price of gold at New York 

from October 25th, 1933, to January 31st, 1934, is the official 
purchase price of newly mined domestic gold, and from February 
1st, 1934, the purchase price of gold fixed by presidential decree. 

Part (b). — Rates in Paris : Average of daily quotations of 
various currencies in terms of French francs. 

Part (c). — Value of currencies as percentage of their gold 
parity in 1929 : As a rule, the monthly average value of cur- 
rencies, calculated on the basis of the official rates, is given 
as a percentage of the gold parity in 1929. For countries whose 
currencies are based on silver (China, Hong-Kong, Iran) and 
for countries in which the gold standard was not restored during 
the post-war period (Spain, Turkey), percentages are given 
in relation to the average rate of exchange in 1929. For countries 
which established a new parity during the period 1929- 
September 1931 (Peru, Portugal, Yugoslavia), this new legal 
parity has been taken as basis. Percentages given in brackets 
relate to cases in which the parity taken as basis was not that 
legally established in those years. 

The gold value of currencies has been calculated as a rule 
according to the New York rates on the countries in question ; 
since the depreciation of the U.S. dollar, the sates are recal- 
culated in gold by means of the quotation of the French franc 
in New York. In certain cases, calculations are based on the 
London rates (Egypt, Siam), or on the Basle rates (Austria, 
from October 1931 to June 1935; Bulgaria since 1933; Roumama, 
since 1933), or on the rates in the country itself (Albania, Costa 
Rica, Danzig, Ecuador (since 1934), Estonia, Hungary (since 
1933), Iran, Latvia, Lithuania, Salvador, Turkey).

I.1 y a lieu de noter que les monnaies du Honduras et des Philippines sent legalement liees au dollar des Etats-Unis, et 

que Cuba, la Republique Dominicaine, Haiti et le Panama 
ne possedent pas un systeme monetaire complet et se servent, 
dans une grande mesure, du dollar des Etats-Unis ; le systeme 
monetaire du Paraguay est base sur le peso argentin ; Fetalon- 
or n a pas ete retabli legalement depuis la guerre dans les pays 
suivants : Costa-Rica, Espagne, Nouvelle-Zelande, Turquie, 
Cruguay ; en fait, la Nouvelle-Zilande et V Uruguay etaient 
revenus a la parite-or avant 1929. 

Dans certains pays ayant etabli un controle offlciel des 
changes, il y a, a cote du cours offlciel, tel qu’il a ete utilise 
pour le tableau 122, un ou plusieurs cours «libres » dont 1’emploi 
est autorise pour certaines transactions et dont le taux est 
mfeneur a celui du marche offlciel. Le tableau insere a la fin 
de la presente note indique, pour quelques pays, ces cours 
libres en pourcentage des parites-or en 1929. 

Les notes suivantes indiquent les principaux changements 
monetaires survenus dans les differents pays : 

Argentine : depuis le 29 novembre 1933, le peso a deux cours 
reconnus, le cours offlciel et le cours libre. Les devises prove- 
nant d’exportations « regulieres» (sauf la laine) doivent etre 
cedees au cours offlciel (stabilise en fait depuis le 19 Janvier 
1934 au taux de 15 pesos-papier pour 1 £) a la Banco Central, 
chargee, depuis le 2 Janvier 1936, de les vendre au cours offlciel 
de vente aux detenteurs d’autorisations delivrees par la 
Commission de controle des changes. Les devises provenant 
d exportations « supplementaires », de comptes bloques liberes, 
de transports, etc., se traitent sur le marche libre au cours libre. 

Bolivie : Depuis octobre 1931, le boliviano a deux cours, 
le cours officiel et le cours libre. Le decret du 24 Janvier 1935 
a interdit les transactions sur le marche libre, autorisees par 
un decret du 5 novembre 1934, et il a institue deux cours legaux 
de change, cours offlciel et cours d’exportation, en flxant en 
meme temps les pourcentages (suivant les marchandises) des 
devises que les exportateurs devaient remettre a la Banco 
Central au cours offlciel et au cours d’exportation. Le ler avril 
1936, le cours d’exportation a 6te aboli et le gouvernemsnt a 
lixe le taux offlciel de 50 bolivianos pour 1 £. 

Rresit: le cours libre du milreis a ete reconnu le 22 mai 1934. 
Depuis le 11 fevrier 1935, 65 % des devises provenant des 
exportations peuvent etre vendus au cours libre, le reste devant 
etre cede, au cours officiel, a la Banco do Brasil pour les besoins 
du gouvemement. Depuis le 28 Juin 1935, les achats des devises 
sur le marche libre, qui du 11 fevrier au 28 Juin 1935 etaient libres 
dans la mesure oh ils etaient limites a la quote-part de 65%, 
sont soumis de nouveau a 1’autorisation prealable du controle 
des changes, systeme en vigueur avant mai 1934. 

Chili : la valeur officielle du peso, reduite en avril 1932 de 
6 pence-or a 3 pence-or, a ete fixee, le 2 Janvier 1935, a 1 % 
pence-or. Un certain pourcentage des devises produites par 
1’exportation doit etre remis a la Banco Central au cours offlciel. 
Ce pourcentage varie de 1 a 20 %, selon les marchandises. 
A cote du cours offlciel, le peso a encore un cours d’exportation, 
un cours de compensation et un cours libre. Le cours d’exporta- 
tion sert pour les transactions avec les pays qui, comme les 
Etats-Unis ou le Royaume-Uni, n’ont pas un accord de com- 
pensation avec le Chili. Par contre, de nombreux Etats ont 
conclu avec le Chili des accords de compensation comportant 
des cours, dits de compensation, pour les transactions courantes 
ainsi que pour la liquidation des creances gelees. Le cours libre 
sert pour les devises ne provenant pas d’exportations et pour 
les operations qui ne sont pas couvertes par la loi du controle 
des changes. 

Colombie : le cours offlciel du peso, maintenu jusqu’en fevrier 
1933 sur la base de 1,05 peso pour 1 U. S. $, a ete releve plu- 
sieurs fois depuis la devaluation du dollar. Le controle des 
changes a eU assoupli a plusieurs reprises : depuis le 28 septembre 
1935, le pourcentage de vente obligatoire de devises a la Banco 
Central au cours offlciel (15 % depuis le 1” Juillet 1934) a 
ete reduit a 12 %. 

Equateur : le cours offlciel d’achat, qui a ete fixe en mai 
1932 a 5,95 sucres pour 1 U. S. $ (ancienne parite 5,05), a ete 
maintenu apres la depreciation du dollar. La valeur du sucre, 
dont le cours libre oscillait depuis Janvier 1935 aux environs 
de 10,50 pour 1$, a ete fixee, le 19 decembre 1935, pour la revalo- 
risation des reserves d’or, a 9,968 sucres pour un g d’or fin. 

