The Government of the NETHERLANDS, not having signed the Convention of October 
nth, 1933, asked the Conference to be authorised to participate in a consultative capacity 
and appointed M. VAN STAVEREN to this effect. I he Confeience acceded to this lequest. 

The Conference elected as its Chairman M. Maurice BOURQUIN, Delegate of Belgium. 

As a result of the deliberations which appear in the Minutes of the meetings, the Conference 
adopted the Proces-verbal of to-day’s date. 

The Conference also expressed the hope: 

(1) That the Assembly of the League of Nations will, at the earliest feasible date, 
consider the possibility of authorising the International Committee on Intellectual Co- 
operation to accept the tasks entrusted to it by the Proces-verbal and examine the necessary 
measures to enable the above-mentioned Committee to perform those tasks; 

(2) That the International Committee on Intellectual Co-operation will be guided, as 
far as possible, by the draft Regulations drawn up by the Governing Body of the International 
Institute of Educational Cinematography, in pursuance of Article XIII of the Convention; 

(3) That the expenses resulting from, and the fees charged in connection with, the 
tasks entrusted to the Committee will be as low as possible.
