GAELIC HEN OF GETTE... 

THE MACLEODS OF MORVEN 

—(Continued). 

[By FioxN]. 

The first Norman Macleod of Mi orven was 

succeeded by his younger son, Rev. John 
Macleod, who was born at Fiunary on 31st 

March, 1801. He was licensed by the 

Ptesbytery of 1•Iull in November, 1823, and 
succeeded his father as minister of Morven 

in Sevtember 1824. In 1845 the University 

of Glasgow, his "Alma Mater," conferred 

upon him the degree of D.D. In 1851 he 
was elected Moderator of the General 
Assembly, and appointed Dean of the Most 
Noble Order of the Thistle and Dean of the 

Chapel Royal. He married in 1834 
Margaret, daughter of Donald Maclean of 
Borera.y and Drimnin, a grand-daughter of 
Donald Macleod of Bernera, many of whose 
fancily attained to great distinction, with 
issue Rev. Norman Macleod, D.D., Inver-
ness, and the late Rev. John Macleod, D.L., 
Govan, and two daughters who died in 
childhood. Dr John Macleod (Iain Mor na 
-Morairne) possessed the physique of the 
Macleods in an eminent degree. He was 
six, feet seven in height, with a powerful 
athletic fra-me, which caused him to be 
facetiously referred ,;to as the "High Priest 
of Morven." He spoke Gaelic with great 
freedom and with a grace of idiom seldom 
equalled, and contributed extensively to his 
brother Norman's Gaelic periodicals, writing 
also several Gaelic poems and hymns. He 
receiverd many calls to greater parishes, 
but he preferred to remain amid the scenes 
.of his youth in woody Morven on the shores 
of the Sound of Mull. The Rev. Dr John 
Macleod died at Fiunary in 1882, the com-
biiled ministry of the father and son in 
that one parish having extended over the 
extraor lnaiy period of 105 years. 

C•ARAID NAN GAIDHEAL'S FAMILY. 

Of the family of Norman II. (Caraid nan 
Gaidheal) little need be said as their life and 
'history must be well known to mg readers. 
Norman of the Barony was born at Camp-
beltown in Julie, 1521. He was minister at 
Loudon, Dalkeith, and finally in the Barony, 
C lasgow. He was a pastor, a poet, a 
preacher, an editor, an orator, a novelist. 
The Celtic side of his character is best seen 
in his most attractive work—"Reniinisences 
of a Highland Parish." He died at Glasgow 
in 1872. The other sons are Colonel John N. 
Macleod of Glensaddel, Kintyre; the late 
Sir George H. B. Macleod, who was born 
in 1828, and died at Glasgow in 1887; Dr 
Donald Macleod of Park Parish, Glasgow, 
the editor of "Good Words." 
Dr Norman Macleod of Inverness is the 

only surviving son of Dr John Macleod of 
Morven. He was for a time minister of 
St Columba Church, Glasgow, and after-
wards at Blair-Atholl and Edinburgh. His 
brother, Dr John Macleod of Govan was 
born at Fiunary in 1840, and died at Govan 
in 1898. Through all the Macleods of 
. forven a rich view of robust vital poetry 
can be traecd, and on a future occasion we 
ma,v del-1 with the poetry -of the Macleods 
c • 1lo-ven.

FUNERAL AT CANTON. 

We went to press last Saturday morning 
. ving the latest cabled information regard-91 . 

ing President Mackinley. The President wa,, 
first dying. Three hours after sending our 

sheet through the press, or about 7 a.m., 
" we received an-other cablegram that the Pre-

sident was dead. He had passed away at a 
quarter past two o'clock on Saturday morn-
- i1ag (American time.). This wire we at onee 
had printed and copies put into the hands of 
Our readers. An autopsy revealed that death 
was caused by gangrene of the bullet wound . 

avoidable by any in tho stomach, and was un, 
surgical or medical treatment. One of 11iie 
doctors inclined to the opinion that the bwie-t 
was poisoned. Mr Theodore Roosevelt, the 
Vice-President, arrived at Bu-ffal,o on Satur 
day. He became President without any for-
mality, and in the course of the day he took 
the oath of office. He asked the members of 
the Cabinet to retain their positions for the 
p-1-osent, and they .agrccd to do so. He also 
issued a proclamation recommending the ob-
servance of Thursday as a day -of national . 

