SUN HARIES. 

The King a,Ad Queen of Servia were, on 
Thursday night,' in the royal palace, 
assassinated by soldiers, and Prince Kara-
georgevitch proclaimed. King. 

It is evid ut there is to be no resignation 
of. tho Government meantime. How long 
the policy of "agreeing to differ" by 
members of the Cabinet can last will 
depend upon the tolerance of the House of 
Commons. 

THE POLITICAL SITUATION. 

With the re-assembling of Parliament this 
week an opportunity has been obtained of 
discovering to some degree in what relation 
the Government stand towards Mr Chamber-
lain's new fiscal policy. The Prime Minister, 

in the speech he delivered immediately 
before the Whitsuntide holidays, was beauti-
fully indefinite, and no other prominent 
member of the Unionist party had spoken 
except the Colonial Secretary himself. The 
proposal of the Government to discontinue 
the imposition of the Corn Duty, -imposed 

for the first time last year, was made the 
occasion for getting at where the Govern-

ment really stood. Technically, in referring 
to Mr Chamberlain's fiscal policy, all the 
speakers were out of order, but so strong 
was the feeling in the House of Commons 
on the new " hare " that had been sprung 

upon them, that even the Speaker had to 
give way and relax his ruling. One curiosity 
of the debate was the fact that the Colonial 
Secretary never opened his lips, although 
discussion circled entirely round his pro-
posals. First 'to the Chancellor of the 
Exchequer, and then to the Prime Mi_uister, 
fell the duty of defining the position of the 
Government, and the position is certainly 

curious. Mr Chamberlain has frankly 
declared himself in favour of preferential 
tariffs, Mr Ritchie is boldly and aggressively 

opposed to anything of the kind, and Mr 
Balfour's attitude of mind is that of enquiry. 

No doubt the other members of the Cabinet 
would have equally diversified views if there 

was only the opportunity to elicit them. 
Judging by, the speeches of the Unionist 
rank-and-file, the members of that party 
are preponderatingly opposed to any depar- 

ture from our existing fiscal policy. 
The situation then is that 11Ir Chamber-

lain is a member of a Cabinet that does not 
hold his view on a great public question, and 
the position of his chief is that there is 

nothing anomalous in such a situation. It 
is certainly an extraordinary commentary 
on the alleged solidaT.ity of the Government-
The Unionist press are never done harping 
upon alleged differences in the Liberal party, 
but such differences are trifles light as Air 
compared to what is apparently going on 
inside the Government. The grotesqueness 
to say nothing of the almost positive 
indecency of the situation was emphasised 
by Mr Asquith in the course of the debate 
when he protested against a situation which, 
if it were allowed, would put an end 
to Ministerial responsibility and Cabinet 

Government. All the Chancellor of the 
Exchequer could tell the House was that 
the Cabinet preserved the open mind. They 
were all for enquiry, Meantime the Colonial 

Secretary sat grimly watching but saying 
nothing. Mr Balfour did his best to 
tranquilise matters, but he vas no more 
successful than Mr Ritchie in clearing up 
the situation as it affects the Government. 
It is obviously impossible that a Government 

can go on which is afraid to come to any 
conclusion on such a large issue as Mr 
Chamberlain has raised. Means will have to 
to be found to compel the Government to 
come to a decision and the country will then 
know exactly where it stands. It is 

intolerable that a tentative proposal of such 
a grave character should be allowed to be 
put forward, of course to be withdrawn if 

not favourably received. This is the policy 

of those who are anxious to stick to office, 
but it will have an exceedingly bad erect 

on the country, and will tend to the entire 
demoralisation of public opinion. 

If the Prime Minister did not know 

exactly where he and his Government are, 
the leader of the Liberal party had no 

difficulty in telling Mr . Balfour what the 
fruits of the Chamberlain policy would be. 

It meant dear bread for the people. They 
had heard what Sir Henry Campbell-
Bannerman said of the submerged tenth. 
They bad also heard of the submergible 

third—that is those just on the borderland 
of want. To the latter dear bread would 
mean submergement. It was very lordly to 

have something to give—this in allusion to 
Mr Chamberlain's desire for a " free hand'' 
in dealing with foreign countries—but it 
was the bread of the people they proposed 
to give. Mr Chaplin's amendment, that the 
Corn Duty be retained, was, of course, 

overwhelmingly defeated, but the debate 
has been a serious source of weakness to the 
Government. For the moment dissoli-Aion 
was in the air, and a General Election in 
sight. Ministers have now apparently 
resolved to continue the existing anomalous 
situation for some time longer as immediate 
dissolution rumours have died down. But it 

is impossible that a Government so placed 
can go on for long. It is therefore for all 
Liberals to be on the alert.

