THE MAN 
From the laud known as "Down Under"

To get from this 
fa -travelled patriotio son of Clachna= 
cuddin, . anything like a narrative of his 
e3g3omuewees in relation to the War was 
not possible. But a word here and a 
gesture there were eloquent in themselves. 
'_Likewise they seemed to furnish manna for 
the optimists in excelsis. A man of few 
words, he prefers to talk , of the old town 
and of the times that were; of, landmarks 
which leave mocked the vandalistic spirit 
of the age in _which we live; of experelncea 
on .the grew highway of the ocean ere the 
doge of war began to bark furiously in the 
High Street 'of Europe; of the sailor 
friends of his eventful life; of happy and 
strenuous days in a land of sunshine and 
liberty-..aye, and of bits of songs that 
helped to hold fast the chain of frieihship 
thrown out by some • sterious Hand on 
the surging seas. Me .A ho go down into 
the depths are born diplomatists, and wild 
horses 4ill not draw from'fthem the things 
they know; they will not communicate them 
event to their intimate friends. "Verboten" 
is their watchword. The life story of this 
man is the story of the old pioneers; it 
has the glamour of adventure, and if you 
don't get :the tasto of salt or the smell of 
oil-soaked waste, your imagination requires 

a bath, -

AND HIS JOURNEY. 
In the old days—why, it is only a.,matter 

of thirty or forty years ago—Inverness was 
a Mecca of 'old "salts" and young "salts." 
And they had their recognised place of 
meeting : in this case it was the west end of 
the old Black -Bridge--a relic of modest 
workmanship, If ever there was one. I 
should have dearly loved to have been of 
such an age in those days as would enable 
me to, see and hear for myself, but my own 
people were among those who did the lis-
tening to .tales- miglity strange and ex-
citing they were—on the high seas. The 
"old salts" had touched many a coast; they 
had seen strange lands and strange peoples. 
had run ' the who gamut of wild, reckless 
.adventure—say, had looked: into the face 
of Beath itself. Some there were who never 
came back to talk of their experiences; but 
the fortunate orWs—they did, and they foun-
ded what is known in Inverness as "The 
Sailors' Corner." Here the'younger genera-
tion of the period were wont to assemble— 
sitting as it were at the feet of the type 
of men whom oseph' Conrad has im-
mortalised in his stories of the sea—listening 
tot he song of adventure and the cry of the 
wind as it sweet along—beautifully ,violent 
`and splendidly triumphant. And I dare 
say the old sailors of Clachnneuddin told of 
treasure islands and other allurements, and 
the young fellows were , quickly caught up 
in this vortex—lifted out of a hum-drum 
existence, and cast into a kingdom of lovely 
argosies and dairty-looking craft and the 
sound of many bells and the crashing of the 
waves against new-found islands. It was 
the call to sea—the breaking family ties 
—the taking up of a great'adi nture. And 
so they went out—many of them to Aus-
tralia—with no great prospects, but with a 
tremendous courage and an abiding faith. 
Nearly thirty, years ago this son of the Old 
Town, along with several others, cut the 
painter and began THE GREAT DRIFT. The 

journey occupied eighty-four days then!— 
ample time to evolve plans for the future, 
provided the gods were not unkind to you. 
Such then is the man and _ such the journey. 
But for the war—so he assured me—he 
would not be in the Northern Capital. He 
is knocking around but ah! well—na poo!

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INVERNESS AND SUGAR TICKETS. 

PROD-RESS REPORTED. . 

5000 FAMILIES TO BE CATERED FOR. 

No time is being lost by the Inverness 
Special Food Supply Committee in organis-
ing •a system for the more equitable distri-
bution of sugar in the community. The 
Committee met on Tuesday evening under 
the convenership of Councillor George Gal-
lon. 
A proof was submitted of a suitable sugar 

ticket. 
The Convener—This ticket will enable you 

to get no more sugar than you are entitled. 
Dean of Guild Fraser—And 'that we are 

entitled to get sugar. l 
The Convener—You cannot demand ' it. 

The grocer will give you sugar if he has it. 
It was stated at this stage that the Con-

vener had been 'successful in obtaining the 
vacant shop in High .Street which was used 
in connection with the Derby recruiting 
scheme, for the purpose of issuing the 
tickets. 
The Convener—We will require some volun-

tary workers, but that can be overtaken." 
Bailie A. M. MacEwen—When do you 

propose to start this? 
The "Convener—As soon as possible when 

we &t. the Declaration Forms ready for 
issuing. That would be a Accessary pre-
liminary. We should like to make a start by 
the'beginning of July. 

Bailie MacEwen—We will require to get 
a grant from the Town Council to cover the 
cost 'of priutng. 
The Clerk—You wll have to deal with 

about -5000 families. 
Bailie MacEwen—I think this ticket is 

excellent. 
The Convener—Yes. I think so. 
Bailie- MacEwen—We might to-night ap-

prove generally of this proof of the pro 
posed sugar ticket, and ask the Town Coun-
cil for a grant to cover the cost of the print-
ing. The details could then be advertised on 
Saturday. We can then call a full meet-
ing of the, Committee for Friday night and 
draw up a Declaration Form. The multiple 
shops will require to be written 'to on the 
subject. 
The Dean—We should bring them all into 

the scheme. 
The Convener—That is what we hope to 

CIO 
Bailie MacEwen—I tliinlz they should be 

approached by this Committee. Mr Gal-
lon, as Convener of the Committee, might 
write a letter to the multiple shops, and 
the forms should be distributed through the 
various grocers and thereafter sent to the 
office in High Street. 
The Dean—The Grocers' Association might o 

arrange for this. 
The Convener—Every grocer should'*'have 

a few of the forms to be distributed. 
Other points were discussed. 
It was then agreed to call a meeting on 

Friday evening and to discuss the matter 
further. 

