Topics of the Week. 

Mr. John E. Sutherland, fishcurer, of Portsoy and 
Aberdeen, who was selected on Monday to stand in the 
Liberal interest, is undoubtedly a mast eloquent 
speaker. He also possesses the advantage of being 
strictly a " local man," and has acquired experience 
of public life in various official capacities. His selec-
tion, too, seems to be universally popular with the 
party, and on his way home from Aberdeen on Mon-
day he received quite an ovation at the strongly 
Radical burgh of Inverurie. Politically, the new can-
didate is to a great extent an untried man, so it re-
mains to be seen whether his eloquence will neutralise 
the favourable impression already made in the burghs 
by Mr. Rose-Innes, who avoids rhetoric, and is as 
hard-hitting and logical on the platform as he is genial 
and witty privately. 

Mr. Rose-Innes, who was in Aberdeen last week, 
has now completed all his arrangements for the con-
test. That experienced electoral campaigner, Mr. 
Robert Gray, solicitor, Peterhead, is the Unionist 
agent. A determined fight may therefore be con-
fidently expected. 

Mr. Macdonald Henderson's views are now fairly 
well known to various sections of the electorate of 
West Aberdeenshire. There is no doubt his pro-
gramme proves satisfactory, though several of his 
"planks"  have been subjected to a good deal of 
more or less hostile criticism by an active band of 
hecklers. Mr. Ronald M`Neill is equally busy, and as 
clever and resourceful on the platform as ever. Cap-
tain Hamilton Gordon has temporarily quitted the 
stump, but no doubt he will resume operations on an 
early date. Whatever dubiety. may exist as to the 
result in the Elgin Burghs, there is none as to how 
the voting will go in West Aberdeenshire and South 
Aberdeen. 

It is not expected that the dissolution will take 
place this year. On the whole, from the strictly party 
point of view, the Government is wise in its decision 
to hold on to office. The memory of the electors is 
short, and many of the burning questions on which 
the party has shown to so little advantage lately may 
have become ancient history in the course of another 
six months. 

We understand that a well-known local Conserva-
tive who did much able platform work for his party

in Aberdeen and county nearly a couple of decades 
ago- has again decided to enter the arena, no ``doubt 
chiefly for the propagation of a Fair Trade policy. 
These views he eloquently advocated.by pen and speech 
long before .Mr. Chamberlain found " salvation.'' Un-
doubtedly it will take some labour and argument before 
much impression is made on the great: . bulk of the 
electorate, but this is another •of the cases in. which 
a decidedly " stoot ' he'rt " will be set to conquer the 
"stey brae." 

The lamented death of Mr. Asher, K.C., has pre-
cipitated the. contest in that extraordinarily scattered 
Parliamentary constituency, the Elgin Burghs. The 
Liberal candidate must necessarily be somewhat handi-
capped by the shortness of the time allowed him in 
which to make his appeal to the electors. Mr. Patrick 
Hose-Innes, the Unionist candidate, has now been be-
fore the burghs for over a year, and during that time 
-he has immensely strengthened his position. His friends, 
indeed, express the belief that he will capture the. 
seat, although recent electoral indications throughout 
the county hardly tend to foster this belief. The 
candidate, however, belongs to a well-known and 
highly respected local county family; and his . abilities 
are of the highest order, so that in this case, as in 
others, the unexpected might easily happen. 

The most dramatic casein which the late Mr. Asher 
appeared -tvas in December, 1893, when it fell to him, 
as Solicitor-General, to prosecute Alfred John Monson 
for the alleged murder of a youth named Hambrough 
at Ardlamont, in the Kyles of Bute. It, appeared 
after Asher had marshalled ' all his evidence that the 
accused was left without a loop-hole of escape, but, 
thanks to the eloquence and ingenuity of his counsel, 
John Comrie Thomson, for so long sheriff-substitute 
at Aberdeen, the jury eventually brought in a verdict 
of " Not Proven." This trial is one of the most 
extraordinary ever recorded in the criminal annals 
of the country. Manson, who modestly described him-
-self as a tutor, was more or less nearly related to half 
the House of Lords, and Hambrough, though not so 
definitely, also belonged to the aristocratic class. 

