OUR PORTRAIT GALLERY. 

No. 21.—Mit E. T. SMITH, PROPRIETOR or 
" BRoW•,,'S BOOKSTALL." 

•N connection with the reappearance of Brown's Bookstall, after a sleep of about three years, we have pleasure in 
presenting the photo of the editor and proprietor, Air Edward 
Townsend Smith. 

Air Smith's connection with the venerable firm of Messrs A. 
Brown & Co., whose interesting history has been told in the 
Bookstall and in " Aberdeen Awa'"  by ex-Bailie Walker, began 
late in the sixties. The ex-bailie was then sole proprietor of the 
firm, and he took his nephew, Air Smith, to be his message boy. 
The message boy passed through the " mill" successfully, and 
when ex-Bailie Walker retired from business in 1883, Air Smith 
took over the business, and became sole proprietor of the firm 
of lllessrs A. Brown & Co. 

Business methods of 50 years ago were free and easy compared 
with those of to-day, and did not necessitate the same anxiety 
to those in charge of great commercial concerns. But the day 
brings the man, and with Air E. T. Smith in charge, there is 
no danger of Messrs A. Brown & Co. being left unheard of in 
the rush and hurry of the day. llThen in 1893 Air Smith found 
that his business required more modern premises, he secured 
and laid out the commodious place of business now occupied by 
the firm. Besides having plenty of room for the bookselling 
and fancy goods departments, Air Smith had made and fitted 
up a magnificent fine art saloon, which, by the way, is the best 
lighted soloon in Scotland. This saloon enabled Air Smith to 
make a feature of the fine art trade ; and in his premises he 
has held several exhibitions of work done by local artists. 
Air Smith has a good idea of the value of local prints, and 
scores of these pass through his hands in the course of a year. 
A reproduction of one rare print of Aberdeen, the original of 
which he lately secured, is given as a supplement to this 
month's Scottish Notes and Queries. 

The Bookstall is a creation of Mr . Smith's busy brain. 
Originally conceived as an advertising medium, in course of 
time it became an important part of the literary life of the city. 
The interest that the Bookstall created was of course in great 
measure due to the articles of ex-Bailie Walker, whom Air 

Smith induced to contribute. Thus an apparently never-
exhausting well of local reminiscence was tapped, and when Air 
Smith secures the next supply he will be certain that eager 
readers will anxiously await the issue of his monthly. When 
Scottish Notes and Queries ceased to be published a month or so 
ago, Air Smith generously came forward and offered to bear 
the risk should those interested care to continue the publication. 
This proposal was gladly accepted, and IIIr Smith now publishes 
the Bookstall in conjunction with Notes and Queries. 

The proprietor of Brown's Bookstall has not taken any part 
in public matters. Although suited by natural shrewdness and 
a good business training for public life, he shrinks from the 
gaze of the crowd ; and November has neither terrors nor 
charms for him. It is true that Air Smith was an active 
member of the Commercial Literary Society, a body which 
exercised a great power for good, and of which many of our 
leading citizens were members. 

Air Smith was for several years a member of Aberdeen 
Boating Club, and of the Gymnastic and Rowing Club, and for 
two years acted as chairman of the latter institution. 

As a fine principled man of business, and socially a prince of 
good fellows, ,fir Smith is well known in every part of 
Aberdeen. In the city all his interests are, for although born 
in Melbourne, Australia, he is by upbringing and instinct a 
loyal son of Aberdeen Awa'.

IN connection with the notes on page 20 on Councillor 
Fraser's proposed scheme of improvements at the Links, we 
have made a proposal for a carriage drive to Balgownie. In 
the meantime we beg to direct the attention of Councillor 
Gray, convener of the North Division of the Streets and Roads 
Committee, and Councillor George Reid, 1laster of Kirk and 
Bridge Works, to the fact that the footpath between the Old 
and New Bridges of Don is positively dangerous. It must be 
repaired at once. The footpath has been worn away in one or 
two places ; and should an accident happen, the Town Council 
will be responsible. The footpath should be looked after by the 
Streets and Roads Committee and the Master of Kirk and 
Bridge Works. With the winter approaching we should think 
that the consciences of Mr James Gray and Mr George Reid 
would be a little troubled.

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HER MAJESTY'S THEATRE. 

