SAD FATALITY AT THE BLACi• BRIDGE.-While 

the building' of the now bridge from Waterloo Place 

to Grant Street has up till now been characterised 
by much public disquiet in consequence of the 
attempts plade to close it entirely against both 
passenger and whool traffic, it is only this week 
that anything of the nature of a serious accident 
has occurred. Th,c service bridge which has 
been erected to provide a passage for foot passengers 
was opened to the use of the public last Satur day 
while in a very unfinished and unprotected state. 
Qn the one side, next the girders, it was absolutely 
unprotected, and on' the other, the up river side, 
there was a long stretch without any liand-rail, 
while the planking of the pathway was only laid 
and fixed about half-wAy across, the remaining 
portion being laid with long loose planks. This 

was the co ndition of the structure on Alonday night 
when Mr Donald Johnstone, commercial traveller, 
Grant Street, crossed the bridge in company 
with Mr Peter Fraser, postman. The two 

ng men rossed the service bridge walki 
abreast, and when about half-way over, at the point 
where the planking pf the footway was still un-
finished and an awkward step occurred through the 

difference in the level, Mr Johnstone stubled and 
fell sideways through the open lattice of the girders. 
Mr Fraser . . ng his friend failing clutched at perceivi 
his garment, and through the impetus of Mr J ohn-
stone's falling body was pulled over along with him. 
Both fell into the water together, Air Fraser at ill 
grasping his friend. Coming against one of the 
piles of the old bridge, AIr Fraser, who could not 
swim, threw his arm around it, and clung there. 
Mr Johnstone in the meantime being torn from his 
grasp by the force of the current and carried away. 
Mr Fraser was speedily rescued by Donald Mackay, 
Shoe Lane, who clambered down the piles and 
assisted him out of the water. Mr Johnstone 

far appears to have been heard calling for help as 
down as the Railway Bridge. Ile was a good 
swimmer, but it is believed he must have been 
hampered in some way that prevented him using 
big powers, and was thus at the meroy of the 
strong current flowing in. the river. A boat was 
soon got out and diligent search made all night for 
any trace of the body, but without success. The 
occurrence created a painful sensation throughout 
the town. Mr Johnstone was a man well known 
and liked in the Merkinch, where at one time he

Tarbat School Board is one of those which have for 
some time shown a determination to deal with default-
erB.

Can a Sub-Tenant of Shootings Prosecute for 

Poaching ? 
In the weekly Sheriff Court at Tain on Wednesday, 

a very interesting question of law arose in connection 
with a day-poaching case, in which John Macdonald, 
labourer, Tain, was charged ab the.instanoe of Mr 
A. C. Jennins, gentleman, Tain, with being in search 
or pursuit of game on a part of Wester Pithogarby, 
about forty yards distant from " The Captain's Hole 
on the golf course (which is rented as such by the St 
Duthus Golf Club). Mr Mactavish acted for Mr 
Jennins, and Mr T. J. Macleay defended accused. 
Before allowing accused to plead. however, Mr Mae-
leay raised a preliminary plea. He maintained that 
Jennins could not prosecute, in respect that he was 
only sub-tenant of the shootings of Wester Pithogarty, 
and he further alleged that the tenant had reserved 
right to trap and nare. MrMactavish admitted that 
prosecutor was only sub-benaub, but maintained tha-b 
he was the person having the sole right to kill game in 
terms of section 7 of the Ground Game Act, 1880. 
The Sheriff, however, took accused's plea of not 
guilty, and reserved the question of law until he had 
heard the evidence. Mr Mackenzie-Rws of Aldie 
de ned to being proprietor of East, West, and Mid 
Pi PC 0•', He had offered the shootings of these th by 
lands to Mr Jennins, but lie declinp.d. to take them 
irect from him (Mackenzie Ross) lest there might be 

