REGULATIONS
FOR THE

HACKNEY-COACHES OF EDINBURGH.

It is enacted by the Lord Provost and Magistrates of Edinburgh,
1. That no Carriage shall ply for hire within the City and Suburbs, or Port of L2i,th, without being approved

of and licensed by a 31agistrate. Each License shall continue in force for two years only.

2. That each licensed Carriage shall have a number issued for it, which shall be affixed, together with the

Owner's name, in let;ible leters, of a colour different from the Carriage, at least one inch in length, on each door,

immediately below the window frame ; and the number shall also be distinctly painted on the centre of the baik of

the Carriage, or on a piece of tin fixed 'inder the back window.
3. That each licensed Carriatre shall be always provided with horses in good condition ; and the Carriage, in-

cluding the cushions, steps, springs, blinds, windows, and check strings, as also the harness of the horses, shnll

always be kept in good order and repair. The Coachman, when driving, shall always keep the check-string in

his left hand.

4. That each Coachman shall be cleanly in his person, and conduct himself in a proper, civil, and decorous
manner on all occasions.

5. That the Stances shall be South College street, Tron Church, Princes street East and West ends, George
street between Hanover and Frederick streets. Queen street East and West ends, and Union place, or at such other

places as may from time to time be appointed. While the Carriages are at the Stances, the Coachmen shall either

sit on the box, or s'and at the horses' heads.
6. That there shall not be fewer than six Carriages at each Stance every week-day at 9 o'clock a. m. and on

Sunday, one-fourth of the Carriages licensed shall attend at each Stance from 10 a. m. to 10 p. si. in rotation cf

numbers.

7- That, when a Carriage is at a Stance, it shall be held to be disengaged. The Coachman shall not enquire

where he is to go previousl to being engaged—nor plead a pretended prior engagen em—nor draw off ihe Stance
on account thereof, the proof of a real engagement lying with the Coachman. He shall wait, either at taking up
or setting down a Party, as long as he shall be required. When a Carriage is engaged, the hour sliall be punc-
tually kept, and the arrival immediately announced.

8. That Carriages shall be hired from the Stance nearest the residence of the Party.

10. That the fares shall be charged in terms of the annexed Table.
11. That a copy of these Regulations shall be kept by each Coachman ; and the Regulations shall be enforced

in the Council Chamber, at the instance of the Procurator-Fiscul, by penalties not exceeding One Pound sterline
for each offence, or by withdrawing the license. The Proprietor shall be answerable for his Servants.

The Steam Boiler stands in the right corner, as in

the plate, the Engine next, and the four Roasters

connected with it extend the whole length of the

place. Two of these Roasters contain 11 2 lbs. each,

and the other two 5G lbs. each. The figure in the

left comer of the plate, standing above, is an accu-

rate dra-sving of one of these Roasters
; partly to fill

up the space, and, if possible, to convej- some notion of

the peculiar construction and motion of the machine.
The figure in the other corner is put there for uni-

formity's sake, and ropresents the Coffee Mill used

in W. Law'.s Shop.

It is unnecessary to enter into any lengthened
detail of the rise and progress of such a Manufac-
tory as this. Like most other things of the sort, it

arose from the meerest trifle. A wish to have a

Roasting Machine, with two motions in place of one,

promised, in the first place, to be useful ; and, in the

second, to be curious, whether it were useful or not.

Revolving this single idea for months,—as weak
people will do with mechanical crotchets in their

lieads,—a method of producing these two simultane-

ous motions occurred one day, as if bj' accident. No
sooner was the movement clear to the mind's eye,

than a Wooden Model was set about ; and as tlie

movements were accomplished satisfactorily, the

blacksmith was employed next to construct a coifee-

))an on the new principle. As soon as this was
tried, expectation was not only confirmed, but ex-

alted. Li the new way the work was much better

done, and it was much easier doing the work. There
v.as more temptation to push the trade, and the sale

was increased rapidly. Pan after pan was ordered,

improvement after improvement was efi"ected ; and,

in the short space of two years, what with excellence

(if quality, lowness in price, and novelty in prepara-

tion, there was obtained a greater and more constant

demand for coffee tlian had ever taken place in any
one shop in the world before ! !

