nates in the River Tay ; thence along said boundary Northwards till it

joins the Blackness Road ; thence along the middle of said road till it

joins the Scouringburn ; thence along the middle of the Scouringburn
and West Port till it joins South Tay Street ; thence along the middle
of South Tay Street, and across the Nethergate and Southwards in a
line with, and along the West Wall of the Roman Catholic Chapel to
the Southern Boundary of the Burgh. Second, or St Mary's District, to
comprehend and include that portion of the Burgh within the boundary,
commencing at that point in the River where the Southern boundary of
the First District terminates ; thence along said boundary Northwards
to West Port ; thence in a Westerly direction along the middle of the
West Port, Scouringburn, and Blackness Road, as far as the road lead-
ing to Glenagnes Cottage ; thence along the middle of said road till it

"'I
joins a road leading to Balgay Street; thence along the middle of
Balgay Street till it joins the Lochee Road ; thence in an Easterly
direction along the middle of said road to Union Place ; thence along
the middle of the road at Union Place in a North- Westerly direction
till it joins the Loons Road ; thence along the middle of that road in an
Easterly direction till it joins the Old Newtyle Railway ; thence along
said Railway to the Tunnel; thence along the middle of the road
leading from the Southern entrance of the Tunnel to the top of
Constitution Road; thence along the middle of Constitution Road,
Barrack Street, Tally Street, and Couttie's Wynd, across Dock Street
till it joins West Dock Street ; thence along the middle of West Dock
Street to the River.

Street, and Constitution Road to the Tunnel ; thence in a line North-
wards till it joins the Northern Boundary of the Burgh ; thence along
said Boundary Eastwards as far as the Mains Road; thence in a
Southerly direction along the middle of the Mains Road, Hilltown, and
Wellgate ; thence East along the middle of the Cowgate to St Andrew's
Street ; thence along the middle of St Andrew's Street, Trades Lane, and
the Road on the East side of the Custom House till it reaches the
Shipbuilding Yards ; thence along the middle of the road on the South
side of Victoria Dock till it joins a road leading along the East side of
the Patent Slip Buildings ; thence along the middle of said road to the
River. Fourth, or St Andrew's District, to include that portion of the
Burgh comprehended within the Eastern Boundary of St Clement's
District and the Eastern Boundary of the Burgh. Fifth, or Lochee
District, to comprehend and include that portion of the Burgh, com-
mencing at the point in the Blackness Road where the Western
boundary of the First District terminates; thence along the middle

RATES OF POSTAGE AND CONDITIONS OF
TRANSMISSION.

INLAND LETTERS.*

The rate of postage to be prepaid is one penny for every half ounce or

fraction of half an ounce,f viz. :

—

On a letter not exceeding J oz. - - - Id.

,, ,, above i oz. and not exceeding 1 oz. - 2d.

,, ,, ,, 1 oz. „ ,,
lioz. - 3d. and so on.

As a general rule, the postage, if not paid in advance, is double the

foregoing; and if the payment in advance be insufficient, double the

deficiency is charged. An inland letter, for example, Aveighing more
than half an ounce, and not exceeding one ounce, if bearing a penny
stamp only, is, on delivery, charged twopence. On re-directed letters,

however, the charge for re-direction is the same whether prepaid or

collected on delivery.

* Inland Letters are those which pass between places in the United Kingdom,
including the Isle of Man, the Orkney, Shetland, Scilly and Channel Islands.

t If the weight be exceeded to the smallest extent, even though the balance be
merely turned, the letter becomes liable to a higher postage. The same rule
applies to Letters going abroad. To provide, therefore, for errors in scales, &c.,

it is well to allow a little margin, or to pay the postage of the next greater weight.
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COLONIAL AND FOREIGN LETTERS.
The rates of postage on letters to the colonies and foreign countries

are entered in the table of Colonial and Foreign Postage at page 432.' C

ADDRESSES TO THE QUEEN AND PETITIONS TO
PARLIAMENT.

Petitions and addresses to Her Majestj', forwarded direct, are exempt
from postage; and such petitions and addresses, as also petitions to
either House of Parliament, if sent to a member of either House, are
likewise exempt, provided they do not weigh more than two pounds,
and are either without covers or are in covers open at the sides. No letter

or other enclosure, however, must be inserted; and if one be found, such
enclosure, unless it bear the proper number of postage stamps, will be
charged as an unpaid letter.

NEWSPAPERS—Inland.
Newspapers for transmission by post within the United Kingdom are

subject to the following: regulations:

—

1st. To have the privilege of passing as a Newspaper, the publication
must first have been accepted as a Newspaper by the Postmaster-
General, and have been placed on a Register at the General Post Office.

Registration for inland circulation includes registration for trans-
mission abroad.

2nd. It must be printed and published in the United Kingdom, must be
published in numbers at intervals of not more than seven days, and
must be printed on a sheet or sheets unstitched.

3rd. The full title and date of publication must be printed at the top of
the first page, and the whole or part of the title and the date of
publication at the top of every subsequent page; and this regulation
applies to " Tables of Contents" and " Indices."

4th. A Supplement must be unstitched, must in every case be published
with the Newspaper, and must have the title and date of publication
of the Newspaper printed at the top of every page ; or, if it consist of
engravings, prints, or lithographs, at the top of every sheet or side.

•5th. For each Newspaper, whether posted singly or in a packet, the
postage, when prepaid, is one halfpenny ; but a packet containing two
or more registered newspapers is not chargeable with a higher rate of
postage than would be chargeable on a book packet of the same
weight, viz., one halfpenny for every 2 oz. or fraction of 2 oz.

