THE PARIS FLOODS.

THE BURIAL OF SIR JOHN MOORE.

It was the expressed wish of Sir John Moore
that if he fell in battle he should be buried
where he had fallen. This was accordingly
done, and the famous poem by the Rev.
Charles Wolfe gives a faithful account of the
sad ceremony on the battle-field of Corunna.
Wolfe's literary reputation rests upon this one
poem, which was published anonymously in
an Irish newspaper in 1817 and was for many
years unclaimed. Wolfe died in 1823 at the
early age of thirty-two. His literary composi-
tions were collected and published in 1825.

THE PARIS FLOODS.
Towards the end of January, 1910, Paris was
visited by a terrible flood. The Seine rose

steadily, until street after street had to be
evacuated, and entire business and residential

sections had to be abandoned. For days the

city was at the mercy of the insidious enemy,
and the feeling of terror which pervaded all

ranks of society was greater than at any time
since the dark days of the Revolution. All the

train services were disorganised, and many
factories closed. Provisions became scarce,

and prices rose to famine point. Great num-
bers of sailors and watermen came to the
assistance of the authorities in rescuing the
residents of the flooded districts. On January
28th the waters began to recede, after doing
damage to the extent of £40,000,000.

H.M. QUEEN MARY.
Queen Mary was born on May 26th, 1867,
and was bred in the traditions of the Victorian
Court. She is by nature practical rather than
imaginative, careful and punctilious in all

money matters, and keenly interested in the
everyday circumstances of her life. She is

naturally inclined to be shy and retiring,

preferring domestic to public life. She is a
wise and devoted mother, and her friends are

women of truth and character.

Queen Mary is deeply religious, but her
religion is concerned more with conduct than
with belief. She is exceedingly generous to the
poor, and though she cares little or nothing for

sport she is a keen walker.
The King and Queen are singularly happy in

their home life, and the King is fortunate in

having by his side a counsellor on whose
opinions and affection he can always abso-
lutely rely.

THE RUBBER BOOM OF I9I0.

In the spring of 1910 a sudden mania for
speculation in rubber shares seemed to pos-
sess all classes of the conamunity. Everyone,
from the millionaire to the office-boy, and
from the maiden lady to her maid-servant,
seemed to be smitten by it, and fortunes were
made and lost within the space of a few daj^s.

Every day new companies were brought out,
and their shares were eagerly snapped up by
the public. The list of applications in many
cases being kept open for less than an hour.
While the boom lasted tlie Stock Exchange
was in a state of unwonted excitement, and-
stockbrokers found it almost impossible to
supply the demands of their clients for shares.
Our illustration gives some idea of the wild
rush for shares which for some weeks was of

daily occurrence.

THE INGENIOUS JAP.

The people of Japan have adopted ci device
which prevents their private letters from
being opened by others than those for whom
they are intended. The postal authorities used
to receive countless complaints that letters

had been steamed, opened, their contents

read, and then re-sealed and forwarded. The
use of sealing-wax failed to put an end to the

evil. But they have patented a metal disc

about a quarter of an inch in diameter, with
the initials of the sender on the face. On the

opposite side of the disc are six sharp prongs.

After the envelope has been sealed, the prongs

are run through letter and envelope, pressed

down, and fastened by means of a small seal-

ing machine. The initialled side of the disc

closely resembles the wax seal used in this

country. It weighs less than the wax, and
has proved far more satisfactory.

KING EDWARDS LYING-IN-STATE.

A LAKE POET.

The " Lake School " of poetry was founded by
William Wordsworth. Choosing the simplest
speech of educated Englishmen as a vehicle
for the expression of their thoughts, the poets
of the Lake School took their subjects often
from among the commonest things, and wrote
their poems in the simplest style. These
characteristics are seen in Wordsworth's " Two
April Mornings," and also in his better-known
poem, "We are Seven," in which he sets
forth with consummate skill a touching
example of child philosophy. A recent critic

says of Wordsworth :
" If he rarely invests

his verse with the lyric enthusiasm of Shelley,
he gave his poetry, as a whole, the sustaining
fertility of philosophy, the freshness and vigour
of original observation, and the tender sin-
cerity of a life set four-square with the noblest
aspirations of the race."

KING EDWARD'S LYING-IN-STATE.

On Tuesday, May 17th, 1910, the body of King
Edward VII was removed from Buckingham
Palace to Westminster Hall, where it lay in
State imtil the following Friday. An amazing
concourse of people assembled each day to
gain entrance to the historic Hall. They
streamed ceaselessly and unendingly through
the Hall from six o'clock in the morning until
ten at night, and formed up outside iji a huge
queue six miles long.

No more astounding sight has been wit-
negsed than this determined, persistent throng
of mourners, They took hours to arrive at
their destination ; their Journey through the
fimeral chamber of the King lasted at the
mogt a fev/ minutes.

ELEGY IN A COUNTRY CHURCH-
YARD.

