most part used, there is, perhaps, at present, no
better way of arranging tliem.

PROSPECTUS.

It is usual, in presenting the public with the

first number of a new periodical publication,

to say something by way of introduction and
recommendation. In the present instance,

there is perhaps but little necessity for either,

unless it be because it is sometimes well to

point to objects, which, however plain when
our attention is once directed towards them,

have oeen previously unobserved, and to

remind people of that which they already

know, but do not think of. The uses of a street

and classified directory are, however, rather

numerous than individually great, and to enu-
merate them would be tedious, and, in many
instances, frivolous ; but the largest bodies are

composed of minute particles, and there can be
no doubt that, at the year's end, every pur-

chaser of this Directory will deem himself

amply repaid its cost by the utility it will

have been of to him.

The first part of this volume contains the

names of the Nobility, Gentry, Clergy, Mer-
chants, Traders, and principal inhabitants of

Edinburgh, Leith, and Newhaven, arranged in

fifty-five districts ; each of which consists of a

continuous range of streets, and the fifty-five

comprise the whole of the three towns.

In the formation of these districts consider-

able pains have been taken. Having upon a
former occasion subdivided the town in a

similar manner for the purposes of the North
British Advertiser, I had in the publication

entitled " Circulation " of that paper, the
work roughly done to my hand ; but those
districts, twenty-seven in number, were formed
for a particular purpose, and it has been found
that, with a view to more general utility, it

was necessary to make a much more perfect
division.

Accordingly, after making a general outline

from the aforesaid book, with the assistance

also of the best plans of Edinburgh and Leith,

I first divided the town into fifty-five districts

from actual survey, and then, having finished

the work, I went over the whole of the tovra

a second time to revise and correct it. And,
not an inch of ground, as I believe, being
missed either in Edinburgh, Leith, or New-
haven, I can confidently recommend these

districts, or divisions, to those who may have
use for them, as being very completely formed,
though still perhaps capable of some improve-
ment: the desideratum being that, book in

hand, a man who continues to walk with it

for his guide, may pass the door of every

individual inhabitant of the three towns with
as little walking as possible. And I guarantee

that any one is now enabled to accomplish

this, if not with as little walking as possible,

certainly with as little as may be suitable for

any business purpose whatever. Time, indeed,

is lost only in passing from the end of one
district to the beginning of another, which
will be no loss wherever a man is employed
to each district ; and when otherwise, walking

may be saved, by passing from the end of one
district to the end of another, instead of to the

beginning of it. See Districts two and three

for example. This hint may be useful to the

publishers of newspapers and others, who,
for their especial purposes, may either reduce

the number of the districts by putting two or

three into one, or still farther multiply them
by a more minute subdivision, as occasion

may require.

The first arrangement will, it is believed, be

of incredible utility to all persons who have

occasion to distribute hand bills, circular letters,

cards, &c. Presenting, as it does, at one view

the names of the inhabitants of every street

respectively, and that too in the order in which

circulars may be most easily delivered, it will
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finable tradesmen to distribute intimations

through the whole town with the utmost

facility, and in the most correct and systematic

manner.

The .second part consists of a reprint of the

former one, under a totally different arrange-

ment. Here individuals are classified into

trades, professions, and occupations, titles,

and designations. This division will be of

great utility to persons connected with whole-
sale trades, and others who deal ^\'itll particular

classes of society. As a general medium of

information, too, where any and every market-

able commodity or service is to be obtained,

it will prove to be of every day use to mer-
chants, tradesmen, housekeepers, and private

individuals of every class and denomination.

With respect to this part, it may be observed,

that in consequence of the names not having

been expressly written for insertion in a

classified Directory, the classification is neces-

sarily very incomplete, and capable with this

year's example before the public, of great

improvement in ensuing publications. With
the very imperfect designations that were
before me, I have this year done the best I

could, but in many instances I must have

erred, though in no one from carelessness, or

the want of due endeavour to be correct.

