No letter may exceed 18 inches in length, 9 inches in width, or

6 inches in depth, unless it be sent to or from a Government
Office.

The prepaid postage on every inland newspaper is one half-

penny, but a packet containing two or more registered newspapers

is not chargeable with a higher rate of postage than would be

chargeable on a book packet of the same weight, viz., one half-

penny for every 2 oz. or part of that weight.

A newsparer posted unpaid, or a packet of newspapers posted

either unpaid or insufficiently paid, is treated as an unpaid or

insufficiently paid book packet of the same weight

No newspaper can now be sent through the post a second

time for the original postage. For each transmission a fresh

postage is required.

COLONIAL AND FOREIGN POSTS.

Prepayment on colonial and foreign letters and newspapers is

compulsory in nearly every case.

The limit of size for a book packet addressed to any place

abroad is 24 inches in length and 12 inches in width or depth.

There is a Pattern and Sample Post to the colonies and foreign

countries generally; but it is restricted to bonafide trade patterns

and sajHples of inerchaiidise.
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BOOK POST.

The prepaid postage is one halfpenny for every 2 oz. or part of
that weight.

PARCELS POST.

Parcels not exceeding 7 lbs. in weight are received at any Post
Office for transmission between places in the United Kingdom.

Every article to be registered must be given to an agent of

the Post Office, and a receipt obtained for it ; and it should on
no account be dropped into a letter box.

RE-DIRECTION.
