There are twenty-nine locks on the
line—the rise to the summit level in Loch-Oich being about 100 feet
above high water of ordinary neap tides. The Canal can accommodate
vessels not exceeding in dimensions, over all, viz.—Length, 160 feet;

width, 38 feet ; draught of water when at the standard level, 15 feet.
