The Post Office is not, by law, responsible for anj' loss or

inconvenience which may arise from the damage, non-
delivery, mis-sending of any Letter, Book, or other Postal
Packet ; and liability for actual loss or damage is accepter^

only in the case of Parcels and Registered Packets.

APPLICATIONS TO RETURN LETTERS.
On no account can a Letter, Book, &c., when once posted,

be returned to the sender or any olhei person, or delayed in

transmission to its address, and no information can be given
respecting letters which pass through a Post Office, except to-

the person to whom they are addressed.

INLAND RATES OF POSTAGE.
LETTERS.

The rate of Postage on Inland Letters is as follows :

—

Not exceeding four ounces in weight, Id ; and thereafter a
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^d for every 2 ounces. A letter posted unpaid is cliargeable

on delivery with double postage ; if insufficiently paid, witji

double the deficiency.

An Inland Letter must not exceed 24 in. in length, 12 in.

in jvidth, or 12 in. in depth, unless it be sent to or from
Government Offices.

NEWSPAPERS.

The prepaid rate is at follows -.—Every Register^^^Kews-
paper, whether posted singly or in a packet, |d.

A packet containing two or more Registered Newspapers,
however, is not chargeable with a higher rate than would be
chargeable on a Letter Packet of the same weight.

A Newspaper or a packet of Newspapers posted unpaid is

chargeable on delivery with double postage ; if insufficiently

paid, with double the deficiency.

Every Newspaper must be p 'Sted either without a cover,

or in a cover entirely open at iDoth ends, so as to admit of easy
removal for examination. Every newspaper should be so

folded and covered (if posted in a cover) as to permit the

title to be readily inspected.

No Newspaper and no cover of a Newspaper may bear any-

thing except the title of the Newspaper, a request for return

in case of non-delivery, the names and addresses of the sender

and of the addressee, and a reference to any page of, or place

in, the newspaper to which the attention of the addressee is

directed.

No unregistered publication and no article (unless it be a

part or supplement of the Newspaper) may be posted in the

same cover with the Newspaper.
A Packet of Newspapers must not exceed 5 lbs. in weight,

or 2 ft. in length, 1 ft. in width, or 1 ft. in depth,

BOOKP0ST.
The weight of a Book-packet is now confined to 2 ounces,

the Postage for which is ^d. All Packets above that weight
are treated as Letters.

If posted unpaid, a Book-packet is charged Id, viz., double
the deficiency.

The expression, " Book-packet," means a packet which
contains one or more of the following articles or documents,
that is to say :

—

(a) Any matter wholly printed on paper or some substance
ordinarily used for printing, except paper money.

{b) Books and other publications or works of a literary

character, and any other written or printed matter not being
in the nature of a Letter (on paper or on some substance
ordinarily used for writing or printing).
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(c) Sketches, drawings, paintings, photographs, maps,
plans, charts, and engravings on paper or on some substance
ordinarily used for the purpose, provided it is not a brittle or
exceptionally fragile substance.

{d) The following documents, whether containing matter in

the nature of a Letter or not, provided they respectively

conform to the conditions stated in the Post Office Guide.
Invoices, orders for goods, credit notes, advice notes, way

bills, bills of lading, receipts, statements of account, prices

current, market reports. Manuscript for press and printed
proofs, with corrections and instructions. Examination
papers, with corrections and instructions.

Circulars, that is, Printed Notices and Letters, whether
separate or on the same sheet of paper with any other docu-
ment transmissible by Book Post

Deeds, agreements, proposals and policies of assurance,

powers of attorney, proxy papers, voting papers, certificates,

licenses.

Notices, reports, returns, and certificates issued, made, or
given by officers of a Court of Justice, or other public officers

in the discharge of their duties, and re iurns or reports made
to public officers or public bodies.

y.B.—Plain paper, or any article which, though made of

paper, is substantially of the nature of stationery, or
merchandise, is not admissible by Book Post.

Type-writing.—Type-written Circulars and Letters are

not admissible by Book Post. Circulars, however, printed
or lithographed in characters resembling those of the Type-
writer, or produced by means of the Mimeograph or other
mechanic il process from type-w ritten originals, are admitted
to the privilege of the Book Rate of Postage, provided that
thej' are posted by being handed in at the counter of the
Head Ofiice or any of the Branch Post Offices (this does not
include Sub or Town Sub-Offices), that special attention is

called to their nature, and that at least twenty copies, pre-

cisely identical, are posted at the same time.

