By the Act 10th, Geo. IV., (1829) " for better paving, cleansing, light-

shall be equal to the difference between the value of the Stamps and the
proper rate of Postage ; but letters addressed to places abroad, to which
prepayment is compulsory, if posted with Stamps of less value than the
full amount of Postage, will be sent to the Dead-Letter Office, to be returned,
in all practicable cases, to the writer.

These regulations are applicable to Newspapers, in these cases where they
are liable to Postage.

If the Stamps affixed to letters are mutilated or defaced the letters will

be liable to the unpaid rate.

A Stamp which has been cut from an envelope and affixed to a letter, en-
titles it to pass free of charge.

Re-directed letters are charged an additional postage for each re-direction,

according to the Prepaid Scale.

Letters to Warm Climates should be sealed with wafers, as wax destroys
the letters by melting, causing them to adhere to one another.
No Letter, when once posted, can be given up to any but the person to

whom it is addressed, neither is any person allowed to alter the address of a
letter after being posted.

Adhesive Stamps should be placed on the right-hand corner of the upper
side of the letters, above the superscription. The most effectual plan is to

dip the label wholly in water, to shake of the water immediately, and to
press the label upon the letter with a piece of clean blotting paper. "When
the gum is dull in appearance, it will require rather more time and moisture
to make it stick firmly, than when it is glossy. The purpose of welting
the label wholly is to counteract the tendency it has to curl up from the
letter, when one side only is wetted, a tendency caused by the expansion of
that side as it imbibes the moisture.

EXCEPTIONAL RATES OF POSTAGE, &c.

Periodicals not of daily publication, issued in the shape of pamphlets, may
be sent to Belgium, Bremen, France, Hamburg, Holland, Prussia, and the
United States, at the following rate, which must be prepaid : not exceeding
2 oz., Id.; 2 oz. and not exceeding 3 oz., 6d,; 3 oz, and not exceeding 4 oz.,

8d. ; with an addition of 2d. for every additional ounce up to 16 ounces,
above which weight the privilege does not extend : and at the same rate of
postage. Pamphlets, not being periodicals, may be sent to the United
States, if not exceeding 8 oz.

Newspapers from France and Belgium pay %A. each ; and Newspapers
from Canada Id. each.

The postage on Newspapers to the parts of Turkey, &c, specified in the
Table, is as follows: not exceeding £ oz., l^d.

; £ oz. and not exceeding
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1 oz., 3d. ; 1 oz. and not exceeding 2 oz., 6d. ; with an addition of 3d. for

every additional onnee.

The privilege of the Book Post to and from India and New South Wales
is limited to packages not exceeding 3 pounds in weight. Any package
weighing more than 3 pounds is liable to (he Letter Eate of Postage.

According to the regulations of the German Customs' Union, no Letter

exceeding 50 grammes (a little more than l£ oz ) in weight, and containing

any other enclosure than paper, can be allowed to circulate by the post.

Any Letters, therefore, forwarded in the Mail to Prussia, above that weight,

and containing anv other enclosure than paper, will be liable, on their ar-

rival at the Prussian frontier, to be stopped, and sent to the Custom House
for delivery as freight.

INLAND POSTAGE AND GENERAL REGULATIONS.

All Letters and Newspapers should bear a Full and Legible address,

to facilitate their despatch and insure a speedy delivery.

The prepaid rates of postage on Inland Letters and Packets, are as fol-

lows:— not exceeding halfan-ounce in weight, Id; one ounce, 2d; two
ounces, 4d; three ounces, 6d; and so on, two rates being added for every
ounce. When put into the Letter Box unpaid, they are charged double the

pre-paid rates of postage.

