THE ROYAL AIR FORCE BENEVOLENT FUND was established
in October, 1919, to commemorate the work of the Flying Services

during the War, 1914-1918.

A Memorial to the Officers and Men who fell in the War was unveiled
on the Thames Embankment in 1923 ; a home and school for the sons of
deceased Airmen was established at Vanbrugh Castle, Blackheath, in 1921,
and accommodates 42 boys ; up to the end of 1936 a total of £200,000 has
been expended in relief of distress.

The Fund exists to relieve distress among all ranks of the flying Services
past and present and their dependents ; it provides for :

—

The disabled, and the dependants of those killed flying.

Other casualties and their dependants.

Sufferers on account of disability, sickness and general distress.

Expenditure upon relief in 1926 was £9,450 ; in 1936 it was £18,825.
It must be greater still in the future on account of the larger number of
R.A.F. Squadrons, the growth of Civil Aviation, and eventually the
augmented flow of R.A.F. personnel back to civilian life on completion of
service.

The Auxiliary Air Force and the Reserve now come within the scope of
the Fund when distress can be attributed to service, and this will add
incalculably to future expenditure.

Combined with the prospects of greater expenditure is the possibility
of a sudden reduction in income owing to a withdrawal of Service Displays
in a time of national emergency. Without the proceeds from Displays the
Fund would be unable to meet even its present obligations by £6,000 per
annum.

The Council appeal for unremitting support so that adequate help may
be given in the present and the Fund strengthened for the future.

KITCHENER MEDICAL SERVICES SCHOLARSHIPS
Medical services scholarships are awarded from time to time (a) to the sons of

officers and men, or of ex-officers and men, of the Regular Forces or (b) to the sons
of officers and men, or of ex-officers and men, of the Reserve and Auxiliary Forces
who served in the Great War, for the purpose of assisting them to take a course

(1) To help Sailors, Soldiers and Airmen by providing them with the name and address of a "Friend"

in each parish or ward throughout the Kingdom, to whom they may be commended on discharge

from the Navy, Army or Air Force for aid in obtaining employment or other forms of help

suited to their needs.

(2) In time of War to arrange for accommodation of Sick and Wounded Convalescent Sailors,

Soldiers and Airmen in Temporary Convalescent Homes and Private Houses.

(3) To establish and maintain Convalescent Homes and Homes of Rest for discharged Sailors, Soldiers

and Airmen who are disabled and necessitous, and to contribute to the support of such cases

in their own homes, if considered necessary.

(4) To teach useful trades to men discharged as medically unfit, who, by reason of their disability

consequent on their service, are unable to take ordinary employment, and to make such cases

as far as possible self-supporting by disposing of the work they turn out.

Assistance of various kinds has been rendered to 3,137 men of the Air Service at a total cost of

£5,738. Employment was found during 1903-32 for 106,033 discharged Sailors, Soldiers and Airmen,

while 518,260 were assisted with money or clothing. 21,989 Sick and Wounded Convalescents have
been sent to temporary Convalescent Homes, and 468,333 have been dealt with in other ways. The
Society's Permanent Home at Portsmouth accommodates from 20 to 25 disabled men ; 3,017 men
disabled on active service have been admitted, to 31st December, 1932, to the Lord Roberts Memorial
Workshops in London and Provinces since the beginning of the European War.
