to consider whether their individual circum-
stances render it desirable that they should
effect private insurance to supplement the
compensation which might become payable
from official sources, or to cover contingencies
in which no official compensation is payable,"
it is stated.

" Officers and airmen who contemplate par-
ticipating in their private capacities in civil

air displays or meetings are specially advised
to consider the question of insurance, since
disability or death arising from such partici-

pation will in no circumstances be regarded as
attributable to conditions of service, and the
Air Ministry can accept no liability in respect
of them."

{Referred to in para. S77, King's Regulations and Air Council Instructions, 1928 edition.)

1. Officers may be presented on the following occasions only:

—

(a) On appointment.

(6) On attaining the rank of wing commander and subsequently on every step In rank,

(e) On appointment to the command of a group.

(d) On appointment to the command of a command, or to a principal post (not below the
rank of director) at the Air Ministry,

(a) On appointment as principal air aide-de-camp or air aide-de-camp to His Majesty the
King or to any member of the Royal Family.

(/) On appointment to any British order of Knighthood In a degree not below that of Knight
Commander, or on appointment as Knight Bachelor, provided that they have received
the accolade. (Promotion in an order from Knight Commander to Knight Grand Cross
or the appointment as Knight Commander of an officer who is already a Knight Is not an
occasion for presentation.)

[g) On return from active service In the field, or from special service abroad.

2. On all the above occasions presentations will be made by the Secretary of State for Air unless
otherwise desired by applicants. If the presentation Is to be made by a gentleman other than (a) the
Secretary of State for Air, (6) an officer of the Royal Air Force, (c) a civil official of the Air Ministry, a
request for permission to make It should be addressed to the Comptroller, Lord Chamberlain's Office,

St. James's Palace, S.W.I, by the presenter as being responsible for the officer he wishes to present.
He mast also personally attend the levee and must have been previously presented himself. In all

cases, however, no matter by whom the presentation is to be made, the officer to be presented must
himself make formal application on his own behalf to the Air Ministry through the usual channels as
indicated in paragraph 7. In the absence of any special notification to the contrary, it will be assumed
in every case that presentation by the Secretary of State for Air is desired. If the reverse is the case, a
special note should be added to the application referred to In paragraph 7 giving the name of the officer

or other gentleman by whom presentation Is desired. Similarly, if an officer himself desires to make a
presentation a statement to that effect should be added to his own application, giving particulars

regarding the person he proposes to present,

3. As from 1st January, 1922, attendance at an Investiture will not count as Presentation at a
Levee.

4. (1). There are two kinds of levee cards :

—

(a) Presentation cards, and

(b) Attendance cards.

(II.) The former are for the use of officers who are being presented and the latter for the use
of officers who wish to attend the levee for other reasons. Save in exceptional circumstances, attendance
will not be allowed unless an officer haB presentations to make.

5. Arrangements for the presentation or attendance of officers at levees are made by the Air
Ministry In conjunction with the Comptroller, Lord Chamberlain's Office.

6. On receipt of notification of a forthcoming levee the AlrMlnlstry will call for the names of officers,

desirous of being presented at or attending the levee, from commands and groups. Applications
will be forwarded through the usual channels and will reach the Air Ministry as soon as possible,
and In any case, not later than fourteen days before the date fixed for the levee.

"THE VISCOUNT WAKEFIELD" SCHOLARSHIPS.
These scholarships were endowed by Viscount Wakefield of Hythe, to assist In defraying

the expenses of residence at the Royal Air Force College, of Flight Cadets whose parents or
guardians are In reduced circumstances and to certain Aircraft Apprentices who are selestad for
cadetshtps. Five scholarships, eaoh of the value of £75, and tenable for one year, are awarded
annually, i.e., three to Flight Cadets, and two to Aircraft Apprentices.

A King's Cadet or a Flight Cadet enjoying the financial advantages of a prize cadetship will not be
eligible to hold a " Viscount Wakefield " Scholarship, nor will a cadet be eligible to enjoy both an
•' Ironmongers' Company's Scholarship " and a " Viscount Wakefield " Scholarship."

TEE " IRONMONGERS' COMPANY'S" SCHOLARSHIP.

This scholarship of £50 per annum was founded by the Worshipful Company of Ironmongers.

It will be awarded annually to a Flight Cadet, selected by the Air Council and approved by the
Worshipful Company of Ironmongers, from among those who have competed successfully at the
examination for entry to the R.A.F. College.

Candidates must be the sons of officers or airmen of the Royal Air Force (including personnel
seconded to the Royal Air Force), or of the air forces of the dominions or colonies, whose parents or
guardians are in need of financial assistance, preference being given to cases in which the need for

assistance arises from the Great War.
A King's Cadet or a Flight Cadet enjoying the financial advantages of a prize cadetship willnot be

eligible to hold an " Ironmongers' Company's " Scholarship, nor will a cadet be eligible to enjoy
both a " Viscount Wakefield " Scholarship and an " Ironmongers' Company's " Scholarship.

