The above list is issued for the information of Captains of His Majesty's Ships with
reference to the provisions of Article 00 of the King's Regulations, under which they are
authorised to ascertain whether British Merchaut Ships flying the Blue Ensign of His
Majesty's Fleet are legally entitled to do so under the Regulations of the Royal Naval Reserve.

The detailed Regulations issued by the Board of Trade lay down the following conditions
relative to the wearing of the Blue Ensign :

—

(a.) If, from any circumstance, the Naval Reserve Officer to whom the warrant was issued is not
in command of the ship, then the Blue Ensign is not to be worn.

(6.) If the number of persons belonging to the Naval Reserve on board is less tban 10, then the
Blue Ensign is not to be worn unless it can be shown by the endorsements on the Agreement,
or by entries in the Official Log. that the reduction in (he number was caused by death, sickness
desertion, joining one of His Majesty's Ships, or by some unavoidable casualty.

(c.) If it is found that, although the ship is provided with an Admiralty Warcant, the above-
named conditions are not complied with, the Admiralty Warrant should be obtained and
transmitted, with a report to the Admiralty.

(d.) If it is found that the ship 18 flying the Blue Ensign without an Admiralty Warrant ths
Blue Ensign should be seized and the case reported to the Admiralty.

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GEORGE GUTHRIE'S FUND.
Education of the Sons of Scotsmen killed or disabled in the War.

This Fund has been settled in trust as a Memorial of Lieutenant Gkokgi
Watson Guthrih, M.B., CM., of the Royal Army Medical Corps, who wai
killed in action at Beaucourt, France, on November 13th, 1916.

Dr. Guthrie, who was born in 1876, was the youngest son of the Rev. David
Guthrie, Minister of the Free Church of Scotland at Liberton, and was a grandson
of the Rev. Dr. Thomas Guthrie of Edinburgh. He took his medical degrees at

the University of Edinburgh in 1900, and then proceeded to London, where he
became a house surgeon at Middlesex Hospital. Owing to a serious illness he
decided to relinquish his medical career, and accepted a business appointment in

South America. For some years before the War he was resident in Chili and Peru.
In 1916 he received a commission in the R.A.M.C. and was sent to France.

He was attached to the Naval Division, and was killed by a shell at Beaucourt
while attending to the wounded in the open field under heavy fire.

It is estimated that the Fund will produce an annual free income of about
;£l,00O.

The Trustees are Sir John Struthers, K.C.B., Scotch Education Department;
Mr. W. K. Dickson, LL.D., Advocate, Edinburgh; Mr. H. P. Macuillan, K.C,
Edinburgh ; Mr. E. H. F. Bradby, Solicitor, London, and Professor Habvii
Littlkjohn, Dean of the Faculty of Medicine in "the University of Edinburgh.

A wide discretion has been left to the Trustees, and it Is not their present

Intention to lay down any hard-and-fast scheme with regard to the allocation of

grants from the Fund. They are prepared to consider each individual case on

its merits, being guided by the general principle that the purpose of the Trust

is to benefit boys whose family circumstances before the War were such that they

might reasonably have looked forward to becoming officers in His Majesty's

Service, or to entering professional or business life, and who on account of the

death or disablement of their fathers in the War are unable to obtain, or to

continue, the necessary education without assistance.