Elats-Unis : en vertu du Gold Reserve Act du 30 Janvier 
1934, le prix d’achat de 1’or a ete fixe provisoirement, par decret, 
a 35 $ par once d’or fin (ancienne parite : 20,67 $), ce qui implique 
une depreciation de 40,94 %. L’autorisation que la loi du 30 
Janvier 1934 a conferee, sous certaines conditions, au President 
de reduire a 50 % de son ancienne parite la teneur-or du dollar, 
a ete prorogee, le 30 Janvier 1936, d’une annee. 

Uruguay : depuis fevrier 1934, le peso a trois cours : le cours 
offlciel, le cours libre dirige (appele Jadis cours « compense ») 
et le cours libre. L’emploi de ces cours depend en general de 
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sh?uld be n,oted tllat the currencies of Honduras and the Philippines are linked by law to the U.S. dollar and that 
Cuba, the Dominican Republic, Haiti and Panama do not possess 
a complete monetary system of their own and, to a large extent 
use the U.S. dollar ; the currency system of Paraguay is based 
on the Argentine peso ; the gold standard has not been legally 
restored since the war in the following countries : Costa Rica 
Rew Zealand, Spain, Turkey, Uruguay ; but New Zealand 
and Uruguay, in fact, returned to gold parity before 1929 

In certain countries which have established official foreign 
exchange control, there are, in addition to the official rate, 
utilised for lable 122, one or more “ free ” rates, whose use 
is authorised for certain transactions and which are lower than 
the official market rates. The table given at the end of the 
present note shows for a number of countries these free rates 
as percentages of the parities in 1929. 

The following notes relate to the main monetary changes 
which occurred in the various countries. 

Argentine : since November 29th, 1933, the peso has had 
two recognised rates — the official rate and the free rate. The 
exchange derived from “ regular ” exports (except wool) must 
be surrendered at the official rate (stabilised in practice since 
January 19th, 1934, at 15 paper pesos to the £) to the Banco 
Central, which, since January 2nd, 1936, has been responsible 
for selling it at the official selling rate to bearers of authorisations 
issued by the Exchange Control Commission. Transactions 
in foreign exchange derived from “ additional ” exports, 
blocked balances released, transport, etc., are effected on the 
free market at the free rate.

Since 
June 28th, 1935, purchases of foreign exchange on the free 
market which from February 11th to June 28th, 1935, were 
ireewithin the quota of 65%, are again subject to the previous 
authorisation of the exchange control, a system which was 
in force prior to May 1934. 

Chile : the official value of the peso, reduced in April 1932 
from 6d. gold to 3d. gold, was fixed on January 2nd, 1935, 
at 1 V-id. gold. A certain percentage of the foreign exchange 
derived from exportation must be sold to the Banco Central at 
the official rate ; this percentage varies from 1 to 20 %, according 
to the commodity. In addition to the official rate, the peso 
also has an export rate, a compensation rate and a free rate. 
The export rate holds good for transactions with countries 
which, like the United States or the United Kingdom, have 
no compensation agreement with Chile. Numerous States 
have concluded with Chile compensation agreements which 
fix “ compensation ” rates of exchange for current transactions 
and for the liquidation of frozen claims. The free rate applies 
to exchange not derived from exports and for transactions 
not covered by the law on exchange control. 

Colombia : the official rate of the peso, maintained until 
February 1933 on the basis of 1.05 pesos to one U.S. $, has 
been raised several times since the devaluation of the dollar. 
Exchange control has been relaxed on several occasions : since 
September 28th, 1935, the compulsory percentage of foreign 
exchange which must be sold to the Banco Central at the official 
rate (15 % since July 1st, 1934) has been reduced to 12%. 

Ecuador : the official buying rate, which was fixed in May 
1932 at 5.95 sucres to one U.S. I (former parity, 5.05), has been 
maintained since the depreciation of the dollar. The value 
of the sucre, the free rate of which fluctuated since January 
1935 in the neighbourhood of 10.50 to the dollar, was fixed 
on December 19th, 1935, for the revaluation of the gold reserves, 
at 9.968 sucres to one gramme of fine gold. 

United States : in virtue of the Gold Reserve Act of January 
30th, 1934, the purchase price of gold was provisionally fixed 
by decree at § 35 per ounce of fine gold (former parity, $ 20.67), 
representing a depreciation of 40.94 %. The authorisation 
conferred on the President by the Law of January 30th, 1934, to 
reduce the gold content of the dollar, subject to certain con- 
ditions, to 50 % of its former parity was extended on 
January 30th, 1936, for one year. 

Uruguay : since February 1934, the peso has had three rates 
-—• the official rate, the managed free rate (previously known 
as “ compensated ” rate) and the free rate.

The 
Decree of March 3rd, 1936, conferred powers of exchange control 
on the Banco de la Republica. 

China (Shanghai) : the national silver dollar, equivalent 
to 0.715 former Shanghai tael, was created in April 1933. 
Owing to the rise in the price of silver brought about by the 
purchases on behalf of the United States Government, as a 
result of the Silver Purchase Act of 1934, the Chinese Govern- 
ment instituted exchange control on September 9th, 1934, to 
check the export of silver, and on October 19th, 1934, it estab- 
lished an export tax of 10% (including normal minting charges 
of 2 14 %) on silver and an equalisation charge equal to the 
difference between the theoretical parity of the London price 
of silver and the official rate fixed by the Central Bank of China, 
after allowing for export duty. On November 2nd, 1935, the 
Government abandoned the silver standard and fixed the rate 
of the Chinese dollar in sterling (14’Ad-) and in U.S.A. dollars 
(29% cents). The export tax on silver was raised to 66%%. 

Hong-Kong : on November 9th, 1935, the Government 
prohibited the export of silver metal and instituted exchange 
control. 

Germany : apart from the official mark maintained at par, 
there are various categories of depreciated marks, of which 
the following have been included in the table of free rates 
given at the end of the present note: (1) the Registermark 
(Registerguthaben), arising from foreign claims consolidated 
in 1933 and utilised for travelling, investments in Germany, 
etc. (the Reisemark or tourist mark, a special category of 
Registermark, is used only for travelling) ; (2) the Kredilsperr- 
maik (Kreditsperrguthaben) has arisen from credits not subject 
to “ Standstill ” agreements and from sales of property belonging 
to foreigners ; (3) the Effektensperrmark (Wertpapiersperrgut- 
haben) arises from the sale of securities in Germany. 