The death of President Mae-mourning. , 
kinley has evoked expressions of feeling and-
sympathy throughout the entire world, 'and 
telegrams have been sent by King Edward, 

ii Emperor, and most of the rulers the Germa 
-of Europe. As will be observ,od in another

THREE MONTHS FOR SHEEP-STEALING. 

—Angus Macleod, fisherman, Ungishader, 

Uig, who was to have been tried by jury 

on a charge of stealing two lambs from the 

farms of Mangersta and Ardovie- between 

20th April and 10th May, made application 

through his agent, Mr Wm. A. Ross, to 
liave the case, disposed of at once. Accord-
ingly, he was brought before Sheriff Camp-

bell on Tuesday and pleaded guilty. Mr 
Ross addressed his lordship on behalf of 
lfacleod, pleading for leniency. The 
Sheriff, in passing sent--nce, said sheep-
stealing was at one time a capital offence, 
and was even pet looked upon as a very 
serious crime, though in these -pore humane 
days it was not Punishable by hanging. 
Macleod had pleaded guilty to stealing the 
two lambs mentioned in the indictment, 
and the fact that this case was put down 
for jury trial indicated that the law officers 
of the Crown still viewed sheep-stealing as 
a serious matter. Tlie circumstances con-
nected with this case, however, were so 
peculiar—Macleod had committed the theft 
in so . ingenuous a manner, displaying none 
of the ingenuity of the practised thief— 
 "'he was perfectly sure. there was some 

defect in his reasoning faculty. It was 
admitted that Macleod had applied to the 
managers of the farms of Ardovie and 117aan-
gersta for two. lambs to replace two, belong-
ing to his father's sheep that had died or 
got lest, and when they refused lie went 
and stole a lamb from each farm. Now, if 
his relisoning faculty was +sound, he would 
have seen that wl:.enever the lambs were 
missed he would at once be connected with 
them. He should like to pass a lenient 
sentence; but, on the other hand, his 
leniency might and probably would be mis-
construed. The sentence would be one of 
threw months' imprisonment, to, Vnclude 
the ten days he had already been incar-
cerated, and if it erred at all, it ways., he 
thought, on the side of leniency. He was 
exceedingly sorry to, pass sucli a, sentence 
On a lard of nineteen years, but the interests 
of the public and all connected with the 
case rendered it necessary. 

NEss CHURCH CASE.—The following is 

the full text of the letter sent to the Clerk 
of Court by Rev. Hector Canneron, Back, 

and referred to in Sheriff Campbell's inter-

locutor:— 
Free Church Manse, 

Back, 29th August, 1901. 

Air John Ross, 
Sheriff Clerk, Stornoway. 

My Dear Sir, In consequence of certain 
documents served upon me per post yester-
day by Mr Duncan., solicitor, Dingwall, 
anent the Ness Church case, I think it proper 
to say that the pursuer in this case has got 
no more o£ right in reason or law to blame 
me for having had anything at all to do with 
the eau,&e of his present complaint and action 
for the following reason or two:— 

(1) Because on the opening  days ,of the 
mouth of January last I solemnly warned 
the Free Church congregation of Ness from 
the pulpit against taking forcible possession 
of the church there, and exhorted them 
earnestly by Bible precepts and examples to 
rest satisfied with such use of said church as 
they then had until the law of the land 
should give its final verdict on the question 
of property. I did :all this, of course, not 
only as a minister -of flee Gospel, but as the 
Moderator of the Tree Kirk Session, 
Deacons' Court, and congregation of Ness. 
Why should I then, I should like to know, 
be cited to defend an action which I thus 
publicly condemned from the Word of God, 
and which I still think wrong and indefen- 
uible? And it appears to me extremely diffi-
cult to believe that the i.mrsiter could have 
been wholly ignorant of all this when he 
dragged in my name. as being partly respon-
sible for the action aaain:st which he took 
legal prooeedin.gs. 

(2) Because the statements made in the 
documents received yesterday regarding the 
minute for pursuer, the Sheriffs interlocutor, 
and th-2 keys of said church to be delivered 
in terms of the same not later than Friday, 
the 9th curt., at noon: All these, if meant 
to apply to pie, are without •a particle of any 
foundation in fact. Neither the pursuer, 
nor the police constable, nor anybody else on 
liis behalf informed me about any one of all 
these. I never saw any reference to them in 
the public press. But even if the pursuer 
sent the police cons*•a171e to me for the keys, 
liow could I deliver keys that I have ne•-er 
seen or handled in my life? 