'less Sheriff Court on Wednesday=  before 
Sheriff Grant and a jury--a public inquiry 
was held respecting the death of Murdo 
Mackenzie, a labourer, which took place at 
the Locomotive Works of the Highland 
Railway on 23rd May last. Alexander 
Maclean, striker, who was called as a 
witness, stated that he saw deceased going 
up a ladder to oil ilea Shafting, which was 
about 18 inches below the roof, on that 
fateful morning. The shafting was in 
motion at the time when deceased went to 
oil it. When lie saw Mackenzie next he 
was hanging from the shaft head down-
wards. Ile immediately stopped the 
engine, which took about a minute and a-
half. Dr R. M. Grant also gave, evidence 
to his having examined the body. He 
described the injuries, and said they were 
quite sufficient to cause death. They 
might have been caused in the alleged way. 
The jury returned a formal verdict.

A LOVAT SCOUT INJURED 
YESTERDAY. 

Yesterday, about noon, while the main 

body of the Lovat Scouts were returning to

Grant, who is an 
excellent horseman, endeavoured to extri-
cate himself, but his foot unfortunately r 
became entangled ill the stirrup so that 
lie was unable to clear himself in time, the -
result bein,; that the horse rolled heavily 
over him, causing serious internal injuries 
wed rendering him uncoEsclouS. Dr Leach, 
Beauly, who is acting as surgeon of the 
corps, lost no time in reaching the spot, 
and on examination ordered the immediate 
removal of the injured man to the l% orthern 
Infirmary. Lord Lovat at once gave orders 
that his private carriage be placed at the 
disposal of the doctor and his patient. With 
all possible speed Grant was conveyed to, 
town. By the tinge he arrived at the Infir-
mary lie had regained consciousness, 
although still suffering very much. At a. 
very late hour last, night we made inquiries. 
at the Northern Infirmary as to the condi-
tior, of the unfortunate young man, and 
wereinformed tl,at although the injuries 
sustained were of a very serious i.ature 
there was every hol)'e of his .recovery, and 
that he was progressiirg as favourably as 
could be expected under the .circumstances. 
Trooper Grant, who -is a native of Galcan-
tray, is an active yoiulg fellow, and oilly 
joined the Scouts ,,, few montlis ago. He is 
highly respected in the district to which 
h,e belongs, and much svnipathy is felt with 
him as well as with- his relatives.

A DISAPPOINTING AVEEK.

STor.NOWAY, Thursday. 

Unfortnnately, no ir-il)roverjR_0R t in the 

£.slur;; leas taken place since our last report. 

The catch on Friday was 858 trans from 
236 boats, and prices were 33s to 39s a crap. 
.Saturdafs total was the most miserable 
for •anv day since the first week of the 
fishing, being only 350 trains, or-an average 
of 1 z over 230 boats. Prices went up still 
1:-glicr, viz., '3179s  to 43s 6d a cran. Satur-
day's poor sDo-w ivas all the more disap-
poiriting in respect that Friday -night was 

Cw,l ideal one for fishing. The week closed 
, with a total. of 5486 crans, bringing the 

season's catch up to 39,284 against 37,265 
crans at the corresponding Saturday last 

year.

Wednesday evening, and this, combined 
with the poor luck going, kept the whole 
fleet except a dozen boats in harbour over-
rliglit. On Tiiiirsday these 12 came in with 
180 crans, or 15 of ,an average--the best 
av(.-rar(e since 26th May. Had the fleet been 

,out there would doubtless have been a good 
catch. Prices were 44s to 51s 3d. The top 
sh=ot eras delivered by the Star of Bethlehem 
(a Local boat), 23 crans, which fetched -e51. 
Tl-•e Ooeun I3ride of Stornoway and Har-
monioits of Coekenzie bad each 18 crams. 

`1`he lialtt fishi-ng is of course very dis-
anpoir)ting, t1;.oZlah not altogether surpris-
•inv, for this ;=,canon, .,as regards its catch, 
is almost an e_ act counterpart of the past 
i'orlf. So fnr a5 catch was concerned, the 
outstanding feature in 1899, 1900, 1901, and 
1902 vas the goad catches got in May, the 
very light fishing in June, w7d the revival 

in July. Looking over the records of the 

.four y ears referred to, we find that the daily 
average per boat in May was from 5 to 27 
crans, 1.2 to 18 being cognmon figures. GIn 
June tbo higheFt average we can find was 
1.3, on Friday, 21st June, 1901, while- the 
average catches are frequently ,as low as 1 
cran and even one-s `xth of a cran. In July 
the fishing comes on again, and the daily 
aver t.gcs, taking the last four years, ranged 
frrenr 8 to 44 crans, the gets; rag run being 13 
to 20 crans. It looks as if our summer fish-
ing will depend in average years in the future 
on whut is done in 117ay, and looking to the 
experience of the four years referred to we 
should not be site-prised to hear of all agita-
tio,r, for an earlier start next year. 
The light catches have had the effect of 

sending the. i,rices for the cured article up 
on 4-1110 C'ortincnt, and the good returns 
received from Germany have sent prices 
here diiri ii g the least week IT to suo11 extra-
{)rdiiiary figure•-, cis 50, and 51s a cran. At 
these prices it may be the luck of any crew 
to fall in with •v good shot, and nrako an 
average season's c:>rning^s in one night.