THD 'NINETY STRIDE. 
It cannot be said-that the beneficent rays

As for modern ,Inverness, he con-
fesses that it does not strike a very sym-
pathetic note. Great changes—personal 
and material—have taken place since the 
Nineties. The Black Bridge has been suc-
ceeded by a distinctly city type of means 
of access to and from the Mecca of the "old 
salts" and "young salts." -The Sailors' 
Corner is still there. a4id men gather about 
it to talk. of the times that were. The rail-
'way system has shattered the dreams of 
those who never imagined that the world 
would give 'up old fetishes for new. But 
the exile from Inverness invariably returns 
to have a survey. And he comes back with 
a great deal more money than he possessed 
when he heard the last sob of the river and 
the receding chimney-tops and the bonnie, 
bonnio Hills o' Home.

advisor to the .Board, prosecuted. 

LADY DOCTOR GIVES EVIDENCE. 
Miss May E. Maciver, M.B., house sur-

geon, Northern Infirmary, gave evidence in 
Inverness Sheriff Court on Tuesday, when 
Sheriff Grant and a Jury held an inquiry 
into ,the circumstances attending the death 
of Charles Macgregor, a farm servant, in 
the employment of Mr Ian Fraser, Balla-
chraggan, parish of Kiltarlity. 
Mr David Macdonald, Depute Fiscal, con-

ducted the inquiry. 
.1 A FATAL FALL. 

The first witness was " Mr Ian Fraser, who 
said that the deceased was in his employ-
ment. 
What was he doing on 23rd of May,?—He 

was putting out dung on the drills. 
What were you doing ?—I was at the same 

job 
About four Q'clock in the afternoon did 

you observe his horse coming up a, - field 
alone?—It was going down the field. 'I' saw 
.Macgregor lying towards the cart. 

Lying on the ground?—Yes. 
Did. you go down to where he. was?—Yes. 
What was his condition?—He wasequite 

conscious. 
Did you try to get him to stand?—No. I 

did not. He did not seem able to stand. 
I propped him up thinking that he would 
get better, aild I dusted him. Eventually I 
conveyed hinT home. 
You went to Beaulv for Dr Leach?—Yes. 

He was .from home and could not come that 
day. He, however, came the next morning. 
I understood that Macgregor's spine was in-
jured. On the Friday he was conveyed to 
the Northern Infirmary. 
Was he accustomed to do this sort of 

work ?-Yes. 
S-heriff Grant—What was his age? 

{ Witness—About 46. 
NO ONE To BLAME. 

P.C. John Macniven, Lentran, stated 
that son 24th May he went to Balchraggan, 
and saw -the deceased. He seemed to be 
suffering pain. 
Did he tell you' how the accident hap-

pened?—Yes. I took a note of it. 
Sheriff Grant—Were these notes taken at 

the time? ' 
Witness—Yes, my lord. 
Proceeding, witness said the deceased told 

him that on 24th May he was standing on 
the top  of a cart, putting manure on the 
drills. When about half way along a drill 
the horse gave a sudden spring, causing the 
deceased to lose his balance, falling back, 
head foremost on to the 'ground, a distance 
of about ten feet. Deceased.• further 'stated 
that he was unable to rise and suffered great 
pain in, the region of his back, No blame 
attached to any one. 

Sheriff Grant=That is 4what the. deceased 
said? 
•• Witness-Yes, my lord. 

MEDICAL EVIDENCE. 
Miss Mary E. Maciver, M.B. (Glasgow 

University), house surgeon at the Northern 
Infirmary, said that she had prepared a re-
port retarding t'be. death of. Macgregor.. 
The Depute Fiscal read the report to the 
Jury. • 

Sheriff Grant—From what you say were 
the injuries consistent with his falling off the 
top of a cart a distance of ten feet?

A DOCTOR'S CERTIFICATE. 

In the first case it was stated that two of 
a family had made 39 Qut of 47 attendances, 
and 46 out of 47 trespectively., This, said 
Mr Graham, especially in regard to the 
first child, was not quite satisfactory. 

Sheriff Grant—I cannot see that. 
Mr Graham—Your Lordship might con-

tinue this case till the beginning of 
October. 
Asked why one of her sons had only 

made 39 attendances, 
The mother said the boy had peen medi-

cally attended. 
Sheriff Grant, in continuing the case, 

said the mother ought to have procured a 
doctor's "line-' for the satisfaction- of the 
School Board.

If at any 
time he was ill, it was the . duty of the par-
ents to get a medical certificate and bring 
it to the School Board.

HILLING RABBITS. 

A new Order has been issued by the 
Scottish: , Board of Agriculture which 
authorises the occupier of any agricultural 
land in Scotlandi either by himself or any 
any other persons not exceeding two in 
number, and duly authorised by him in 
writing, to enter any woodland, moorland, 
or heath adjoining his holding at any time 
between 1st July and 30th April for the 
purpose of taking rabbits by means. of 
trap, snare or net. The Order further 
provides that spring traps may only be 
used in rabbit holes, and that any person 
exercising the right so conferred will be 
liable for damage to fences and trees.

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FINDING THE MIEN. I 

•CAPT. CRAWFORD AT INVERNESS. 

NEW SCHEME EXPLAINED. 

Capt. Crawford, the Director of Recruiting 
for Scotland, visited, Inverness on Thursday 
in connection with the new scheme of co-
Operation and substitution as a means of 
finding men for the Army, Capt. Craw-
ford addressed an influential meeting in the 
Town, Hall. Among others there were the 
Chairman and menlber9 of -the Local Advi-
sory (Recruiting Committee) and Tribunal; 
Colonel J. N. Forsyth, military representa-
tive; Lieut. Millar, military representative 
for the Appeal Tribunal, and the members 
, of the Chamber of Commerce. Provost Don-
,aid Macdonald presided. 

URGENCY OF THE DEMAND. 