The evidence showed that Monson had insured the 
young man's life for £20,000, and it came out clearly 
that at the time of the latter's death he was in the 
most urgent need of money. The prosecution alleged 
also that before Hambrough was fatally, shot an at-
tempt had been made to drown him by boring holes 
in the bottom of a boat which he occasionally used. 
Some sensational rumours were also circulated as to 
the accused's domestic arrangements, but these did 
not find their way into print. One notable feature of 
the trial was the array, of beggared aristocrats—the 
number included a Jerningham and a Loftus Totten-
ham—who were called to bear witness as to his 
financial straits. Some considerable time after his 
escape, Monson was sentenced to a term of five .years' 
penal servitude for, participating in a fraud on an 
insurance company. About the same time the 
guardians of a Yorkshire parish brought an. action 
against his mother—the daughter of a viscount—for 
the maintenance of the convict's wife and children, 
who had been obliged to seek refuge in the workhouse. 

Dr. John Clark, of the University of Cairo, is now 
in this county on holiday, at Fraserburgh, the place 
of his nativity. The Doctor who was for some time 
assistant to Dr. Pirie, Professor of Mathematics in 
Aberdeen University, left for Egypt about seven years 
ago. He was one of the most brilliant students who 
ever passed through King's, and he subsequently took 
the B.A. degree at Emmanuel College, Cambridge, as 
eleventh wrangler. .His friends were somewhat dis-
appointed that he did not stand even higher on the 

i• 
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list.. His failure.- t-6 do so was, attributed probably 
with, accuracy to his- love for music. 

Dr. Clark .was an unsuccessful candidate for the 
local Chair of Mathematics last year,_ on the death of . 
Professor Pirie. It is somewhat curious, and not 
altogether creditable to` the scientists of this country, 
that his reputation as a mathematician stands. higher 
on the. Continent than at home. Before crossing the 
Channel on his present, furlough, he spent several 
weeks as the guest of a number of world-famous 
French savants.

The London Echo, which was always a fairly in-
teresting little halfpenny daily, has expired from 
failure of the circulation, at the comparatively ad-
vanced age of 37 years. Mr. Passmore Edwards, the 
celebrated philanthropist, was the best known of its 
proprietors and editors. From a habit of mangling 
" copy" not always in the most artistic manner, this 
good man was universally known` in the " street " as 
` Slashmore " Edwards. It is safe to say also that 
he was much more admired by the general public than 
by the members of his stag.

" Francis Grose," the lively note-taker of the 
Peterhead Sentinel,, has discovered a new poet. We 
made the same discovery ourselves a matter of two 
years ago, and regret that we had not the courage 
or the opportunity to announce the fact at the time. 
The poet in question is a certain " D. V. Tanael," of 
Banchory, and the Sentinel man singles out for par-
ticular praise a couple of his effusions which recently 
appeared in the Aberdeen Weekly Journal. Both poems 
undoubtedly touch a much higher standard of merit 
than is usual in newspaper rhymes. There is, in fact, 
no doubt that this " Tanael " is a genuine poet, and 
of quite •a different heckle from the common horde of 
facile jinglers. The Peterhead writer seems to enter-
tain grave doubts as to whether " Tanael " is the 
poet's proper name. In this he is justified. Those 
who are familiar with the run of surnames up Ban-
chory way may safely conclude that- " D. V. Tanael " 
resolves itself into " Tavendale " when the bard is at 
home.

Our, townsman, Mr. William Tough, Craiginches, 
has at last achieved the distinction of the " Black 
List," at the hands of Baillie Kendall Burnett. No 
one -can say that William has not worked hard for 
the distinction. He might have been as well left, 
however, to pursue the humble tenor of his way be-
tween the police cells and the poorhouse in obscurity. 
The award will neither benefit him socially nor the 
community financially in the long run. 

A correspondent writes:—Mr. Charles Windust, a 
gentleman with whom I was once slightly acquainted 
in Fleet Street, sends me a coupon from the office of 
Sporting .Luck at Middleburg, Holland, and in an 
aeompanying circular cordially invites me to partici-
pate in a racing lottery which he has established. 
The modus is to fix the names of the winners in three 
specified races, and the amount which might fall to 
the coupon "sender in, the event of success is £300. 
This sum, indeed, is paid out weekly, but the amount 
is sometimes cut up badly by quite a host of com-
petitors spotting the winners. Even in the present 
notoriously rotten . state of the English turf, when no 
one can tell whether a race is honestly run or not, I 
should have no particular objection to this form of en-
terprise, provided, Charles paid the money out of his 
own pocket.. As a matter of fact, the whole is sub-

scribed by the. silly geese who have to fbrtivard - several 
shillings with each coupon.,, - This is playing " blind-
hookey " with a vengeance. It is a game into which-
the slightest element of skill never enters. 