THE GREAT TRICKOLI AT THE THEATRE. 
MR ARTHUR ROBF.RTS has for long held a distinctive place on 

the English stage. As a music hall " star" he had no equal for 
cleverness and daring ; and the same characteristics mark his 
position as an actor on the comic stage. No one, either in the 
music halls, or what is rather inaccurately called the regular 
stage, has such ability to bold an audience alone, without scenic 
or musical aid. It is to in his admirable pantomime that 
Mr Roberts loves to display this gift. He will hold the centre 
of the stage for a quarter of an hour whilst, amidst absolute 
stillness, he imitates a man bathing or a woman " doing" her 
hair. Anon, Mr Roberts will show you that he has studied a 
waiter in some cafe of the boulevards, and he will reproduce that 
waiter as if to the manner born. And he will not be beaten, 
either. If a Fregoli draws the town to the Alhambra with his 
"lightning changes," forthwith Mr Arthur Roberts will appear 
on the other side of Leicester Square at the gorgeous Empire 
Music'Hall, disguised as the Great Trickoli. And there were 
not wanting good judges who said that the English comedian 
had beaten the foreigner. It is many a year since Mr Roberts 
first amused me at the Avenue Theatre, where, by the way, he 
had Albert Chevalier as a member of his company. Then there 
was the Gaiety, where the comedian lamented that " Daddy 
Wouldn't Buy Me a Bow-Wow"; the Prince of Wales's; with 
an occasional " off season " visit to the music halls. Ali me! 
how the years fly. 

"Dandy Dan" is simply the latest of a long series of plays— 
originally mere skeleton plays—written round Mr Roberts. I 
should say that, the acting apart, the chief merit of this latest 
entertainment is in Mr Walter Slaughter's melodious music. 
But Mr Roberts would pull together almost any conceivable 
piece. So that before it finds its way to London, there is no 
doubt that " Dandy Dan " will be quite a presentable musical 
comedy. Sufficient justice has been done to it by the daily 
press. As it stands, it is full of whimsical things that have 
evidently come from Mr Roberts' fertile fancy. 

The acting all round is extremely good. Mr Roberts has 
been called perhaps the greatest of all comedians. I think 
comedian is not the word at all. No ; Mr Arthur Roberts is 
rather a droll—a droll raised to the highest degree of genius. 
His face is his fortune. He can set the house in a roar, and 
keep it there, whilst his face, except for a wrinkle in the right 
check, or an elevation of the eyebrows, remains immobile. His 
pantomime, as I have said, is marvellous ; and his quick changes, 
of persons as well as clothes, are just as wonderful. It seemed 
to me, however, that Miss Isa. Bowman, as Mary, was quite Mr 
Roberts' equal in humour, with the added qualities of charm 
and refinement. Miss Bowman is a young actress of quite 
original gifts. Her scenes with the dashing Dandy Dan in the 
Park were exceedingly well done. Of the secondary members 
of the company the cleverest is Mr Harry Kilburn, as an 
amorous policeman. Mr Blake Adams and Messrs Cremlin and 
Bellamy played very cleverly the parts of the grotesquely im-
possible Scotch earl and his retainers. The inevitable j)atriotic 
song was well sung by Mr Leon Roche. And Mr Highland's 
Jeames was notably good. Miss Kate Erskine played brightly, 
and looked very charming, as Lady Margaret; Miss Vernon 
Paget gave a clever sketch of Dan's mother; and Misses 
Rundell and Mason, two graceful young ladies, danced a 
Bacchantic sort of dance. The chorus is unusually strong and 
well drilled.

Next to the " star " himself, the most interesting player in 
Mr Roberts' company is Miss Isa Bowman. This clever young 
lady has played at most of the leading London theatres, though 
she is scarcely out of her teens. She first came into notice when 
she played the Duke of York in Mr Richard Mansfield, the well 
known American actor's successful revival of " Richard III." at 
the Globe Theatre, London. She went to America with that 
actor, playing the part of the Prince. Miss Bowman sub-
sequently made a great hit in London as a dancer, though she 
had had no lessons. She is one of the leading English favourites 
in pantomime. Besides all these things, she has distinguished 
herself as Hattie in " Niobe" and as Connie in " All Abroad." 
There are no brighter young actresses on the stage that Miss Isa 
Lowman and her sister, " Little Empsie," as she is fond of 
calling her. And Miss Bowman is already an accepted favourite 
in Aberdeen. 