friction with the agricultural tenants. He then let 
these shootings to Mr William Mackenzie, Mid Pitho-
garty, and he believed that ackeilzie sub-let thern 
to Jeanins. Mr admitted all this, and pro-
duced a written lease of the shootingA, from which 
Mackenzie had reserved right to trap and snare 
rabbits on Mid Pithogarty. He positively denied the 
allegation that Mackenzie had reserved. a similar 
right on Wester Pithogarty. Mr Dallas, solioitor 
(and first seoratary and treasurer to the Golf Club), 
and Dr Mackenzie, Tain, deponed to being on the golf 
course oil the date libelled and to seeing accused fire a 
shot. The latter addressed him and lie gave a reply 
to the effect that he had kille'd something. The 
ground w here he fired, both witnesses said, was wall 
known to them, arid it was within the Wester Pitho-
garty march fences. They. however, admitted havine 
seen the publio on the golf oour8n. Still the Sheriff 
repallud ccuied's objeotions to the relevancy of thEi 
libel, and passed sentence of a modified finO Of 53 and 
21 ls of niedided expoasE-8, with the option of five 
days' imprisonment. Accused but MI' MaclOaV . 
ntimated an appeal to the Court of Session, whero be 
, 
is to raise a suspension on the above gi onuds. and also 
ill connection with tile marches between Pithogary 
and the Mhorrich Mlinrn Commouty. If this ensp6n-
ion goes to trial, it will sotDle t% new and very interoqb-
ing question in law, and it will further put an end uo 
all doubt as to the boundaries referred to. All along

Slavery in Zanzibar-A Tain Nam's 
Testimony. 

' X-TR ARTHUR PE,kSF, 11%1'.P., presiding on Monday at 
a Tyip.eting of the British and Foriai•n %.nti-Slavery 
Sac;­, y. Mansion llow,e, London, re"gar-ding slavery 
in Zinzibar, stated tbat half a million lives were, 
-iacrificed to the Afr;can slavu trado Our protec-
torate rendered us respowiblo for slavery in Zalizibac. 
Mr Donald Mackenzie, who find been ccmtnis•sioned 
to investigate thecondition of the Slaves in Zi,nzibar 
and Perriba, delivered an address dealing with the . . subject in considerable detail. Mr Mackenzie Is, Wa 

' nndk!r,tand, a brother of .L%lr Mackenzie, r,culptor, 
Tain. Ihere were, he said. probably nearly about 
90.000 slaves in the Island c.f Pemba, and they were 
entirely at the illercy of their masters, who could 
punish them in whatever manner they pleased, even 
unto death, without any check whatever from the 
authorities. Within tho last few, years, be remarked, 
Priglanil hAd beconio responsible for the state of 
affairs in Z%nzibar, Pamba. and Ea9b Africa, yet no 
imp, ,ovement had been mado ill the condition of the 
•4a%­,, or any attempt to remove the evil of slavery 
itielf. 

* IT WAS A CURIOUS FACT 
tbat Slaves had but very few children, berce thO 
necessity for the continued irnportntiou of raw slaves 
toEupplythedeinand. He was much struck with the 
evidence of non-incremse amongsti the slaves .as re-
gariled children. Taking the deatli-rate ab 330 per 
!nille, upwards of 7000 slaves would have to be 
imported annually to supply this deficiency in labour. 
I lo -f as told that the mode of transit from the main-
1,%Pd to Zruizibar had been changed, owing to tile fact 
thAt; dhows attracted too much attention, and canoes 
were 110' employed to convey thoslaveR. lberowere 
unwards of 2000 sailing canoes in Zanzibar, and he 
Should think that there we.e quite as many in Pemba. 
Ila was of opinion that at lea,4t 6000 staves were i im. 
ported yearly into Z3,nzibar and Peniba from the 
niainlan•d of Africa for labour on those islands. The 
export of slaves to the Arabian coast from the main-
Iind of East Africa was probably some 11,000 per 
annum. . There were about 1500 dhow.% going and 
coining to ZAnzibir, Pomba, and East Africa under 
vArious flg;,i. If W1 thoslavesof Zaxlzibarand Pemba 
w -a freed at to-morrow, he did not think for a moment 
that it would disturb the prosperity of these islands.