!

These facts and assertions will, of course, be called

by some the mere vapom-s of a puff; but there are

others who may be satisfied to see that W. Law
does not alone entertain a favourable opinion of his

Coffee Roasters •, and, for this purpose, he submits

the two following papers, viz.

First,—A Descriptive Account of a Model sub-

mitted to the Society of Arts, by W. Law, De-
cember 1829 ; and, secondly, their Report upon
that Model :

—

THE INVENTOR of the accompanying Model
has been, for many years, a Roaster of Coffee for his

own trade, performing the operation with the ordi-

nary cylinders hitherto and yet in general use in Bri-

tain and on the Continent. He was constantly dis-

satisfied, however, with the partial manner in which

the cylinder performed its duty, making parts of its

contents black, others brown, and others all the vari-

ous shades of both. This result was easily accounted

for, from the fact of a cylinder onlj- revolving on one

axis ; and though it threw the coffee berries regularly

from side to side, yet when the fire beneath it was
irregular, the benies were necessarily irregularly

roasted, unless some motion could be given to the

cylinder to throw the berries as well from end to end I

as from side to side. A cylinder not being easily

capable of such a motion, W. Law tried if it was
possible to keep a long fire beneatli a cylinder, at such

an equal temperature as to avoid completely all|irre-

gularit}^ in roasting, but he found this barely possible.

He then thought of Mahommed's method of moving
mountains, and tried if it were possible to bring the

colfee regularly to the fire, since it was not pos-

sible to keep the fire regularly beneath every part of

the coffee, and the only figure which appeared to him
capable of doing this was the Globe. The double

rotatory motion, which it cost him some toil to pro-

duce, is new, so far as he is able to learn. He has

examined most machines of the kind in Scotland,

England, and France. The advantages of it may be
easily shown in the roasting of coffee, malt, pease, or

even in the drying of corn ; in all which, regularitj-, or

sameness of colour, and, consequently, perfection of

flavour, is of the utmost importance.

The manner of heating it through a cast metal pot

is not a matter of indifference. Cylinders for roast-

ing the above-named substances are generally heated

above a live-coal fire of coke or charcoal, having their

contents ex-posed to sulphurous flames, &c. &c. ; Ijut

the contents of the globe is completely excluded from

the fumes of fuel' of any kind, and there fuel, at half

the expense, will roast coffee through the pot, to

what would roast the same quantity in a cylinder

working on an open chaufer. But the most decided

advantage is, the regular manner in which the con-

tents of the double rotatory globe is heated, no mat-

ter what side, end, bottom, or top, the heat comes
from, the constant complex motion turns every part

of the machine in regular rotation against it, and

while the stuff inside keeps tumbling from east to

west, and from south to north, at one and the same
time, it is next to impossible to make one bean one

colour, and another a different colour.

W. Law has four of these machines in constant

operation, cbiven with a steam-engine. They con-

tain from 56 to 112 pounds each. He has now
used them a sufficient length of time to prove their

utility—he need not say beyond dispute—for he can

have no interest, and has no wish, to dispute the point.

Their pretty general adoption confirms the correctness

of his conclusions while the invention was but in

theory ; and in submitting this model to the Society

of Arts, he seeks no encoru-agement further than

that, if they see meet to consider it a useful,—a

—

a

—any invention at aU—they will merely acknow-

ledge it to be such, thus recording his claim to a trifle,

which he has taken no pains otherwise to protect.

The method adopted

to produce two simultaneous rotatory motions, the one at right

angles to the other, is very ingenious ; the merit of which is en-

hanced by its simpUcity.
The Committee have also visited Mr Law's premises, where the

Macllinery for Roasting and Grinding of Coffee is kept in motion
by a small and handsome Steam- Engine ; and they .are confirmed

in their opinion of the perfect elHcacy of the contrivance.

The ease with which the Roaster is raised from the furnace, and
the way in which the state of the Coffee may be ascertained, while

the motion of the globe is maintained in one direction, have given

the Committee great satisfaction.