6th. A Newspaper posted unpaid, and a packet of newspapers posted
either unpaid or insufficiently paid, will be treated as an unpaid or
insufficiently paid book packet of the same weight.

7th. The postage must be prepaid either by an adhesive stamp or by
the use of a stamped wrapper.

8th. No newspaper can be sent through the post a second time for the
original postage; for each transmission a fresh postage must be pre-
paid, except that in the case of re-direction the amount chargeable
may be collected on delivery.

9th. Every newspaper or packet of newspapers must be posted either
without a cover or in a cover open at both ends, and in such a manner
as to admit of easy removal for examination.* If this rule be in-
fringed, the newspaper or packet will be treated as a letter.

* In order that no failure may occur in the delivery of newspapers through the
covers becoming detached, it is recommended that the addresses be written on
exposed parts ef the newspapers themselves as well as on the covers.
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10th. Every newspaper must be so folded as to admit of the title being
readily inspected.

11th. No newspaper, whether posted singly or in a packet, may contain.

any enclosure except the supplement or supplements belonging to it.

If it contain any other, such enclosure or enclosures will be taken out
and charged on delivery as an unpaid letter.

12th. There must be no printing on the cover of a newspaper sent at the
newspaper rate but the name and address of the person to whom it

is sent, the title of the newspaper, the name and address of the pub-
lisher or vendor who sends it, and words indicating the date on which
the subscription to the newspaper will end. If this rule be infringed,

the newspaper will be treated as a book packet.

13th. A newspaper which has any letter, or any communication of the
nature of a letter, written in it or upon its cover, will be charged as i

an unpaid or insufficiently paid letter.

14th. No packet of newspapers must exceed 14 lbs. in weight, nor may
it exceed two feet in length or one foot in width or depth.

NEWSPAPERS—Going Abroad.

The regulations with regard to newspapers which may be registered
for transmission through the post in the United Kingdom, are alike ap-
plicable to those which may be registered for transmission abroad, ex-
cepting that for foreign transmission a newspaper may be published at
intervals of thirty-one days, and that it (but not its supplement) may
be printed on sheets stitched together

They are also subject to the following regulations :

—

1st. " Prices Current" and " Market Reports," but not private price

lists or trade catalogues, are admitted to the same privileges as news-
papers for foreign transmission.

2nd. Publications registered for transmission abroad must be posted
within eight days from the date of publication, including the day of
publication.

3rd. The collected numbers issued during the month of a weekly, fort-

nightly, tri-monthly, &c, publication will not be allowed to pass as
a monthly publication.

4th. The postage must be prepaid with postage labels. The rates are
shown in the Table of Colonial and Foreign Postage.

5th. Publications not on the Register at the General Post Office cannot
be sent abroad at any rates lower than those applicable to book packets.

6th. Even' newspaper or packet of newspapers must be posted either

without a cover, or in a cover open at both ends, and in such a manner
as to admit of easy removal for examination.

7th. Every newspaper must be so folded as to admit of the title being;

readily inspected.

8th. No newspaper, whether posted singly or in a packet, may contain

any enclosure except the supplement or supplements belonging to it.

9th. There must be no writing or other mark on a newspaper sent
abroad but the name and address of the person to whom it is sent;
nor anything on the cover but such name and address, the printed

title of the publication, the printed name and address of the publisher

or vendor who sends it, and words indicating the date on which the
subscription to the newspaper will end.
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10th. No packet of newspapers must exceed two feet in length, or one
foot in width or depth.

PARLIAMENTARY PROCEEDINGS.
Printed Votes or Proceedings of the Imperial Parliament, sent

without covers, or in covers open at the ends, may circulate within the

United Kingdom at the rate of one halfpenny for every 2 oz. or fraction

of that weight.
The words " Parliamentary Proceedings " must be written or printed

on the cover of the packet; otherwise it will be treated as an ordinary
Book Packet.

Prepayment, when the circulation is within the United Kingdom, is

optional ; and if it be made in part, the simple difference only will be
charged.
Parliamentary Proceedings may be sent, under the Book Post privi-

lege, to all the Colonies, and to those Foreign States between which and
this country there is a Book Post (see Tables of Kates.)

BOOK POST—Inland.
A Book Packet may contain not only books, paper, or other substance

in ordinary use for writing or printing, whether plain or written or
printed upon (to the exclusion of any written letter or communication
of the nature of a letter), photographs, when not on glass or in frames
containing glass or any like substance, and anything usually appertain-

ing to such articles in the way of binding and mounting, or necessary
for their safe transmission by post, but also Circulars when these are
wholly or in great part printed, engraved, or lithographed.

1st. The postage is one halfpenny for every two ounces or fraction of
that weight

2nd. The postage must be prepaid either by adhesive stamps, or by
means of a stamped wrapper, or by a combination of the two.

3rd. A packet posted wholly unpaid will be charged with double the
book- postage; and if posted partially prepaid, with double the de-
ficiency.

4th. Every book-packet must be posted either without a cover or in a
cover open at both ends, and in such a manner as to admit of the
contents being easily withdrawn for examination;* otherwise it will

be treated as a letter

5th. No book-packet may contain anything sealed or otherwise closed
against inspection; nor must there be any letter, nor any communi-
cation of the nature of a letter, whether separate or otherwise, unless

the whole of such letter or communication be printed. (Entries,

however, merely stating who sends the book, &c, or to whom it is

given, are not regarded as a letter.) Any such prohibited enclosure
will be taken out and forwarded to the address on the packet, charged
with postage as an unpaid letter; but the remainder of the packet, if

dulv prepaid, will be forwarded to its address.