Gray's "Elegy" is one of the finest poems
in any language. The dignity with which the
thoughts are expressed, the immense range of

allusion and description with which they are

illustrated, and the finished grace of the lan-

guage in which they are embodied give this

poem all the wonderful perfection of an antique
gem. Thomas Gray was born in London in

1 71 6, but most of his life was spent in Cam-
bridge, where he became Professor of Modern
History. He made his first appearance as a poet

in 1747, when he published his " Ode to Eton
College," and in 1751 there appeared his

celebrated " Elegy," which was received with
universal praise. He died in 1771.

THE TOWER OF LONDON.
The Tower of London is the most famous
stronghold in the country. It has been by turns
a fortress, a palace, and a prison, and is now
used as a place of arms and a barracks. It

consists of a Keep 90 feet high, called the

White Tower ; and, while tradition assigns to

Julius Ccesar the commencement of it, it is

usual to date its foundation from the time
of William the Conqueror (1070). It is sur-

rounded by towers, barracks, and armouries,
and the whole area, extending to about 13
acres, is surrounded by a moat. The Chapel
of St. John, within the White Tower, is one
of the best examples of Early English archi-

tecture in England. The Traitors' Gate,
giving water access from the river, dates from
the time of William Rufus, as also' does St.

Thomas's Tower. The regalia of England
is housed within the Tower.

THE THAMES AND ISIS FROM IFFLEY BRIDGE.

THE LOSS OF THE "ROYAL GEORGE. "

Cowper's stirring poem bearing the above
title describes in thrilling language a great
catastrophe. The . Royal George, a man-of-
war carrying 103 guns, was lost ofif Spithead
on August 29th, 1782. She was undergoing
some repairs, and was careened over, when a

gust of wind overset her and she sank. Hun-
dreds of dead bodies were washed ashore and
were buried in Kingston Churchyard. William
Cowper has been well called the Poet of the
Affections. His life was a peculiarly sad
one. From an early age he suffered from fits

of depression which ultimately . resulted in

insanity. He died in 1825, and was buried
in the parish church of East Dereham.

WHERE MARBLE IS FOUND.
About three-fourths of the white marble used
in the world at the present day comes from
the Carrara district of Italy. The marble
mountains extend some twelve miles ; they
consist of mountain peaks going up to an alti-

tude of 6,000 feetj" The sides of these mount-
ains are scored with valleys and ravines, which
have only three outlets—Carrara, Massa,
and Seravezza. On the sides of these valleys
are the different quarries, of which there are
some 600, " producing annually about 200,000
tons." The water coming from these ravines
turns innumerable sawmills, which slab annu-
ally some 60,000 tons of marble. The towns
are full of workshops and studios. The marble
biisinesses support some 10,000 people.

THE THAMES FROM IFFLEY.

From its source to its mouth the river Thames
is full of interest, and in its upper reaches it

winds through scenery of unsurpassed beauty.
It takes its rise in the Cotswold Hills, its

early course consisting of the Leach, Colne,

and Churn. In passing Oxford it receives

the name of the Isis, and becomes the Thames
after receiving the , Thame at Dorchester.

Our illustration conveys a good idea of the
appearance of the upper part of the Thames
in summer, when its surface is covered with
steam and motor launches, punts, and rowing-
boats. Many house-boats also are moored
along the banks, and make a brilUant show.
Of the many regattas which are held during
the season, Henley regatta is the most famous,
and attracts crowds of oarsmen and sight-

seers from all parts of the Kingdom,

THE CONFIRMATION OF 1 HE tRINCE OF WALES.

"THE DESERTED VILLAGE"

Goldsmith's masterpiece, " The Deserted
Village," appeared in 1770 as a companion
poem to "The Traveller," written in a like

style. As long as the world lasts, men and
women will accord to sweet Auburn the title

which the poet has conferred on it—that of
" loveliest village of the plain." It was, and
is, valued not merely for its peculiar smooth-
ness and general poetical charm, but for its

morality, piety, and elevating principles.

Goldsmith's father was an Irish clergyman
whose living was near 4he village of Lissoy,

in Westmeath, and here the scene of the poem
is supposed to be laid. After many vicissi-

tudes Goldsmith rose to literary fame in
London, where his brilliant and eccentric life

came to a close in 1774.

ST. PAULS CATHEDRAL.
St. Paul's Cathedral stands at the top of
Ludgate Hill, London, rather too closely
hemmed in by buildings to show to advan-
tage. The first stone was laid on June 21st,

1675, and, under Sir Christopher Wren, the
edifice was opened for public worship in 1710.
A Latin cross in ground plan, it projects inter-
nally at the west end of the nave. Including
the portico, it measures 500 feet from east to
west and 280 feet from north to south. Its
height from the pavement to the top of the
cross on the dome is 370 feet. Among the
chief ornaments added during recent years
are a series of glass mosaics by Sir W. B.
Richmond, and a magnificent marble reredos.
In Roman times a temple of Diana is believed
to have stood on the site of St. Paul's.