The Appendix this year— it will next year

contain also other matter— is devoted entirely

to advertisements, which are a double advan-

tage to the public. In themselves, they are

both useful and ornamental ; but another and
great advantage is, that the charge made for

their insertion enables me to offer for sale a

very cheap hook : it being almost superfluous

to remark, that the average price of books of

this size, and quantity of contents, is much
higher than/owr shillings.

The advertisers themselves cannot fail to

attain their object, as upwards of thirteen

hundred copies of the book will pass imme-
diately into the hands of the public, including

a great proportion of the first people in

Edinburgh.

Some half dozen of individuals have sent

me letters of com])laint of the lateness of this

publication. I will now answer them collec-

tively :—
It was distinctly stated in my prospectus

—

the signinf) of which prospectus constituted the

giving of an order for a copy of the book—
that it would " contain all the names in the
Edinburgh and Leith Post Office Directory
twice over, namel}'," &c.

To implement this engagement, it was

impossible to begin the business of forming or

preparing the copy of this book until the other

was finished and published. The other Direc-
tory was published on Tuesday, the 3th of

June. Since which day, with such assistance

as the nature of the work admitted of—which,
so far as preparing the copy is concerned, was
very little— I have, from an alphabetical

directory, formed the two foregoing classifi-

cations and arrangements, superintended the

printing of the work, read and revised all the

proofs, &c.

July 9. It is now precisely thirty-five

days since this operation was begun, and,

from the nature of the case, it is evident that

it could not be begun sooner. It is now-

finished, and in a day or two the book will be
out.

And now let the said complainers set their

wits to work, and calculate, going the nearest

way about it, how long a time should be rea-

sonably expended in the forementioned process

;

and, if the result be less than thirty-five days,

on being informed thereof, I will, with all due
humility, write them an humble apology each,

for the unreasonable delay that will have been
so shewn to have taken place. In the interim,

I deny that there has been any delay, and affirm

that, on the contrary, there has been expedition,

as well in Thistle Lane, where the work
has been printed— we?/ printed too, don't you
see?— as at No. 7, Henderson Row; and I

do not believe that, with due regard to accuracy

and proper arrangement, the thing could have
been done more expeditiously by any of the

said complainers, or by all of them put together.

I have one other subject to mention, and, in

doing so, I shall endeavour to be as brief as

may be convenient. Avoiding all mention of

names, it is not unknown to the public, that I

was some time since engaged in a very un-
pleasant controversy. The public have just

this much to do with the matter,— as they

have Seen informed by both parties of a dispute,

there can be no impropriety in informing them
also of its arrangement.

Certain matters have been placed in the

hands of impartial and intelligent arbiters, to

whom the parties-disputants, and their af-

fairs, are more intimately known than to any

other persons whatever, excepting only them-
selves. The said arbiters were empowered
to cancel an existing contract of copartnery;

to take a review of the whole circumstances of

the case, past, present, and, as far as man can

see into them, the future also ; and to do

justice, entire justice, and nothing but justice,

between the parties, by drawing up a new con-

tract of copartnery in such terms as theyshovild

see fit ; which contract the parties-submitters-
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mutually agreed to sign. To enable tliem

to do this the more effectiusUy and completely,

each of the parties-disputants furnished the

arbiters with a draft copy of copartnery, con-

taining his view of the rights of the case ; and
from these two documents, unlimited power
being tendered to the arbiters, a contract was
to be drawn up by them, to do which, than

one of whom at least, no person was more
competent as respects the law, as well as the

justice of the case. A new contract of

copartnery has in consequence been drawn up
by the said arbiters ; and as they were neither

of them nominated, though entirely approved

of by me, I have the more satisfaction in

saying, that with the award they have given Iam
perfectly satisfied.

This sentence requires a single qualification.

Man can do much, which no human power
can undo or compensate ; and an arbiter can

only take in hand a case as it is, and make the

best of it. This has been done.

One observation more upon this subject.