It must be clearly understood that any Circulars in Type-
writing characters which are not posted in the prescribed
manner will be chargeable at the Letter Rate of Postage.
A Book Packet found to contain a Letter or a communica-

tion of the nature of a Letter, or any other enclosure not
allowed by Book Post, is chargeable as a Letter.

Book Packets should be posted either without covers (in

which case they must not be fastened in any way) or in

unfastened envelopes, or in covers which can be easily

removed for the purposes of examination. If anything is
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written or printed on the inside of the covers, the covers

must be left unfastened. It is not forbidden to tie the en^s

of a Book Packet with string, but the string should be easy

to unfasten.

PATTERN POST.

Pattern Post has now been abolished, and all Packets

formerly sent at Pattern Rate are classed as Letters, and

^re subject to Letter Post conditions.

Glass, Liquids, Grease, Colouring Powders, and

Live Bees, are now transmissible (under special conditions

which can be ascertained at any Post Office), by Letter or

Parcel Post within the United Kingdom, and by Sample

Post between the United Kingdom and certain other

Countries (a list of which can be seen at any Post Office).

POST CARDS —Official and Private.

Official Post Cards.—Official Post Cards bearing an

impressed halfpenny stamp, and Official Reply Post Cards

can be bought at every Post Office.

Post Cards are sold at the following prices :—Court or

Stout Cards, 3 for 2d; 5 for 8d; 8 for 5d; 10 for 6d. 5s per parcel

of 100. Thin Cards, 7 for 4d ; 10 for 54d, lis per parcel

of 240.

Double or Reply Post Cards.—Stout Cards, 5 for 6d, or

5s per parcel of 50. Thin Cards, 5 for 5|d. lis per parcel

of 120.

Uncut sheets of these Cards c^n be obtamed at any Post

Office by giving two or three days' notice. They are sold

only in quarter reams of 120 sheets, each sheet containing 42

cards ; and the prices are £12 6s per quarter ream for stout

cards, and £11 8s for thin cards.

Private Post Cards bearing halfpenny adhesive stamps

are admissible. Conditions :—They must be composed of

-ordinary cardboard, and not thiciker than the material used for

the official post card, and must correspond as nearly as may be

to the size of the ordinary post card. The " Royal Arms "

not permitted on private post cards.

Letter Cards are sold at l^d each ; or in packets of 8

for ninepence.

Newspaper Wrappers, bearing halfpenny stamp, are sold at

7 for 4d, or at 22s lOd for 480.

Embossed Envelopes (bearing halfpenny stamp), are sold at

10 for 5kl, or 10 lor 6d ; bearing penny stamp, at 20 for

Is lOd, 24 for 2s 2d, or 240 for 21s.
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REGISTRATION AND COMPENSATION
Registration.—By the prepayment of a fee of 2d, any

Letter, Newspaper, Book, or other Packet, on which the
postage has been prepaid in stamps, may be Registered. All
Letters foimd to contain Coin or Jewellery, posted without
being Registered, are treated as Registered, and taxed with a

double fee of Fourpence.
N.B.—Packets containing Postal Orders, in which the name

of the payee has uot been inserted, uncrossed cheques, divi-

dend warrants, bank notes, postage stamps to the value of

more than One Shilling, and any other article of a value
exceeding One Shilling will, when found open in the Post, be
subject to registration, and be chargeable with a Registration
Fee of 2d.

Compensation for Loss and Damage.—The Postmaster-
General will—not in con equence of any legal liability, but
voluntarily, and as an act of grace, subject to the rules stated
in the Post Office Guide—give Compensations up to a maximum
limit of £50 for the Loss and Damage of Inland Registered
Postal Packets of all kinds upon pre-payment of a fee in

addition to the postage. This fee either consists of or in-

cludes in each case the ordinary Registration Fee of 2d. The
scale of fees and the respective limits of compensation are as
follows :