LIMITATION OF WEIGHT.
A letter to pass unpaid by the post may not exceed Four Ounces. All

above that weight must be prepaid in Stamps. In the event of any unpaid

letter above the weight of four ounces being posted, it will be charged with

double the prepaid rates of postage ; if insufficiently paid, by affixed stamps,

it will be charged with double the amount of the difference between the

stamps affixed and the prepaid rates, and thus charged, "shall and may be

detained and opened, and, at the option of the Postmaster-General, shall be
either returned or given up to the sender thereof, or given up to the person

to whom it shall be addressed, or be forwarded to the place of its destina-

tion."

LIMITATION OF SIZE.

A letter to pass by the post, either paid or unpaid, must not exceed the

dimensions of twenty-four inches in length, or breadth, or width, or depth.

Any letter above these dimensions, may, if fully paid, be detained and opened
or forwarded at the option of the Posttnaster-Generai. Any letter unpaid,

or insufficiently, will be taxed precisely after the scale of charge mentioned
in ths preceding paragraph, as applicable to unpaid letters exceeding four

ounces weight, aud thus charged, be either detained and opened, and returned

to the sender, or forwarded at the option of the Postmaster-General. The
only exceptions to the foregoing regulations as to size and weight are in the

case of— 1. Parliamentary proceedings or addresses to Her Majesty. 2.

Petitions to either Houses of Parliament, forwarded to any Member of such

House. 3. Printed votes or proceedings of Parliament. 4. Letters or

packets to or from public departments or public officers in her Majesty's

service. 5. Letters, &c., to or from places abroad.

All persons sending letters by the post unpaid, which, from any cause

whatever, cannot be delivered to the parties to whom they are addressed,

are liable to pay the postage charged thereon, which may be recovered,

with costs, by summary proceedings before a Magistrate.

Printed votes and proceedings in Parliament are charged at the following

rate, between places in the United Kingdom and the Colonies, when con-

veyed by packet :

—

Not exceeding 4 ounces, ... - - Id.

Exceeding 4 ounces, and not exceeding 8 ounces, - - 2d.

Exceeding 8 ounces, and not exceeding 12 ounces, - -3d.
And so on in proportion. Prepayment optional.
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ILLEGAL CONVEYANCE OF LETTEES.

By the 1st Victoria, cap 36, sec. 2, any person illegally conveying Letters,

incurs a penalty of £5 for every offence, and £100 for every week the prac-
tice is continued. The sender also incurs a penalty of £5 for every offence,

with full costs of suit.

NON COMMISSIONED OFFICERS, SEAMEN, AND SOLDIERS IN HER MAJESTY'S

SERVICE ABROAD.

Letters to seamen and soldiers may be forwarded by post, at the rate of

one penny each, under the following regulations. 1st. The penny must be
paid at the time the letter is put into the post-office. 2d. The direction

must signify the class of seamen or soldier. 3d. The name of the ship, regi-

ment, or corps to which he belongs. 4th. The letters must not exceed
balf-an-ounce, and be upon their private concerns only. Letters for seamen
or soldiers, whether in her Majesty's, or in the East India Company's mili-

tary or naval service (while on actual service), maybe forwarded under
the foregoing regulations, to India, China, &c, via Southampton;—they can
now be sent to India, via Marseilles, on payment of the British rate of one
penny, besides the French rate ol 5d., if under a quarter of an ounce, or
10d., exceeding that, weight, or to any foreign country, on payment of the
foreign rate ot postage, in addition to the British rate of Id. as above. Let-
ters for seamen or soldiers, forwarded by private ships,—with the following
exceptions:— St. Helena. East Indies, New South Wales, Cape of Good
Hope, and Mauritius, are charged 3d. each. Letters of soldiers and seamen,
addressed to the United States of America, will, in future, be chargeable
with the American rate of five cents, or twopence halfpenny sterling each,
in addition to the ordinary British rate of one penny. The postage of all

such letters must be pre-paid. Warrant officers, either in the army or navy,
•or masters, mates, or engineers of the navy, are not entitled to transmit
letters at less than the usual rates of postage. Seamen's or soldiers' letters

received from any part beyond sea, upon which the said penny has not been
pre-paid, shall be charged to the receiver, with double the rate—viz., 2d.

each.