The Scholarship will normally be tenable for one year but a holder will be eligible to apply to
retain the Scholarship for a further year.

THE "VICTORIA LEAGUE" SCEOLARSEIPS.

These scholarships were founded by the Orange Free State Branch of the Victoria League, whloh
placed a sum of £1,500 at the disposal of the Air Council, and it was decided to endow a number of
scholarships tenable at the Royal Air Force College, by South African Flight Cadets.

One scholarship of about £100 tenable for two years, will be awarded for competition every alternate
year at the examination held in South Africa for the May entry into the Royal Air Force College.
Additional scholarships, may, however, De awarded at any time if funds are available.

TEE "ABDY QERRARD FELLOWES" MEMORIAL PRIZE.

This prize was originally founded in 1921 by Mrs. D. L. Fellowes in memory of her son, the late
Captain Abdy H. G, Fellowes. It is of the value of £10, and is awarded So the Flight Cadet who
obtains the highest total marks in mathematics and general science when passing out of the Royal
Air Force College, Cranwell.

THE "GORDON SHEPHARD" MEMORIAL PRIZE.

This prise was founded in memory of the late Brigadier-General G. S. Shephard, D.S.O., M.C.
The income on a sum of money placed upon trust with the Air Council by the father of this officer is

to be applied in the provision of annual prizes for essays on Reconnaissance and kindred subjects,
submitted by officers, warrant officers, non-commissioned officers, and aircraftmen of the Royal Air
Force.

The date by which Essays have to be submitted Is published in AJ&.O.

THE "HYDE-THOMSON" MEMORIAL PRIZE.

This prize was founded in memory of the late Lieutenant-Colonel Douglas Hyde-Thomson, R.A.F.,
who was killed whilst flying on duty.

The prize at present amounts to about £29 and Is awarded twice yearly to the Aircraft Apprentice
who secures the highest place In the passing out examination amongst those Aircraft Apprentices
selected from the Electrical and Wireless School, Cranwell, for cadetships at the R.A.F.' College,
Cranwell.

THE "R.M. GROVES" MEMORIAL PRIZE.

This prize was founded In memory of the late Air Commodore Robert Marsland Groves, C.B.,
D.S.O., A.F.C., R.A.F., who was killed 27th May, 1920, whilst flying on duty.

A sum of money has been placed at the disposal of the Air Council, for the provision of a prize to
be called the " R.M. Groves Memorial Prize," to be awarded on the recommendation of the Com-
mandant of the Royal Air Force College to the Flight Cadet who, on his passing out of the College
is selected as being the be9t all-round pilot of his term.

TEB "LAURENCE MINOT" MEMORIAL TROPHY.

This trophy was presented to the Air Council In 1926 in memory of the late Captain Laurence MlnOt,
M.C., R.F.C., who was killed in air combat on 28th July, 1917, while serving with No. 67 Squadron,
B.F.C.
From 1G27 to 1929 the trophy was open to competition between all bombing squadrons under the

command of the Air Officer Commanding-in-Chief, Air Defence of Oreat Britain, and was awarded
annually to the crew (pilot and bomb aimer) of the aeroplane which, during the competition, obtained
the highest degree of accuracy in the Individual classification bombing practices. From 1930-1936, the
trophy w*s confined to competition between night bombing squadrons In home commands, and
has been awarded annually under conditions laid down by the Air Officer Commanding-in-Chief, Air
Defence of Great Britain.

QEORQE B.L
George the Fifth, by the Grace of God, of

Great Britain, Ireland and the British
Dominions beyond the Seas, King, Defender
of the Faith, Emperor of India ; to all to
whom these Presents shall come, Greeting I

Whereas Her late Majesty Queen Victoria

by a Warrant under Her Sign Mannal dated
29th January, 1858, did create a Naval and
Military Decoration to be styled and designated
" The Victoria Cross," and did express Her desire

that this decoration should be highly prized and
eagerly sought after by the Officers and Men of

Her Naval and Military Services.

And whereas by divers subsequent Warrants
other Officers and Men were admitted to and made
eligible for the Decoration, and certain amend-
ments were made to the rules and ordinances
attaching thereto.

And whereas the said Warrant and subsequent
Warrants before referred to, as also the rules and
ordinances affecting the same, were consolidated,

varied and extended by a Warrant under Our
Sign Manual dated the 22nd day of May, 1920.

Now, therefore, We do hereby declare that the
roles and ordinances contained in Our said

Warrant heretofore in force for the governance
of the said Decoration, shall be abrogated,
cancelled and annulled; and in substitution

thereof We by these Presents, for Us, Our Heirs
and Successors, are graciously pleased to make,
ordain and establish the following rules and
ordinances for the governance of the same which
shall from henceforth be inviolably observed and
kept l

—

Firstly, It is ordained that the distinction shall

as heretofore be styled and designated " The
Victoria Cross," and shall consist of a Maltese
Cross of bronze with our Royal Crest in the centre

and underneath it an escroll bearing this inscrip-

tion :
" For Valour."