Austria : the depreciation of the schilling, which began in 
September 1931, was officially recognised at the end of February 
1932 (authorisation of commercial transactions at free rates). 
The gold value of the currency provisionally adopted on April 
30th, 1934, for the revaluation of the gold reserves was fixed 
at 78.7 % of the former parity (private clearing rate). Exchange 
control, without being officially abolished, has been gradually 
relaxed. 

Belgium : when the gold standard was suspended on March 
30th, 1935, the range of ultimate devaluation was fixed at 
25-30 %. On March 31st, 1935, the rate of devaluation of 
the belga was provisionally fixed at 28 %. The new parity became 
definitive on March 31st, 1936. 

Bulgaria : the system of private compensations, whose 
importance has been increasing since the end of 1934, gives 
rise to premiums which vary according to the groups of goods 
and the different foreign currencies. Certain modifications 
recently introduced into exchange control have simplified 
this system of numerous premiums. 

Danzig : a new gold parity of the gulden was fixed on May 
2nd, 1935, involving a devaluation of 42.37% compared with 
the old parity and bringing the gulden to the level of the zloty. 
The exchange control established on June 11th, 1935, has been 
gradually relaxed. 

Spain : the gold standard has not been restored in the post- 
war period. The exchange control established in May 1931 
has been modified on several occasions, notably on November 
8th, 1935, and March 18th, 1936. 

Estonia : the crown, which began to depreciate on June 
28th, 1933, has been linked to sterling since September 1st, 
1933. 

Hungary : the exchange control was reorganised in December 
1935. The National Bank buys, at the nominal rate of the 
gold pengo + a uniform premium of 50%, the foreign exchange 
derived from Hungarian exports to countries which have not 
concluded clearing agreements with Hungary ; a premium 
of 38 % is applied to countries which have concluded clearing 
agreements and whose currencies are on a gold basis. Different 
kinds of premium are applied to exchange of countries which 
have concluded special arrangements with Hungary (Austria, 
Czechoslovakia, Germany, Yugoslavia). The National Bank 
sells foreign exchange at the rates mentioned above, plus a 
surcharge of 3%. 

Italy : the price which the Bank of Italy pays Italian citi- 
zens residing in Italy for their gold was raised on November 
27th, 1935, by 18.53 % as compared with par value. The tourist 
lira created by the Decree of March 20th, 1936, has been fixed 
at a rate depreciated by 31.6% compared with par value. 

Luxemburg : the Luxemburg franc was devaluated on 
April 1st, 1935, by 10%. 

Poland : as a result of the introduction of an exchange control 
in April 1936, all transactions in exchange and in gold are 
prohibited, except through “ Exchange banks ” and for business 
provided for by exchange regulations. 

Roumania : exchange control has been reorganised on several

U.S.S.R. : a new value has been fixed for the rouble on 
two occasions — (1) In virtue of the Decree of November 16th, 
1935, which came into force on January 1st, 1936, foreign 
tourists may acquire roubles at the rate of 3 French francs ; 
(2) The Decree of March 1st, 1936, extends this rate of the rouble 
as from April 1st, 1936, to all commercial transactions with 
foreign countries and to the balance-sheet of the State Bank, 
the gold and foreign exchange holdings of which were revalued 
on this basis. This implies a fine gold content of the rouble 
of 0.17685 g. and a devaluation of 77.2 %. The sale, but not the 
purchase, of foreign exchange is free. 

Yugoslavia : the premium of 20% fixed in October 1932 
on foreign exchange for all transactions with countries not 
having a clearing Convention with Yugoslavia was raised in 
January 1933 to 28 % % and applied to all countries. 

More detailed information on the evolution of exchange 
rates and control in the different countries will be found in 
the publications of the Economic Intelligence Service of the 
League of Nations : Commercial Banks, 1929-1934, and Money 
and Banking, 1935136.

NOTES TO TABLE 126. — Central Gold Reserves. 
This table summarises the national central gold reserves 

according to Table 125, in terms of a common unit of 
measure — the U.S. dollar, reckoned on the basis of a 
content of $1 = 1.50463 grammes of fine gold, which 
was legally in force during all the years considered except 
1934 and 1935. It includes in principle all gold in the actual 
possession of banks of issue and note-issue departments of 
Treasuries. Gold held under earmark abroad is in all cases 
included in the figure for the country for whose account 
it is earmarked and excluded from the figure for the 
country where it is deposited. Any gold which may be 
held by the Exchange Equalisation Funds established by 
certain Governments in recent years is not included in 
the table. 

In the general note accompanying the present table 
in previous editions of this Year-Book, attention has been 
drawn to certain important gold developments which 
have taken place since the outburst of the international 
financial crisis in the middle of 1931 and the subsequent 
suspension of the gold standard by a large number of 
countries. A substantial proportion of the gold hoards 
in Eastern countries has been coming forward since that 
date — from India and China alone some $770 million 
up to the end of 1935 — and, in addition, considerable 
amounts of gold from other non-monetary sources have 
likewise become available for monetary use. Further, 
the appreciation of gold in terms of goods and services 
in the world as a whole and in terms of the depreciated 
national currencies of most gold-producing countries has 
given an impetus to gold production (see corresponding 
table). Between the middle of 1931 and the end of 1935, 
over $2,100 million of new gold has been produced in 
the world, apart from the U.S.S.R., and, of this amount, 
only a minor proportion — say some 10% — is estimated 
to have been absorbed by the greatly reduced demand 
from the arts. On the other hand, central gold reserves 
of the world, apart from the U.S.S.R., increased by some 
$1,630 million. If for purposes of comparison Ihe total 
of the old gold that has come forward from hoards in the 
East and other non-monetary sources, and the new gold 
produced which has not been absorbed in the arts in that 
period, be very roughly estimated at something not far 
from $2.9 milliard, there would have been, at the end 
of 1935, an invisible surplus of roughly $1 % milliard 
of former gold content. This surplus may in part 
be accounted for by unrecorded acquisitions of gold 
by Exchange Equalisation Funds or even central 
banks, but represents undoubtedly in the main fresh 
hoarding which has taken place in certain Western 
countries since the middle of 1931. While in the course 
of 1934 a large proportion of the invisible surplus accrued 
to recorded central gold reserves, the movement was 
again reversed in 1935. During that year an amount 
corresponding to more than half the aggregate of the 
newly extracted gold which became available for monetary 
use and of the old gold released from Eastern hoards 
went to increase the invisible surplus.