-In these circumstances I think I i1a've as 
little if not less to do with the action of 
the congregation of Nests in taking the law 
into their own haii_ds than the pursuer, 
which I greatly regret for their own sake, 
anal still more regret that they continue 
still in the same course of action. Excuse 
very great hurry to overtake post.—

DEATH OF A STORNOWAY LADY IN 

ARIZONA.—From the "Arizona Arrow" of 
29th, August we take the following:— 

"Or Wednesday morning, the 21st host., 

word reached this office of the sudden 

demise Hof Mrs 11Zargaret Mackenzie. The 

entire community was shadowed with grief 

and are still sorrowing under the weight 
of her irreparable loss.

ur waggon ana seriously ht. For more than 
two years, ,and until death claimed him 
(May 31st, 1896), he never saw a well day; 
this. long illness and some unfortunate 
investments left his estate somewhat. 
involved. With a determination born of 
sterling character she soon freed the estate 
of embarrassments, and built up a business 
by exercising great prudence, econcmv. and 
industry. No sooner was she fairly estab-
lished when a disastrous fire swept away 
the lousiness slie . had SO industriously estab-
lished. With a resolute' will and unfalter-
ino perseverance she soon re-built and re-
estoblished her home and business, which 
sohe maintained in spite of all business 
depressions and • difficulties of which sloe 
had her full share. But she has gone; 
suddenly she laid life's burden down. Her 
familiar voice will never more be heard on 
earth. The pleasing expression and ever 
kind gre,etin:g that showed her wealth of 
heart, will never be seen or heard on earth 
by those who remain. But she has left a 
priceless treasure in pleasant memories, 
which will live with us and which we will 
cherish in our inmost hearts through all. 
the vears of our earthly life. She was a 
good daughter, a. true and tender wife, an 
affectionate mother, a loving sister and a 
worthy daughter of Rebekah. The funeral 
was held at the. M.E. Church, which was 
crowded to its utmost capacity, many being 
unable to get standing room, and had to 
remain outside. Tile musical programme 
was arranged by Mrs John Lynch, the chief 
officer of the lodge, Miss Hyde presiding 
at the organ. the funeral address was 
delivered by the pastor, Rev. Wm. G. 
Blakely, and was a fitting tributo to the 
noble life and womanly virtues of the 
deceased. The Rebekah Lodff of which 
she was a member, attended in a body, and 
`the beautiful burial service of that order 
was civein at the grave, and the mortal 
remains laid by the side of the loved hus-
band ivho lead' gone before.

T`lie minister's 
watch bor' ' the following inscription: --
"Presented to the Rev. John S. Macdonald 
by the United Free English congregation, 
Stornoway, in loving recognition of his 
faithful ministry, rare preaching gifts, and 
constant devotion to his people's spiritual 
wel f are." 

Sheriff Campbell, who was called upon to 
preside, said they were met together under 
very depressing circumstances. It was hard 
to bid good-bye to near and -dear friends 
when they were going on even a compara-
tively short journey, but how much more 
difficult was it when the prospect of a re-
union in the same fellowship which formerly 
existed was remote. They had had Mr Mac-
donald as their pastor for a comparatively 
short period, and he need not say—and it 
was the feeling of them all—that during 
the short period of his ministration among 
them he had endeared himself to them as 
one to whom they looked up as filling r. 

position in which lie was, might he say, 
going On unto perfection—(applause). He 
came among them as a young man with 
little experience in the ministry; he lea:vee 
as a In not very much older in years, but 
considerably older in experience, and he (the 
Sheriff) was sure that from all that had 
transpired during the last few months that 
experience would be for Mr Macdomald's 
good and for their good as a congregation. 
He did not, he said, for a moment hide 
from himself the fact that when the call 
came to Mr Macdonald from such a coiigre-
gation as Nairn there was very great risk 
that it would be successful, and if Mr Mac-
donald, without the doubts and fears he had 
experienced, had seen his way to accept the 
call, he (the speaker) would not have been 
surprised; and lie was sure that all the con. 
gregation, if they could dissociate, them-
selves from their own personal interest and 
view the whole circumstances from the poisi-
tion -of the impartial onlooker, none of 
them would have been surprised. They 
were all aware that Mr Macdonald, from 
his deep-seated, heartfelt devotion to, the 
con gregaltion, time and again informed the 
Nairn people that lie did not wish them. to 
proceed further with the c, ll, but they were 
persistent. He (the Sheriff) had hoped 
and they all had hoped—that the decision 
of the Lewis Presbytery would have been 
accepted as final. It was not desirable that 
they should go into details or criticise the 