The Chairman stated that the meeting 
had been called to consider the question of 
tsubstitution and co-operation with a view to 
-getting more . men for the Army. They all 
:knew that nearly .01 the fit men of military 
:age had alreadi been taken away from In-
verness, but he was sure that all -the busi-
ness men in Ynverness would be glad to hear 
how such a scheme could be inaugurated 
here. There were a good many one-man 
businesses in town and it would be for the 
heads of these to see how far they could 
meet the exigencies of the military situa-
tion. The scheme which Cant. Crawford 
-would unfold that evening had been in opera-
tion in other towns and had, he believed, 
meet with considerable amount of Sit Oess,-
and he was sure the business men of Inver-
ness could be counted upon for their loyal 
co-operation. There could be no question as 
to the urgency of the demand for more men, 
and this schhine was devised to achieve that 
object. Capt. Crawford had been round a 
good many towns in Scotland explaining the 
nature of the scheme of co-operation and 
substitution, and he had now to call on that 
gentleman to address the meeting — 
(applause). 

1. THE SCH3 ME' 

Capt. Crawford,• in the cou se of a detailed 
statement, said it gave him great pleasure 
to attend that representa•ve gathering of 
Inverness business men an civic leaders, to 
have a friendly chat with them regardi;ng 
the latest method of obtaining men for .the 
Army, and aft the same time maintaining the 
industrial fabric .He had come to Inverness 
to ask for their assistance and to tell them 
what was being done in other places with 
regard to co-operation. In that day's 
papers a resume was given of , a circular 
issued by the Scottish Office to Tribunals, 
in which they were asked to pal particular 
attention to, the encouragement of co-
operation among traders: It was what 
might be called a development of the tri-
bunal system. What did the tribunal system 
really do? It went into every firm and. had 
a loyk round, saying "We can take so many 
men out of this place, but if we take anv 
more the place may have to close down, and 
we don't want to do that if we can help-it." 
Speaking generally, they desired to make 
the continuance of a business the determin-
ing factor. In Inverness, as elsewhere, the 
,comb had gone pretty well round the differ-
ent places. He did not'say that they were 
perfect in Inverness, but they were approach-
ing in the right direction. The comb had 
gone through by the ordinary methods, but 
now they came to the traders and asked them 
to help the authorities in the call for more 
men. Had Russia been in full fighting 
form this year, perhaps they would not be 
there that evening to talk over sAch a thing : 
they might have reached the beginning of 
the end, but as the people of this country 
knew—to the sinking of their herarts—there 
had been internal chaos in Russia within the 
last few' m#nths, and 'this, had- thrown a 
greater pressure on the military require 
ments of this country. They were now a.p-• 
pealing to the traders in the name of patrio-
tism to assist the recruiting authorities. 
Traders were going to be asked to regard 
themselves not as, separate units but as 
members of the same firm, and thev were 
going to ask them to look through the pee° 
sonel of that firm to see' which of them could 

`Ile spared under the system of co-operation. 
All the essence of. the thing was the eco-
nony and ma.n-power, and traders would be 
asked as fie. patriotic duty to set aside local 
jealousies and smallness of mind, by taking 
up the larger view, viz., "How can I spare a' 
few men out of each trade for the Army?" 
Let them consider . the question of the one-
man business. Take, for example, 20 small 
stationers, 10 of whom were of military age 
and 10 of whom were over military age. 
It would be for the authorities to F:ee what 
could be done in the case of the 10 who had• 
to go, without ruinin; the individual busi-
nasses-, If they closed the 10 shops up, the 
other 10 might grow fat. Well, it was. up 
'to those who were over age, who were not' 
fit for military service, to help to keep going 
the businesses of the men who had been 
called away to the service of their country— 
(applause). This movement had been first 
put into operation in England; one of the 
first towns to adopt it being Coventry. In 
each of these places. it would be observed 
that different methods of procedure had been 
followed, and it would be for the burgh of 
Inverness . to adopt its ,own procedure. In 
Coventry the Tribunal took the matter up 
and after the situation had been explained 
to the bakers, co-operation had been adop-
ted, the baking being centralised and thus 
enabling men to be found for the Army. A 
similar scheme was in operation in other 
trades in Coventry, and he thought the 
tailors were the only people who could not 
agree to 4nk their differences: `In Eastham, 
too, very satisfactory results had been ob-
`•'uined, The scheme was also in operation 
'in Liverpool, Manchester, and Birmingham. 
Steps were also being taken to boom the 
stall business of men who had to L into 
the Armv, and this was only right by way 
of showing their appreciation of the men 
who were called away to give their lives for 
Its—(a.pplause). He understood quite a num-
ber of businesses, were bginz looked after 
by what was known as the One-Man Busi-
ness Committee. It was for the traders of 
Inverness to consider as to th- establishment 
of such a committee, the object of which 
would be to provide, so to speak, the miss-
ing link. The matter of co-operation and 
substitution had been taken up in Scotland. 
In regard to Greenock, he should like to 
point out. a committee under the chairman-
-ship of the Provost, were negotiating with 
'the various trades. In Paislev the matter 
was also being taken lip and the same was 
true of Aberdeen and Dundee, Arbroath, 
Montrose and Brechin. One of the best 
illustrations came from that isolated part 
of the country called Wick. Five bakers of 
milita-ry age (Class A) out of six had been 
released from `various firms as the- result of 
the local military : representative asking 
them to put their heads together and con-
sider what could be done (applause). If 
Wick was able to give 90 per cent. of men, 
surely Inverness, which had greater oppor-
tunities than even Wick, should be able to 
do something. They could see that there 
were possibilities in the scheme, but it de-
pended on a spirit of goodwill. It depen-
ded upon the energies of the Central Com-
mittee, and in turn it depended on the pa-
triotism and the bigness and unselfishness 
of those who are left behind. 

\ THE CENTRAL's DECISION. 