Personally; I , should advise the many hundreds, A. 
may be. thousands of persons who have been circular-
ised in . Aberdeen to have nothing to do with the com-
petitions. It, is little to .the point that Mr.' Win.dust 
pledges his personal credit for the due: payment. of the 
prize money. He is in Holland, not in England, and 
can with impunity refuse to cash up should it suit 
his . purpose to . do so. He mentions, in proof 
of his bona fides, that he is known in London 
to the whole force of Scotland Yard, several 
eminent barristers, solicitors, editors, and authors. 
This is % indeed the case. He was for a number of* 
years " Special Crime Investigator" of the Weekly 
Dispatch, and ranked as one of the smartest journalists 
on that side of the profession in Fleet Street. Before 
leaving ' for Holland, he and his editor, Mr. C. J.. 
Tibbitts, were unlucky enough to be committed to 
prison for several weeks in Bristol as second-class mis-
demeanants, for publishing some details which a rather 
hasty judge held to be prejudicial to the fair trial of 
a man subsequently convicted for murder. 

Mr. W. Milne Gibson, formerly editor of the 
Northern l+ igaro, who contributes an admirable ap-
preciation of the late Mr. John Kirby to Tuesday's. 
issue of the A. J., is now engaged in a responsible 
position at the Palace Theatre.

What Men Dare."

" Comedy-drama " is an ugly compound name. It 
is not in the dictionary, and it has no right to a 
place on a programme. The claims of the English 
language, however, worry many theatrical people very 
little. " What Men Dare" is a melodrama of better 
quality than. most provincial melodramas, and not 
nearly so effective, for example, as " The Worst Woman 
in London." Mr. C. Rann Kennedy and Mr. Michael 
Sherbrooke. are too, intelligent to write an ordinary, 
vulgar melodrama, but they don't know the technique 
of the business as Mr. Melville knows it. There is 
some tolerable writing in " What Men Dare." On 
the other hand, there is something of Ouida, without 
her genius, and there is grammar like " those sort ' of 
people." " Sort " is a noun in the singular, as every 
one knows except Miss Marie Corelli and her admirers. 
I.hope that the actors—or the authors, if they. be re-
sponsible—will read Box-ACCORD, and mend their 
grammar.

There is a great deal of talk in " What Men Dare." 

Some of it is not bad, though one does not kno"w 

-That much of it is about. Its Russians remind one 
of such melodramas as " Under the Red Lamp," 
though there is no actor of Mr. Tree's ability who 
could help to redeem the melodrama. Somehow there 
is very little Russian atmosphere in the play, and the 
Cockney accent is heard too often. Perhaps only Mr. 
Brember Wills contrives to get a little suggestion of 
cleverness as well as cunning into his sketch of 
character. Good scenery and costumes that are, I 
suppose, accurate, are not enough. Yet it would be 
unjust not to insist on the great superiority of Mr. 
Kennedy's and Mr. Sherbrooke's play to almost all 
.similar pieces, and, indeed, to many more pretentious 
plays.

"What Men Dare" is played quite adequately by 
a company of -which the leading members are Miss 
Emelie Polini, Mr. Waram, A Mr. Wainwright, and Mr.

" What Men Dare " is good, but not good enough.

Dancing Reform. 

The first step to suppress romping and ungraceful 
antics in the ballroom has been taken by the Imperial 
Society of Dance Teachers, who, after long and care-
ful deliberation in congress, have decided upon 
several important alterptions in the square dances. 
Thiss • is a new Society, formed of the highest •profess- Is 
of dancing in this country, who art j determined to 
raise the level of the art. There hat; been too .much 
laxity of late years in the teaching room ; novelties 
have been introduced which have taken the Trace and 
dignity, from many dances. This Society desires to 
wipe away innovations and return to the classic form. 
At present it has only been able to codify or standard-
ise the square dances and this has involved much his-
torical research and Lrd work. It cannot, of course, 
control the public but it can guarantee that in the 
academies of members of the Society the excrescences 
will be removed. Waltzing in quadrilles, for example, 
will be rigidly banned, and romping frowned upon. , In 
future it hopes to agree upon a uniform method in 
the round dances. By doing this it hopes to raise 
dancing to a higher. level, and make the dancers. more 
at ease with their partners, because they will know 
the .set and correct' forms of each movement. It is 
even hoped that in t}me a State Academy of Dancing 
will ' be brought into ` xistence, and that dancing will 
be a subject in eve school syllabus sanctioned by 
the Boars of Educatio .