THE ALHAMBRA. 
AN enthusiastic audience filled the Alhambra on Monday, 

and were rewarded with a capital night's entertainment. Aliss 
Doris Dene commenced the programme by singing two songs in 
first-class style. She, was followed by Little Tim, a youngster 
who will make a name for himself on the variety stage. George 
Wyres came next, and kept the audience in fits of laughter with 
his irresistibly funny style of singing. Marie Terry's contribu-
tion was followed by the Bros Pasmore, as clever a pair of knock-
about artistes as are travellipg Their get up in their last act 
was especially smart. J. H. Milburn should have followed, 
but owing to indisposition was unable to appear. The dis• 
appointment of the audience was amply compensated for by the 
extra turns provided by Mr Sheldon. The Silcott Quartette of 
ladies made the hit of the evening. As vocalists they have 
little to learn, but it is as dancers that they excel, every 
movement they made being executed with a neatness and 
precision that is delightful to witness. Bob Hartley, comedian, 
brought to a close " the best night's amusement to be bad in 
the city."

The following letter was sent by Sir William Cunliffe Brooks, Bart., Forest of Glen 
Tana, to the airman the Meeting of the Sub-Committee of the Deeside District 
Committee held at Aboyne oil Saturday, 4th September:— 

Forest of Glen Tana, 
Aboyne, 4th September, 1897. 

TO THE CHAIRMAN OF THE -
DEESiDE DISTRICT COMMITTEE. 

DEAR SIR,—At the last public meeting of 
your committee, you expressed desire for 
some information to be supplied by me. 

Readily I do so. 
It is requested you should cause this 

letter to be read at to-day's meeting of the 
committee, so that my words should have 
the same publicity as yours. 
You expressed desire that I should give 

the name of the proprietor who, I said, 
would not consent to yield one drop of 
water to the Bellwood site. 

It is Captain Davidson of Desswood. 
I was informed of this by the Marquis of 

Huntly, who, on the 31st July, 1897, wrote— 
" The well is on Captain Davidson's pro-

perty, and only last week he told me it was 
the sole water supply he had for the farm 
on that side of his estate. He would not 
consent to part with a drop of that water." 
I have communicated with Captain David-

son, who says the first sentence is his; but 
not the last, which, he adds, must be Lord 
Huntly's own remark; which, however, 
appears to be quite true, and corroborates 
my statement. 
One of your committee (Sir John Clark) 

said at your public meeting, he " wished 
the fact to be brought out that the hospital 
was half a mile from the village." 
This I was obliged to contradict. Mr. 

Nicol of Ballogie, however, properly con-
firms me by stating it is only 164 yards 
from one of the houses already built in the 
village. 

Sir John has handsomely admitted his 
statement was only on hearsay. It is, of 
course, regrettable that the information he 
accepted was not more accurate. My con-
tradiction stands good—the hospital is not 
anything like half a mile from the village, 
and is within its water area. 
Mr Nicol of Ballogie had stated at a 

public meeting of your committee that I 
had no foundation for saying that your 
committee had appointed the Marquis of 
Huntly and Mr Sandison to confer with me 
on a site. 
I have communicated with Mr. Nicol, 

with the result that he candidly acknow-
ledges that what was (erroneously, it 
appears) written to me by Lord Huntly 
did give me foundation for making my 
statement. 
The hospital, which is being built for 

the reception (from a large surrounding 
district) of persons afflicted with contagious 
and infectious diseases, is not isolated, as 
all such hospitals should be. Its site is 
within the water area of Aboyne, whose 
inhabitants strongly object to its position. . 
When you contemplated taking that site, 

you were certainly not legally bound to 
consult me, as proprietor of a large amount 
of adjoining property ; but it would have 
been decent for you to have done so. It 
was extremely discourteous on your part 
not to do so. I don't read the printed 
reports of your meetings, unless my atten-
tion is specially directed to them; and I 
never knew what you were aiming at, 

until, going to Aboyne to assist at the 
preparations for the Jubilee, I found out: 
what you were doing. 
The ratepayers of Aboyne petitioned in 

the strongest terms against this site ; 
because, having expended much money in 
preparing accommodation for visitors to 
their well-reputed healthy village, they 
fear to lose money by visitors being deterred 
from coming. 
The ratepayers fear not only the pos-

sibility of contagion and infection from the 
patients, but they dread a sentiment. which 
has already shown itself, causing visitors to 
pass Aboyne by, to seek lodgings in other 
places where no pest-house exists. 
In , my hearty sympathy with the inhabit-