6th. There must be no letter, nor any communication of the nature of a
letter, written on any part of a book-packet or its cover. If this rule

be infringed, the entire packet will be treated as a letter.

7th. No book-packet may exceed 14 lbs. in weight, two feet in length,

or one foot in width or depth.

* In order to secure the return of book-packets which cannot be delivered, the
names and addresses of the senders should be printed or written outside; thus,
From " —:— of — ."

PATTERN AND SAMPLE POST—Inland.
The postage is one halfpenny for every weight of 2 oz. or fraction

thereof; but the Pattern and Sample Post is restricted to bond fide
trade patterns or samples of merchandize. Goods sent for sale, or in

execution of an order (however small the quantity may be), or any
articles sent by one private individual to another, which are not actually

patterns or samples, are not admissible.

Is. The postage must be prepaid either bjT adhesive stamps or by means
of a stamped wrapper, or by a combination of both.

2nd. A packet posted wholly unpaid will be charged with double the
pattern postage; and if posted partially prepaid, with double the

deficiency.

3rd. Patterns or Samples, when practicable, must be sent in covers open
at the ends, and in such a manner as to be easy of examination.
But samples of seeds, drugs, and such like articles, which cannot be
sent in covers of this kind,—but such articles, only,—may be posted
enclosed in boxes or in bags of linen, or other material, fastened in

such a manner that they may be readily opened ; or in bags entirely

closed, provided such closed bags are transparent, so as to enable the
Officers of the Post Office readily to satisfy themselves as to the
nature of the contents. If this rule be infringed, the packet will be
treated as a letter.

4tb. There must be no writing or printing upon any packet except the
address of the person for whom it is intended, the address of the
sender, a trade mark or number, and the price of the articles; nor
may there be any writing or printing or other thing enclosed except
such address, mark, number, and price, and a written or printed de-
scription of the articles: and these particulars may be on labels

attached to the samples. If this rule be infringed the packet will be
treated as a letter.

5th. Any prohibited enclosure will be taken out and forwarded to the
address on the packet, charged with full postage as an upaid letter,

tith. No packet must exceed 12 oz. in weight, or two feet in length by
one foot in width or depth.

PATTERN AND SAMPLE POST—Colonial and Foreign.

Bond fide patterns and samples can be sent, at the rates inserted

in the Table of Colonial and Foreign Postage, to such colonies and
foreign countries as are marked in that Table with the letter "P."
The conditions in these cases are for the most part the same as in the

case of the Inland Pattern and Sample Post, the following being the

only important exceptions:

—

1st. The limit of weight is not the same to all countries. For particu-

lars, see first paragraph on page 441.

2nd. A packet of patterns or samples sent to Portugal, Madeira, the
Azores, Cape de Verds, France, or to Turkey, Syria, or Egypt, by
French packet, must not exceed 18 inches in length, width, or depth

;

a packet to any other place abroad must not exceed 24 inches in
length or 12 inches in breadth or depth.
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3rd. The permission given in Rule 4 of the Inland Pattern and Sample
Post to enclose a written or printed description of the patterns is not
applicable to packets sent abroad.

4th. Samples of intrinsic value must not be sent to foreign countries

except the United States ; and, in the case of France, samples of eider

down, raw or thread silk, woollen or goats' hair thread, vanilla,

saffron, carmine, or isinglass, are considered to fall under this rule, if

they weigh more than three ounces. Raw and spun silk, as well as

coloured and twisted silk, may be sent to the North German Confede-
ration up to the weight of three ounces.

5th. None of the articles named in Rule 4th (p. 420) may be sent as

patterns or samples to any place abroad, except the United States of

America, Germany, Belgium, Holland, Denmark, Sweden, Norway,
Turkey, Moldavia, Wallachia, Portugal, Madeira, the Azores, Cape
de Verds, Switzerland, and the British Colonies; and not to these

places when addressed " via France." Indigo cannot be sent to any
place abroad.

6th. Bags entirely closed, even though they be transparent, must not
be used for the tranmission of seeds to any foreign country except the
United States of America, Holland and its possessions, Belgium,
Denmark, Greece, Portugal and its possessions, Switzerland, and
Austria via, France.

POST CARDS.
Post Cards, which bear a halfpenny impressed stamp, are available

for transmission between places in the United Kingdom only.

1st. The front (or stamped) side is intended for the address only. There
must be nothing else written, printed, or otherwise impressed on it,

nor must there be any writing or printing across the stamp. On the
reverse side any communication, whether of the nature of a letter or
otherwise, may be written or printed ; but such communication must
not extend to the front side. Nothing whatever may be attached ; nor
may the Card be folded, cut, or otherwise altered. If any of these
rules be infringed, the Card will be charged Id on delivery.

2nd. No card other than one of those issued by the Government will pass
under a halfpenny stamp, if it bear on it a written communication of
the nature of a letter.

GENERAL REGULATIONS.
1st. When, owing to a great and unusual influx of letters, books, &c,

the transmission or delivery of the letters would be delayed if the
whole mail were dealt with without distinction, book packets, pattern

or sample-packets, and post cards may be kept back until the next
despatch or delivery.