A MEMORABLE CHARGE.
" It is magnificent, but it is not war," was the
comment of the French General, Bosquet, on
the ever-memorable " Charge of the Six
Hundred " at Balaclava. As the enemy
seemed to be withdrawing. Lord Raglan
directed the light cavalry brigade to advance
rapidly to the front and try to prevent the
enemy carrying away their guns. But in

the meanwhile the Russians had been able to

re-form. In the altered circumstances the
order meant certain death ; but Lord Lucan
conceived it to be his duty to attack at all

hazards. He gave the fatal order to Major-
General the Earl of Cardigan, and then ensued
that wonderful display of valour immortalised
in Tennyson's strirring" poem. Six hundred
and seventy men went forth on that fearful

ride " into the jaws of death." Only one
hundred and ninety-eight returned.

THE CONFIRMATION OF THE PRINCE
OF WALES

The Prince of Wales was confirmed by the
Archbishop of Canterbury in the private
chapel of Windsor Castle on St. John Baptist's

day (June 24th), 1910. Queen Alexandra
made her first public appearance since the
funeral of her royal husband, and amongst
the other relatives present were the King and
Queen, the Duke and Duchess of Connaught,
the Empress Marie, Princess Mary, and Prince
Albert. The Prince of Wales, clad in his cadet
uniform, stood with bent head at the centre of

the altar rails, and solemnly took upon him-
self the promises and pledges his godfathers
and godmothers made on his behalf nearly
sixteen years before.

Sir
Walter was greatly attracted by the old
ballad poetry of Scotland, and he took them
as models for his own. His poems are all

lays and romances of chivalry, but infinitely
finer than any that had ever before been
written. That element of life which comes of
the excited feeling and earnest belief of the
writer is never wanting. This animation,
fervour, enthusiasm—call it by what name we
will—exists in greater strength in no poetry
than in that of Scott. It was this, more than
anything else, which at once took the public
admiration by storm and which still holds if.-

Scott was born on August 15th, 1771, and
died on September 21st, 1832, within sight
and sound of the river Tweed whose praises he
had so often sung.

Tf|E SOUTH POLE EXPEDITION.
Captain Scott's second South Polar expedi-
tion left Cardiff on June isfh by the Terra
Nova. It is by far the best-equipped expedi-
tion ever sent to either the North or South
Polar regions. Not only as regards ponies,
dogs, and motor sledges, but also as regards
the size and efficiency of the scientific staff
and the extent and accuracy of the instru-
ments carried, this expedition is far better
foimd than any of its predecessors. During
the Antarctic winter preparations will be made
for a great effort to reach the South Pole in the
following season. Sir Ernest Shackleton's
explorations have shown that the first phase of
that journey must be over the plateau of the
Great Barrier, the second a climb through
mountain passes, and the third a traverse of a
lofty inland plain. Every Briton must wish
good luck to Captain Scott and his brave little

band, and trust that their efforts may be
crowned with success.

"THE SONG OF THE SHIRT.'

The poems of Tom Hood are remarkable for

a curious mixture of grotesque humour with
great depth of feeling. His claim to fame
rests upon chiefly three poems :

" The Song
of the Shirt," " Eugene Aram," and the
" Bridge of Sighs." Those who look upon
him as merely a humorist do him a great
injustice. There can be no question about his

being the greatest wit of his age, but he also
proved himself to be capable at times of the
deepest seriousness and most delicate pathos.
His " Song of the Shirt," by calling public
attention to the evils of the " sweating

"

system, has done much to alleviate the lot

of its victims.

THE ROYAL MINT.

The Royal Mint, on Tower Hill, London, was
erected in 1810, and is controlled by a master
and a deputy-master. The metal—gold,
silver, or bronze—is first cast into ingots,
and then rolled into sheets. The sheets are
drawn to gauge thickness in a drawing machine
and then passed to the punching machine,
which cuts out discs of the diameter of the
coin to be made. The discs are then rolled

between revolving discs, and leave the machine
of a gauge diameter, and with the edge smooth.
The next operation is the stamping of the
disc on both sides, and milling the edge. This
is accomplished in the coining press at one
operation by means of three dies. The coins
are stamped at the rate of about 120 per
minute. Each coin is inspected for flaws or

defects after leaving the press. The final

operation is weighing, which is effected by
automatic weighing machines, which also

sorts the coins out into those too heavy, too
light, and of the correct weight.

REGISTERS OF BIRTHS, MARRIAGES AND
DEATHS.

Copies of these are kept at Somerset House, and may
be searched on payment of a fee of one shilling. If a

stamp duty. The registers contain an entry of births,

deaths, and marriages since 1st July, 1837. Copies can

MARRIAGES.

In the case of marriage by banns, if the contracting
parties reside in diflferent parishes the publication must
be made in the church of each parish for three con-
secutive Sundays. If three months be permitted to

elapse after the third time of publication, the banns
become useless, and the parties must either obtain a
licence or submit to the republication of the banns.