The management of the North British Adver-

tiser is now placed in the hands of my partner,

for a brief term of years, with my entire con-

sent and approbation, upon such terms and
conditions as I consider to be just and
reasonable; and he is also entitled by the

said contract to carry on, if it shall be deemed
advisable to do so, for the benefit of the firm,

the general business of a printer. But, as a

belief has, by some means or other, got into

existence to the contrary, I deem it necessary

to add, that I am stilJ an equal partner in that

business, to the extent of one-half of whatever

advantage may accrue from it, the principal

part of which is, however, assigned to others,

chiefly my own friends, until losses, occa-

sioned by no fault or imprudence of mine,

shall be repaid.

The long period during which the aforesaid

matters remained unsettled, jirevented me
from engaging in any work of this kind

earlier, or indeed in any thing whatever ; but

as the approbation of the public of the plan of

the present publication has been prompt and
unequivocal, and finding it, as I hardly ex-

pected I should, when I first issued a pros-

pectus of it, well worth following as a pnnczpaZ

branch of employment, it is now respectfully

announced, that in accordance with the original

intention, this publication will be continued

annually, and that it will re-appear not later

than the fourteenth day of June, 1833, with

many and great improvements.

And, moreover, finding it indispensably

necessary to collect the names myself, without

doing which, not only is an early publication

after the terra impracticable, but the proper

designation of the parties respectively altoge-

ther unattainable, I now withdraw the declaration

I formerly made, of my intention of confining

the work to a mere classification of trades and

streets. On the contrary, life and health being

spared, I shall next year endeavour to bring out,

without reference to any other interests than those

of the public and my own, the best Directory of,

andfor Edinburgh, Leith, and Newhaven, which

I can devise and execute, prior to the 14/A day

of June, 1833. And I make this declaration,

with the full intention of devoting the best

part of the next twelve months to the endea-

vour to bring out a good one.

In making this statement, I am actuated by

no spirit of opposition, or hostile feeling

towards any one. The field is entirely open
;

for a good Directory, or, indeed, any thing

beyond a mere alphabetical list of names, has

never existed in this metropolis. In the

endeavour to supply one, therefore, I take

possession of open and unappropriated ground;

and possession being nine points of the law,

I call it my own, and will do the best I can

to maintain it as such. I make this statement,

with a knowledge of the fact, that, a few

years since, some parties who were dissatis-

fied with the then existing Directory, endea-

voured to mend matters— by bringing out a

worse.

It is usual, in documents of this description,

to tender acknowledgments for favours received,

and to express hopes and expectations of others

to come. I care not for customs of any kind,

farther than as they are recommended by reason

and utility ; but I cannot conclude this paper,

without stating that the purchase (orders

obtained) of my Directory, almost upon the

instant of its announcement, by upwards of a

thousand persons, has added an additional

proof, if any were wanting, that enterprize

and speculative industry, whenever judiciously

directed, will never fail to meet their reward

in the city of Edinburgh. To those persons,

amongst whom are several to whom I am
indebted for numerous favours, I beg to

tender my most grateful acknowledgments.

But a still stronger claim upon my gratitude,

exists in the constant and steady support,

through fair weather and foul, stormy and

tranquil, which has been bestowed on the

North British Advertiser. I trust that it will

long continue to be " the medium " of commu-
nication between buyer and seller for Scotland,

whilst its more humble eoufin, the Directory,

hopes he " won't intrude," by just popping but

once a year, into the same path.

Qdly, Always keep or destroy the Weigher's

certificate, for if it remain with the carter, he may
use it on the same day a second time to pass another

cart of Coals of inferior weight or quality.

Athly, Any person receiving a Cart of Railway
Coal may assure himself of its weight and quality,

by calhng at the Depot, and examining the entry

in the Weigher's book.

Those who are not acquainted with any Coal

Blerchant of the Railway Depot, may address orders

Fill the Meter with water by the funnel C, till it begin to run at the syphon D. The water will then
be at the proper level, and the Meter ready for use. A little water will require to be added occasionally,
according to the temperature of the situation.

Each revolution of the first or highest wheel indicates one cubic foot of Gas consumed, the next
10 feet, the third 100, the fourth 1000, the fifth 10,000 ; and in large Meters, where the index consists
of six wheels, the sixth indicates 100,000.