Compensation for damage to the contents of a Registered
Packet will be strictly in accordance with the fee paid and
the amount of damage done, no matter what the original

total value of the contents may have been. The Postal
Packet must be posted in accordance with the Rules for the
time being in force with respect to the posting of Inland
Registered Postal Packets, and a certificate of posting,

bearing thereon an acknowledgment that the Registration
Fee has been paid, must be obtained. The contents of the
Postal Packet must be securely packed and enclosed in a

reasonably strong case, wrapper, or cover, securely fastened,

and of a nature calculated to preserve the contents from loss

or damage in the Post ; and if it be desired to secure com-
pensation for damage, the Package must bear the words
*' Fragile, with Care." These words should appear on the
face of the cover, above the address. The compensation
given in respect of the loss or damage of a Letter containing
coin shall not in the case of any Letter exceed the sum of £2,
whatever be the amount of coin contained in such Letter.

Letters containing money, in any form, must be enclosed in

the Registered Letter Envelope provided by the Postmaster-

General. The compensation given will in no case exceed the

value of the article lost or the damage sustained. The ex-

pression " Damage " includes the loss or abstraction of part

of the contents of a Letter. The sender of a Registered

Letter must vv^rite on the cover, above the address, the veord
" Registered " and the amount of the fee proper to the value

up to which he desires to secure compensation, thus :

—

" Registered 2d," " Registered 3d," and so on.

An Acknowledgment of Delivery signed by the re-

cipient, may be obtained by the sender of a Registered Letter

by prepaying a further fee of 2d. For further particulars,

enquire at any Post Office.

RE-DIRECTION.
Parcels, when Re-directed, are liable to an additional

Postage at the prepaid rate for each Re- direction, unless the

original and the second address be within the delivery of the

same Post Office, in which case no charge is made for Re-

direction.

Notices of Removal, and applications for Letters, Books,

Postcards, and Newspapers to be Re-directed, must in all

cases be duly signed by the persons to whom the Letters, &c.,

are addressed, and sent to the Postmaster. The Post Office

does not undertake to provide for the Re-directing of Letters,

&c., for a longer period than 12 Months from the date of

Removal; but it is open to any person whose Letters, &c.,

have been officially Re-directed for 12 Months to apply for an

extension cf the privilege, on the prepayment of a fee of

The Post Office does not undertake to Re-direct Letters,

&c., for a person temporarily leaving home, unless the house

be left uninhabited ; nor. save under exceptional circum-

stances, for persons removing from Hotels, Clubs, or

Lodgings.

Private Re-directed Letters, &c., re-posted later than the

day after delivery (Sundays and Public Holidays not

counting), are liable to an additional Postage at the prepaid

rate. Any which may appear to have been opened will be

liable to be charged as freshly posted unpaid Letters, &c.

All Registered Letters, &c., on being Re-directed, must be

taken back to the Post Office, and must not be dropped into

Letter Boxes as ordinary Letters, &c.
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EXPRESS DELIVERY.
Express Delivery of Messages, Letters, Parcels, &c., are

conveyed the entire distance by Special Messenger for the

following Fees :— If the Packet, &c., does not exceed 1 lb. in

weight, the Express Fee is 3d per mile or part of a mile.

When, however, the Packet exceeds 1 lb., there is a weight
charge of a l^d per lb. or part of a lb. beyond the first in

addition to the mileage charge (3d per mile or part of a mile).

If the sender desires that a special conveyance be used, or, if

the distance exceeds two miles, and a public conveyance (by
train, omnibus, or tramcar) is not available in both directions,

the actual cost of a special conveyance must in all cases be
paid in addition to the foregoing charges.

Reply or Further Services.

On the delivery of an express packet, the delivery messenger
may take a reply or perform a further express delivery

service. The express fee must be prepaid, ei'her by the
sender of the first service or by the sender of the reply or

further service. The messenger is allowed to wait for the
reply ten minutes free of charge, but after that time 2d is

charged for every quarter of an hour or part of a quarer of

an hour during which he is required to wait. If the return
or further service is to an address on the messenger's home-
ward route, or within half a mile of the office, half only of

the mileage rate is charged ; but if the packet exceeds lib.

in weight the full weight charge must be paid in addition to

the half mileage rate.

Express Delivery after Transmission by Ordinary Post.