The following Instructions have been addressed to all P> stmasters, and are
strictly acted upon :

—

"General Post Office —On and after the 1st January 1845, should
any Letter or Packet be tendered at your Office, which you may ascertain

to contain, or which you have reason to believe contains any of the follow-

ing articles, viz :—Any Glass or Glass Bottle ; any Razor, Scissors, Knife,
Fork, or other Sharp or Pointed Instrument ; any Leeches, Game, Fish,
.Flesh, Fruit, Vegetables, or other perishable substances ; any Bladder or
other Vessel containing Liquid ; or any article, matter, or thing whatsoever,
which might, by pressure or otherwise, be rendered injurious either to the
Officers of the Post Office, or to the contents of the Mail Bags; you will re-

fuse to receive such Letter or Packet.
" In the event jf any Letter or Packet being taken in by you, and you do

not, until afterwards, discover that it contains any Article as above de-
scribed, or should any such I .etter or Packet be deposited in the Letter Box,
you will not forward it on its destination, but you will detain it in your
office, and inform me by the first Post, of the circumstances, taking the
precise Address of the Packet, and its contents, or what you suppose them
to be, when proper steps will be taken in this Department of the case, and
you will be instructed in what manner to dispose of the Letter or Packet.
" Should any letter or packet, containing any article as before-mentioned,

not to be discovered by the Postmaster at whose office it may be posted,
bat be forwarded on to its destination, the Receiving Postmaster, to whose
town it may be addressed, upon discovering, or having every reason to be-
lieve, that its contents are such as those alluded to, will not send it out for
delivery, but will detain it in his office, reportiug the circumstance by the

c2
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first post, and stating the nature of its contents, when he will be duly in''

structed in what manner to dispose of it."

Service of Parliamentary Notices These Notices may be sent

through the post, provided they are posted on or before the 12th of Decem-
ber, at the chief offices of London, Dublin, and Edinburgh, or any of the
following offices :—Birmingham, Bristol, Exeter, Lincoln, Liverpool, Leeds,
Manchester, Newcastle-upon-Tyne, Norwich, Shrewbury, Glasgow, Aber-
deen, Inverness, Belfast, Cork, Athlone. The words " Parliamentary
Notice" must be legibly printed on the face of the letter, the postage must
be prepaid by means of stamps, and a registration Fee of 6d (whi h must be
paid in money) at the time of posting, which may be known by applying to

the time above offices. Duplicate Lists of the addresses must be sent with

the Notices, which must be arranged in the same order as entered on the

lists.

PERIODICAL WORKS.
Periodical Works, Printed Pamphlets, &c, not of dally publication, may

be forwarded by post to the United States, Oldenburgh, Lubec, Bremen,
Belgium, Holland, and France, at the following reduced rates of postage,

viz., not exceeding 2 oz , Id ; 2 oz. and not exceeding 3 oz., 6d ; 3 oz. and
not exceeding 4 oz., 8d, and so on ; 2d. for every additional ounce, up to

16 oz., in the case of periodical works, and 8 oz. for pamphlets, the privilege

being restricted to these weights respectively, provided the following con-
ditions be carefully observed :—1st, the postage must be prepaid ; 2d, they

must be sent without covers, or in covers opan at the ends or side ; 3d, they

must be printed in the English language.

NEWSPAPERS.

All Newspapers must be sent in covers open at the sides, and no words
or communication may be printed or written on such papers, or covers,

after the same shall have been published, other than the name and address

of the person to whom they are sent; nor anything enclosed or concealed in

either newspaper or cover. Newsvenders only may print their names and
addresses thereon. Newspapers may be examined by the officers of the post-

office ; and if there be auy breach of the above regulations, the Packet is

chargeable with treble the amount of postage to which a letter of the same
weight would have been liable. Any person contravening the law, may, at

the option of the Postmaster-General, be prosecuted as for a misdemeanour.