Secondly, It is ordained that the Cross shall be
suspended from the left breast by a red riband,
one inch and a half in width, and on those
occasions when only the riband Is worn a replica

of the Cross in miniature shall be affixed to
the centre of the riband.

Thirdly, it is ordained that the Cross shall only
be awarded for most conspicuous bravery or some
daring or pre-eminent act of valour or self-

sacrifice or extreme devotion to duty in the
presence of the enemy.

Fourthly it is ordained that the Cross may be
awarded posthumously.

Fifthly, it Is ordained that the names of all

those persons upon or on account of whom We
may be pleased to confer or present the Decoration
shall be published in the London Gazette, and a
Register thereof kept in the Office of Our Principal
Secretary of State for War.

Sixthly, It Is ordained that :
—

(1) Officers, Warrant Officers and sub-
ordinate Officers hereinafter referred
to as Officers, Chief Petty Officers and
Petty Officers hereinafter referred to
as Petty Officers, men and boys
hereinafter referred to as Seamen,
serving In—(a) Our Navy or in ships
of any description for the time being
under Naval Command ; (b) Our
Indian Marine Service ; (c) Navies or
Marine Services of our Dominions,
Colonies, Dependencies or Protecto-
rates ; and (d) Our Mercantile Marine
whilst serving under Naval, Military
or Air Force Authority, or who in the
course of their duties may become
subject to enemy action ;

(2) Officers, Warrant Officers, Non-Com-
mlssioned Officers, men and boys
hereinafter referred to as Marines,
serving in Our Marines

;

(3) Officers, Warrant Officers Classes I and
II, Non-Corumlssioned Officers, men
and boys hereinafter referred to as
Privates, of all ranks serving in Our
Army, Our Army Reserve, Our Terri-
torial or other forces, and the Forces
of Our Dominions, Colonies, Depen-
dencies or Protectorates

;

(4) Officers, Warrant Officers Classes I and
II, Non-Ccrumissioned Officers, and
other Airmen serving in Our Air
Force, Our Air Force Reserve, Our
Auxiliary Air Force, or the Air
Forces of Our Dominions, Colonies,
Dependencies or Protectorates

;

(5) (See Royal Warrant dated 9th May
1938.}

(6) Matrons, Sisters, Nurses and the Staff of
the Nursing Services and other Ser-
vices pertaining to Hospitals and
Nursing, and Civilians of either sex
serving regularly or temporarily under
the orders, direction or supervision
of any of the above mentioned Forces

shall be eligible for the Decoration of the Cross.

Seventhly it Is ordained that if any recipient
of the Cross shall again perform such an act of
bravery, as would have made him or her eligible

to receive the Cross, such further act of bravery
shall be recorded by a Bar to be attached to the
riband by which the Cross Is suspended, and for
every such additional act of bravery, an ad-
ditional Bar shall be added, and any such Bar or
Bars may be awarded posthumously. For every
Bar awarded a replica of the Cross in miniature
shall be added to the riband when worn alone.

(6) When the total personnel of tb.3 unit
exceeds 100 but does not exceed 200,
then the number of seamen, marines,
private soldiers or aircraftmen to be
selected in the manner described in

(a) shall be increased to two.

(e) When the total personnel of the unit
exceeds 200 in number, the number
of Crosses to be awarded in accordance
with these provisions shall be the
subject of special consideration by
Our Lords Commissioners of the
Admiralty or by one of Oar Principal
Secretaries of State for submission
to Us.

(d) The selection to be by a secret ballot in

such manner as shall be determined
in accordance with the foregoing pro-
visions by the Officer directing the
selection to be made.

(e) The death of any person engaged shall
not be a bar to his selection.

the award of The Victoria Cross to any person,

George the Fifth, by the Grace of God, of the

Honourable Order of the Bath, to all to
whom these Presents shall come, Greeting 1

Whereas Our Royal Progenitor and Predecessor
King George the First by certain Letters Patent
under the Great Seal of Great Britain, bearing
date the Eighteenth day of May in the Eleventh
year of His Reign did Institute, erect and con-
stitute a Military Order of Knighthood, to be
and be called for ever thereafter by the name and
title of the the Order of the Bath ; and it was
thereby provided that the said Order should be
governed by Statutes and Ordinances to be from
time to time made, ordained, altered and
abrogated by His said late Majesty, His heirs and
successors at His and their pleasure ; and Whereas
Our late dear Grandmother, Queen Victoria by
Letters Patent under the Great Seal of the United
Kingdom bearing date the Fourteenth day of

April, One thousand eight hundred and forty-

seven, did ordain, direct and appoint that the
said Order should be thenceforth known and
described by the style and designation of the
Most Honourable Order of the Bath, and did make
certain alterations in the constitution of the said
Order, and whereas Statutes and Ordinances
governing the said Most Honourable Order were
enacted and issued on the Thirty-first day of