Belgium. — Shares included are divided into eight groups : 
gas and electricity ; metallurgy ; collieries ; zinc, lead and 
mines ; glass industry ; textiles and silk ; colonial industries; 
miscellaneous. The index is a chain-index linked back to 
January 1928 ; group indices are calculated by simple arithmetic 
averages, but the general index is weighted according to the 
relative importance of each group. 

Canada. — The index is a chain-index linked back to 1926. 
The aggregative formula is employed, weights representing the 
amount of stock outstanding. Account is taken of the issue of 
new shares and of capital reconstructions. 

Chile. — The index is a weighted arithmetic average, the 
weights representing the capital of the respective companies. 

Denmark. — The index is a weighted arithmetic average 
being based on the book capital of the different undertakings. 

Spain. — The shares included are divided into five groups: 
steel and metallurgy, electricity, building, food industry, mis- 
cellaneous. The general index is a simple arithmetic average. 

U.S.A. — The index refers to industrial shares including a 
few preference shares, the great majority of which are quoted 
on the New York Stock Exchange. The aggregative formula 
is employed, the amount of shares outstanding serving as 
weighting coefficients. Account is taken of capital reconstruc- 
tions, of new shares introduced on the market and of those 
struck off the list. 

Prance. — The shares included are divided into twelve groups : 
coal-mining, pig-iron and steel, engineering and shipbuilding, 
building materials, chemicals, textiles, gas, electricity, and 
miscellaneous industries. The general index is an arithmetic 
average of the group indices, weighted according to the number 
of shares in each group. 

Greece. — Seven shares relating to the chemical industry, 
tobacco and mills. Weighted geometric average of individual 
indices, the weighting being based on the number of transac- 
tions realised in the period 1/1928 to XII/1929. 

Hungary. — The index covers all the shares quoted on the 
Budapest Stock Exchange : mills, mines and brick-yards, pig- 
iron industry and engineering, wood industry, sugar refineries, 
gas and electricity, breweries and distilleries, textile and 
chemical industry. It is calculated according to the aggregative 
formula. 

Italy. — The index covers ten groups: mining, metallurgy, 
engineering, motor-cars, food industries, chemical industries, 
textiles, electricity, water supply, sundry manufactures. It 
represents a weighted arithmetic average, the weighting being 
based on the capital of the companies ; it is linked up by the 
chain system to the base 1928 ; changes in capital and formation 
or suppression of companies are taken into account. 

Japan. — The index includes the following groups : textile 
industry, manufacturing industry, and mines. It is a chain 
index and is linked back to January 1930. 

Mexico. — The index, which covers industrial and mining 
shares, is weighted according to the outstanding capital. 

Norway. — The index includes all the industrial shares quoted 
on the Oslo Stock Exchange. The index is expressed as a per- 
centage of the paid-up value of each share. Weighted geo- 
metric mean. 

Netherlands. — The shares included are divided into ten 
groups : engineering, shipbuilding, electrical industry, electric- 
light bulbs, textiles, chemicals, oils and fats, tobacco and 
cigars, food and allied products, miscellaneous. The simple 
geometric mean is employed but in drawing up the list of shares 
account has been taken of the relative importance of the various 
ndustries. 

Poland. — The index, which is calculated by means of a 
geometric average, refers to seven undertakings, the shares of 
which are most representative. Account is taken of the divi- 
dends distributed and of changes in share values in conse- 
quence of capital reconstructions. 

United Kingdom. — The index is a weighted arithmetic 
average, the weights corresponding to the importance of the 
various industries and of the companies within those industries. 

Sweden. — The index covers industrial and shipping shares. 
Account is taken of the dividends distributed and of capital 
reconstructions. 

Switzerland. — The index includes the shares of all industrial 
companies with a capital of more than five million francs. It is 
based on the aggregative formula, the nominal value of the total 
paid-up capital serving as base. 

Czechoslovakia. — The index is calculated from the total 
value of the quotations of all industrial and transport shares 
quoted on the Prague Stock Exchange; it is indirectly weighted 
by the different nominal values of the individual shares.

General Note. — Particular attention is drawn to paragraph 
5 below, dealing with a change in the method of presenting 
receipts, especially as regards the inclusion or exclusion of 
loans. 

1. With the exception of the U.S.S.R., the table refers 
to budgets of Central Governments only. 

2. Whereas the figures shown for each country are normally 
comparable — unless there has been a change in the method 
of accounting — there is no comparability between the figures 
of the different countries. This incomparability is due to the 
differences: (1) in the proportion between public and private 
activities; (2) in the proportion between the activities of 
central, regional, local and other public bodies ; (3) in 
methods of accounting. 

3. The figures shown represent, for many countries, estimated 
or actual cash receipts and disbursements, but for some 
countries they represent, for the receipts, the claims estab- 
lished, and for the expenditure, the pay warrants issued, 
liabilities acknowledged, commitments entered into, the total 
amounts placed by the Treasury at the disposal of the indi- 
vidual services for a given year (Exchequer issues) or even 
credits which may be utilised in subsequent years. Unless 
otherwise stated, the figures shown in the table are cash 
figures. For many countries the figures represent the receipts 
and disbursements effected in the course of the financial year ; 
for others they include receipts collected and disbursements 
effected during additional periods, varying from 1 to 12 months, 
for the account of a given year and, therefore, represent 
practically (not taking account of various exceptions such as 
arrears, etc.) the claims and debts which have arisen in 
the course of the financial year. 

4. Very rarely do the budgetary accounts cover all the receipts 
and expenditure of the State. There are always to a greater 
or less extent certain resources applied to specific purposes 
which are assigned to special accounts and are not, or not 
wholly, included in the general budgets and their accounts. 
This refers not only to public undertakings and certain 
establishments as well as to funds devoted to expenditure on 
construction, or repayment of debt, or other expenditure 
regarded as extraordinary, but also to funds devoted to all 
kinds of other expenditure. 

The table includes — when no mention is made to the 
contrary — only the general budget and the general budgetary 
accounts, but the notes to the table give, where possible, 
indications as to the most important special budgets and 
accounts. 

5. The budgets are often divided into ordinary, current, perma- 
nent, or effective on the one hand, and extraordinary, non-recur- 
rent, exceptional, temporary, transitional, special^ emergency, 
crisis, or capital receipts and expenditure on the other. Some 
budgets contain more than two such divisions or employ cross- 
divisions '. The table reproduces as a rule the main divisions 
as adopted in the budgets. The meaning of these terms varies 
from country to country, and often from year to year in the 
same country, so that expenditure or receipts regarded as 
extraordinary, temporary, capital, etc., in one case, may be 
regarded as ordinary, permanent, effective, etc., in another. 