wisdom or policy of the decision of the 

Iligher Court; but he was free to say that 
when he heard of the decision lie was , 
lnucli cast down as lie could bl-, for he had 
hoped that the Commission -of Assembly 
would have. given the benefit of the doubt 
to the Stornoway congregation—(applause). 
However, the die was cast, and lie knew 
that it was with a very heavy heart and a 
very sever° wrench that Mr Macdonald tiva•s 
tearing himself away froni. Stornoway; but 
the die being cast, let them pray that tho 
change in Mr Macdona.ld's sphere and in 
their own experience as a congregation 
mig`lit be for the good of them all. Let 
them pray that Mr Macdonald's career in 
Nairn or elsewhere might be, one of fruit-
fulness and blessing, and that he may be 
an ornament and a ' pillar in the Church, 
and that the decision which had been come 
to, would redound to God's glory and the 
greater, good of the Church—(applause). 
Dr Macrae, in making the presentation, 

said—On this occasion my good friends 
have imposed on me a mournful yet pleasing 
duty that should have more fitly and 
becomingly remained in their own official 
hands. The duty is virtually to tender to 
our ' lovable and dearly loved pastor a part-
ing farewell, with some small expression of 
the frame of Heart and mind in which. we 
sec the strong and sacred links that bound 
us together, as we think, prematurely 
severed. How warmly we loved, how much 
we esteemed and -admired him in social 
intercourse and still more iii his pulpit gifts 
and services; how greatly and fondly we 
prized all his pastoral labours as a Heaven-
s. nt ambassador, need not now be repeated, 
all the more that his Christian graces, as 
well as our humble claims, have already on 
more than one solemn occasion been ably 
and earnestly set forth. For ourselves, 
permit me to say in all tenderness, we have 
been rather sorely tried in those iron scales 
of Courts ecclesiastical—(laughter). In our 
own well-adjusted home scales we weighed 
fairly well—the balance was quite in our 
favour. In the southern yet colder region 
we were sorely outweigh-ed, no doubt from 
some error in the southern scales—or pos-
sibly some "Winter" ice out of season may 
have outweighed or somehow frosted the 
opposing scale or badly rusted the balancing 
pivot—(laughter). The verdict, however, 
we may not question.--'tis ours not to judge, 
but to submit to the inevitable. It is, told 
of a British king when condoled with on 
losing by death a.n amiable child of four 
years, the old father replied that lie felt 
the bereavement sorely, but was grateful to 
God for leaving so long with him such a 
darling and lovable child. In like manner 
should our thankfulness abound for the 
goodly pastorates—the shorter as well as the 
longer—we have been unworthil-* favoured 
with. In these times when pastoral areas 
are so shifting and something of the 
Methodist rotation in vogue, it were well 
to store up in the inmost recesses of our 
hearts the very images of our good old 
pastors. We have hearts spacious enough 
to accommodate the old love and the new, 
and some loves more—(applause)—and let 
us at the inner shrine fix them as in effigy 
that to the mind's eye they be ever near to 
be whispered to when occasion offers, in 
more than earnest telephonic tones—"Will 
ye no come back again?"—(applause). The 
parting tribute we have to, offer our dear 
pastor is not to be estimated by its intrinsic 
value, but rather by the great cordiality 
and intensity of good-will with which the 
giving of it was responded to—(aDp711 use. 
As a timepiece it may be said to have in 
metaphor a special fitness for one whose 
great function it is to "wate'll" our souls. 
And if the ticking pf any chronometer were 
needed, as assuredly it will not, to refresh 
his memory, it might serve to remind him 
tvhere he spent the early yearn of his 
ministry, where he preached his maiden 
sermon as our faithful spiritual watchman, 
where he was pledged, as the prophet puts 
it, to "stand continually oil his watch tower 
in the day time and -in his ward every 
niglit." We will not -ask our dear watch-
man as to the morning and also the night 
lie may, like the prophet, tell us are coming, 
unless he prophesies to us that the warning 
cometh shortly to us and. nearly as soon, if 
not as brightly, as it comes to Nairn, and 
that the intervening night may not be *so 
dark nor so protracted as that of Nairn and 
other vacancies have been—(appla,tise). In 
handing the timekeeper to Mr Macdonald, 
lie said he did so with very sincere pleasure 
and with the earnest prayer of the subscri-
bers that he might be long spared to watch 
and work in the Master's vineyard, and to 
see His pleasure greatly prospering through 
his instrumentality, and that he might be 
much f avoured with great spiritual pro-
sperity personal and pastoral, SO that 
ivhether the sowing' of the precious seed be 
in sadness or in gladness, the issue might 
be a joyous reapi7ig time and a rich harvest 
of souls-(applause). Continuing, he said 
they had other acknowledgments to make. 
There were other fair manse inmates, 
bright young lady occ.upa.nt-, who had left 
them perhaps reluctantly, but whom they 
had special cause to retain in their sweetest 
memories; ladies who had earned ,golden 
opinions among them whom they honoured 
for the wise and noble part they always acted 
in helping forward every good work, and 
in discharging the social duties and civilities 
courtesies and hospitalities called for in 
connection with the manse and the Dastor's 
relation to, the community. They should like 
to see them also un. to time--(laughter)— 
if not to the times, and so were glad of the 
occasion to place in their hands also (thotlg,li 
absent). these two little monitors which tell 
of the march of Time, and mayhap at times 
of the genial hearts in the far west who 
love not to forget--(loud applause). 