Concluding, Cant. Crawford made a.11u-
Sion to the recent decision by he Central 
Tribunal in regard to one-man business. 
He - asked them to bear in mind shat one 
decision of this kind was not a precedent for 
all cases. The great point to be remem-
bered was that. each case must be considered 
on its merits. He asked the traders to put 
their house in order, so that thq,v could 
make it easier to meet the possibility of 
even greater demands of providing a nucleus 
to the fighting forces for the future—(ap-
plause). 
\ The Provost thanked Capt. Crawford for 
his address, remarking that up 
till now he didn't see how the scheme coifld 
be worked. Now that Capt. Crawford had 
unfolded the scheme, there was a strong 
probability that a good many men could 
still be got. 

COMMITTEE APPOINTED. 

Ex-Provost A. D. Ross, chairman of the 
'Advisory (Recruiting Committee), referred 
to the prominent part taken by Inverness 
in supplying men for the Army. After 
Bearing Capt. Crawford, it did appear that 
there were certain other methods of getting 
men than those hitherto adopted. He e s V

that decided'•by the Central Tribunal are 
absolutely alike. Here, is a business which 
has been in existence - for forty years. To 
my own knowledge it has been in its pre-
sent geographical situation since 18853 when 
the late Mr Falconer (father of the appel-
lant) was at its head. There is only one 
other business of a similar deteription. If 
the appellant is taken for the Army his 
business will have to close down—therb can 
be no question about that. Appellant's. 
only brother is in the Navy, and he, him-
self is the only man of military age on the 
establishment. If he should be taken for 
the Army this class of business would be 
left. at the mercy of a monopoly. Mr Fal-
coner did a considerable amount of public 
work. He did hiring for the Town and 
Parish Council and the Lunatic Asylum, 
the removal 4f cases of infectiqus- disease, 
and lie was an offerer now for military 
funerals from Inverness, Fort-George, and 
Cromarty. The rejection` of this claim 
would mean a' great hardship to Mr Fal-" 
toner. As I have pointed. out, he will have 
to close down: Nor is it the kind.' of busi-
ness that will revive after the War. If it 
goes now it goers for ever. I think thi is 
a case where conditional exemption should 
be allowed. - 
Mr Smith Fraser also dealt with the 

claim from the financial standpoint. 
The' Chairman—Is it not the clans 

business where a man over military aA 
could be employed? - 
The Appellant—That s not possible. I 

• have quite enough to do to get fib-drivers. 
The horse-hiring business has been one of 
the hardest hit owing to ,the high price 
of forage, etc. 
The Chairman—There are less cabmen 

now than there used to be, and there must 
be a few practical men left whose services 
could be utilised as manager. 

T)ie Appellant—I don't know o£ anyone 
with whom I could leave the business. It 
can't stand a big salary. 
Vic Chairman--In connection with the 

echeme of .co-operation ,and substitution 
committees have been appointed elsewhere , 
to look after businesses while men are 
away. 

Colonel Forsyth—Have you made an 
effort to get a man ? 
Appellant—I 'haven't advertised, but 

have tried other means. If I could gat , 
capable man I would go. 

Cdr Smith Fraser—Give us some time to 
look out for a substitute. 

Col. Forsyth—He has had more than a year 
. Treasurer Macdonald—I think this is 
case for co-operation.

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TOURS FOR SCHOOLBO-YS. r 

I have a. very interesting letter fri a 
`schoolmaster who is now sgrving in the .army 
which I cannot do better than quote in full:-
"Will you", he writes, "allow me to make 
an appeal to all- schoolmasters- to consider.

MOTOR-CYCLING 
LOOK Alr'TER YOUR CHAIN. 

There is no single factor which has so 
great an influence upon the efficient• running 
of a motor cycle as a clean, well-oiled and 
properly adjusted chain. A dirty, . badly-
 torand badly adjusted chain makes motor 

cycling a torture. A common habit with 
nearly all chains is that of running tight in 
some places while remaining loose in others. 
It is necessary frequently to test the tight-
ness all round as you revolve the -engine, 
and so adjust •the chain that there 'is a slight 
sae at the tightest snots. In nearly every 
case of a broken chain the trouble is due to 
the chain being- adjusted after having been 
tested at ore of the loosest snots. The way 
to clean it is to press a stiff brush dipped in 
paraffin: against the lower run whilst the 
engine is running. At the end of every sea-
so$ you should scrub it in piraffin and then 
soak in melted tallow, which relubricates. 
it. .Engine oil may be used for lubrication 

ch i brush I advise • in When n the b u d at a p e using e 
you to stick it through a big sbeet of card-
board to act as a screen to keep the dirty oil 
at a i-spectful distance, otherwise you are 
likely" to get almost as much on yourself as 
upon the machine. .

A SIMPLE OIL FILTER. 

I have-, frequently advised my readers 
to drain the oil out of their engines every 
1500 miles or so, since this has so important 
a bearing upon the easy and efficient running 
of the car. I have always thrown away this 
oil, but a suggestion made in the "Auto-
mobile Trade *Journal" (of America) shows me 
that I have been wasteful, and that if it is 
fi ltered properly, it can be used for other 
purposes in which a less highly efficient oil 
answers. The method of filtering the oil is 
very simple. Two pans are required, one 
rather smaller than the other, amd provided 
with legs so that it can stand entirely inside 
but above the larger one. The oil to be fll-
tered is put into the top tray, ,and thl•ee or 
four wicks are inserted in the oil and allowed 
to hang over into the lower pan. The oil 
fri the top pan will thus vradually be 
transferred by the process of capillary attrac-
tion, through these wicks into the lower pan, 
and all grit or other heavy foreign substances 
will remain behind as residu^. The size and 
depth of the pans to be used depend entirely, 
of course, on tho amount. of oil that is P,ener-
ally most likely to be filtered. A small pan 
of about 10 x 5 x 4 inches, and a lame osne of 
'about 16 x 8 x 4 inches' should be satisfactory 
for most. requirement. 'rbe wicks should be 
heavv and wide, and the sta*•ting cf th/' 
filtering process will.1,e materially helped if 
the'wiclis bee previously'eoaked in clean thin