There is nothing of an exciting nature in the towing 
of a fishing boat through a canal. It would be an 
injustice to some of the finest scenery in the country, 
however, through which the Caledonian Canal wands 
its way, were no reference made to it. But I cannot do 
more. The business in hand in the meantime is the 
cruise of the " Invertartan Star," and however tempting 
the theme of the gorgeous panoraAra of Highland lochs 
and mountains, the reference must suffice so that the 
adventures of the " Parton" and his crew are 
attended to. 

The little craft got through the Canal without inci-
dent . calling for any special ratite. The tow-rape was 
gat aboard, the lugsail was hoisted, and the " Inver-
tartan Star" was soon scudding befQl a fair wind. 

It looked as if they would soon reach Oban i but 
they had been a little less than a couple of hours in the 
open when the wind fell away and the sail hung as limp 
as a wet blanket on a, clothe,s-line.

To the angler, fishing with the ripper may not appeal 
as the highest class of :sport. But It has its charms— 
particularly to those who -would combine profit with 
their pleasure. 

"A turn at the ripper," therefore, is a favourite 
pastime with the crews of herring boats when they 
happen to get becalmed on their way to or from or at 
the usual fishing ground. 

The crew of the " Invertartan Star " got out their 
rippers, and the sport became so exciting for a time 
that the " Parton" and Swick joined in it. 

Around the craft the sea was' teeming with cole-
fish, and the ripper was no sooner in the water than a 
rush was road's at it by the voracious " black lacks." 

Often two at a time wxw pulled aboard, and in less 
than an hour half a ton of them lay upon the deck. 

The catch included a few catfish, but neither cod 
nor ling.

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BOOK REVIEW. 

" INGATHERINGS," 
By WILLIAM CADENHEAD. 

[William Smith. The Bon-Accord Press. Printed 
for the subscribers.] 

This handsomely produced volume of 232 pages, 
which is creditable alike to the printer and the binder, 
contains a selection of the later work of that singu-
larly lovable old man, William Cadenhead, wine 
merchant, Netherkirkgate, who, after a long, placid, 
and happy life, passed away last November at the 
age of 85. The collection appears to have been edited 
by our townsman, Mr.- William Walker, author of 
the " Bards of Bon-Accord." Most certainly it' will 
give satisfaction to, the ,poLW's nz.,.ny.. aurairers, as the 
representa•civ-e specim•ero © t' His Singularly varied muse 
have been selected wigs t a greatest care and dis-
crimination. 

Mr. Cadenhead was undoubtedly a genuine poet, 
although he seldom attempted to fly on a strong 
wing. His verse is always graceful and melodious, 
and his ear for rhyme was invariably as correct as 
his sense of rhythm. There is very little he ever 
wrote that cannot still be read with pleasure, from the 
rollicking, versified reminiscences of his youthful days 
to the eerie. ballads in which he preserved the legends 
of the twilight ages, and the more serious strains 
of his later years where his mellowed optimism is so 
nobly and so earnestly expressed. 

Many of the pieces printed in this volume possess 
an extrinsic as well as an intrinsic worth from the 
fact that the author had in a sense constituted him-
self the " Laureate of Aberdeen." For example, the 
following extract as to the origin of the place-name 
Kittybrewster, which is taken from a poem of the 
same name, has a distinct topographical value:— 

She sell't a dram—I kent her fine— 
Out on the road to Hilton, 
Afore the door there stood a sign 
Ahint a lairack beltin' . 

Her dram was good, but 0 her ale, 
'TW' as it that did her credit; 
Aboon a'_ brewsts it bore the bell, 
An' 'twas hersel' that made it. 

She was a canty, kindly dame, 
They ca'd her Kitty Brewster." 

With the exception of the veteran William Carnie, 
who is still. happily to the fore, Mr. Cadenhead had 
outlived raost of the intimate friends of his youth and 
earlier manhood., but although, with this and one or 
two other exceptions, they were " all gone, the old 

familiar faces," he continued to be hopeful and of good 
cheer to the end, and the pathetic quatrain we quote 
below which he wrote on the death of an aged sister, 
last Kovember, three weeks before hjis decease, shows 
that the poetic flame continued to burn undimmed 
even while the final sands were rapidly passing 
through the glass :— 

" Long on the bough the frail leaf shook: 
It took the Autumn's brown; 
'The Winter's blast it could not brook, 
So quietly fluttered down." 

In concluding. this brief notice, it should be men-
tioned that " Ingatherings " contains nn excellent 
photogravure of the poet—a " speaking " likeness of 
him as he appeared in his later years : as well as the 
interesting appreciation of his career, which Mr. 
Walker first published in t;ae " Bards of :lion-Accor<'' 
twenty years ago.