ants of Aboyne, and in my anxiety about 
my own large property there, I offered, so 
soon as ever I found out what you were 
doing, to pay for whatever building work 
had been done. 
You did not accept my offer. 
You advertised for another site; and, 

since then, to the astonishment of everyone, 
you went on spending the money of us 
ratepayers in building on the objectionable 
site, without waiting for replies to your 
advertisement ; and without waiting for 
the report of the sub-committee who were 
appointed to consider sites. 
That appears unbtisinesslike. 
As the building went on I offered £1000 if 

you would select a site away from Aboyne. 
You replied in public with these discredit-
able words— 
That, " you could not be driven into the 

desert and into the highways and byeways 
to look for a site; that you already had a 
site ; and that you were not to be buffeted 
out of it, and be sent to look for another 
site with so many pounds in your pocket." 
You appeared to think that, when you 

had selected a site, however objectionable, 
your duty was done. 
That is not so. 
You ought to consider the feelings of 

the inhabitants of Aboyne, who are the 
most interested in this matter. You ought 
to bow before the expression of public 
opinion, which, with the Press generally, 
is dead against you. You ought to go 
into the desert, as you phrase it, to seek a 
site which is isolated, and be very thankful 
that money is put into your pocket to assist 
you to do it. 
1 have received many, many letters of 

sympathy on " the disgraceful conduct of 
placing a pest house in the water area of 
the thriving health resort of Aboyne and 
its neighbourhood "; and " the shabby 
treatment of me, who have done so much 
for Aboyne"; and, also, I have received 
from very many a suggestion, which, if you 
will adopt, may get you out of your diffi-
culty, and tend to restore the general tran-
quility of our pleasant neighbourhood, 
namely, that you should cause the site and 
and all that is thereon to be sold, whereby 
the ratepayers would not lose a single 
penny, and you would be, with my thousand 
pounds in your pocket, able to look for a 
site, isolated, as it should be, and not com-
pulsorily opposed to the spirit of legislation 
on such hospitals.

Improvements at the Links. 

HERE are many men who can see the 
good of a city improvement only 

when it puts money in their pockets. 
That being so, we are afraid that Councillor 
Fraser will have difficulty in convincing 
certain members of the Town Council as 
to the propriety of going on with the 
suggested improvements at the Links. 
Councillor Fraser wishes to make the 
Links, the great playground of the city, 
more suitable as a playground, and as a 
resort for visitors to the city. He wishes 
to make terraces on the Broadhill, plant 
seats overlooking the Links and the Bav, 
and otherwise improve the place. He 
wishes, further, that a carriage drive be 
made from Dee to Don mouth, a scheme 
that has the imprimatur of the Lord 
Provost. Of course, Councillor Fraser will 
have the support of the members of the 
Council who can see a little before them— 
who can see that by-thus improving the 
amenities of the city visitors in increasing 
numbers will be induced to come here. 
The fact that enormous crowds have been 
conveyed to the Bathing Station at the 
Links during the past summer has opened 
the eyes of progressive men to the possi-
bilities in that part of the city ; and 111r 
Fraser's motion is the natural result of the 
past season's work. 

We believe that nowhere in Scotland is 
there such a fine stretch of commonty with 
a magnificent beach adjoining as the 
Aberdeen Links, and we make bold to say 
that no other town in Scotland has paid 
so little heed to such natural advantages. 
,Ilr Fraser wishes the Links made more 
suitable for sports, volunteering, &c., the 
Broadhill terraced, and a drive made to 
Donmouth. The other week we sketched 
an improvement that world fit in with Air 
Fraser's, viz., a carriage drive not to Don-
mouth only, but carried by a bridge over 
the Tile Burn, up to the New Bridge of 
Don, then along the top of the brae to the 
Brig of Balgownie. Old Aberdeen, the 
showground of the city, could thus be 
reached, and a circular tour completed 
that would be second to none in Scotland. 

There is no reason why all this should 
be attempted at once. We have 
already shown that the money for the Tile 
Burn Bridge and the roadways near the 
Bridge of Don could he taken from the 
wealthy Bridge of Don Fund,which stands 
at about £30,000, and surely the rate-
payers would not grudge the expense of 
improving the Links. All we ask is that 
the idea of forming a grand drive from the 
Bathing Station to the Brig o' Balgownie 
be kept in the front. 

We look forward with interest to the 
discussion when Air Fraser brings up his 
Links Improvement Scheme.