2nd. It is forbidden to forward by post any indecent or obscene print,

painting, photograph, lithograph, engraving, book or card, or any other
indecent or obscene article, or any letter, newspaper, publication,

packet, or card having thereon any words, marks, or designs of an
indecent, obscene, libellous, or grossly offensive character. Anything
posted contrary to this prohibition will be stopped and sent up to the
Returned Letter Office.

3rd. Postmasters are instructed not to receive any letter, &c, which
there is good reason to believe contains anything likely to injure the
contents of the mail bag or the person of any officer of the Post Office.

If such a packet be posted without the Postmaster's knowledge, or if
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at any time before its despatch he should discover any such packet, he
is directed not to forward it, but to report the case, with the address
of the packet, to the Secretary. The following are examples of the
articles referred to:

—

A glass bottle, or glass in any form ; razors, scissors, needles,

knives, forks, or other sharp instruments ; leeches, game, fish,

meat, fruit or vegetables ; bladders or other vessels containing

liquids
;
gunpowder, lucifer matches, or anything which is ex-

plosive or liable to sudden combustion.
4th. This rule is so far relaxed as to permit the transmission of scissors,

knives, razors, forks, steel pens, nails, keys, watch machinery, metal
tubing, pieces of metal or ore, and such like, as samples, provided that

they be packed and guarded in so secure a manner as to afford complete
protection to the contents of the mail bags and the Officers of the Post
Office, while at the same time the samples may be easily examined. If

any packet containing such articles as these be posted, which is found
not to be sufficiently guarded, it will be stopped, and a notice of its de-
tention sent to the person to whom it is addressed or to the sender, who
may then obtain it upon personal application ; but the packet will be
charged as an unpaid letter.

POSTAGE STAMPS.

Every Head Postmaster is required to keep, for sale to the public,

a sufficient stock of halfpenny Post Cards, of the various postage labels

in use, and of envelopes with the penny stamp embossed. The labels

are of the respective values of Jd, Id, l^d, 2d, 3d, 4d, 6d, 9d, lOd, Is, 2s,

and 5s. Sub-postmasters are required to keep halfpenny and penny
labels, and halfpenny Post Cards only ; but they can procure any stamps
of other values, or embossed envelopes, which may be required. The
envelopes are made of four sizes, viz., 5J ins. X 3-J ins., 5J ins. X Sins.,

4f ins. X 2f ins., and 4 ins. X 2i ins. They are all sold at the following

prices :— 6 for 6|d, 12 for Is Id, 24 for 2s 2d.

Postage Stamps which have been torn, cut, or otherwise rendered
imperfect, embossed or impressed stamps cut out from the envelope, card,

or wrapper, on which such stamps were embossed or impressed,—even
although the stamps have not been before used or sent by post,—and
Eeceipt or other Inland Revenue Stamps cannot be used for payment of

postage. Applications for allowance for spoilt postage stamps, which
have not passed through the post, should be made to the Inland Revenue
Office.

Head Postmasters are also required to keep Newspaper Wrappers
bearing an impressed halfpenny stamp, of three different sizes, and to

sell them at the following prices:

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REGISTRATION.

By the prepayment of a fee of 4d, any letter, newspaper, book, or
other packet on which the postage has been prepaid in stamps, may be
registered to any place in the United Kingdom, the British Colonies,

the United States of America, Italy, Germany via Belgium, and Switzer-
land via Belgium, also (when sent in closed mails) to the British Post
•Offices in Egypt and Constantinople. To other Foreign Countries (with
a few exceptions where there is no arrangement whatever for registra-

tion), only letters and packets prepaid at the letter rates can be registered.

The registration fee upon letters addressed to France or Countries
through France (exclusive of those sent in the closed Mails to India, Bong
Kong, Ceylon, Mauritius, Australia, Gibraltar via France, Malta, Con-
stantinople, Austria, Greece, Portugal, Spain, or Italy"), is not a fixed sum,
but is in all cases equal to the postage.

The registration of a packet makes its transmission much more secure,

inasmuch as a registered packet can be traced through its whole course,

and the loss of a registered packet is a very rare occurrence. Never-
theless, by law, the Post Office is not responsible for the safe delivery of
Tegistered packets, though any officer who may neglect his duty on this

point will be called to strict account. Sent in unregistered letters, valu-
able articles are exposed to risk; and the department cannot in any way
undertake the safe conveyance of such packets. All inland or colonial

letters, therefore, which unquestionably contain coin, even though they
be posted without registration, are treated as registered, and charged on
deliver}' with a double registration fee of eightpence in addition to the
ordinar}' postage ; and any such letters which cannot be registered in

time to be forwarded by the Mail for which they are posted are detained
for the next despatch.

Every letter to be registered should be presented at the counter, and
a receipt obtained for it, and should on no account be dropped into the
letter box. If, contrary to this rule, a letter marked " Registered " be
dropped into the letter-box, it will, if directed to any place in the United
Kingdom or the British Colonies, be liable to a registration fee of eight-

pence, instead of the ordinary fee of fourpence.

At all Post Offices, the latest time for posting registered letters on the
payment of the ordinary fee is entered in the notice exhibited at the

Office ; but, upon payment of a late fee of fourpence, in addition to the

ordinary registration fee, letters, whether inland, foreign, or colonial,

may be registered after the hours specified, until the closing of the letter

box for each despatch (exclusive of the time during which late letters

are received), or until the office is closed for the night.