Under this service letters and parcels may be forwarded by
mail in the regular course of post to any Express Delivery
Office, and, on arrival, be sent out for delivery by special

messenger. The Express Fee, in addition to the full ordin-

ary Postage, is at the rate of 3d per mile from the Office of

Delivery ; the fee is in no case less than 3d, and this and the
postage must be prepaid by means of Postage Stamps affixed

to the Letter, tVc. If a special conveyance be used, or if the
distance exceeds two miles and a public conveyance is not
available in both directions the actual cost must be paid in

addition to the express fee and postage. When the distance

exceeds two miles, at least one-half of the amount payable in

respect of fee and charge for special conveyance must be
prepaid, and the deficiency (if any) will be demanded from the
addressee ; if this be not done the letter cannot be delivered

by special messenger, but will be treated as an ordinary
letter.

In every case it must, however, appear that the loss or
damage did not arise wholly or in part by the fault of the
sender, and that it occurred while the Parcel was in the
Post.

Parcels, before they can be registered, must be securely
packed and fastened in such a way as to prevent any
tampering with the contents. Tying merely with string is

not sufficient.

The compensation given will in no case exceed the value of

the article lost or the damage sustained.

Compensation for damage to the contents of a Registered
Parcel will be strictly in accordance with the fee paid and the
amount of damage done, no matter what the original total
value of the contents may have been.
The Postmaster-General will in every case either of loss or

damage, if he thinks fit, reinstate the contents of a Parcel
instead of giving pecuniary compensation.
Where compensation is given for the loss of a Parcel, or of

any article contained in a Parcel, the Postmaster-General
will reserve the right to retain and dispose as he thinks fit of
the Parcel or of the missing article, in case it should subse-
quently come into his hands.

Claims for Compensation should be made either on a form
to be obtained at any Post Office, or by letter addressed to
the Postmaster.
Claims for Compensation should be made within seven days

after the date of Posting.

No Compensation will be given in respect of damage to a
Parcel containing eggs, soft fruit, or any liquid or semi-
liquid, or any article of an exceptionally fragile character.

that Office. Beyond the free delivery porterage is charged

at the rate of 3d per mile or part of a mile, calculated from
the terminal Telegraph Office to the address of delivery.

Inland
Post Cards are also transmissible abroad if the additional
postage required is supplied by means of postage stamps
affixed to the cards.

Private Post Cards. — Private Post Cards bearing
adhesive stamps of the value of One Penny, and Private Reply
Post Cards with Penny adhesive stamps on each half, may
also be sent as Post Cards to places abroad. They must be
of the same size and substance as the OfEicial Cards (Inland or
Foreign). Such cards, single and double alike, must have the
words " Post Card " printed on them withoiit the Royal Arms.
The reply halves must bear in print the words " Post Card

Great Britain and Ireland," and " Reply."
Printed Papers, Books, Music.—For all Countries—Jd

Patterns and Samples.—For all Countries—Rates of
Postage same as for Printed Papers, except that the lowest
charge is Id. The Pattern and Sample Post to Foreign
Countries and the Colonies generally is restricted to bona fide

patterns or samples of merchandise. Packets containing

goods for sale, or in the execution of an order (however small

the quantity), or any articles from one private individual to

another which are not actually patterns or samples, cannot be
forwarded by Pattern Post. No article liable to custom
duties can be sent as a sample or pattern ; nor can samples of

saleable value be sent to any Foreign Country or to any of the
British Possessions which are comprised in the Postal Union.
Patterns or Samples, when practicable, must be sent in covers

open at the end, and in such manner as to be eas}^ of

examination.

Dimensions and Weight. — Letters—No Letter for a
Colony or Foreign Country may exceed 2 feet in length, or 1

foot in width or depth. Printed and Commercial Papers—
Dimensions—The limits of size for packets addressed to
British Colonies or Possessions or to non- Union countries or

colonies are 2 feet in length by 1 foot in Mddth or depth ; but
to foreign countri^^s in the Postal Union the length is limited

to 18 inches. If in the form of a roll, the limits of size in

either case are 30 inches in length and 4 inches in diameter.
Weight—The limits of weight are 5 lbs. for British Colonies
or Possessions and for non- Union countries or Colonies, and
4 lb. for foreign countries in the Postal Union.

Unpaid Letters to or from places abroad are charged double

the prepaid rate. Partially prepaid letters are charged with
double the deficiency.