"And be it farther enacted, that in all cases in which a question shall

arise, whether a printed paper is entitled to the privileges of a newspaper,

or other publication, hereby privileged, so far as respects the transmission

thereof by the post, under the post office acts, the question shall be referred

to the determination of the Postmaster-General, whose decision, with the

concurrence of the Lords of the Treasury, shall be final."

MARKS OR WRITING ON NEWSPAPERS.

Writing or marks are allowed on a Newspaper passing by post between
any one part of the United Kingdom and any other part, provided that a

postage of one penny be paid, by means of a stamp conspicuously fixed out-

side the cover or folded newspaper. But the privilege is confined to writing

on the newspaper itself, and is not to extend to the cover. Any writing or

marks other than the address, on which (or, if the postage be not prepaid as

above, on the newspaper itself— will subject the newspaper to the same rate

of postage as that to which an unpaid letter of the same weight is liable.

Newspapers posted in town, addressed to airy part within the town de-

livery, charged, paid or unpaid, Id.

Newspapers printed or published in any of the Channel Islands, or in the

Isle of Man, and sent by post between any of such Islands and Great Britain
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and Ireland, will be liable to the full letter rates of postage, according to the
scale for charging Inland Letters, with the exception of •such as are printed

in the French language.

NEWPAPERS FROM THE BRITISH COLONIES

Are delivered free of postage at any place within the British dominions.
Those for persons who have removed, may be forwarded by post, free of
charge, provided they have not been opened at the place to which they were
originally addressed.

THE BRITISH COLONIES AND FOREIGN PARTS.

Newspapers liable to the Stamp Duty may be forwarded to the British

Colonies and Possessions by her Majesty's packet-boats, free of the duty nf

postage, provided the same be duly stamped, made up, open at the ends,

and put into any Post Office within seven days after the day of publication,

Newspapers may also be forwarded to the Colonies, by private ships, lor

a postage of One Penny each, and to Foreign Countries for a postage of
Twopence each, to be paid when posted, under the same regulations as to

date, &c.

NEWSPAPERS FROM ABROAD,

Newspapers arriving from British Colonies or " Foreign Parts, '" to which
they are despatched free, are delivered free of postage. From places abroad,
to which they are not despatched free, they are charged, on delivery
Twopence each ; excepting those brought by the closed mail through,
France, which are clwrged Threepence or Fivepence each. All Newspapers
must be printed in the language of the country from which they are sent.

INLAND BOOK POST.

General Post-Office, June, 1855.

On and from the 11th instant, the regulations of the Inland Book Post
will be as follows, viz. :

—

1. Postage rates—

2. The postage must be pre-paid in full, by means of postage stamps
affixed outside the packet or its cover.

3. Every packet must be sent either without a cover, or in a cover open
at the ends or sides.

4. If the postage paid on the packet amount to as much a3 4d., it may
contain any number of separate books or other publications, prints, or maps,
and any quantity of paper, parchment, or vellum (to the exclusion, however,
of letters, whether sealed or opened); and the books or other publications,
prints, maps, &c. may be either printed, written, or plain, or any mixture
of the three. Further, all legitimate binding, mounting, or covering of a
book, publication, &c. or of a portion thereof, will be allowed, whether such
binding, &c. be loose or attached, as also rollers in the case of prints or
maps, markers (whether of paper or otherwise) in the case of books, and, in

short, whatever is necessary for the safe transmission of literary or artistic

matter, or usually appertains thereto.

5. But, if the postage paid be less than 4d., the packet must consist ex-
clusively of printed matter, »ithout restriction, however, either as to num-
ber of publications or separate sheets, or as to whether they are bound or
unbound.
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6. A book packet, whatever may be the postage paid thereon, must not
contain any letter, enclosed or open, or any enclosure sealed or otherwise,
closed against inspection, nor must there be any letter, or any communica-
tion of the nature of a letter, written or printed in any such packet, or on
its cover.