January, One thousand eight hundred and fifty-

nine, and at divers subsequent dates by Our
Royal Predecessors and by Us, We deem it now
expedient to assemble the said Statutes and to
make such alterations as may appear to Us
necessary for the better government of the said

Order:
Now Know Ye that in pursuance and exercise

of the power vested in Us in the said Letters

igPatent of Our Royal Predecessor King George the
First We have abrogated and annulled and do
hereby abrogate and repeal all and every the said
Statutes and Ordinances so far as they are
repugnant to or inconsistent with the following
Statutes

:

And further Know All Ye to whom these
Presents shall come that In substitution thereof

We have made, ordained and established and by
these Presents sealed with the Seal of the said

Order do make, ordain and establish the following

Statutes and Ordinances, namely :

—

1.—It is Ordained, that this Order of Knight-
hood shall as heretofore be styled and designated
in all acts, proceedings and pleadings as " The
Most Honourable Order of the Bath," as in the
Letters Patent of the Tenth year of the Reign
of Our late dear Grandmother Queen Victoria

and by no other.

2.—It is Ordained, that the said Most Honour-
able Order shall consist of the Sovereign, a Great
Master, and three several classes, viz. :

Knights Grand Cross,

Knight Commanders, and
Companions,

as in the said last-recited Letters Patent men-
tioned.

3.—It Is Ordained, that, as In the saH last-

recited Letters Patent is mentioned, We, Our
heirs and Successors, Kings and Queens Begnant
of this United Kingdom, are and for ever shall
be Sovereigns of this Most Honourable Order,
to whom doth and shall belong all power of
annulling interpreting, explaining, or augmenting
these and every part of these Statutes.

5.—It is Ordained, that this Most Honourable
Order shall contain three classes as In the said
last-recited Letters Patent mentioned, styled
respectively, " Knights Grand Cross," " Knights
Commanders," and " Companions."

26.—It Is Ordained, that the Miniature Badges
worn by the members of the Military and Civil

Divisions of the several Classes of this Most
Honourable Order shall be half the size of the
badges of the members of the Military and Civil

Divisions of the Third Class or Companions of the

said Order and that Sealed Patterns of the said

Miniature Badges shall be deposited and kept

in the Central Chancery of Our Orders of

Knighthood.
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30.—It Is Ordained, that It shall be competent
for Us, Our heirs and successors by an Ordinance
signed by the Sovereign and sealed with the Seal
of the Order and on the recommendation to that
effect of one of Our Principal Secretaries of
State whose Department the matter doth pro-
perly concern, to cancel and annul the appoint-
ment of any person to this Order and that there-
upon his name in the Register shall be erased ;

But that it shall be competent for the Sovereign
to restore to the Order any person whose appoint
ment may have been so cancelled and annulled
when such recommendation has been withdrawn

39.—It is Ordained, that when We, Our heirs
or successors, shall be pleased to nominate and
appoint any person to this Order, such appoint-
ment shall be made by Warrant under Our Royal
Sign Manual sealed with the Seal of this Order
and countersigned by the Great Master of the
said Order

40.—We do hereby command and enjoin that
these Statutes, and every article thereof, shall
be inviolably kept and observed within Our
said Order, reserving to Ourselves, Our helis
and successors, the power of annulling, altering,
abrogating, augmenting, interpreting, or dis-

pensing with the same, or any portion thereof,
by a notification sealed with the Seal of the Order

;

which alterations, abrogations, augmentations,
Interpretations, or dispensations, shall be taken
and received as part and parcel of these Statutes.

The Order of the Bath.

EDWARD R.I.

Edward the Eighth, by the Grace of God, of Great
Britain, Ireland, and the British Dominions
beyond the Seas, King, Defender of the Faith,
Emperor of India and Sovereign of the Most
Honourable Order of the Bath, to all to whom
these Presents shall come, Greeting

!

Whereas by the Fortieth and last Clause of the
Statutes of the Most Honourable Order of the
Bath bearing date the Eleventh day of July, 1925,
power wasreserved to the Sovereign of annulling,
altering, abrogating, augmenting, interpreting or
dispensing with the same, or any portion thereof
by a otiiication sealed with the Seal of the
Order.

And Whereas it appears to us that occasion has
arisen rendering it expedient to make some
alteration in the distribution in the respective
Classes of Knights Grand Cross and Knights
Commanders of the said Most Honourable Order
and to amend the qualifications required for
admission to the Military Division of the Third
Class, or Companions, of the said Order.