Contrary to the method followed in previous editions of the 
Year-Book, the column for receipts indicates the total amount 
of receipts as shown in the original documents relating to the 
general budget and includes, therefore, in many cases proceeds 
of loans or transfers of surpluses from former years. 

In the case of countries showing cash, the figures given in the 
column “ Ralance ”, therefore, no longer represent the amounts 
obtained by raising loans or from Treasury resources ; they 
represent, as the case may be, the individual balances of the 
ordinary, extraordinary, etc., budgets, including or excluding 
proceeds of loans or surpluses on former years. 

A special column has been inserted, however, indicating 
these proceeds of loans or surpluses, in order to furnish all 
the elements for obtaining the results which had been shown 
in the earlier editions of the Year-Book.

6. The figures for the estimates and budgetary accounts in 
some countries are, as a principle, gross ; in others they are 
to a greater or less extent on a net basis. In some countries 
the principle of gross accounting is also applied as between 
the various Government services, and duplication of items 
within the budget is, therefore, involved. In some countries 
refunds of receipts are entered on the expenditure side 
and refunds of expenditure on the receipts side ; in other 
countries refunds are deducted from the corresponding receipts 
or expenditure. Further, the estimates and accounts in some 
countries include receipts collected by the State on behalf of 
other public bodies and transferred by the State to them. 
These differences of method do not, of course, affect the balance 
between receipts and expenditure, but they affect to a more 
or less considerable degree the total amount of receipts and 
expenditure. 

The individual notes indicate roughly whether the amounts 
in the tables represent gross or net figures ; but the meaning 
of this indication is by no means identical for the different 
countries. 

Thus, for instance, the net figures for public undertakings 
included in the general budget or accounts are calculated on 
widely differing bases. They may represent economic results 
(real profits or losses) or financial results (cash surplus or 
deficit, or balances between claims and liabilities), which may 
include or exclude certain general charges and investments. 
They may represent either the total of the economic or financial 
results, or only a portion thereof. Either the net figures are 
indicated for each undertaking or establishment individually, 
or the result for all of them taken together is shown. The 
budget may even include surpluses only, deficits being covered 
out of Treasury resources. 

The amounts referred to in the notes to the various countries 
are also expressed in millions of monetary units. 

The roman figures in col. a indicate the first month of the 
financial year. Budget estimates are given in italics. An aste- 
risk * means, as the case may be, provisional results or draft 
estimates.

General Note. 
Debt Situation. — The data which have in most cases been 

given as they appear in the statements used are not, as a rule, 
comparable. They do not always include all the fiscal debts of 
the States (e.g., debts of the undertakings, debts pending final 
agreement or other floating debts); for some countries they 
include administrative liabilities — e.g1., amounts due for services 
and deliveries. A few countries include State notes or Treasury 
notes and subsidiary coins in circulation. In the original 
statements, war and relief debts are, as a rule, included — 
Italy being an exception —• but reparations are generally 
excluded. 

Debts to National Banks have, where possible, been included 
in the table, even if they are not given in the official statements 
of the public debt. 

The debts as indicated in the official statements are in some 
cases the gross amounts and in others the net amounts after 
deduction of sums in the hands of Government offices and 
institutions (sinking funds, securities withdrawn but not yet 
cancelled, etc.). 

The figure shown is, as a rule, the nominal amount of capital 
outstanding. When the service is in the form of annuities 
which do not distinguish between interest and redemption, 
varying systems for recording the amount of the debt are 
adopted. In some cases, the sum of the annuities to be paid 
is given ; in others, the present value calculated at varying 
rates of interest ; in a few cases, the original amount of the 
debt is given, irrespective of the present value of the annuities 
payable. When the annuities do differentiate between interest 
and redemption, either the nominal value of the outstanding 
debt or the amount to which it has been written down at any 
date is given. 

The distinction between domestic and foreign debt is based 
on the classification of the official statements. For some coun- 
tries, this classification is made according to the currency in 
which the debt is expressed ; for others, according to whether 
the loans were floated at home or abroad, or even according 
to the country of residence of the bondholders or creditors. In 
some cases, debts due to domestic banks, which in their turn 
raised money abroad, are indicated as foreign debt. In the 
absence of official classification, the distinction adopted in the 
table is based on the kinds of currencies or the domicile of cre- 
ditors. The official statements show foreign debt either in 
foreign currency or converted into the home currency. Unless 
otherwise stated, foreign debt represents the amounts converted 
into the home currency at the rates of exchange obtaining 
on the dates given. 

The distinction between funded and floating domestic debt 
is based on the classification of the official statements. In the 
absence of official classification, domestic debts falling due 
within a period of less than two years from the date of contracting 
them have, as a rule, been regarded as floating debt. Debts 
to National Banks, the redemption of which is, by agreements, 
spread over a period of years, have been regarded as funded debt. 

Debt Service. — Here again, the data are not comparable ; the 
figures shown include, where possible, the total amount of 
service corresponding to the outstanding debt shown in the 
table, but in many cases they include, in fact, only the charges 
upon the budget and not the expenditure effected by means of 
special funds. When possible, debt service has been subdivided 
into interest on and redemption of domestic and foreign debt, 
and loss or profit on exchange allocated to the corresponding 
figures. Commission and other charges, if shown under debt 
service, have been added to interest and mentioned in the notes. 

The figures for redemption include, in many cases, allocations 
to sinking funds besides or instead of actual redemption. 
Where debts have been converted, the amount converted is 
shown under redemption, except in cases where floating debt 
has been repaid by raising other floating debt. 

The notes give rough indications as to the suspension of debt 
service during the period considered, except for war and relief 
debts. The service on these was suspended on July 1st, 1931, 
in accordance with the Hoover moratorium. It has been resumed 
in full since July 1st, 1932, by Finland. The other countries 
have either not resumed payment or resumed partial payments, 
which, however, were discontinued in respect of instalments 
due on June 15th, 1934. The U.S.S.R. and Nicaragua have 
not yet made any agreement as to funding their war debts.

Statistics of capital issues fall into two main groups : 

(a) Statistics designed to show the demand for 
capital on the capital market, whether on behalf of the 
Government (central or local), domestic or foreign 
enterprises ; 

(b) Compilations based on the balance-sheets or 
other statements relating to individual domestic 
enterprises, showing the changes in the nominal capital 
(increase, as a result of actual increase of capital or 
floating of new companies ; decrease, as a result of 
capital diminutions or liquidations of companies), no 
distinction being made between capital floated publicly 
or privately. 
The data of the table relate solely to the first group. 