Rev, John S. Macdonald, who was much 
m.:oved by the proceedings, said the thing 
that was uppermost in his mind was that he 
was never worthy of such a, congregation 
as he had in Stornoway. He had felt that 
many a time, but he never felt it more than 
he felt it that night. He did not think 
there were many congregations'—he was not 
sure there was any other—that would in the 
circumstances have acted as they had done. 
He knew he would have their good wishes, 
and he knew he would have their affectionate 
remembrance and prayers, but he was quite 
taken aback, and lie was greatly moved, and 
he was greatly humbled, when he heard of 
what was to take place that night; and yet, 
perhaps, that surprise ought not to have been 
what it was ; , because this was just of a 
piece with the continued and unmerited 
kindness that lie had received during tho 
years he had been among them, from the 
first until now. He did not think that 
many ministers—he scarcely thought any 
minister—had ever received from his con-
gregation the kindness and forbearance and 
sympathy that he had from them, and when 
lie thought of it now his heart was too full 
for words; too full of gratitude and too full 
of sorrow at the thought of the parting 
that lay before them. $ut yet though he 
perhaps could scarcely expect to look for-
ward to another period of such unalloyed 
happiness as he had had here, -Nret the 
memonly of what was past would always be 
one -of the most sacred possessions of his 
life. Ile thought he would have said more, 
but they would pardon his not, continuing. 
As for the beautiful and valuable gift he 
thanked them from the bottom of his heart. 
Ho did not need a reminder—but if he did 
he had it there—of the best and truest 
friends he had ever known. He was not 
going to mention names that Bight, for if 
he began mentioning names he would not 
know where to stop, but he could not refrain 
from saying that this valuable gift had an 
added value in his eyes in that it was 
handed to him by one whom he loved and 
reverenced and -honoured as a father— 
(applause)—and whose friendship during 
these years as his nearest neigl-n`aour he 
valued more than he could tell. But if lie 
began, to speak of individuals he would not 
know where to stop. Wherever he had 
gong, in every relation, and with everyone 
of hiss people there had been no difference in 
that respect; everyone had dealt so kindly 
and so considerately; had been so forhea,r-
ing, and in every way had made his life so 
Happy here. He would also thank them for 
their kind gifts to his sisters. He was 
sorry they were not present to receive tli, m 
personally, but lie would see them delivere3. 
This place and this people, lie said, would 
ever be dear to him, and lie did not f.liinl: 
it would be long till he was back for a short 
time to see them all—(applause). He did

not think lie could look forward to a: year 
in the future without a visit to Stornoway 
—(loud applause).