the battle area and behind the lines. On 
the rapid solution of these problems the suc-
cess or - failure of our operations necessarily 
largely depended. 
At the close of the campaign ofi1916 the 

steady growth of our Armies and the rapid 
expansion, of our material resources had 
already taxed to the utmost the capacity of 
the roads and railways then at our dis-
posal: Existing broad and narrow gauge 
railways were insufficient to deal with the 
increasing volume of traffic, an undue pro-
• rtion of which was thrown upon the roads. 
As winter conditions set in these rapidly 
deteriorated, and the disculties of mainten-
ance and repair became almost overwhelm-
ing. An increase of railway facilities of 
every t;-pe and on a large scale was there-
fore imperatively 'and urgently necessary to 
relieve the roads. For this purpose rails, 
material and rolling stock were required 

immediately in great quantities, while at a 
later date our wants in these respects were 
considerably augmented by a large program 
of new construction in' the area of the 
enemy's withdrawal. 

The task of obtaining the amount of rail-
way material required to meet the demands 
of our Armies, and of carrying out the work 
of construction at the rate rendered neces-
sary by our plans, in addition: to providing. 
labour and material for the necessary re-
pair of roads, was one of the very greatest 
difficulty. Its successful accomplishment 
reflects the highest credit on the Transpor-
tation Service, of whose efficiency and energy 
I cannot speak too highly. 

The loyal co-operation and copip•`ete 
mutual understanding that prevailed be-
tween our Allies and ourselves throughout 
the Somme Battle have been continued and 
strengthened by the events of the past win-
ter, and in particular by the 'cireumstancgs 
attending the enemy's withdrawal, During 

the latter part of the period under review,. 
a very considerable tract of country has 
been won back to France by the combined 
efforts of the Allied troops., The result is 
regarded with lively satisfaction by all- ranks 
of the British Armies• in Prance. At the 
same time I Svish to give expression to the 
feelings of deep sympathy and profound re-
gret provoked among 'us by the sight of 
the destruction that war.. has wrought on a 
once fair and prosperous countryside. 

MARSHALL HAIG'S REVIEW. 

The British Commander-in Chief has 
issued a dispatch which deals wrath operations 
on the British battle front since 18th Novem-
ber 1916. His despatch closes with a general 

revieTv of the military and engineering oper- . 
ations. It shows the tremendous difficulties whit- army has successfully over-
come, and the whole dispatch, while in no way 
minimising the serious work accomplished 
and still to bq,*accomplished, has, as its Out-
standing feature$ the inference that the 
initiative has for many a long day been in 
the possession of the Entente armies. The 

following , is the Field-Marshall's review:— 
"Certain outstanding features of the past 

five months fighting call for brief comment 
before I close this report. In spite of a sea-

son of unusual severity, a winter campaign 
has -been conducted to a . successful issue 
under moss` trying and arduous conditions. 
Activity  on our battle-front has been main-
tained almost without a break from the con-

clusion of last year's offensive to the com-
mencement of the present offensive. The 
successful accomplishment of this part of 
our general plan has already enabled us, to 
realiso no inconsiderable instalment of the 
fruits of .the Somme -Battle, and has gone far 

to open the road to their full achievement. 
The courage and endurance of our troops has 
carried them triumphantly through a period 
of fighting of a particularly trying nature 

in which they have been siibjected, to the 
maximum of personal liardshilz and physical 
strain. I cannot speak too highly of the 
qualities displayed by all ranks of the army% 
I desire also to place on record here any 

appreciation of the great skill and energy 
displayed by the 'army commanders under 
whose immediate orders the operations des-
cribed above were carried out. The ability 
with which the troops in the Ancre area were 
handled by General Sir Hubert Gough, and 
those further so#th on our front from Le 
Transloy to, Roye by General Sir 4 Henry 

Rawlinson, was in all respects admirable. 
The retreat to which the enemy was driven 

by our continued success re-introduced on the 
Western front conditions of warfare which 
had been absent from that theatre since the 
opening months of the war. After more than 
two years of trench warfare considerable 
bodies of our troops have been engaged under 
conditions approximating to. open fighting, 
and cavalry has been given an opportunity 
to perform its special duties. Our operations 
south of Arras during the latter half of 

March are, therefore, of peculiar interest, 
ands the results achieved by all arms have 
been most satisfactory. Although the de-
liberate nature of the enemy's withdrawal 
enabled him to choose his own ground for re-
sistance, and to employ every device to in-
flict losses on our troops, our casualties, 
which had been exceedingly moderato 
throughout the operations of the Ancre, 
during the period of the retreat became ex-
cepionally light. The prospect of a more 
general resumption of open fighting can be 
regarded with great confidence. 
The systematic destruction of roads, rail-

ways and bridges in the evacuated area made 
unprecedented demands upon the Royal 
Engineers, already heavily burder}ed .by the 
work entailed by the preparations for our 
spring offensivc. Our steady progress, in 
the face of the great difficulties confronting 
us, is the best testimony to the energy and 
thoroughness with which these demands 

were met. 
The bridging off the Somme at Bric  

is an example of the nature of the obstacles 
with which our troops were met and of the 

rapidity vVith which these obstacleo were 
overcome  

Throughout the past' winter the question

A HOLIDAY TRIP TO AMERICA 

IN THE SUMMER OF 1885. 