DELIVERY.
Letter Carriers and Rural Messengers are prohibited from distribut-

ing any letters, newspapers, &c, whether before beginning their rounds,

whilst on their rounds, or after they may have completed them, except
such as have passed through a Post Office. Nor are they allowed to

receive any payment beyond the postage for the delivery or collection

of any letter or newspaper, nor to deviate from the route laid down for

them. The prohibition, however, from receiving payment in addition

to the postage, does not extend to Christmas gratuities.

No person living within the town free delivery, or within the limits

of a rural post free delivery, unless he rent a private box, can claim to

have his letters delivered at the office window if a delivery by Letter

•Carrier or a despatch by messenger is about to take place ; but letters
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which arrive by a mail, after which there is no immediate delivery by
Letter Carrier or messenger, may be obtained by any person on applica-

tion at the office window, so long as the office is open for delivery.

In order to prevent the additional trouble which is sometimes caused
by letters being directed to a Post Office, although for persons residing

within a free delivery from such office but who have no private box, a
Postmaster is authorized, when such letters arrive by a mail for which
there is a delivery from house to house, to refuse to deliver them at the
window (even though initials may be substituted for the name) and to

send them out by the Letter Carriers ; except such as are addressed to

the military in barracks.

Any person can have a private box who is willing to pay the ap-
pointed fee. Where this fee goes to the Revenue, it is generally fixed

at one guinea per annum to be paid in advance ; and where it goes to

the Postmaster, he may demand the same terms, though he may, at his

option, take less. The same also, in most cases, are the terms for a
private bag, except that, in addition, there is the cost of the bag itself,

and a charge for convej'ance, the maximum of the latter being half-a-

guinea per annum, if the bag be conveyed by a Rural Messenger, and
two guineas if by a contractor for a mail cart or other horse post.

The weight of a private bag, when empty, is limited to one pound.
As the service of a private bag may possibly delay the despatch of the

general bag, none are allowed without the permission of the Surveyor.

MONEY ORDERS.
The public are recommended, when applying for Money Orders, to>

use printed "Application Forms," which save time, and afford greater
security than verbal messages, against mistakes. These Forms are-

supplied gratuitously at all Money Order Offices.

The Commission on Inland Money Orders is :

No order is allowed to contain a fractional part of a penny.
"With the subjoined exceptions, no Money Order can be issued, unless

the applicant furnish, in full, the surname and at least the initial of

one Christian name, both of the remitter and the payee, together with
the remitter's address :

—

1st. If the remitter or payee be a peer or a bishop, his ordinary title is

sufficient ; and the usual designation of a firm is sufficient, except in
the case of a company trading under a title which does not consist of
the names of the persons composing it, as the " Carron Company."

2d. When the remitter notifies that the order is to be paid through a
Bank, it is left to his option to give or withhold the name of the payee.
When application is made for a Money Order payable in London, or at

any other town where there is more than one Money Order Office, the
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remitter should say at which of such offices he wishes it to be paid

:

otherwise the order can be cashed at the Head Office alone. It is not
incumbent on a Postmaster to supply such information relative to local

or provincial offices, but the nearest Money Order Office to any street in

London may be ascertained by referring to the Street List, which can be
seen at any Money Order Office.

An order once issued cannot be cancelled ; and should repajrment or
transfer to a different office or alteration of name be required, the remitter

must apply to the paying Postmaster according to the directions printed

on the back of the order.

In order to enable the remitter to obtain an acknowledgment of the
receipt of a Money Order before the money is paid, it is arranged that he
may make his order payable ten days after date, provided that, in the
presence of the Postmaster when he obtains the order, he affix thereto, in

the space after the request C, a penny receipt stamp, and write his signa-
ture across the stamp.
When an order is presented for payment (otherwise than through a

bank) the Postmaster has first to see that the signature of the payee be
as full as the name given in the advice, and be not in any way inconsis-

tent therewith. He has then to call on the applicant to give the name
of the remitter, and if the reply be correct, the order will be paid, unless

the Postmaster have good reason for believing that the applicant is neither
the rightful claimant, nor deputed by him. When an order is paid through
a bank it is sufficient that it be receipted (without regard to any dis-

crepancy between the signature and the name in the advice, or to whether
the receipt is given by the payee himself or by another person), and that
it be presented (crossed with the name of the receiving bank) by some
person known to be in the employment of the bank.
The holder of a Money Order is always at liberty to direct, by crossing

it, that the order be paid through a bank, even though its payment was
not originally so restricted ; and when the order is thus crossed, the
question put on the presentation of an ordinary Money Order is dispensed
with.

Money Orders do not require a receipt stamp.
Payment of an order, issued and payable in the United Kingdom,

must be obtained before the end of the second calendar month after that
in which it was issued (for instance, if issued in January it must be paid
before the end of March) : otherwise the order becomes lapsed and a new-
order is necessary, for which a second commission is charged. The period

for payment of orders issued in the United Kingdom and payable in any
colony authorized to transact Money Order business, including Gibraltar
and Malta, is six months ; and orders granted at those places on the
United Kingdom are also payable during six months after that in which
they were issued. A person presenting a lapsed order is furnished with
a copy of a printed notice headed "Lapsed Money Orders," containing
directions how to proceed. If the order be not paid before the end of the
twelfth calendar month after that in which it was issued (for instance, if

issued in January, and not paid before the end of next January), all

claim to the money is lost.

No application can be entertained for compensation for alleged injury
from the nonpayment of a Money Order at the expected time.

After once paying a Money Order, by whomsoever presented, the Office

is not liable to any further claim.