Registration.—The fee for Registration, which is appli-

cable equally to Letters, Post Cards, Newspapers, Book
Packets, and Patterns, addressed to places abroad is 2d.

Coin, jewellery, or precious articles can only be sent through
the post to the following countries of the Postal Union, viz. :

Ascension, Australia (certain Colonies), Bermuda, British

Borneo, British East Africa, British New Guinea, Cameroons,
Cape Colony, Ceylon, Costa Rica, Cyprus, Falkland Islands,

addressed to other countries of the Union and containing

such articles can be accepted for Registration. Letters or

packets containing coin for any of the British Colonies not in

the Postal Union can be registered, and if they are posted

without being registered, the}^ are treated in the same manner
as inland letters under similar circumstances. The Postal

Administration of certain countries and places undertake to

pay an indemnity of 50 irancs in the event of its being proved
to their satisfaction that a registered letter itself has been
lost whilst in their custody ; but no question of compensation
is entertained bj^ them for, or in respect of, the loss ot the
enclosure of any such letter.

FOREIGN PARCEL POST.
CpsTOMS Declaration' and Despatch Note.—Parcels are

subject to Customs regulations, and the sender of each Parcel
is required to make for Customs purposes—upon a special
form or forms, Avhich can be obtained at any Post Office—an
accurate statement of the nature and value of the contents
and other particulars. Undervaluing the contents, or failure
to describe them fully, may result in a seizure of the parcels.
The net weight of the various articles contained in a Parcel
should, if possible, be stated, and any other particulars which
would facilitate the assessment of Customs duty.

Customs Duty. — All Parcels are liable to be opened for
Customs examination, and their contents are subject to
Customs duty, according to the laws of the country or colony
of destination. In most foreign countries and British colonies
the articles which are not subject to Customs duty on impor-
tation are comparatively few. The Post Office can give no
information as to the Customs tariff or procedure of particular
countries, nor does it accept any responsibility for loss, delay,
or charges arising from the Customs or Sanitary regulations
to which the contents of jjarcels are subject. In addition to
Customs duty, a charge of 6d per parcel for stamp duty,
clearance, &c. , is levied on all dutiable Parcels entering the
Cape Colony and Natal. This charge is increased to Is in
the case of Parcels for Rhodesia ; and to Is 6d in the case of
Parcels for the Orange Free State and Transvaal. In most
European countries and some others a fee, not exceeding 24d
per Parcel, is leviable for delivery and Customs formalities/

Letters Enclosed in Parcels.—No letter, or communica-
tion of the nature of a letter, may be enclosed in a Parcel for
any foreign country, or for the Colonies of the Cape of Good
Hope, and neighbouring parts of South Africa, the Australian
Colonies, Fiji, Jamaica, Mauritius, Natal, New Zealand,
Seychelles, the Straits Settlements, and Trinidad. Invoices
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in open envelopes, giving the particulars of the goods con-

tained in the Parcel may, however, be enclosed in any Foreign

or Colonial Parcel. The enclosure in a Parcel addressed to

any of the other British Colonies or Possessions of a letter

beai:ing the same address as the Parcel is not prohibited.

Insurance, — Parcels for the undermentioned foreign

countries and British Colonies and possessions can be insured.

Insurance is obligatory in the case of parcels addressed to

these places containing coin, jewellery, watches, or any
article of gold or silver. Any such parcel posted uninsured,

will generally be returned to the sender.

Compensation for Loss or Damage. —Compensation to

to certain Foreign Countries and British Possessions. For
particulars apply at any Post Office.

When an uninsured Parcel received from the above
mentioned places is discovered to contain coin, watches,
jewellery, or any article of gold or silver, it is compulsorily
registered.

Packing. — More careful and substantial packing is

necessary for all Foreign and Colonial Parcels than for Inland
Parcels owing to the much greater distance over which, as a

rule, the former have to be conveyed, the very different con-

ditions of transit, and the influences of climate. A Parcel
for any Foreign Countiy must be so sealed with wax or lead

by the sender that the Parcel cannot be opened without
breaking the seals or leaving traces of violation.

Parcels containing Coin, Watches, or Jewellery must be
enclosed in strong boxes, which must be sewn up in wrappers
of linen canvas or strong paper, or other substantial material,

the seals being placed not further than 3 inches apart.