7. No book packet can be received if it exceeds two feet in length, width,
or depth.

8. Any packet, whic'i shall not be open at the ends or sides, or shall have
any letter, or any communication of the nature of a letter, written or printed

in it or upon its cover, will be charged with the " unpaid" or double letter

postage,

9. If a packet be found to contain any letter, whether closed or open, or

any enclosure sealed or otherwise closed against inspection, or any un-

authorised enclosure, the letter or enclosure will be taken out and forwarded
to the address on the packet, charged with full postage as an unpaid letter,

together with an additional rate of 4d., and the remainder of the packet, if

duly pre-paid with stamps, will then be forwarded to its address.

10. If a packet be not sufficiently pre-paid with stamps, but nevertheless

bear a stamp of the value of one penny, it will be forwarded, charged with
the deficient book postage, together with an additional rate of 4d. ; but any
packet, which shall bear no postage stamp, will be charged with the " un-

paid" or double letter postage, according to i
fs weight.

11. In every case in which the postage charged upon a packet under
these regulations would be greater than the letter rate, the latter postage

must be substituted.

12. These regulations will not interfere with the privileges allowed to

Votes and Proceedings of Parliament, or with those allowed to newspapers
and other publications, when duly stamped with an appropriate di^, and
posted in accordance with the regulations applicable to such privileged pub-
lications.

13. To prevent obstacles to the regular transmission of letters, any
officer of the Post-office may, when necessary, detain a book packet for a

period not exceeding twenty four hours beyond the time when it would
otherwise be 'forwarded.

14. The Head Postmaster, who first receives a book packet, must, when-
ever he has ground for suspecting an infringement of any of the above con-

ditions, and occasionally even when there is no ground forsuspicion, open and
examine the packet ; and every book packet which shall not be open at

the ends or sides, or shall exceed two feet in length, width, or depth, or shall

have any letter, or any communication of the nature of a letter, written or

printed in it, or upon its cover, or shall bear no postage stamp, must be sent

up, with as little delay as possible, to the Dead-Letter Office in London,
Edinburgh, or Dublin, as the case may be; but, in the event of any other

infringement of the regulations, the packet must be dealt with by the. Post-

master himself, as laid down in paragraph No. 9, ar.d in the first part of No. 10.

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REGISTRATION.

Letters whether containing Coin, or not, can be registered, on payment
of a fee of 6d., in addition to the Rates of Postage, Inland, Colonial, or

Foreign. On those for delivery in France, the charges, besides the Re-
gistration fee, will be the English rate to France, in addition to double the

French rate.. A printed acknowledgment will be given to any person regis-

tering a letter. Registered Letters will be taken at the Bar Window and
Receiving Houses within half an hour of the closing of the Box for the

particular Mail by which they are to be dispatched. Letters for Registra-

tion, addressed to places within the United Kingdom, must be paid by
affixing a sufficient number of stamps ; when addressed to parts abroad they
may be paid either in money or by means of Postage Stamps.
The arrangements for carrying out the system of registration have been

made with the view of ensuring the safe delivery of Registered Letters.

On their delivery, the parties to whom tliey may have been addressed will

be required to acknowledge, in writing, their receipt. Parties transmiubig
Bank Notes. Bank Post Bills, Drafts, Jewellery, &c, should invariably se-

cure their transmission by Registration; and Persons having occasion tu

Send by Post small sums, are recommended to make use of.

THE MONEY ORDER OFFICE

which is open every week-day, (fast days excepted) from 9 a.m. till 6 p.m.
The charges tor such Orders is 3d. on sums not exceeding two pounds, and
6d. on sums between two and five pounds. No order will be given for sums
beyond this amount; but if the sum to be transmitted exceeds five pounds,
as many orders may be taken out as will make up the sum to be sent.