We therefore in pursuance and in exercise of
the power so vested in Us do annul the Eighth,
Ninth, Tenth, Eleventh, Twelfth, Thirteenth
and Fourteenth of the aforesaid Statutes and
the same are hereby annulled accordingly, and
in lieu .of the eighth to the thirteenth of the said
StatutesWe have made, ordained, and established
and by these Presents sealed with the Seal of the
said Order do make, ordain and establish, the
following Statutes and Ordinances:

—

8.—It is Ordained, that the Military Division
of the First Class, or Knights Grand Cross, shall
not exceed fifty -seven in number ; and that no
person shall be appointed to this division who
doth not, at the time of his nomination, actually
hold a commission in Our Navy or in the Naval
Forces of Our self-governing Dominions beyond
the Seas of or above the rank of Bear-Admiral,
a commission in Our Marines of or above the
rank of Major-General, a commission in OurArmy
or in Our Indian Military Forces, or in the Military
Forces of Our self-governing Dominions beyond
the Seas, of or above the rank of Major-General,
or a commission in Our Air Force or in the Air
Forces of Our self-governing Dominions beyond
the Seas of or above therank of Air Vice-Marshal.

10.—It is ordained that the Military Division
of the Second Class, or Knights Commanders,
shall not exceed one hundred and sixty-one in
number ; and that no person shall be appointed
thereto who doth not, at the time of his nomi-
nation, actually hold a commission in Our Navy
or in the Naval Forces of Our self-governing
Dominions beyond the Seas or in Our Indian
Navy of or above the rank of Captain, Engineer
Captain, Surgeon Captain or Paymaster Captain,
a commission in Our Marines of or above the
rank of Colonel, a commission in Our Army or
in Our Indian Military Forces, or in the Military
Forces of Our self-governing Dominions beyond
the Seas of or above a similar rank, a commission
in Our Air Force or in the Air Forces of Our
self-governing Dominions beyond the Seas of or
above the rank of Group Captain, or a commission
of equivalent or higher rank in the Departments
of Our Army, Indian Military Forces or Military
Forces of Our self-governing Dominions beyond
the Seas ; and who shall not have been recom-
mended to Us for distinguished Service in the

presence of the enemy, or who shall not have
given good and efficient Service in Command as
Flag Officer, General Officer or Air Officer, or
good and efficient Service as Engineer-in-Chief,
Medical Director-General or Paymaster Director-
General in Our Navy, or who shall not have
deserved such distinction by his meritorious
Service in actual war, in providing for the wants
of, or in taking care of, the sick or wounded
Officers, Seamen, Soldiers, and Airmen of the
said Forces.

12.—It is ordained that the Military Division
of the Third Class, or Companions, shall not,
except under special and temporary exigencies,
exceed seven hundred and two in number ; and
that no person shall be appointed thereto who
doth not.jat the time of his nomination, actually
hold a commission in Our Navy, or in the Naval
Forces of Our self-governing Dominions beyond
the Seas, or in Our Indian Navy, of or above the
rank or equivalent rank of Lieutenant-Com-
mander, a commission in our Marines of or above
the rank of Major, a commission in Our Army, or
in Our Indian Military Forces, or in the Military
Forces of Our self-governing Dominions beyond
the Seas, of or above a similar rank, a commission
in Our Air Force, or in the Air Forces of Our
self-governing Dominions beyond the Seas, of or
above the rank of Squadron leader, or a com-
mission of equivalent or higher rank in the
Departments of Our Army, Indian Military
Forces, or Military Forces of Our self-governing
Dominions beyond the Seas; nor shall any
person be admitted into this division unless his
services have been marked by the especial
mention of his name in despatches, as having
distinguished himself by his valour and conduct
in action against the enemy, in the command of

a ship of war, or of Our troops, or of Our Air
Force, or at the head of a military department,
or as having, by some active service under hia
immediate conduct and direction, contributed
to the success of any such action ; or unless he
shall by good and zealous service have contri-
buted in a marked degree to the efficiency of
Our Navy or of the Navy of one of Our self-

governing Dominions beyond the Seas, or Our
Indian Navy or Our Marines ; or unless being
an Engineer, Medical or Accountant Officer in
Our Navy or in the Naval Forces of one of Our
self-governing Dominions beyond the Seas, or In
Our Indian Navy, or an Officer of a Department
of Our Army, Indian Military Forces, Military
Forces of Our self-governing Dominions beyond
the Seas, or Branches of Our Air Force or the
Air Forces of Our self-governing Dominions
beyond the Seas, other than the General Duties
Branch, he shall have deserved such distinction
by his meritorious services in actual war, in
providing for the wants of, or in taking care of,

the sick or wounded Officers, Seamen, Soldiers
and Airmen of the said Forces.

And It is Our Will and Pleasure that these
Statutes, sealed with the Seal of the said Order,
shall be taken and received as part and parcel
of the Statutes thereof.

George the Sixth, by the Grace of God, of Great

Greeting

Whereas Our Royal Father, His late Majesty
King George the Fifth, by Letters Patent under
the Great Seal, bearing date at Westminster
the Fourth day of June, 1917, in the Eighth year
of His Reign, did institute, erect, constitute, and
create an Order of Knighthood, to be called and
known for ever thereafter by the name, style,

and designation of " The Most Excellent Order
of the British Empire," whereof His said Majesty
and His heirs and successors for ever should be
Sovereigns and did by the said Letters Patent
ordain and declare that the said Order should
be governed by Statutes and Ordinances to be
established by the Sovereign and sealed by the
Seal of the said Order.