The present note is confined to the countries covered by 
the table : the United States of America, Japan, France, 
the Netherlands, the United Kingdom and Switzerland. 

Owing to differences mainly in legislation and the 
financial structure of the capital markets, the data vary 
as regards scope and methods, and are therefore not 
directly comparable. 
1. “ Net ” issues ; conversions, refunding, etc. 

With the exception of France and Japan (Hypothec 
Bank), the data entered in the table refer to “ new ” 
or “ net ” issues — i.e., excluding loans, or parts thereof, 
floated or employed for conversions or repayment of 
outstanding securities. The degree to which such amounts 
are deducted accounts largely for some of the most striking 
divergencies between different compilations available for 
one and the same country ; it varies either owing to the 
nature of the basic material which does not always indicate 
in detail the purpose or the utilisation of an issue (e.g., 
France, United Kingdom, Netherlands), or because of 
the difference in the criteria employed. As a rule, funds 
employed for retiring outstanding short-term securities, 
repayment of bank credits, or for amortisation, are not 
deducted from the issues, whereas amounts used for 
converting, redeeming or withdrawing long-term issues 
are usually deducted. In a few cases however “ net ” 
issues likewise exclude amounts used for amortisation 
(Netherlands, Hypothec Bank of Japan), and, in the 
case of the compilations of the Bank of Japan, they 
exclude also consolidation of loans. 

No distinction is made in the statistics between amounts 
converted (i.e., the part of conversion issues actually 
taken up in exchange by the holders of the old securities) 
and amounts refunded (i.e., cash paid to holders out of 
money raised from new subscribers). The expressions 
“ conversion ” and “ refunding ” are frequently employed 
as synonymous terms. 

2. Demand for Capital ; Investments. 
As a rule, the data are based on prospectuses and 

other announcements, and hence refer to issues for definite 
amounts floated publicly. The character and scope of 
the basic material depends largely upon the legislation 
governing this publicity. In several cases (e.g., United 
States, United Kingdom) issues floated privately are 
included, inasmuch as they are advertised, in other cases 
(e.g., Switzerland, Netherlands, France) they are excluded. 
Offers of securities to the public by means of Stock Ex- 
change introductions usually represent sales to the public 
of securities floated privately or taken up by underwriters 
who sell such securities on the Stock Exchange. Whereas 
in some cases they either correspond to or are accompanied 
by calls for fresh capital, in other cases they represent 
requests for quotation of securities issued previously and 
possibly already included in the statistics. In some cases, 
they are included, wholly or in part, in the statistics 
(e.g., United Kingdom, United States, Netherlands); 
in others, as a rule, excluded (e.g., France, Switzerland). 
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La majorite des releves ne comprennent pas les emis- 
sions a court terme ; pratiquement, de telles emissions 
ne sont pas offertes an public, a i’exception des emissions 
du Tresor. La definition d’emissions a court terme varie. 

Certaines categories d’emissions, gen^ralement pas 
emises publiquement, peuvent etre indues ou exclues des 
releves, par exemple les actions privilegiees emises apres 
une reduction de capital, les actions de compagnies d’assu- 
rance liberees partiellement et ou 1’actionnaire reste 
ddnteur de la somme non versee, ou, ainsi que c’est le 
cas en Suisse, la partie des emissions reservee a certaines 
categories de souscripteurs. Les actions distribuees a 
titre de bonus et les actions d’apport ne sont pas com- 
prises dans les statistiques, lorsque celles-ci se referent 
aux emissions contre especes. (Les premieres proviennent 
de la capitalisation des reserves et de la repartition des 
profits ; les actions d’apport sont remises en paiement aux 
anciens proprietaires d’actifs acquis par une compagnie.) 

Les releves incluent generalement les emissions des 
trusts financiers et des «investment trusts », ce qui 
implique necessairement quelques doubles emplois. La 
vente de parts des « fixed trusts » qui se sont developpes 
dans plusieurs pays au point de representer un aspect 
nouveau et important du mode de placement du public, 
ne represente pas cependant de nouvelles emissions de 
capitaux. Ils sont en general exclus des releves. 

Les divers releves ne montrent pas et ne peuvent pas 
montrer 1’etendue ou la variation des investissements 
dans les differentes branches de 1’activite economique. II 
en est ainsi, non seulement parce que les emissions pu- 
bliques representent frequemment la consolidation d’an- 
ciennes emissions privees ou de credits, ce qui, du point 
de vue de I’entreprise, ne represente pas necessairement 
du capital frais, mais aussi parce que le capital s’obtient 
frequemment autrement que par souscription publique 
pour des montants determines, par exemple par le Tresor, 
les banques (bons de caisse des banques suisses), societes 
de construction, etablissements hypothecaires, etc. (Un 
exemple de la difference entre les releves qui incluent 
ou non les emissions privees est donne dans la note 
relative a la Suisse.) Les souscriptions a guichet ouvert

3. Valeur nominate et prix d’emission. 

Les titres avec une valeur nominale definie peuvent 
etre comptes soit a la valeur nominale (France, obligations 
aux Etats-Unis, Japon), soit au prix d’emission. Dans 
ce dernier cas, les donn^es representent, en rfegle generale, 
les sommes souscrit.es par le public, sans tenir compte 
des commissions des syndicats de garantie (« under- 
writers ») ou d’autres depenses relatives a 1’emission. 
Les emissions « a guichet ouyert » ou payables par tranches 
sont comptees generalement, au cas ou elles sont indues, 
pour remission entide au prix offert et, dans le cas d’in- 
troduction en Bourse, le montant total est insere en 
bloc selon le cours d’ouverture. 

Alors que pour les obligations la difference entre la valeur 
nominale et le prix d’emission est relativement faible, elle 
peut etre considerable pour les actions. En periode de 
boom, le prix d’dnission des actions peut etre de beaucoup 
superieur a la valeur nominale, tandis que, lors d’une 
depression, 1’ecart entre les deux aura tendance a diminuer. 

L’exemple suivant montre la valeur nominale et le prix 
d’emission d’actions de compagnies nationales (non 
compris les compagnies d’assurance), emises en Suisse 
en periode de boom et de depression : 

Short-term issues are not included in the majority of 
the compilations ; in practice, such issues are not offered 
publicly, except by the Treasury. The definition of 
short-term issues varies in different countries. 