the temperature of the water fell mucw 
lower, but' as I did not take a note of it at 
the time I cannot tell the exact temperature-
That day is memorable for many reasons: 
(1) We had many- Jews among the steerage 
pa--,sengers. It was thein Sabbath. All day, 
they read their Hebrew Bibles and Tagums 
as they, sat on the deck and hatches. With 
some of them I had an interesting conversa-
tion. (2) On that day I saw a sight which 
it was worth while going many miles to see., 
After enjoying bright sunshine and passing-
through banks of fog at intervals, we sud 
denly came upon an ice-berg. According to 
our calculations—and we passed quite close: 
to it—it was fully half a mile long, and an 
eighth of a mile broad. The part of it 
above water was about 200 feet high at the-
highest point, from which it tapered down, 
gradually to the other end, which would be 
above water about 100 feet. Its summit was. 
serrated; and against the sky resembled a 
huge saw. The side facing the east wasp 
almost perpendicular, Rvhile the other side. 
%sloped down like one of the hill-sides in our 
neighbourhood with which we are familiar.. 
About midway from the top the sloping ter-• 
minated, and the remainder was ,a kind of 
plateau extending to nearly its whole length. 
It was all white as if a coating of fresh 
snow had fallen on it, and looked like am 
island in the midst of the sea I Though 1, 
afterwards saw no fewer than eight of them 
in a day in the Gulf of St Lawrence, and one-
of these much Ionger than this one, yet none 
of them made such an impressiort,on me as 
this one—the first I ever saw. When you 
take into consideration that fully two-thirda 
of that mass was under water, you can form 
some idea of its size, and also of what cold' 
can do, and does perform in Northern lati-. 
tudes. 
Next day was Sabbath—our second Sab-

bath at sea—and I had the novel experience, 
and the great privilege, of reaching in a 
roc ing ship, hundreds of miles from land, 
to one of the most attentive and interested 
audiences that I ever addressed. But we 
must leave the sea and make towards the , 
shore as speedily, as possible. On Wednes-
'day, the 3rd Juno, all was excitement orr 
board. At 3 p.m.' land was sighted on the 
starboard bow; at first it seemed like one of 
the banks of fog with which we 1yad become 
familiar, but as we approached it all doubts►• 
as to what it was were removed. It wasp 
Long Island, but though long, it is very 
low and flat. Indeed that is generally 
' clyaracteristic of the American coast. 
Shortly before sunset, or a little before 8 
o'clock, we sighted land on the port bo , 
which turned out to be Sandy Hook, also. 
low, flat land. As the sun set at eight 
o'clock; and as the twilight did not last more 
than twenty minutes, the remaining part of 
the voyage was performed in darkness. This 
,drawback was partly compensated for by 
the sight of Coney Island on the right hand, 
all ablaze with electric light,, and a display-
of fireworks that was kept up on the left 
hand side or the New Jersey coast. At 9.30 
p.m. we cast anchor in New York bay, and 
were obliged to lie there all night, as it is 

By Rev. ALA\. MACDONALD, Free Church 
Manse, Ardclach. 

The following is the first instalment of a 
lecture delivered by the late Rev. Alex. 
Macdonald, F.C. Manse, Ardclach, after a 
holiday trip to America in the year 1885. 
Now that America has joined the Allies, 
special interest will be taken in a Lewisman's 
views of over thirty years ago 
"r purpose; this evening to bring before 

you a. few incidents connected with my holi-
day trip last summer, and the portions of 
the great country which it was my privilege, 

, to visit. That country is America, or more 
properly speaking. portions of the great re-
public of the Iffnited States, and of the 
Dominion: of Canada. If, as you follow me 
in thought, you can have a fraction of the-
pleasure which I have had when visiting in 
person the places and scenes of which I am 
to mention, my effort at interesting you will 
not be in vain. But as thousands of miles of 
sea roll between us in this locality, and the 
New World of the West, I must tell you in 
as few words as possible something about' 

THE OIITICARD VOYAGE. 
"On the beautiful' calm and clear evening, 

of thgg 22nd' May last, I found myself on the 
quarter-deck of the good ,ship— `State of 
Nevada,' then lying at Mavisbank quay in. 
the city of Glasgow. As the hour for sail-
ing arrived, hundreds of passengers, and of 
several nationalities, stepped on board, many 
of them in tears; while friends and acquain. 
tances from whom they, parted -on the quay 
were also compelled to make use of their' 
handkerchiefs to wipe away the dew which 
their eyes were distilling. It was indeed 
touching to see the parting between parents 
tottering with age and children, whom in 
all probability they were never to see again 
in this world. I confess that it was with a 
sensation of sadness that I felt the first 
motion of the engines and felt the.large ship 
starting for the long journey ; especially 
when as I looked on the crowd on the quay 
I could not discover a known face among 
them; and also because of my ignorance of 
what the issue of the voyage might be: but 
remembering Him who "plants His foot-
steps on the sea and rides uponrthe storm" 
and committing myself to His keeping, I 
was enabled to say without fear or embarass-
ment, "M, native land, good-night." 
"The sail down , the Clyde, with its green 

banks, with the mountains towering in the 
distance, and past the busy towns and, islands 
which lie between Glasgow and the Mull of 
Cantyre, must be . familiar to some of you, 
and therefore I will say nothing about it, 
further. than that in course of it all' the 

a law in the United States that no emigrants 
are to land after sunset. From our anchor-
age we had a view of the lights of New Jersey 
City on the one side, then those of. New 
York, and last, though not least, theTlights 
of Brooklyn Bridge which connects that city 
with New York. That bridge was lighted 
up with electric light, which, following the 
curve of .the bridge itself, sparkled like 
diamonds. The sky overhead was lit up 
with the reflection of the blaze of light 
given .forth from it and from New York 
City. The whole scene, as viewed from the 
ship's deck, was a striking picture, and one+ 
fitted to give a stranger a faveiVable im, 
pression of the ingenuity and eui'erprising 
spirit of the American people. Next morn= 
ins we were astir at five o'clock. The lights 
which we had admired on the previous night 
had disappeared, but the sun was shining; 
in the. east, and shining on a most beautiful 
bay and its surroundings. The trees every-
wh•re were in full foliate, both they and 
the grass growing around, them'on the lawns 
in front of the many houses in the suburbs 
of New Jersey City on the one side, . and 
Brooklyn on the other, had a peculiarly 
bright tinge of greenness. I do ,nc4 know 
whether, or not it was owing to my not hav-
ing 'seen, land; for itwely;e days, but the 
greenness of the trees and grass seemed to 
excel everything of the kind which I had 
ever seen. The country, all round seemed, in 
the clear bright June morning, like a second 
paradise.. The same strikingly bright and 
soft green colour was noticeable even in the 
park and trees near the exit from the Cus-
tom House, where we, landed, and where•we 
first mingled with the busy population of 
New York City.. It would take up more 
time than you would be disposed to spend' 
listening tome, were I to attempt to rlescrilie, 
to you all that I saw in that populous city 
of palaces, churches, and speculators. It 
would be improper, however, to pass :in with-
out saving a little concerning New York and 
its neighbouring city, Brooklyn."