To guard against any person, even if he obtain possession of a Money
Order, fraudulently getting it cashed, the remitter is recommended,

—
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1st. When he is well known to the payee, to sign the letter enclosing
the order with his initials only.

2d. When this is not the case, either to make the order payable ten
days after date, or to register the letter enclosing it, or to make the
order payable through a bank.

3rd. When it is not considered expedient to adopt either of these courses,

to send the remitter's name (without a knowledge of which payment
cannot be obtained) in a separate letter from that containing the
Money Order ; although this latter precaution is much less effective

than either of the others.

Payment of the order cannot be demanded on the same day as that on
which the order was issued.

In case of the miscarriage or loss of an inland money order, a duplicate
is granted on a written application (with the necessary particulars, and
enclosing the amount of a second commission, in postage stamps) to the
Controller of the Money Order Office of England, Scotland, or Ireland,

as the case may be, where the original order was issued; and if it be
desired to stop payment of an inland order, a similar application, with a
like enclosure of postage stamps, must be made to the Controller of the
Money Order Office of that part of the kingdom in which the order is

payable. If alteration in the name of the paj'ee or remitter of an inland
Money Order should be required, application must be made by the
remitter to the Postmaster of the office at which the order was issued,

and a second commission must be paid. Should transfer of paj'ment of
an inland order from one office to another in the United Kingdom, or
repayment of the amount of an order, be required, an application enclos-
ing the order must be made to the Postmaster at whose office the order
is payable, who will transmit in exchange a new order payable at the
place desired, but for a less sum than the original order by the amount
of the second commission charged for the re-issue. Proper printed forms
for making applications in all these cases may be obtained at any Money
Order Office, and full instructions on the subject will be found printed

at the back of the Money Order. Whenever, on complaint being made,
it is found that the necessity for an application, entailing the payment
of a fresh commission, is attributable to the Post Office, the charge will be
remitted to the applicant and imposed on the officer in fault.

A Postmaster is required to give information how to applj' for a dupli-

cate order, &c, and must furnish the prescribed form of application. If

payment of an order be refused, in consequence of the replies to the
questions respecting the remitter not corresponding -with the entries in

the advice, or of a difference in the name in the receipt, the applicant

for payment should communicate with the remitter, and request him to

apply personally to the issuing Postmaster.
No Letter Carrier, Rural Messenger, or other Servant of the Post

Office is bound to procure a Money Order for any person, or to obtain
payment for one ; but such services are not forbidden.

Money Orders are issued at all Money Order Offices in the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, on Belgium and Switzerland
at a commission :

—

On sums not exceeding £2, 3d.

Above £2 and „ „ £5, 6d.

On Money Order Offices in Alexandria, Cairo, Constantinople,
Gibraltar, Malta, Sdez, Denmark, North Germany, Baden,

threefold the above commission; and on Money Order Offices in the
subjoined list at a charge equal to fourfold such commission :

PRINCIPAL RULES OF THE POST OFFICE SAVINGS BANK.
Post Office Savings Banks are established at all Money Order Offices

in the United Kingdom, an8 are open for the receipt and payment of

money daily during the hours appointed for Money Order business.

At these Banks deposits of One Shilling, or any number of Shillings

will be received ; but no one may deposit more than £30 in one year, or

more than £150 in the whole, exclusive of interest.

Interest at the rate of £2, 10s per cent, per annum (which is at the rate

of Sixpence in the Pound for each year, or at the rate of One Half-
penny on each complete Pound for each month, reckoning from the first

day of the Calendar month next following the day on which a complete
Pound has been deposited, up to the last day of the Calendar month
preceding the day on which the money is withdrawn) is allowed until

the Sum due to a Depositor amounts to £200, when interest ceases to

be allowed. The interest due to each Depositor is added to the principal

due to him on the 31st December in each year.

Every deposit in a Post Office Savings Bank must be immediately
entered by the Postmaster, or other person receiving it, in a book, which
book is to be kept by the Depositor, and the Postmaster or other person

receiving the deposit should affix his signature and the stamp of his

office to each entry. Depositors should carefully examine their books
before leaving the offices at which they make their deposits, and ascertain

that they have obtained correct receipts for the sums deposited by them.
In addition to the receipts which the Depositors will thus obtain in

their deposit books, they will receive for each deposit an acknowledgment
by post from the Savings Bank Department in London. This acknow-
ledgment should reach the Depositor within three days from the day on
which he makes his deposit, if the deposit be made in "England or Wales.
If the deposit be made in Ireland or Scotland, the acknowledgment
should reach the Depositor within five days. The acknowledgment
should be quite free from erasure, and should state the exact amount of

the deposit, and the day on which the deposit was made. If the ac-

knowledgment does not reach the Depositor in proper time, or if, when
it reaches him. it shows any signs of erasure, or does not agree with
the entry in the Depositor's book, the Depositor should immediately
apply to the Postmaster-General by letter, and should renew his appli-

cation again and again until he obtains a satisfactory reply.

Once in each j'ear, on the anniversary of the day on which the first

deposit was made by him, the Depositor should forward his deposit

book to the Controller of the Post Office Savings Bank Department
in London, in order that it may be compared with the books of that

Department, and in order that the interest due to the previous 31st

December ma}' be inserted in it.