In cases where the personal attendance of the party to whom an order is

payable is inconvenient, if the order is receipted (his or her name written in

full,) and the person presenting the order be able to give full information as

to the Christian name, surname, and address, of the person who transmitted
the money, payment will be made, but not unless these conditions are com-
plied with, Orders will not be granted in favour of any person, unless the
Christian name of such person can be given by the party obtaining the

order. Orders cannot now be granted in favour of the " Secretary" of any
Society, the " Publisher'' of a paper, &c. In cases of Firms the initials

only are required.

A Money Order must be presented for payment before the end of the

Secoud Calendar Month after that in which it was issued ; for instance, if

issued, in January, it must be presented before the end of March, otherwise
a new order will be necessary, for which a second commission must be paid

;

and if it be not presented for payment before the end of the Twelfth Calendar
Month after which it was issued, the money will not be paid at all.

After an order has been once paid, by whomsoever presented, the Officer

will not be liable to any further claim.

NEW REGULATIONS.

2.—When an Order is to be paid through a Bank, the Remitter need not

state the name of the Payee; and, when presented for payment, it will be
sufficient that it be receipted, and presented (crossed with the name of the
Receiving Bank), by some person known to be in the employment of the

Bank.

but a high rate of Colonial Inland Postage continues to be collected, on behalf of the
Colonial Revenue, upon all letters sent to this country. The Postmaster-General is,

SECTION IV.—LEGAL DEPARTMENT.
CIRCUIT COURT OF JUSTICIARY,

The Circuit Court of Justiciary, for the counties of Aberdeen, Banff,
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and Kincardine, meets at Aberdeen twice a-year, in the months of April
and September, for the trial of criminal cases, by one or two of the Lords.
Appeals in certain civil cases from the inferior courts are also heard by
this court.

SECTION VII.—MISCELLANEOUS.

REGISTRATION
OF

BIRTHS, DEATHS, AND MARRIAGES.
17 and 18 Victoria?, Cap. 80.

FaoM and after the 1st of January, 1855, all Registration in existing

Registers of Births, Deaths, and Marriages, became illegal (except in.

the case of Births, Deaths, and Marriages, occurring prior to Slst

December, 1854, which may be Recorded in the existing Registers until

the 31st December, 1855), and public attention is earnestly called to the

following Instructions relative to the Law as now in force. Under the

new system, all Births, Deaths, and Marriages, if intimated to the

Registrar within the periods prescribed by the Act, will be Registered

without any fee being charged against the Informants.

BIRTHS.
Section 27.—On occasion of the birth of any child, the parents or

parent (or the Mother, in the case of an illegitimate child), must, within

Twenty-One days thereafter, and under a penalty of Twenty Shillings,

in case of failure, attend personally, and give information to the Registrar

of the parish or district within which the birth occurred.

In case of the death or inability of the parents, the person in charge
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of any child bom, the occupier of the house or tenement in which the
birth has taken place, and the nurse present at the birth, must attend
and give information to the Registrar.

In the event of a failure to give the notice above specified, the parents,
or other persons above specified, and also any others having knowledge
of the particulars, shall, upon being required, personally or in writing,
to do so, within three months from the date of the birth, attend and
give information to the Registrar, under a penalty of Forty Shillings.

Section 29.—Any person who shall find exposed any new born child,
or the dead body of any new born child, shall forthwith give notice of
the fact to the Registrar of the parish or district, or to the Inspector of
the Poor, or to the District Constable, under a penalty of Forty Shil-
lings.

Section 31.—In all cases where Three Months shall- have expired
after the birth of a child, it is not lawful to Register such Births, except
under the provisions of the 31st Section. The nature of these may be
learned on application to the Registrar of the parish or district.

DEATHS.
Section 33,— The nearest relatives present at the death of any person,

and the occupier of the house or tenement in which the death took place,
must personally give notice of the death to the Registrar of the parish
or district, within Eight Days thereafter, under a penalty of Twenty
Shillings.

Should the parties above specified fail to give notice, such persons, or
any other having knowledge of the particulars, are bound, within
Fourteen Days from the date of the death, upon being required to do so,

personally or in writing, to attend and give the necessary information
to the Registrar, under a penalty of Forty Shillings.