And whereas His said late Majesty did on
various dates and particularly on the Third
day of November, 1933, enact and issue certain

Statutes and Ordinances to be observed within
the said Order, wherein a power was reserved
to the Sovereign of the said Order of annulling,
altering, augmenting, interpreting or dispensing
with the same or any part thereof by a notifica-

tion under His Sign Manual.

And whereas it Is expedient that certain

alterations should be made In the existing

Statutes of the said Order:

Now know ye that in pursuance and in exercise

of the power vested In Us by the said Letters
Patent We have abrogated and annulled and do
hereby abrogate and repeal the said Statutes

:

And further know all ye to whom these
Presents shall come that In substitution thereof
We have made, ordained, and established, and by
these Presents, sealed with the seal of the said
Order, do make, ordain and establish the following
Statutes and Ordinances, namely :

—

1, It is ordained and enjoined that this Order
of Chivalry shall be styled and designated in all

Acts, proceedings, and pleadings "The Most
Excellent Order of the British Empire " as in Our
said Letters Patent is directed, and by no other
designation.

2. It is ordained that the said Order shall
consist of the Sovereign and a Grand Master and
of five several classes :—I. " Knights Grand
Cross " and " Dame3 Grand Cross." II. " Knights
Commanders " and " Dames Commanders."
III. " Commanders." IV. " Officers." V.
" Members." And St is further ordained that
each and every of these five Classes shall likewise
contain two sub-dlvlsions whereof the first shall

be styled " Military " and the second " Civil,"

each of which sub-divisions shall be composed
partly of Ordinary and partly of Honorary
Members, but that no person shall at the same
time be included in both sub-divisions.

3. It is ordained that We, Our heirs and suc-
cessors, Kings or Queens B.egnant of Our said
Realm, are and for evershallbe Sovereigns of this

Order, to whom doth and shall belong all power
of annulling, interpreting, explaining, or aug-
menting these and every part of these Statutes.

5. It is ordained that all commissioned, and
warrant and subordinate Officers subject to the
Naval Discipline Act or employed under the
Order of the Admiralty, and all commissioned
and warrant Officers recommended by any Com-
mander-in-Chief in the field or elsewhere, or
employed under the War Office or Air Ministry,
and all members of the Naval, Army and Air
Force Nursing Services, and such officials of the
Women's Auxiliary Services as are under contract
with or employed by the Admiralty, War Office

or Air Ministry, and all commissioned and warrant
and subordinate Officers of the Naval, Military
and Air Forces of India, Burma, Our
Dominions and Colonies, the States or Territories
under our protection, and Mandated Territories,

Including those serving under Administrative
Headquarters, and members of the Nursing
Services of such Forces and officials of the
Women's Auxiliary Services of such Forces, shall
be eligible for appointment to the Military
Division of this Order.

7. It is ordained that foreign persons upon
wbom We may think fit to confer the honour of
being received Into this Order shall be deemed
to be, and described as, Honorary Knights Grand
Cross or Honorary Dames Grand Cross, Honorary
Knights Commanders or Honorary Dames Com-
manders, Honorary Commanders, Honorary
Officers, and Honorary Members, according to
the classes in the Order to which they belong,
and it is further ordained that the name of
every foreign person to be received into this
Order shall be laid before Us, Our heirs and
successors, by Our Secretary of State for Foreicn
Affairs, and that the number of such foreign
persons shall not be limited as Is hereinafter
provided in the case of ordinary members.

8. It is ordained that the Military Division of
the First Class or Knights and Dames Grand Cross
shall not exceed nine, of which number two may
be appointed on the recommendation of Our
First Lord of the Admiralty (not more than one
to be so appointed In a period of two years),

two on the recommendation of Our Secretary
of State for War (not more than one to be so
appointed in a period of two years), two on the
recommendation of Our Secretary of State for
Air (not more than one to be so appointed in a
period of two years), and three on the recommen-
dation of Our Secretary of State for Dominion
Affairs or Our Secretary of State for the Colonies
(not more than one to be so appointed in one
year) ; but that any vacancy arising by the death
of a Knight or Dame Grand Cross so nominated
shall be filled only on the recommendation of the
Department by which the deceased Knight or
Dame Grand Cross was recommended.

10. It is ordained that the Military Division
of the Second Class or Knights and Dames Com-
manders shall not exceed forty-eight, of which
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number sixteen may be appointed on the recom-
mendation of Our First Lord of the Admiralty
(not more than two to be so appointed in one
year), seventeen on the recommendation of Our
Secretary of State for War (not more than one to
be so appointed in one year), five on the recom-
mendation of Our Secretary of State for Air (not
more than one to be so appointed in a period of
two years), and ten on the recommendation of
Our Secretary of State for Dominion Affairs, or
Our Secretary of State for the Colonies (not more
than two to be so appointed in one year) ; but that
any vacancy arising by the death of a Knight
or Dame Commander so nominated shall be filled

only on the recommendation of the Department
by which the deceased Knight or Dame Com-
mander was recommended.