Some categories of issues which are as a rule not floated 
publicly may or may not be included in the statistics — 
for instance, preference shares issued after a reduction 
of capital has taken place, partly-paid shares of insurance 
companies liable to subsequent calls or, as in Switzerland, 
parts of issues earmarked for certain subscribers. Whenever 
statistics refer solely to issues against cash they do not 
include bonus shares and shares issued to vendors 
(“ bonus shares ” being allotments arising from the 
capitalisation of reserves and undivided profits; “ vendors’ 
shares ” being issued to the former owners of assets 
taken over by a company). 

The compilations usually include issues of ordinary 
financial and investment trusts, which practice necessarily 
involves some duplication. Sales of fixed trusts units, 
which have developed in several countries to such an 
extent as to represent a new important feature in the 
investing methods of the public, do not however represent 
new capital issues. They are as a rule excluded from the 
compilations. 

The various compilations do not and cannot show the 
extent of investments, and the fluctuations thereof, in 
the various economic fields. This is so, not only because 
public issues may represent consolidations of' previous 
private issues or loans received, so that from the point 
of view of the undertaking they do not necessarily represent 
fresh working capital, but also because capital is frequently 
raised otherwise than by public subscription for definite 
amounts, for instance, by the Treasury, banks (“ bons 
de caisse ” of Swiss banks), building societies, mortgage 
institutions, etc. (An example of the difference between 
compilations including or excluding issues floated privately 
is given in the note on Switzerland). In many cases 
subscriptions permanently open (e.g., savings certificates, 
mortgage bonds, etc.) are excluded entirely from the 
statistics. 

3. Nominal and Issue Value. 
Securities with a stated par value may be entered 

either at nominal values (France, Japan and, in the case 
of bonds, United States) or at the price of issue. Where 
the latter method prevails, the data represent as a rule 
amounts subscribed by the public, no allowance being 
made for underwriters’ commission and other expenses 
connected with the issue. Issues permanently open or 
payable by instalments are entered as a rule — if at all — 
for the entire amounts at the offering price, and, in the 
case of Stock Exchange introductions, the total amount 
is entered at the moment of introduction at the rate of 
the opening Stock Exchange quotation. 

Whereas the difference between nominal and issue 
values of bonds is comparatively small, it may be important 
in the case of shares. In periods of boom, the issue values 
of shares may considerably exceed nominal values, whereas 
in periods of depression the difference between these two 
will tend to diminish. 

The following example shows the nominal and issue 
values of domestic, shares, other than those of insurance 
companies, issued in Switzerland in boom and depression 
years :

4. Emissions Rationales et etrangeres. 

Dans plusieurs casf le tableau, en plus des emissions 
nationales, contient celles pour le compte de I’etranger. 
La distinction entre ces deux n’est toutefois pas toujours 
uniforme ; plus particulierement dans le cas des valeurs 
«Internationales », des emissions nationales ou etrangeres 
peuvent etre souscrites en grande partie par des sous- 
cripteurs etrangers. 1)’autre part, une entreprise « natio- 
nale »peut operer principalement a 1’etranger (par exemple, 
compagnies miniSres) ou etre la propriete d’etrangers.

5. Emissions du Gouvernement.

The drop in the issues during the depression years was 
more considerable than suggested by the figures given 
in the table. Thus subscription value exceeded nominal 
value in 1932 by 19 % and in 1935 by only 4 %. 
4. Domestic and Foreign Issues. 

In several cases, the table contains, in addition to 
domestic issues, those floated on behalf of foreign countries. 
The distinction between these two, however, is not always 
uniform ; more particularly in the case of so-called inter- 
national securities, domestic as well as foreign issues 
may be largely taken over by foreign subscribers. On 
the other hand, a “ domestic ” enterprise may operate 
mainly abroad (e.g., mining enterprises) or be owned 
by foreigners. Similarly, calls for capital from foreign 
countries may originate from national companies domiciled 
abroad. 

In many cases, the data referring to foreign issues 
are either incomplete or lacking, because the shares are 
not as a rule floated on a foreign market by means of 
public subscription for definite amounts, but are offered 
to shareholders in proportion to existing holdings. 

5. Government Issues. 
The extent to which Government issues are included 

varies greatly. Whereas some of the original compilations 
include all Government issues, and even short-term 
Treasury borrowing, others exclude them or include only 
those on long term. Whenever possible, Government 
medium- and long-term issues are given separately in 
the table, and those on short term are referred to in the 
notes. 

The distinction between Government and local autho- 
rities on the one hand, and companies on the other, is 
not uniform ; companies may be owned by the State, 
or the State may float loans indirectly by means of private 
or semi-official institutions (e.g., France). Finally, public 
undertakings, such as water, gas and electricity boards, 
may be entered either under local authorities or under 
industries.

The compilations include both long- and short-term issue) 
(short-term issues being those up to and including five years 
made by Federal Government Agencies, States, municipalities, 
joint-stock companies (“ corporations ”), whether floated by 
means of prospectuses or public or private advertisements, or by 
means of Stock Exchange introductions representing new 
financing. They include, moreover, capital issues offered direct to 
existing shareholders, as well as “ bonus shares ” and “ shares 
issued to vendors ” when they accompany other issues. 

The figures of the table showing issues refer to “ new capital ” 
— i.e., after deduction of amounts used to replace or withdraw 
outstanding securities (conversions and redemptions). These 
amounts are given in the table as “ Refunding ”. 

The data referring to issues represent subscriptions accepted, 
actual subscriptions by the public or amounts underwritten, the 
price of bonds and of shares (“ stocks ”) of a stated par value 
being quoted at par, whereas shares of no par value are quoted 
at the price of issue. 

Securities offered for subscription by instalments or for 
which a subscription is permanently open are entered at the 
entire subscription value as originally offered. 

Issues of mortgage institutions are included only if offered 
publicly ; those of financial and investment trusts are included, 
except sales over the counter made by fixed trusts. 

The issues made by the public authorities refer to (1) farm 
loans and direct public borrowing by Government agencies and 
(2) issues made by States, municipalities, cities, etc. They do 
not include, however, funds obtained by States and municipali- 
ties from any agency of the Federal Government, nor do they 
include direct borrowing by the United States Treasury.

issues, however, the figures do not include the conversion of 
l°nt an<I medium-term loans by loans of the same nature. The legal announcements do not always show the form of 
payment. In the majority of cases, the figures relate to the 
nominal values of issues authorised or announced to the public, 
the amounts actually placed or underwritten being unknown. 

The statistics do not include shares issued to vendors or 
introductions on the Stock Exchange, which in France are con- 
nected with sales on the Stock Exchange of securities issued 
previously. 

Figures relating to the flotation of new companies are less 
complete than those relating to issues of existing companies, 
tor the former are frequently floated privately. 