ship's hands had to muster before the officers 
of the Board of Trade, and tha.ta careful 
search for stowaways was made from stem,to 
stern. The search was not in , vain, several 
were found and landed. at Greenock, brit one 
,young fellow managed to conceal himself 
till after we had left Larne in Ireland, and 
he`d fairly faced the billows of the Atlantic. 
For this he had to do penance during the 
remainder of the voyage. 'with,, broom in 
hand he had to march along the deck all 
.day sweming away any impurity that met 
hip eye. It was about A o'clock oi• the iiaht 
of Saturday , the 23rd May, when we got 
abreast of the north-west quarter of Trelnud, 
and the courser was shaped for New York. 
Next day only three saloon passengers, of 
whom I was one, managed to put in an ap-
pearance at, the breakfast-table. SeaAeh 
peas had overcome the rest. Indeed, sea-
sickness was the order of the day in all parts 
of the ship, and for several days afterwards; 
but as it kept clear of me I cannot ,-'I you 
anything of its miseries. As a fresh breeze was 
lilowing, the sea was somewhat iougit, and 
so many passengers forced to kr.e•o tleir 
herth.s, I ha-d to pass a Sabbath, the prst for 
many years without preaching or hearing a 
sermon. 'soar. • days twxt passed without 
any incidt is worthy of notice save that dur-
ing that time the seasick folk had recovered 
and the saloon passengers being thrown so 
much together at, table and elsewhere, be-
-Ame better acquainted, and were as free and 
genial with one another as if they had 
known each other all ktheir days. The ab-
sence of newspapers and the difficulty of 
reading' for any length of time in a rocking 
ship, encouraged conversation : so tho, time 
passed pleasantly. With plenty of good 
food, keen appetites, comfortable berths, acid 
nothing to do, but, to converse, read, and 
look out for passing ships, the sick folk, 
and indeed all hands, began to look stronger 
and brighter than when ,they had left Ire-
land The evenings were taken tug with 
concerts, readings, and other amusements, 
in addition to the •freouent vista to the 
smokingroom. While the passengers were 
thus ergployed mauy tokens appeared that 
the gallant shin had not been stationary, 
acid that we were getting into southern 
clinies. The niglits gradually grew longer, 
the skies by day were almost entirely blue, 
the sun was higher overhead, the atmos. 
phere was warmer. the sea was as smooth as 
glass, and ever and anon we passed through 
banks of fog. The captain and officers of 
the ship, Who were alway$ civil and obliging; 
told xis that we were ofP the Gulf' Stream.

CHAMBER OF COMMERCE. 

Owing to the war the Inverness Chamber 

of Commerce has been in a state of suspen-

ded animation. I • 
At a general meeting held last Thursday 

night immediately- after the conference ad-
dressed by Captain Crawford, Director of 
Recruiting, a general meeting of the Cham-
ber was held in the office of the Secretary 
(Major David Ross). 
(Councillor David Petrie, president, occu-

pied the chair, and there was a large attend-
anoe. 

ROLL OF HONOUR. 

In the report by the Council it was said 

that owing to the war and the absence of 
the secretary on military duty;'the Chain-' 
ber had not met for two years. It wag 
thought that the time had now come when 
many questions could be usefully dealt with 
by the Council. Of the members of the 
Chamber the followin, had been killed in 
the war since the date of the last meeting: — 
Lieut.-Colonel Alex. Fraser, Captain D. F. 
Mackenzie, Lieut. Angus Urquhart, and, Pte. 
D. Melven, while Mr Charles Macbean, soli-
citor, who was a most regular supporter of 
the Chamber, had been carried away by 
death, as well as Zir Hugh Thomson, the 
auditor of the Chamber. 

It was reported that.the total membership 
stood at 75. There was in bank at the 
credit of the Chamber a sum of X22 4s 4d, 
The report was approved. 

AFTER-THE-`VAR PROBLEMS. 

Councillor Petrie, the president, said he 
was sure that each one of them could say 
that the period through which • they were 
passing was the most strenuous that they 
had experienced. There would be, if the 
Chamber were to take -its proper place, a 
great many problems which they could: help 
to solve.. These questions were of national 
importance, and he thought thi•t the Inver-
ness Chamber had perhaps erred in'the past 
in dealing only with questions of local im-
portance. He thought that that was a mis-
take. The Chamber was taking itself too 
cheaply by doing such a thing. They should 
have a meeting to deal -with every question 
which interested and concerned the commerce 
of the country. There was the question of 
the fiscal policy. They would require. to look 
into that and ascertain their views ass to 
whether they were going to .continue on the 
lines of the past or whether they were going 
to adopt new ideas which ha.d been' forced, 
upon them in connection with the vicar. 
There was also the question of international' 
trade and imperial trade—the question of 
production of food—railway transit, freights, 
and the relation between Capital and Labour, 
perhaps the biggest question• of all. He 
thought they should be able to give a lead 
to both Capitalists and LabouriA-ts. There 
could be no doubt that they would have to 
meet their men in a mdto liberal spirit than 
they had done in the past-that the men 
must not only have a living wage, but some-
thing more; of course, that would upset 
things at the time, but they would ad.7ust 
themselves in the course of experience. Then 
there were questions affecting men holding 
land. He did not refer to land owners, but 
to' land cultivators, and his impression waa 
that something would require to. be done that 
the men who held farms and land geireralTy 
should cultivate there for the good of' the 
community. Perhaps Government aid would 
be required in order to develop the indus-
tries of the country. Other questions would 
claim their attention, and In order to ex-
ercise their influence they oiight to raise 
their voices, and associate themselves with

INVERGORBON WORKMEN. 