When a Depositor wishes to withdraw the whole or any part of the
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sum due to him, he must make application for the same to the Post-
master-General on a printed form called a Notice of Withdrawal, which
he can obtain at any Post Office Savings Bank. "When he has properly |}i n

filled up this form, he must fold it and secure it, and forward it by post '.11 s^
1

'

as if it were an ordinary letter. In return for it he will receive, probably
by return of post, a warrant for tbe amount required by him, pa}'able at
the Post Office Bank named by him in the Notice of Withdrawal.
A Depositor in any Post Office Savings Bank may add to his deposits

at that or any other Post Office Savings Bank, and may withdraw the
•whole or any part of them from that or any other Post Office Savings 'lis-5'

Bank, without change of deposit book. For instance, if he makes his s

first deposit at the Post Office Bank at Huddersfield, he may make
further deposits at, or withdraw his money from the Post Office Bank
at Huddersfield, or Leeds, Manchester, Birmingham, Edinburgh, Dublin,
or any other place which maj' be convenient to him.
No charge will be made to Depositors for the books first supplied to

them, or for the renewal of those books ; but if any Depositor shall lose

his book, and shall desire a new book, he must make application to the
Postmaster-General for the same, and must enclose in his application

Postage Stamps to the value of Is to pay for the new book. If a
Depositor loses his book, he should immediately give notice of the loss

to the Postmaster-General.
No charge for Postage will be be made on the Depositor for any letter

passing between him and the Savings Bank Department with regard to

his deposits, or with regard to the withdrawal of the same, or for the
transmission of his deposit book between him and the Savings Bank
Department.
The Postmasters and other Officers of the Postmaster-General em-

ployed in the receipt or payment of deposits, are strictly forbidden to-

disclose the name of an}' Depositor, or the amount of his deposits, ex-
cept to the Postmaster-General, or to such of his Officers as are appointed

to assist in carrying on the business of the Post Office Banks.
A full statement of the Regulations of the Post Office Banks may be

seen in the " British Postal Guide," and at any Post Office Bank -

r

where also information may be obtained with regard to the Eules affect-

ing—The deposits made by Trustees on behalf of another person ; the
deposits of Minors ; the deposits of Married Women ; the deposits of

Friendly or Charitable or Provident Societies or Penny Banks ; the re-

payment of the deposits of deceased Depositors to their representatives;

the repayment of the deposits of Depositors who have become insane, or

who are, from other causes, unable to act for themselves.

GOVEENMENT INSUEANCES AND ANNUITIES.

The Postmaster-General is empowered, under the Act 27 and 28 Vic-
toria, cap. 43, to insure the lives of persons of either sex, between the

ages of 16 and 60, for not less than £20 or more than £100. He is also

empowered under the same Act to grant Immediate or Deferred Annui-
ties of not more than £50 on the lives of persons of either sex, and of

the age of 10 years and upwards. The persons whose lives are insured,

or to whom Annuities are granted, by the Postmaster-General, have
direct Government security for the payment of the money at the proper
time.

The Premiums to be charged for the insurance of lives vary with the
ages of the persons whose lives are to be insured, and with the mode in

which they are to be paid.
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Tables of the Premiums to be charged for the insurance of lives ; for

the grant of Immediate Annuities ; for the grant of Deferred Annuities

or Deferred Monthly Allowances, without return of purchase money;
and for the grant of Deferred Annuities or Deferred Monthly Allow-
ances, with return of purchase money,—have been printed, and may be

seen at any Post Office which has been opened for the receipt of proposals.

POST OFFICE TELEGRAPHS.
The charge for the transmission of an inland message—that is, of a

message going from one part of the United Kingdom to another part of

the United Kingdom—is Is for the first twenty words, exclusive of the

(addresses, for which no charge will be made, and 3d for each additional

five words or part of five words.
Message forms are of two kinds, viz. forms with a Is stamp embossed

thereon, and forms without an}' such stamp. Both kinds of form may be
obtained at the Postal Telegraph Offices, and the unstamped forms may
be obtained at the Railway Stations, from which the Railway Companies
will transmit messages on account of the Post Office. The forms with
the Is stamp embossed thereon are bound in books containing 20 forms,

which books will be sold for £1 each ; but the forms may be purchased
singly or in any quantity desired.

That portion of the form on which the message is to be written is divided
into eight lines and each line into five spaces ; and it is very desirable

that one word only be written in each space.

If the message be written in the manner requested, the charge for a
message which does not reach beyond the first four lines will be Is ; if"

the message reaches the fifth line the charge will be Is 3d, and so on.

The payment of Is for a message not exceeding twenty words, covers
the delivery by special foot messenger within the limits of one mile from
the terminal Telegraph Office— that is, within the limit of one mile from
the office to which it is sent by wire or tube—or within the limit of the
postal delivery of that office, when it is a head office, although the town
postal delivery may extend for more than a mile from it.

Any person who desires to send a message not exceeding 20 words by
telegraph to be delivered within the above described limits, will, if he
writes it on a message form with an embossed stamp on it, have no
further charge to pay than the shilling which he has paid for the form.
If, however, he writes it on a form which has no stamp embossed on it,

he will have to pay Is for the transmission, and will be expected to pay
that charge by affixing a postage stamp or stamps to the value of Is to

the message form.
The extra charges for words in excess of the maximum number of

twenty words allowed to a single message, and the extra charges for

porterage, when any porterage has to be paid, are also, as far as is

possible, to be prepaid by means of a postage stamp or stamps affixed

to the message form. It is desirable that the public should use the
smallest number of stamps that will conveniently denote the charges for

the transmission of the message, that is, to use a Gd stamp instead of
six penny stamps. They are at liberty, however, to use for this purpose
any of the denominations of postage stamps in use.