Section 39.—In the event of any person dying not in a house or tene-
ment, the occupier of the house or tenement in which he was at the time
lodging or residing, shall, upon receiving information of such death,
give, or cause to be given, notice to the Registrar of the parish or dis-
trict within which the deceased lodged or resided, under a penalty of
Forty Shillings, in case of failure.

Where the person deceased was himself the occupier, then the in-
mates of such house or tenement shall give the notice.

In cases where the residence or lodging of the deceased is not known,
then any person present at the death, or at the finding of the body, and
any parish or public officer, or any party to whom the body shall be
brought, must in like manner, and under the like penalty, give the re
quired notice.

Section 41 provides for the transmission to the Registrar of Certifi-

cates of death, in the form prescribed by the Act, by medical attendants,
within Fourteen Days, under a penalty of Forty Shillings in case of
failure.

Section 42.—The undertaker, or other person having charge of the
interment of any person, shall, within Three Days after such interment,
and under a penal ty of Forty Shillings, transmit a certificate of such
interment to the Registrar of the parish within which the death took
place.

MARRIAGES,
Section 46 In all cases of regular marriage, when the certificates

of the proclamation of banns are given out, parties will receive along
with them a certain Form, to be filled up in the manner prescribed by
the Act, which Form must be produced to the Minister solemnising the

marriage, and signed in his presence by the contracting parties, by
witnesses, male or female, present thereat, not being less than two in

number, and by the minister officiating. These forms, so authenticated,

must be delivered to the parties contracting the marriage, who shall,
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within Three Days thereafter, either deliver or Fend them by post to
the Registrar of the parish within which the marriage was solemnised.
In the event of a failure so to deliver or send these Forms, the husband'
and failing the husband the wife, is liable to a penalty often pounds.

Section 47.—The Registrar of a parish or district is bound, on receiv-
ing Forty-eight hours' notice, in writing, to attend parties at the solem-
nization of a marriage with his register book, and to make the proper
entry therein.

Sections 48 and 49 contain provisions relative to Marriages irregu-
larly contracted, the nature of which may be learned on application to
the Registrar of the parish or district.

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS.
Section 45.— Where parties fail to attend and give any notice re-

quired by the Act, after receiving two intimations to that effect from the
Registrar, the Sheriff is directed, upon receiving evidence of such
failure, to issue his warrant for compelling attendance, the expense of
which will fall upon the party in default.

Section 52.— Printed Forms, setting forth the various particulars of
the information required to be given under the Statute, will be issued to
the different Registrars by the Registrar- General, and will be furnished.
Gratis, to ail persons entitled to receive them ; and the Registrars will
also afford every necessarj- instruction as to the proper mode of filling
up the Forms prescribed by the Act.

Sections 70 and 71.— Where several parties are required by the Act
to give any notice, it will be sufficient, to prevent liability for penalties
if one of them shall give the notice required; and such notice may com-
petently be sent by post, if within the time prescribed by the Act.

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BILLETING OF SOLDIERS.

Occupants of Horses, Shops, Offices of every description, Manufacturing

premises, Stores, &c, are liable to have Millitary quartered on them, in

respect of their rent— £5 to £10, One Man ; £10 and upwards, Two Men,
The quartering is for Seven days, but more men may be quartered when
the period is only for One, Two, or Three days.

Companies are billeted on, and the individual members of each company.

All Teachers are exempted, Clerical, College and School, if they exercise

no other vocation. Widows also, and unmarried Ladies not in business on

their own account. As the citizens are not in the habit of lodging soldiers,

the usual payment to men, under a Billet, has been, for Two men for Seven

days, if privates, 2s. 6d., and billet returned to the men—if one of these is

a serjeant or corporal, 61. additional—for one man, if a private, Is. 6d., if

a ser'jeant or corporal, 6d additional, and billet returned to the man. The
lowest rent on which billets are issued shows that the actual poor are

thereby exempted.