12. It is ordained that the Military Division
of the Third Class or Commanders shall not
exceed four hundred and twenty-two, of which
number sixty-two may be appointed on the
recommendation of Our First Lord of the
Admiralty (not more than six to be so appointed
in one year provided that not more than forty-
four be so appointed in ten years), two hundred
and forty-three on the recommendation of Our
Secretary of State for War (not more than
eighteen to be so appointed in one year), twenty-
eight on the recommendation of Our Secretary
of State for Air (not more than three to be so
appointed in two years), and eighty-nine on the
recommendation of Our Secretary of State for
Dominion Affairs or Our Secretary of State for
the Colonies (not more than nine to be so
appointed in one year) ; but that any vacancy
arising by the death of a Commander so nomi-
nated shall be filled only on the recommendation
of the Department by which the deceased
Commander was recommended.

14. It is ordained that not more than ninety-
seven appointments shall be made in any year
to the Military Division of the Fourth Class or
Officers of which number fourteen may be
appointed on the recommendation of Our First
Lord of the Admiralty (provided that not more
than one hundred and ten be so appointed
In ten years), fifty-four on the recommendation
of Our Secretary of State for War, six on the
recommendation of Our Secretary of State for
Air, and twenty-three on the recommendation
of Our Secretary of State for Dominion Affairs
or Our Secretary of State for the Colonies.

16. It is ordained that not more than one
hundred and sixty-one appointments shall be
made in any year to the Military Division of
the Fifth Class or Members, of which number
fourteen may be made on the recommendation
of Our First Lord of the Admiralty (provided
that not more than one hundred and ten may
be so appointed in ten years), one hundred and
one on the recommendation of Our Secretary
of State for War, seven on the recommendation
of Our Secretary of State for Air, and thirty-
nine on the recommendation of Our Secretary
of State for Dominion Affairs or Our Secretary
of State for the Colonies.

18. It Is ordained that If the appointments
authorised to be made annually in the first three
olasses as aforesaid bo not made in any one years

the vacancies so arising may be filled in sub-
sequent years, but that vacancies so arising in
thefourth and fifth classes may not be so filled up

19. It Is ordained that those persons who
were admitted into this Most Excellent Order
prior to the twenty-ninth day of December,
One thousand nine hundred and twenty-two,
and those persons who were admitted in recogni-
tion of their services in the Military operations
in Wazirlstan in the year One thousand nine
hundred and twenty-four or who were admitted
in Commemoration of the twenty-fifth year of
the reign of Our Royal Father, His late Majesty
King George the Fifth in the year 1935, and
those persons whom We have thought fit to
admit in Commemoration of Our Royal Corona-
tion on the 12th day of May last, shall not now
or hereafter be included within the number
allotted to each class of the Order by the fore-
going Statutes.

20. It is ordained that In each Class of the
Military Division the persons who may be
appointed on the recommendation of Our First
Lord of the Admiralty may include members of
Our Royal Indian Navy, and that the persons
who may be appointed on therecommendation of
our Secretary of State for War may include
members of Our Indian and Burma Armies, and
that the persons who may be appointed on the
recommendation of our Secretary of State for Air
may include members of Our Indian Air Force
and that the persons who may be appointed on
the recommendation of Our Secretary of State for
Dominion Affairs or Our Secretary of State for
the Colonies shall be members of Our Dominion
and other Overseas Defence Forces ; but that In

the Fourth and Fifth Classes of the Military
Division in any year in which Our Secretary of
State for Dominion Affairs and Our Secretary of
State for the Colonies do not desire torecommend
for appointment members of such Defence Forces
to the fullnumber permitted, an addition may be
made to the number of appointments which may
be made on the recommendation of Our First
Lord of the Admiralty, Our Secretary of State for

War, and Our Secretary of State for Air (but so
that the number of appointments made in that
year on the recommendation of Our First Lord
of the Admiralty, Our Secretary of State for War,
Our Secretary of State for Air, Our Secretary of

State for Dominion Affairs and Our Secretary
of State for the Colonies together do not exceed
the provision authorised).

21. It is ordained that the name of every
person, other than a foreign person, to be
appointed to be a Member of any Class of
the Civil Division of this Our said Order shall be
laid before Us, Our heirs and successors, by Our
Prime Minister,and thatthename of everyperson
other than a foreign person, to be appointed,
to be a MemDer of any Class of the Military
Division shall be laid before Us, Our heirs and
successors by Our First Lord of the Admiralty,
Our Secretary of State for War, or Our Secretary
of State for Air as may be appropriate.