Issues floated in series are, as a rule, included according to 
the total amount announced for issue, even though companies 
may not issue the whole series. 

The statistics relating to refunding appear to be neither 
complete nor homogeneous. The refunding may be the result 
of normal redemption, of a repurchase on the Stock Exchange, 
or of actual conversion ; it is not possible to distinguish between 
these three classes of operations. Repayments by the Treasury 
(long- and medium-term loans), however, do not cover conver- 
sions and contractual redemption by the Amortisation Fund ;

Such part of any issue as is stated to be for conversion or 
redemption of maturing indebtedness previously issued publicly 
is excluded, so that the data purpose to represent fresh 
capital. As funds borrowed from banks as well as issues of 
corporation mortgages and short-term securities are not included 
in the statistics, money raised for repayment of such debts is 
regarded as new money and is therefore not deducted from the 
issues. 

The compilations do not include the following categories : 
practically all borrowings by the British Government, loans by

The data do not include conversions. In the case of issues 
floated primarily for conversion or redemption, only the amount 
used for conversion or redemption is deducted, the balance 
representing new money being included in the statistics. Issues 
for repayment of bank loans and of temporary borrowings are, 
however, considered as new issues (thus the bulk of municipal 
issues of the United Kingdom in recent years represents replacing 
of temporary loans by long-term issues). Similarly, no account 
is taken of redemption by means of sinking funds, etc. 

Proceeds of British Government issues are not included in 
the statistics, since, as stated by the compilers, the bulk of 
these loans has been directly or indirectly used for refunding 
purposes.

Les titres qui ne sont pas liberes en une seule fois ou qui sont 
offerts « a guichet ouvert», sont comptes selon la valeur globale 
de remission prevue.

II n’est pas etabli de chiffres separes pour les actions et les 
obligations et aucune distinction n’est faite entre les emis- 
sions de capital destinees a des entreprises existantes et celles 
qui ont pour objet la creation de nouvelles societes. 

The data refer to issues actually offered for subscription or 
the amount actually subscribed at the price of issue, no allowance 
being made for underwriting commission and other expenses. 

In the case of issues offered by instalments or for which sub- 
scription is permanently open, the total amount of issue is 
included at time of issue. As British Government Treasury bills 
are excluded, the latter category is of little importance. 

Issues by companies domiciled in the United Kingdom but 
operating mainly overseas are treated as oversea issues. 

No separate data are compiled for bonds and shares, and no 
distinction is made between the floating of capital for existing 
enterprises and the establishment of new companies. 

SUISSE. — SWITZERLAND. 

Les releves se referent aux emissions a long et moyen terme of- 
fertes a 1’aide de prospectus ou d’annonces. Les emissions privees 
placees en sous-main en sont par consequent exclues. Toutefois, 
les statistiques comprennent la partie des emissions operees 
par la Confederation, les cantons et les communes qui sont 
reservees pour des institutions qui en dependent et ne sont, par 
consequent, pas offertes au public par 1’intermediaire de banques. 

Les donnees du tableau relatives aux emissions representent 
de « nouveaux capitaux » a 1’exclusion d’operations de conver- 
sion et de remboursement qui figurent a part. Ces dernieres repre- 
sentent des montants effectivement convertis ou rembourses 
a la suite de remission d’emprunts de conversion. On ne tient 
toutefois pas compte de la consolidation ou du remboursement 
d’emprunts qui ne sont pas lies a des emissions de conversion 
ainsi que des amortissements. 

Les releves comprennent, outre les emprunts a long terme, 
egalement des bons de caisse dont la duree n’est generalement 
que de trois a cinq ans, a condition qu’ils soient offerts a 1’aide 
de prospectus et pour des sommes determinees. Les bons de 
caisse de banques emis « a guichet ouvert » n’y sont done pas 
compris. Les donnees du tableau representent les valeurs 
d’emission telles qu’elles sont offertes au public par les consor- 
tiums bancaires qui, en regie generale, prennent ferme les 
emissions. 

Les emissions relatives aux societes financieres («trusts finan- 
ciers ») comprennent, pour certaines annees, a titre exceptionnel, 
plusieurs importantes «introductions en Bourse », qui s’elevaient, 
en 1928, a 10,5 millions, en 1929 a 191,4 millions de francs. 
Ces introductions effectuees sans qu’il y ait une emission publi- 
que proprement dite ont ete en partie offertes exceptionnelle- 
ment a un prix fixe avec la faculte pour le public de s’inscrire 
d’avance. 

The statistics refer to long- and medium-term loans issued 
by means of prospectus or announcement. Issues floated 
privately are consequently excluded. The statistics include, 
however, those portions of loans floated by the Confederation, 
cantons and communes earmarked for their own institutions and 
therefore not placed with the public through the medium of 
the banks. 

The figures in the table relating to issues of new capital exclude 
conversion and refunding operations which are shown separately 
and which relate to the actual amounts converted or refunded 
as a result of conversion loans. No account is taken, however, 
of the consolidation or repayment of loans unconnected with 
conversion loans or of redemption. 

In addition to long-term loans, the figures include bon de 
caisse (usually of not more than three to five years), provided 
that these are offered by prospectus and for a fixed 
amount. The bons de caisse of the banks for which subscrip- 
tion is permanently open are not included. The figures in the 
table relate to subscriptions at the price of issue as offered to 
the public by the group of banks which as a rule act as- 
underwriters. 

The issues of financial trusts include for certain years, in 
exceptional cases, several important Stock Exchange intro- 
ductions, which amounted in 1928 to 10.5 million and in 1929 
to 191.4 million francs. These introductions, effected without 
any public issues in the strict sense, were, as an exception, offered 
in part at a fixed price with the right for the public to subscribe 
in advance.

The issue by the “ Central Mortgage Institutes ” represent 
long-term mortgage bonds (fifteen to forty years) issued by the 
“Banque des lettres de gage d’etablissements de credit hypo- 
thecaire ” and by the “ Centrale d’emission de lettres de gage 
des banques cantonales ”. The two institutions were founded 
in 1931. The issues of other mortgage institutions are combined 
with the figures relating to banks. 

The figures relating to foreign issues do not include shares, 
for, as a general rule, these are not issued publicly for fixed 
amounts, but are offered to existing shareholders. Figures 
relating to amounts actually placed in Switzerland are not 
available. 

The compilations made by the Federal Bureau of Statistics 
take into account public issues as well as private. 

The statement below shows the amounts relating to issues of 
domestic bonds. Allowing for possible differences arising from 
the method of compilation, the main difference between these 
figures and those of the National Bank appears to be due to 
the inclusion of private issues.