QUESTIONS IN THE HOUSE. 

In the Mouse of Commons, on JVednesda'y 
Mr Wilkie (Lab.—Dundee) asked the Sec-, 

z'etary to the Admiralty whether he was - 
aware of the discontent existing among the 
workmen employed at Invergordon in con-
sequence of the withdrawal of the privileges 
which have existed for some considerable 
time in Invergordon ; whether he was aware 
of the conditions under which the workmen, 
have had to work and live; and whether he 
would enquire immediately into the whole 
circumstances which have given rise to the 
present difficulties, and arrange for the res-
toration of the privileges which had been 
withdrawn 
Dr Macnamara informed. Mr Wilkie that 

no privileges had been, withdrawn at 'Inver-
gordon, but undoubtedly the fact, particu-
larly, that single men , provided with good 
quarters rent free, had for a long time past 
been in receipt of subsistence allowance, de-
signed only for men who had to keep two 
homes going, had been the subject of discus-
sion "with the Admiralty. He was fully 
aware of the conditions under which work-
men lived and worked at Invergordon, for he 
had gone into these conditions personally on 
the spot. He knew that very good work had 
been and was being done. He -was also 
happy to know that the relations between the 
officers and the men generally were excellent.1 
He mentioned the question of single men re-
r ." ving subsistence allowance and. being 
housed rent free, because he would mislead 
his lion. friend if he did not say that its con-
tinuance had been the subject of considera-
tion. That, was, be imap-ined. the privilege 
his lion. friend had in mind. but no decision 
had been taken, and the whole matter now 
awaited local report.

MORE PROTECTION URGENTLY 

WANTED. 
rr0 THE EDITOR-1 

Sir, —I observed that at the last meeting 
of the Town Council they desired to ask for 
a night policeman for the burgh. As a 
ratepayer, I think it is high time we had 
some extra protection in Invergordon. Our 
local force, which only counts of a sergeant 
and two men, are responsible, in addition to 
their town duties, for the policing and 
patrolling of a wide stretch of the surround-
ing countryside, and cannot, I venture to 
say; be excelled for vigilance and attention 
to duty. They are simply ideal guardians 
of the peace, but they are not superhuman, 
and therefore cannot'be expected to be on 
duty night anal day, although, in their 
eagerness to serve) and see everything right, 
they have but very little off-time indeed. 
I know for a fact than two a.m. seldom sees 
them off the street. This is a state of mat-

at once be rectified. ' One ters which. sholiild 
extra policeman in a populous centre like 
Invergordon would not be anything like 
sufficient. At least two are required, and 
I trust the Chief Constable and those re-
sponsible -,vill at once see the way to make 
the necessary appointments. It may be 
argued on the plea of economy that it is 
not advisable to go in for such expenditure 
meantime, and further, that young men a.re 
not meantime a.vailableifor the police force., 
My answer to the first argument is that, 
anything—and this is certainly a ease in 
point—in the shanei of false economy is not 
commendable,— and in answer to the se-
cond I would point out- that it is quite pos-
sible to obtain men up in years—retired 
policemen for instance-for. the job. Might 
I ask if there are any special constables 
in connection with the district, and if so, 
could their services not be utilised until 
"the powers that be," after the customary 
prolonged deliberation, think it advisable, 
in their wisdom to appoint permanent men? 
There is no use closing the eyes to the fact 

that the extra policemen are needed, and 
the, appointment will have to come sooner 
or later. Let it not be a -case of "locking 
the stable door when the horse is stolen." 
"What about the ?" I seem to overhear 
some reader ask. I have not forgotten 
about' them. They have their own particu- 
lar duties to perform, and they arein noway

WORK IN THE SCOTTISH CHHRCHES' 

HUT. 

The Rev. David Sutherland, presently at 
Rosyth, who was for several months 
stationed at the Scottish Churches' Hut, 
Invergordon, has contributed a special ar-
tiele on the latter to the "Kirkintilloch 
Gazette," from which we take the liberty of 
making the following quotation:— 
"The work in connection with the Hut is 

no easy task. It is not a holiday as some 
have imagined it to be. It requires a good 
constitution, mental ability and love in the 
heart towards God and the soldiers. While 
these are lacking the worker will be dis-
satisfied.'and the. results will be nil. Where 
these abound: it is one of the finest works in 
which a' man or woman; can engage, and it 
is one of the privileges offered by the pre-
sent war in which God makes the wrath of 
man to praise him. The hut, with which 
the writer was-connected, was a large one, 
slid  at a concert or lecture it had seating 
aceopmodatioif for a thousand men: Its 
doors were opened at 9.30 in the morning 
and were not closed till 9.30 in the even-
ing. There were 'two counter;,-one for tea, 
coffee, and the other , for dry goods. The 
Hut ittfforded the soldier freedom where be 
might %vrite letters home or to his friends. 
To show how greatly the soldier apprecia-
ted the Hut, a census one week was taken, 
when it, was found that more than 2700 
letters and postcards, registered letters, tele-
grams and parcels had passed through the 
postal depa"rtment. At different times con-
certs were arranged by the officers to re-
lieve the monotony of- camp life. Lectures 
were also given, which were well attended, 
but mrisic has more cliarnis foi' the soldier 
than the lecture. The Hut possessed  a 
piano, nround which the men gathered and 
had tbeij• sing-song. It has been said that 
the spiritual work of the Hut has been sub; 
ordinated to the recular. It is not the cosy.