When the addressee—that is, the person who is to receive the message

—

does not reside within the limits above described, and when the sender
desires to have his message delivered by special foot messenger, he will

have to pay porterage at the rate of 6d per double mile—that is a mile out
and a mile back—or any part thereof. If the sender desires to have
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his message delivered beyond the limits of the free delivery by cab, fly,

or horse express, he will have to pay Is per double mile for such delivery.

Directions on these points are printed on the message form.
If the receiver of the message does not reside within the above described

limits of free delivery, and the sender of the message does not desire to
incur the cost of special delivery by special foot messenger or by
other means, the message will be sent out for delivery, free of charge,

by the ordinary postal delivery next following on the arrival of the
message at the terminal Telegraph Office.

Messages may not only be tendered for transmission at postal telegraph
offices, but may be enclosed in envelopes addressed "Telegraph Office"

and deposited in wall or pillar boxes, or in the letter boxes of ordinary
receiving offices or sub-post offices. Telegrams so deposited will be sent

on by wire from the nearest postal telegraph office as soon as possible

after they reach it, and will be delivered to the addressee free of extra
charge, provided the proper charge for the number of words contained in

them, and for porterage when they have to be delivered beyond the limits

of the free delivery, have been prepaid by means of postage stamps affixed

to the message form. Messages so deposited, but insufficiently prepaid,

will also be sent on in like manner, the difference being obtained from the

addressee; but messages so deposited without any prepayment whatever
will be placed in a cover which will be directed to the addressee, and sent

forward to him by post as an ordinary unpaid letter.

Messages written on the proper forms, and properly prepaid by means
of postage stamps affixed to the forms, may be handed to rural post
messengers who are proceeding to postal telegraph offices, for trans-

mission therefrom.

Any additional information which the public may require with regard
to the charges on, and regulations for the transmission of, inland
messages, may be obtained at any postal telegraph office.

Messages for the Continent, India, or America, will also be collected

at and delivered from the postal telegraph offices throughout the
United Kingdom, at the rates and under the regulations charged and
maintained by the Telegraph Companies engaged in the transmission and
delivery of such messages.

Full information with respect to the charges on, and regulations of, such
•messages, may also be obtained at the postal telegraph offices.

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EXPLANATIONS RELATIVE TO THE FOREGOING TABLE

AND MISCELLANEOUS REGULATIONS.

No Packet of newspapers, books, or patterns for Portugal, Madeira,

tho Azores, or Capo de Verde, must exceed I lb., nor must any packet for

Russia or Poland, sont via Belgium, exceed 8 ozs. Tho weight of a

packet of newspapers or books sent to a country via Franco and Austria,

or to Austria or Greece, is limited to 3 lbs. The weight of a book packet

sent to any country via Belgium (except Holland and Switzerland), as

well as a book or pattern packet for Now South Wales or Queensland, ia

also limited to 3 lbs., and no packet of patterns sent to Austria or Bel-

gium, or to a country via Belgium (Holland and Switzerland excepted),

or via France and Austria, must oxceod 8 ozs. In every othor case tho

limit is 5 lbs.

When a Letter, addressed to go by a routo that requires prepayment,

is posted unpaid, and there is some other routo where prepayment is not

required, it is forwarded by that routo ; but if there bo none, it is sent to

the Returned Letter Ofiice, to go back to tho writer.

Book Packets can be sent to Amoy, Canton, Foo Chow Foo, Hong
Kong, Ningpo, Shanghai, Swatow, and Whampoa only.

Water colour drawings are not allowed to bo sent in a Book Packet

to Franco or Algeria, and no Packet may exceed 18 inches in width,

depth, or length.

When sent to Germany, Russia, Denmark, Turkoy, Moldavia, Walla-

chia, &c, via Belgium, to Austria via France, to Grcoce, tho Ionian

Islands, the United States, tho Azores, Capo do Verds, Madeira, or

Portugal, unbound proof sheets (but theso only) may contain ordinary

corrections of tho press, and a packet sent to the United States may in

addition contain tho written name and address of tho sender.

No packet must oxceod 18 inches in width, depth, or length when
sent to Turkey, Syria, or Egypt by French Packet, or to tho Azores

Capo do Verds, Madeira, or Portugal.

Printed papers cannot be sont via Belgium to places in Upper Egypt.

Books sont to Spain, tho Balearic, or Canary Islands must be unbound

;

and no prints, music, maps, or drawings are allowed, unless thoy form

part of tho publication with which they are sent.

No information can bo given respecting letters which pass through a

Post Oflicc except to the persons to whom they are addressed, and in no

other way is official information of a private character allowed to bo mada
public. A Postmaster may, however, give tho address of any person

unless he have reason to believe that tho person for whoso address ho is

asked would disapprove of his doing so.
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Postmasters are not allowed to return any letter or other packet to

the writer or sender, or to any one else, or to delay forwarding it to its

destination according to the address, even though a request to such

effect be written thereon.

Provision having been made by means of the British Postal Guide

(with local Postal Guides in large towns), and the Postal Official

Circular, to supply full and authentic information on all postal matters

which concern the public at large, it is requested that persons will abstain,

as much as possible, from applying for such information to Postmasters

and other officers of the Department. When a written reply is desired

the application should be addressed, not to the local Postmaster, but to

the Secretary of the Post Office in London, Edinburgh, or Dublin.

When information of any kind is asked for verbally the Department

does not hold itself responsible for alleged errors in the reply.