22. It is ordained that when We, Oar heirs or
successors shall be pleased to nominate and ap-
point any person to this Order such appointment
shall be made by Warrant under Our Royal Sign
Manual sealed with the Seal of this Order and
countersigned by the Grand Master of the said

Order.
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36. It is ordained that It shall be competent
for Us, Our heirs and successors, by an Ordinance
signed by the Sovereign and sealed with the Seal

of the Order and on the recommendation to that
effect by or through one of Our Principal
SecretariesofStatewhoseDepartmentthe matter
doth properly concern, to cancel and annul the
appointment of any person to this Order, and
that thereupon his or her name in the Register
shall be erased ; but that It shall be competent
for the Sovereign to restore to the Order any
person whose appointment may have been so
cancelled and annulled when such recom-
mendation has been withdrawn.

37. It Is ordained that a Military and Civil

Medal of this Order shall be awarded to persons
who perform acts of gallantry warranting such
mark of Our Royal appreciation, and that any
person to whom such Medal has been, or may be,
awarded may, on all occasions when the use of

such letters is customary, place after his or her
names the letters " E.G.M." (Empire Gallantry
Medal) and that any Member of the Order upon
whom such medal has been, or may be, conferred
shall be entitled to wear it In addition to the
Insignia of the Order. It is also Ordained that a
further act of gallantry deemed worthy of the
award of the Medal performed by a person upon
whom the Medal has been conferred shall be
recorded by a Bar attached to the riband from
which the Medal is suspended, and that for every
additional such act an additional bar may be
awarded.

38. It is further ordained that a Military and
Civil Medal of this Order shall be awarded to
persons who render meritorious service warrant-

ing such mark of Our Royal appreciation. Such
Civil Medal shall not be awarded to Members of

any of the five classes of the Order, or to persons
eligible for appointment thereto, and such
Military Medal shall only be awarded to persons
subordinate to those who are eligible for the
Military Division of the various classes of the
Order, "but a recipient of the Medal, whether
Military or Civil who may subsequently be
appointed a Member of one of the five classes of

the Order may continue to wear the Medal in

addition to the Insignia of the Order.

39. It is Ordained that the Medal of the
Most Excellent Order of the British Empire for

men and for women shall consist of a circular

medal in silver, having on the obverse a repre-
entation of Britannia with the motto of the
Order and, upon the exergue, the words " For
Gallantry" or "For Meritorious Service" and

on the reverse The Royal and Imperial Cypher
of the Sovereign and the words " Instituted by
King George V," and shall be worn on the left

side suspended from a clasp to a rose pink
riband edged with pearl grey of one inch and
one-quarter in width, with the addition in the
case of recipients of the Military Medal of the
Order of a vertical pearl grey stripe in the centre
of the riband of about one-sixteenth of an inch
and that the clasp shall be ornamented with
laurel leaves for gallantry, or with oak leaves
for meritorious service, as the case may be.
And it is further ordained that the riband of
the medal '* For Gallantry " shall be ornamented
with a branch of laurel in silver.

40. It Is further Ordained that It shall be
competent for Us, Our heirs and successors by
an Ordinance signed by the Sovereign and sealed
with the Seal of the Order and on the recom-
mendation to that effect by or through one of Our
Principal Secretaries of State whose Department
the matter doth properly concern, to cancel and
annul the award of any Medal of the said Order,
and that thereupon the name of the recipient in
the Register shall be erased ; but that It shall be
competent for the Sovereign to restore the Medal
to any person whose name may have been erased
when circumstances render it just and expedient
so to do.

50. It is Ordained that the Miniature Badges
to be worn by the Members of the five classes of
this Order shall be reproductions of the Badges
ofthe respective Classes,save thatthey shall in all

cases be only one-half the size, of the Badge
hereinbefore Ordained for Members of the Fourth
Class, or Officers of the Order.

It is also Ordained that Sealed Patterns of the
said Miniature Badges shall be deposited and
kept in the Central Chancery of Our Orders of
Knighthood.

52. Lastly, We reserve to Ourselves, Our heirs
and successors, full power of annulling, altering,

abrogating, augmenting, Interpreting or dis-

pensing with these Statutes and Regulations or
any part thereof by a notification under the Sign
Manual of the Sovereign of the Order.

(Hi) The numbers of each class of the Decora-
tion which may be conferred under this Clause,
shall be additional to the Establishment ordained
in the Sixth Clause of this Our Warrant.

Now therefore We do hereby declare that the
rules and ordinances contained in Our said
Warrant dated the 30th day of October, 1920,
shall be abrogated, cancelled and annulled, and
We are pleased to make, ordain and establish

the following rules and ordinances in substitution
for the same, which shall from henceforth be
inviolably observed and kept :

KITCHENER MEDICAL SERVICES SCHOLARSHIPS
Medical services scholarships are awarded from time to time (a) to the sons of

officers and men, or of ex-officers and men, of the Regular Forces or (6) to the sons
